Olympic of White Star Line!
Run Down by Ctuiser
Hawke.

Southamptor?, Eng.,, Sept. 20—The
steamer Olympic of the White 'Star
Line which  Ieft Southampton shortly
before noon today with a large crowd
of returning American tourists, lies
tonight 'off Calshot Castle: at the en-
trance of Southampton water with a
gapling hole in her side as a result
of a collision with the British Pro-

tected Cruiser Hawke. Fortunately
no lives were lost ana of the 2,000 or
more passengers and c¢rew of the ship
not one was even injured. There 21-
S0 was no panic.

The aceident occurred a few miles
from the spot where the American
Liner St. Paul and the British Cruiser
Gladiator collided nearly four years
ago and as in the previous case the
warship came off second best, so far
as can be ascertained  tonight. The
extent of damage to the liner cannot
be :decided until she is docked and an
examination made of the rent which
the cruiser’s ram cut in her side.

Left at 11.20 a.m,

The Olympic left her dock at 11:20

o’clock this morning steaming at a
moderate speed eastward on her way
to Cherbourg to pick up
passengers. She already haa on board
neafly 1,700 persons, exclusive of the
créw. The first cabin passengers were
just answering the call to lunch when
attention was attracted to the Hawke
which was undergoing steam trials.
. The warship moving at great speed
followed the lner, but apparently was
quite clear of her. Suddenly she
swerved in and before the passengers
could realize ‘what was happening,
struck '~ the liner on the starboard
quarter near the stern, tearing into a
section about forty feet in extent. The
Hawke is fitted with a ram especially
designed to sink ‘a vessel in spite of
its water tight doors which automat-
ically  close, held -the compartments
hermetically sealed.

The Olympic¢ listed slighty to star-
-board, but not to a sufficient angle to
cause any serious alarm and the offi-
cers quickly reassured the passengers.

A Large Rent.

The rent in the Olympic was of such
a size, however, that the passengers
on a smaller steamer. passing at the
time could see right into the interior
of the vessel

So far as can be learned, the Hawke
suffered more severely. Twelve féet
of her upper deck wagd twisted out of
all ‘recognition.

| DISCOVERED

|

Countless Winnipeg Meréhants Swindléd' by Forgeries of |
'C. P. R. Pay Checks Involving Many Thousands ‘
of Dollars— May Extend to Other Cities.

!

Bulletin Special.

Winnipeg, Man., Sept. 20.—One of
the most monstrous forgery schemes,
inyolving many thousands of dollars,
and which has victimized countless
merchants in Winnipeg, and in all‘
probability in other cities, was dis-|
covered. by the Bank of Montreal
officials yesterday afternoon.

The forgeries have been worked |
through bogus Canadian Pacific Rail-
way Company checks, and while the |
railway company or bawnks have not |
lost money, it is known that several |
hundted local merchants have suffef- |
*d‘losses, ‘some not less thén seventy- |
five dollars and‘!dthers ‘as high'ds ja |
thousangd dollars. i ¢ Pl
The . forgeries were discovered yes- |
terday in the offices of ' the:-Bank ; of |
Montreal, when :threge . thousand, .doi- |
lars. worth of bogus,checks, weer de-
Jivered from’ the clearing house. i

As'far as” the' general appedardnce
checks * ‘lookad |
‘genuine and - the-sigriatures iwere 'eg- |
tremgly skillfully 'forged. In’.fact, |
‘it was impossible .to see lany differ- |
ence in the forged: signatures from |
thé genuine even under the scrutiny |
of an--expert in handwriting. The |
defect lay in the color.

Partly for the protection of the
company and ‘partly because it is of
ussistance in filing, the custom of the‘
company is to change the color of its
pay checks each month The Sep-
tember checks were printed on yellow
paper, and the checks that were
forged were printed on pink paper,

The pay day of the C.P.R. is the
fifteenth day of each month, and the
checks were evidently all prepared |
for release on that date. The forgcrs“
presumably tock advantage of the|
week-end and cashed their checksi
betwen Friday afternoon and Mo:-
day morning. By doing this thoy !
greatly increased their chance of Le- |
ing able to clean up a great sum. in |
each case the checks were held over |
until Monday, because of the Satur- |
day half-holiday in_the bank. It is]
thought that the checks are not made
out for less ‘than $75 and. mnot mux'efx
than $80. They 4dre ;very. . clevecly
forged and are-:even 'perfected. as is
necessary, with .the notice “not over |
eighty dollars.” 1

The signature of the C.P.R pay-
master. John Ashmore Kennedy, Is
very cleverly forged and also  the
signature of W.: McNaughten, - who
countersigns all checks issued by tne
company. In the case of the for-
mer, he signs the checks in heavy
black ink, allowing a good sweep to
his pen, and McNaughton adopts a
style that is exactly opposite, signing |
his name in very light fashion. F
most cases the checks are endorsed |
with the names of foreigners.

As . far as can be learned, about cne!
hundred checks have been cashed,
but there may be thousands more |
between Winmnipeg and Vancouver |
and. Montreal. Meantime, the com-
pany has placed its secret service |
officials on the.track of the criminals, |
and the bank is al!so taking steps tu}
prevent anyone’ from ‘cashing chelkel!

ibrated mountainecrs, ‘DriTN.’ Collie
and A. L. Mumm of London, Tng-

land, accompaﬁod by M. Inderbinen,
a Swiss guide, 'returned to Edmonton
on their way home on Saturday night.

The explorations of the . moun-
taineers led them  into . hitherto un-
travelled regions northwest of Mount
Robson, in the Vvalleys of the Smoky .

It is wegarded simply. .as
misdemeanor, . and - is' punighable by
fine, at the discretion of the._ms
trate. The law, with respect to per-
sonation in municipal elections is
equally lenient.

The ‘Dominion law is not only Dra-
conian in its  severity, but it widens
the offence to include, not only perso-
nation, but an attempt at personation,
or the abetting of personation.

Thus the man who induces or sug-
gests to another man that he should
personate a voter at  the election is
liable to fine and imprisonment.

A party entering a voting bot th and
asking for a ballot in the name of
{ some other elector is guilty of per-
sonation, even though he may not ac-
tually receive the ballot. The Domin-
jon law is set forth in sections 772 and
773 ©of the criminal. code of Canada,
and isg as follows :

easily be spent on the present city |
of Strathcona, during the coming
year. Fp: thought the opposition to
the agreement had an origin in some
selfish purpose. In a similar way |
people had originally been opposed
to the high-level bridge when it was
first talked of, because it would hurt
business, whereas Strathcona’s future
as a residential ¢ity' 'guaranteed more
business' than if' ‘shé were 'a- manu-
lfacturing- centre.

Mr. SHeéppard also drew atfention
to the advantages that would accrue
to the city from the greater fame of
Edmonton. He cited: in particular
the difficulty arising from hooking
men from the old country to Ed-|
monton.

Dr. Tory's Address.

Dr. Tory deprecated any appeal to
partisanship. He did wish to speak,
however, for the committee and to
state his belief that they had obtained
the best terms possible. The best|
argument in favor of the agreement |
from Strathcona’s standpoint was
that the very points about which
Strathcona was quarrelling were hving:
