The Canadian market has been 
tried and its conditions and require­
ments are well known here ; 4t was 
formerly profitable and is very ac­
cessible. It seems probable that the 
Canadian dealers will bid higher for 
a better and uniform quality Of piok- 
led herring, and thait, in their -own 
interests, they wilt eliminate any 
cause for complaint in the method 
of handling When it is brought to 
their attention. _

The most important thing, how­
ever, is to produce a reliable grade 
of pickled herring. This is sought 
through governmental regulation. 
The Newfoundland Government is 
asked: First, to .place at the service 
of the fishermen through the monlh 
of May its expert on such matters; 
second, to appoint inspectors with 
authority to prevent the plcklidg of 
inferior or spoiled herring or the use 
of improper, containers, and, presum­
ably’, to punish offenders; third, to 
issue numbered licenses to eash fish­
erman who desires to pickle herring; 
and fourth, to require him to mark 
plainly on each'barrel of his product 
by means of stenciling plates to be 
furnished with each license, bis li­
cense number, a distinguishing sym­
bol (a crown is proposed), and the 
words “West Coast Herring”, thus 
enabling inferiority to be laid subse­
quently at the door of the offending 
party.—N.Y. Fishing Gazette.

The Dying
Morris Party.

The Daily- News has not yet an­
swered our inquiries if it has yet 
apologized for attacks made on Sir 
Edward Morris previous to 1907, if 
not, why the editor has not done so. 
as he now holds that Sir Edward 
Morris is the legitimate successor of 
Sir William Whiteway. In those 
days, according to the Daily News, 
Sir Edward was nothing but a parti­
san politician. Mr. Robinson de­
clared in those days that a great 
gulf was fixed between the statesman 

’ and the partisan politician. Nowa­
days, according to Mr. Robinson. Sir 
Edward is pre-eminently the states­
man. Of one thing there can be no 
manner of doubt, no manner of doubt 
whatever, and that is that Mr. Rob­
inson belongs to the class of partisan 
politicians. When Sir William White­
way was in active administration, 
Mr. Robinson had not a good word 
for him until Sir William joined the 
Morison-Robinson group. Before 
1907 Mr. Robinson had not a 
good, word for Sir Edward, he only 
discovered his “brains” and "states­
manship” after Sir Edward joined 
the Morison-Robinson group, and 
declared against taking seriously Sir 
Edward's views on any contract 
where capitalists were concerned. Yet 
he too,k Sir Edward’s vews seriously 
as to the mileage of the Branch Rail­
ways, their total cost, and the paying 
of the Contractor in gold instead of 
bonds.

He 
cannot get over the fact that thous­
ands of fishermen petitioned for a 
chance to turn out the Government 
last year and that Sir Edward Morris 
was afraid to face the music, know­
ing that the stakes were the 
Government and that the people had 
determined to turn out his Govern­
ment, and that he would have as lit­
tle chance of keeping back the tide 
as he had of restraining the feeling 
against the Reid Deal. Sir Edward 
cannot avail of his tactics of 1900 of 
getting in out of the wet under the 
wing of Sir Robert Bond, as he did 
in 1900, and he knows he has to go 
this time.

Will Mr. Robinson tell us whether 
his praise and censure of Sir Edward 
Morris are alike valueless? Is he 
sincere when he praises the states­
manship of Morris? Is the opinion of 
the Daily News of Morris of any im­
portance, and if of importance which 
set of opinions does the public place 
any reliance on?

A round eighty milion sterling 
will have been spent on*‘The Earth's 
Ctitest Cut,” As an American news 
paper has dubbed it, and the engi­
neering and oigahizing difficulties 
have been so tremendous that when 
Colonel Goetbals took it in hand 
America’s three most famous engin 
eers had, after short triais handed in 
their resignations in despair.

