RUSSIAN VICTORY.
LLCNDON, Nov. 6.
The Russian Commander-in-Chief
has wired General Joffre that the
Russian troops have gained a great
victory in East Prussia to-day.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 6.
A despatch to Earl Kitehener from
the Grand Duke Nicholas was receiv-
ed at the British Embassy here to-
day. It is almost identical to that

sent by the Grand Duke to General
Joffre. The Grand Duke refers to the
greatest victory since war began in
Galicia. The Embassy statement,

quoting the telegram from the Grand
Duke, is as follows: Following our
successes upon the Vistula, a com-
plete victory has just been gained by
our troops along the whole front in

Galicia. Our strategical movements
have thus been crowned by what is
incontestably the greatest success

gained on our side, since the begin-
ning of the War. I am most confident
of the most speedy and entire accom-
plishment of our common task.

AUSTRIANS IN FLIGHT.

PETROGRAD, Nov. 7.

The Russians have recaptured the
Galician town of Jaroslaw, and have
taken 5,000 Austrian prisoners. Jar-
oslaw is 17 miles northwest of the
Austrian fortress of Przemysl. The
Austrian attempts to cut off the Rus-
sian attackers, the messages say, have
finally been broken, and the Austrians
are now in full reireat along the
River San.

VERY

BRITISH SMASH SUPREME EF-
FORT OF GERMANS,
LONDON To-day.

A Daily Mail correspondent in Nor-
thern France writing under date of
Friday says: The big contest for
Ypres which raged all last Sunday,
culminated on Monday afternoon in a
supreme effort. The Germans ad-
vanced all along the line cannonading
the’British positions, but the entrench-
ed British soldiers had not been
shaken. As the German infantry ap-
proached they met them with volley
after volley of rifle fire. The Germans
staggered forward falling by dozens
under a withering hail of bullets.
They held on bravely for 90 minutes,
determined to win tlfrough, if at all
possible. Then finding all attempts
vain they withdrew under cover of
darkness, leaving thousands of their
wounded behind on the field. Rail-
way communication with Lille has not
been re-established. The Germans
evacuated the city five days ago. Wells
and cisterns were full of dead and
there was not a drop of water fit to
drink. Rigorous sanitation will pro-
ceed the granting of permission to
the inhabitants to return. to their
homes.

PARIS, Nov. 6.—(Official.)
No notable change yesterday. On
the entire front, action continues of

the same character as previously be-

The German effort in Belgium and
north. of France is extending. Ger-
mans seem to be proceeding to some
change in composition of their forces
in this region, and are * reinforcing
their reserve corps with new ele-
ments, owing to their reserve having
severely suffered lately.

A DAY AT ADMIRAL’S COVE—CHAPTER XXYVL
I. C. MORRIS.

At Kinman's Cove we were shown a
huge pile oif iron consisting of some
five thousand tons in all. This . iron
was taken from the steamer ‘“Allano,”
which wasswrecked some years ago at
Seal Cove, a few miles south of Fer-
mnuse. The iron was salved by Cap-
tain Larder and it is soon to be
transhipped to its destination. Cap-
tain Larder’s wrecking schooner “An-
gola” lies near this same spot, a deri-
lect. Captain Larder and his father
have done such good service along
the southern shore, and the name is
so well known that it'is not necces-
sary to make any detailed reference
to them in such an article as this.
Their daring deeds in salving and
diving, during the last sixty or sev-
enty years would fill out a large
book. The iron to which we refer
is not scrap iron, nor such as is
usually taken from wreckage, but it
is new iron from the furnace, aad is
in sheets-and bars. It is piled on a
sand bank, but some of it is under
water, but can be taken on board a
steamer. directly from the spot, as the
water is very deep close by.

The wind being so high at the time
of our visit, although the day was
clear, it gave us an opportunity of
seeing what our fishermen endure in
times of storm—especially our bank
fishermen. Among other vessels at
anchor in the Cove, one of the largest
was the “Demmering,” a banker of
Belleoram. This vessel would be
about seventy-five tons register. She
had baited and was ready to sail for
the banks, but the Captain seeing that
a storm was brewing wisely decided
to wait until it had passed as he had
good amchorage -where he was, and
his crew would enjoy the rest of the
Sabbath. But he was doomed to dis-
appointment, and instead of escaping
a hard time he fell right into it.

{

At ten oclock Sunday morning the
wind began to freshen, and in a short
time it increased to a gale—the peo-
ple said it was the heaviest wind that
had blown in that direction for many
years. Very soon the “Demmering”
began to drag her anchors, and to
make matters worse jone of her
chains, or her cable, burst and in a
little while she was in so close to the
shore that her keel grounded. The
crew at once got busy and by their
toil and perseverance and endurance
they saved further damage. But it
occupied most of the day. At first
they rowed to a distant rock which
lay to windward and in which a strong
ringbolt is fastened, to this they se-
cured a line and by it saved their ves-
sel from going completely ashore.
The men were all clad in their oil
clothes, and although it was in har-
bour the water was very rough, and
many a “salt spray” = dashed over
them. The men of the plaece were
watching anxiously and were ready to
stand by and lend a helping hand
shonld any further danger. arise, but

Las the day wore and the gale subsided

ths danger passed off and everyone
felt grateful that no serious loss or
damage was sustained.