A week or two ago a charge of 
dyamite oearly removed a man whose 
name will be in a few months in the 
headlines of the world’s newspapers. 
Colonel Goethals, who for six years 
bps been in charge of the Panama 
Canal; and who has promised that a 
ship shall sail through before the end 
of the year, had his face badly 
scorched while watching an unim­
portant “blast,” and part of an ear 
chipped off.

Roosevelt in a Bage.
When the last one came in 

Roosevelt, the then President, thum­
ped his heavy fist on the desk and 
shouted “I’ll put a man on that job 
who’ll keep his. nose to it till the 
Judgement Day, if necssary. Send 
for Goethals.

Till then the army officer had been 
quite unknown to fame, tho he was 
in charge of the military engineers 
during America’s war with Spa n. 
But now it is' stated that from 
twenty to thirty of the world's 
keenest engineers arrive at Panama 
every week to watch and admire his 
handling of the Panama problem.

During his first few months he 
made himself quite the best hated 
man in Panama. He insised on 
1 aving a free hand and that good 
r.dvice in the form of advisory com­
mittees, official and unofficial,
should be abolished.

Just after he had sent out one 
of his first orders, a big superintend­
ent came to point out a fatal object- 
tion. He spoke well and clearly and 
crisply. “I hope Colonel,” he ended 
“you see the force of my argument?’"

The Colonel looked mildly 
puzzled. “Very interesting,” he 
murmured. “But I wasn’t arguing;
I was issuing an order.”

“We Open on September 1st” 
Hearing that an urgently needed 

hospital was behindhand, the new 
chief went to see about it. To the 
man in charge he remarked: “We 
open this hospital on September 1st” 
(mentioning a date a month earlier 
than the one already settled). The 
engineer smiled.

“October, you mean. I’m afraid 
we can’t do it even then.”

“We ojlen on September 1st,’’the 
grim new Governor of the Panama 
Zone murmured again.

The Engineer was startled, and 
called heaven and earth to witness 
that it was impossible.

Goethals repeated; “I said we 
open on September 1st.’’

The engineer grew resigned. “Well 
I’ll try,” he muttered. -

“I’m sorry if I still don’t make 
myself clear,” he ended, “We— 
open on — September— 1st And 
they did.

That was the way with everything 
on the canal when the new chief 
arrived. But he succeeded not only 
in knocking off the arrears, but in 
bringing the opening of the “big 
cut” eighteen months nearer than 
the official estimate. The beginning 
of 1914 will see the canal open, in­
stead of the middle of 1915.

The new chief soon lived his un­
popularity down and now he is 
affectionally known as the old naan 
or “the B.B.B..” (a contraction of 
President Taft’s name for him—the 
best big boss on earth).

He holds an open court every 
Sunday, when he listens to the 
grievances and difficulties of any 
man on the Isthmus who wants to 
consult him.

Father and Son.

of the Navy.
The preliminary stage of the great­

est naval manoeuvres that have ever 
been held, whether in sheer size of 
the ships or in the number of units 
and men engaged, opened yesterday. 

^ No fewer than 23 Admirals and 346 
1 ships, distributed between 36 squad­
rons, will be employed in the opera­
tions. The ships are of the follow­
ing classes :

Dreadnoughts, 21; Mine-sweepers, 
6; Other battleships, ft Destroyers, 
169; Old armoured fcruiSers, 27; Sub­
marines, 48; Heavy cruisers, 12; 
Waterplane ship, 1; Light cruisers, 
16; Tenders, depot ships, etc., 28; 
Mine-layers, 7.

But to. obtain this force practically
the entire British Fleet has been con­
centrated in home waters. Only two
really effective modern fighting ships
under Admiralty control remain 
abroad, namely, the Inflexible in the 
Mediterranean, and the New Zea­
land in the Southern Pacific.