What impressed us was the hard
rowing of the men in the dories. It
being Sunday they had counted on
having a rest, and perhaps on going
ashore and visiting some of the houses
which is customary under such condi-
tiens. But duty called, and likg faith-
ful men, and brave Britons, they man-
ned their boats and battled with the
clements and faced the danger and
kept ‘at it until victory crowned their
toil and the good ship “Demmering”
was safe. “Not muech,” we may say,
but there was a lot in it that stands
for British pluck, and daring deed:

Germans Say They
Own the Only Eificient
Secret Service.

Popular Belief is all Spies Sup-
posedly Working for Russia Were
in German’s Service.—French Ef-
forts were Despised.—British Idea
Ludierous,

(Special to Central News.)

London, Oct. 20 (by mail).—A ven-
turesome correspondent who succeed-
ed in reaching Berlin a few davs ago
sends a story of life in the German
metropolis, which casts interesting
sidelights on the German point of
view.

The narrative opens with an ac-
count of a friendship which the eor-
respondent struck up with a couple
of German officers.

“Sitting recund a large corner table
at the Cafe Furtenhof.” continues the
writer, “with huge glasses of beer
in front of us and a good after-din-
ner cigar, the reticence of the two
officers melted away.

“*Spies,’ said one of the two young
fellows, ‘why should we worry about
spies? All the men and women, es-
pecially the women, who were sup-
posed to be spying for Russia in Ger-
many and Austria were playing a
double game. Russia was persuaded
they were spying for her, and they
were really spying for us. A few use-
less and fantastic reports sent to St.
Petersberg (note the name) were
good enough to put them in the con-
fidence of generals and archdukes,
and so they could get for us very im-
portant secrets.

“France never had a secret service
worth talking- about, and the few
attempts at Britain in this direction
were so clumisly done that it was
really " pathetic to see how the poor
chaps got into trouble for sending
home information and plans th2y
could easily have copied from railway
maps and tourist books.

“We are the only nation on earth
knowing how to organize a secret
service.”

“You seem most proud of your
spies,” I remarked. .

“Spy is a very ridiculous wo_rd,
heé rejoined. ‘Napoleon had spies;
we have informants. They mix with
all classes of society, they manage

to get everywhere, from the royal
palace to the country shop, from the
barracks canteen to the Premier’s
house. Be certain that nine-tenths
of those who have been ‘arrested as
our emissaries in France, Britain and
Russia have nothing to do with it,
and that most of the real ones are
still doing their job and doing it well.

“’We know everything that happens
in Britain. We know the exact num-
ber and destination of troops sent
frcm Britain to the continent; we
know of every one who goes in or out
of Britain and also of his business and
his intentions.””

“’0Oh, do you? I could not help ex-
claiming, as I burst out laughing.

“’Yes, we do,” he went on, with un-
shakeable firmness. ‘For instance, we
know that Earl Kitchener is strug-
gling to raise his army; that London
is in darkness for fear of the Zep-
ptlins; that the King and the royal
family have left Buckingham Palace
for a small private house—afraid- of
bomb dropping.’

“‘It is really very childish of the
British authorities to think that we
shall send a lonely airship to drop a
few bombs on London. They would
not do much harm, and they would
produce a panic, with the result that
Kitchener would, perhaps, get on
better with his recruiting. We know

perfectly the British and their quiet
nature. They are still asleep and it
weuld be very foolish of us to wake
them up.” ]

GERMANY’S PEACE TERMS OFFER-
ED TO FRANCE SPURNED.

London, Oct. - 31.—The Morning
Post this morning says it is inform-
ed that the report that Germany has
made unofficial peace proposals to
France is correct.

According to this report, France
was to receive back Lorraine and a
part of Alsace, and allow Germany
to retain a portion of Belgium, which
would give to her an approach to the
Scheldt.

It is the general opinion here, how-
ever, that the alleged proposal was
merely a German scheme designed to
create friction among the Allies.

Officially the British Government
says if such a treacherous proposal
was made, France would spurn it.

“This is a war to the- finish, and
peace only will be made when
France, England, Russia, Japan and
Belgium unitedly agree to the terms,”
it is declared.

LORD ROTHSCHILD born 1840.
The family of Rothschild was found-
ed in 1803 when they lent a great
sum of money to the Danish Govern-
ment and thus started the business of
international financiers.