—In the second stage of the manoeu­
vres two fleets, the Blue, represent­
ing the British forces, under Admiral 
Sir George Callaghan, and the Red, 
representing the enemy, under Vice- 
Admiral Sir John Jellicoe, will be 
pitted against each other. The main 
strategic, object of the exercises will 
be to ascertain whether the British 
Fleet can give security against in­
vasion. Sir John Jellicoe will en­
deavor to land an invading force, and 
Sir George Callaghan will be charg­
ed with the task of bringing him to 
battle and destroying him before the 
landing can . be effected.

The problem is of surpassing im­
portance in view of the weakness 
and disorganization of the Territorial 
Force. If Sir George Callaghan is 
successful the Government may be 
expected to claim that the safety of 
this country is absolutely assured 
and that, therefore, there is no need 
to reorganize the Territorials and in­
troduce national service.

Last year a similar problem was 
studied, and on that . occasion Sir 
George Callaghan commanded -the 
Red, or attacking force, representing 
the enemy, while Prince Louis of 
Battenburg, commanded the Blue, or 
British defending force. The British 
(prce was given a strength nearly 
double that of the enemy.

But, notwithstanding this great 
superiority, Sir George Callaghan 
was able to land 28,000 men on the 
Yorkshire coast, to brea.k through 
the British line of patrol in the 
North Sea, and to effect his retreat 
to the south with only 1he loss of his 
oldest ships which were of little Val­
ue.

Among the most remarkable fea­
tures of the coming manoeuvres will 
be the presence with the fleets of a 
waterplane depot ship, the Hermes, 
carrying three waterplanes. This is 
the first occasion on which aircraft 
have been used in these exercises. 
In addition to the waterplanes afloat 
a certain number of the machines 
stationed around the coast will be 
employed.

The new boats of the E class of 
submarine will be seen at sea for the 
first time in manoeuvres. They are 
of about 800 tons and carry two guns 
in addition to four torpedo tubes. 
Their radius of action is not less 
than 1,500 miles, and they are wor­
thy to be described as ocean-going 
submarines.—Daily Mirror, July 9.

TAKE NO OTHER.

Sea -Fowls’ Eggs.
The gathering of the sea fowls’ 

eggs on the English coast Is a peril­
ous work engaged In by the York­
shire cliff climbers. At the approach 
of spring the climbers make prepara­
tions to gather 'the eggs of the myri­
ads of sea fowl that build their n'ests 
In the dizzy precipices of the north­
eastern coast. The chalk cliffs some­
times tower 400 feet above the sea. 
Here thousands of gulls, kittiwSkes, 
cormorants and other sea birds have 
their nests in the rough chalky crev­
ices. The egg gatherer, a man of 
nerve and agility, prepares for his 

.wor.k by placing on his head an old 
helmet for protection from the pieces 
of rock which may be dislodged by 
the rope from which he Is suspended 
In mid-air. Next' he buckles a kind 
of leather hammock around his tody, 
In which he sits. His arms are pro­
tected by leather protectors.
„ When he is fully equipped he is 
slowly lowered over the edge of the 
cliff tat an almost horizontal position 
and presses each foot firmly against 
the chalk- surface. Three men hold 
the rope and foot by foot the gather­
er, is lowered. AAhe swings from 
nest to nest he putSeach egg careful­
ly in a bag slung oter bis shoulder. 
As soon as the bag is-,full be gives 
the “fibist up" signal a« the men 
haul him up. Sometimes several - de­
scents are made a day, tnd when 

the day’s work Is over the tolls aye 
divided up, and the eggs are
wards sold to the neighboring 
gers for eating purposes. Bempton!

Hercules.

Hercules was a 
citizen of ancient 
Greece who in­
vented the stran­
gle hold and used 
if on everybody 
with whom he 
came in contact. 
Hia parents were 
Mr. and Mrs. 
Zeus, but he al­
ways preferred to 
be called by his 
first name. Her­
cules has been 

immortalized in numerous ways and is 
used quite liberally to advertise sus­
penders and stump pullers. So far as 
is known he never sat for his photo­
graph and therefore people had to 
draw plaster of paris pictures of him 
from memory. One of the most popu 
lar of these shows him reclining oh 
an elm club in a bathing suit and an 
attitude of extreme ennui.

Hercules was endowed at birth with 
a surplus fund of muscle, which he 
threw around with the utmost reck­
lessness. One of the very first uses 
he made of this muscle was to rise 
up in his cradle and strangle two 
thick and sinuous serpents which 
had been sent to assassinate him. 
Nobody could caress Hercules as a 
baby without the dhnger of being un- 
premediatedly caved in.

When Hercules got his growth he 
gave a public exhibition of his 
strength in order,to show up Samson, 
Barnum’e giant and other imitators. 
Atlas asked him to hold up the world 
while he went to spend a week end 
with some relatives, and Hercules did 
so without removing his coat or vest 
or jarring anybody off bis home hemi­
sphere.

Probably the best thing Hercules 
ever did was to purify the Augean 
stables. These were a celebrated 
livery barn which had not been puri­
fied to any extent for several thous­
and years, and the neighbours' petition­
ed the city council to take action. 
Hercules was hired to do the purify­
ing, and was obliged to run a large 
river through ft and drown a number 
of innocent milch cows. The Augean 
stables refused to remain clean, how­
ever, and now we do our purifying in 
a different manner, by electing some­
body every four years who will fill 
the second class post offices with new 
brooms.

Hercules seems to have had trouble 
with his wife, for one day she rubbed 
poison into his spring suit. When 
Hercules discovered It he did not ap­
ply for a divorce, being pressed for 
time, but ignited himself end several 
cords of dry wood at one and the same 
time with the most flattering success.

Remarkable Gift 
of Crippled 

Nun.
Milan, July 14.—There has just 

died at Viterbo Sister Maria tfene- 
detta, a nun, whose real name was 
Miss Penelope Frey, and concerning 
whom many extraordinary stories 
are related. -

These are chiefly founded upon her 
alleged possession in a remarkable 
gree of the power of second-sight. 
This power, it is believed among the 
people, enabled her to foretell many 
events, and In consequence her death 
has created a great impression In the 
quiet old town.

Marla Nenedetta’a life was one of

great suffering.
Sorn aller entering the convent

where she died, a painful spinal mal­
ady attacked her, and for a period
of fifty years dhe is said to have lain 
in a sepcially constructed bed, in her 
little cell, her head always resting 
in a kind of loop made by broad 
bands of linen hanging from the ceil­
ing. Her supposed gift of prophesy, 
was, according to general report, 
first exhibited in 1900, when she 
foretold to a horrified audience of 
members of the convent community 
the assassination of King Humbert.

So great was her fame that special 
permission was granted to her to re­
ceive pilgrims, who came to visit the 
convent. At another time she is said 
to have foretold the death of Cardin­
al Bebini, bishop of Viterbo; the 
bishop had sent a gift of tapers to 
the convent. On hearing this, Maria 
Nenedetta said with deep emotion 
that she could see those very candles 
being used at the funeral of the giv­
er. This prophecy is recorded to 
have been fulfilled two days later. 
The elevation of Pius X to the papal 
chair and the Messina earthquake 
were two of the. events she correctly 
foretold.

No fewer than 30,000 mourners 
attended the funeral.

The total number of owners was

as about 14,000; and of those owning 
five acres or more 700. The area 
held by railway companies and pub­
lic authorities was about twenty- 
two square miles.—Daily Mirror, 
July 9.

Chicago, July 14.—The Rev. Arthur 

J. Francis, pastor of the First Presby­
terian Church of Englewood, defied 
Church tradition yesterday by appear­
ing in the pulpit dressed entirely in 
white.

After the sermon, the Rev. Francis 
said he thought the- conventional 
heavy black coat end stiff collar were 
“nonsense.”
