BRITISH TRANSPORT TORPEDOED 

—EI6HTÏ-THREE MISSING.
WASHINGTON, Oct 30^ 

TShe destruction of the British horse
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transport Marina by a German sub­
marine without warning, 
possible loss of American lives, and 
the endangering of the lives of sevep 
American citizens by the submarine 
attack on the British freighter Rowad- 
more as reported to-day from Queens­
town by American Consul Frost, con­
tain possibilities of reviving the sub­
marine issue between the United Stages 
and Germany. Investigation, officitdp 
realize, may disclose there has been 
no violation of German pledges. 
Nevertheless the first reports, though 
incomplete, and transmitted by the 
American Consul as "provisional,” 
caused somd uneasiness. The report 
of the destruction of the Marina re­
fers” to the ship as “British horse 
transport.” If it turns out that she 
was in fact in the transport service of 
the British government, it may be 
found that the mixed crew were Brit­
ish and American horse-tenders, and 
could not claim the same immunity 
afainst attack without warning that 
attaches tt> a merchant, ship. Orders 
were despatched at once to gather all 
information and determine the status 
of the Marina and her crew.

Following is a summary of Consul 
Frost's despatch: The, British horse 
transport Marina with a mixed crew 
of British and Americans, was report­
ed sunk without warning by a German 
submarine by gun fire at 3 p.m. Oct 
2Sth, one hundred miles west of Cape 
Clear. Thirty-four of the crew of 104 
have lhnded, while seventy others, 
presumably those in boats, and 13 
others are missing. Consul Frost 
says information so far is purely 
“provisional.”

London.—In reply to an enquiry 
from -the American Embassy, the Ad­
miralty said to-day there were forty- 
nine Americans among the crew of the 
Marina. The Admiralty informed the 
Embassy that the Marina was tor­
pedoed, but that it had not been as­
certained whether warning was given. 
No official information is available 
whether any Americans were drown­
ed, although only thirty-four surviv­
ors landed at Crookhaven. The Mar­
ina was outward bound and was tor­
pedoed twice before she broke in two. 
It is reported that some of the men 
were drowned while attempting to 
lower a boat. Consul Frost has been 
ordered to obtain all available infor­
mation in regard to Americans on the 
vessel, The Admiralty says that tl;e 
Marina was not under Government 
charter.

The United States Embassy to-day 
received a report from Wesley Frost, 
American Consul at Queenstown, stat­
ing that the British steamer Marina 
had been torpedoed without warning. 
It is believed a number of Americans 
were on board.

THE POLITICAL CAMPAIGN.

.NEW YORK, Oct. 30.
The first real sensation of the poli­

tical campaign was sprung Saturday 
night by United States Senator Henry 
Cabot Lodge, when in a speech at 
Somerville, Mass., he asserted that:

Lodge insisted that 
William Jennings Bryan had know­
ledge of and approved of the Presi­
dent’s postscript, and that when Sec­
retary of War Garrison and other 
members of the President's cabinet 
learned of it they threatened to re­
sign unless it were withdrawn. Lodge 
tfuoted Dr. Charles H. Bailey, Profes­
sor of Tuft’s Medical School, as his, 
authority for the truth of the charge, 
and Dr. Bailey named former assistant 
Secretary of the Navy, Breckenridge 
as his informant. Denials and counter 
denials were issued from various
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particularly bitter the attack,over
which seems to have been made with­
in Greek territorial waters, and only 
a few miles from Salamisfel, where a 
formidable Allied fleet has been sta­
tioned since Sept. 1st.

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MEMORANDUM.
I have read, with anxiety, some cor­

respondence which has appeared in 
the Press on the subject of enquiries 
which were set bn foot by Mr. G. 
Snow In the earnest hope that he 
might, be able to trace some of the 
“Missing” In the action of the 1st of 
July as Prisoners of War In Germany.

I have not had the advantage oi a 
personal Conference with Mr. Snow 
on the results of his endeavours. Mr. 
Snow was unable to accede to my re­
quest that he should come and talk 
to me on the subject.

I would first repeat the action tak­
en by the Government on the subject 
of the possibility of any Newfoufid- 
landers being held as Prisoners of 
War In Germany or elsewhere.

(1) When the Regiment was at Gal­
lipoli, I asked that the War Office 
should give prisoners taken by the 
Turks from the Newfoundland Regi­
ment the same care and privileges ac­
corded to any other British troops and 
that the provision of any comforts to 
them would be defrayed by this Gov­
ernment. Fortunately, none of our 
people were taken prisoners by the 
Turks.

(2) When two of the Newfoundland 
Royal Naval Reservists were reported 
as being taken prisoners when the 
Mine Sweeper “King Stephen” was-de­
stroyed by a German ship of war, I

Still we all hope against hope, despite 
the rule now obtaining at the War 
Office that those reported missing 
and not heard of within ten weeks 
must be believed to have been killed 
In action.

Now, the message received by Mr. 
G. Snow on Oct. 23rd—written I gath­
er on Oct. 6th from Switzerland— 
names “No. 1798 Pte. Martin Farrell; 
476 Pte. J. P. Haney; 1202 Richard 
Short; missing 1st July—wired Ger­
many." I wish that I knew what 
Agency was employed, because there 
Is any number of unscrupulous black­
guards who fatten on the sorrows ot 
the bereaved and obtain money by 
vague promises.

Why should the Agency have named 
these three men who were actually 
among the Missing ot the Newfound­
land Regiment on July 1st? I suggest 
the following reason as a clue. The 
War Office Issues at once to accredit­
ed centres a dally list ot all reported 
casualties from which the Pay and Re­
cord Office compile their telegrams; but 
It also issues for publication In the 
press a further list of casualties com­
prised according to Regiments and Is­
sued when a substantial number has 
been collected. On October 2nd, one 
such list was issued in the press and 
It appears In the Times on October 
3rd. This list contained the follow­
ing entries: /

FRENCH REPORT.

PARIS, To-day.
South of the Somme artillery fight­

ing has continued in the region of 
La Maisonette, says a bulletin is­
sued by the War Office to-night. There 
was no infantry action. On the Ver­
dun front there were only bombard­
ments which were specially violent 
in sectors of Haudremont, Douaument, 
Fumin Wood and Le Chenois. Bad 
weather still hampers the whole front

WAR SUMMARY.
LONDON, To-day.

In a vigorous counter attack 
launched with huge effectives the 
Germans facing" the French south of 
the Somme JUver in France have 
been able to recapture portions of 
their former trenches north of La 
Maisonette and in the region of Bia­
ches. In addition 412 Frenchmen 
were made prisoners by the Germans. 
To the north of the river, however, 
both the French and British have 
succeeded in advancing their lines, 
the British between Les Bouefs and 
Merval and the French northwest of 
Sailly Saillisel. In the latter en­
gagement 60 Germans were captured. 
While in the Dobrudja region of Rou­
manie the Teutonic Allies are keeping 
up their advance; on the Transylvania 
front the Roumanians are Still fight­
ing hard in the Prahova Valley and 
Jiul Valley, where fresh gains have 
been made by them. In the Rothen- 
thrum Pass region Berlin records a 
new success for the Austro-Germans 
but admits that southwest of the 
Szurduk Pass the ^Roumanians have 
forced the Austro^tSrman columns to 
fall back. In massed formation the 
Russians in Volhynia to the west of 
Pustonÿty again, endeavored to, break 
the Teutonic line, only again to be de­
feated with huge casualties, accord­
ing to Berlin. A Russian attack east

of Szelzov also was repulsed by the 
Germans. Heavy fighting is still go­
ing on at the bend of the Verna River 
in Serbia, the French-Sert^ipasx beii 
engaged there with Germans amT-Btil- 
garians. Berlin reports that all at­
tacks by the Entente Forces in this 
district thus far have failed. On the 
Doiran front the British have raided 
a German-Bulgar position inflicting 
considerable casualties on the occu­
pants of the trenches.

SAYS BREMEN & DEUTSCHLAND 
LOST.

GENEVA, Switzerland, To-day.
The National Zeitung of Basel 

prints the following concerning the 
German submarines Bremen and 
Deutschland :—Both the Bremen and 
Deutschland have been either captur­
ed or sunk. The Bremen never 
reached the States nor returned. The 
Deutschland during the second trip 
across the Atlantic in September un­
der the name of “Wezer” also disap­
peared. The submarine U 53 was 
sent to search for the vessels hut 
found no traces of them. The loss of 
the two commercial subs has not yet 
been officially admitted.

DETAILS OF THE ANGHELIKL
PARIS, To-Day.

A Havas despatch from Athens 
quotes the captain of the Angheliki as 
saying that she was torpedoed without 
notice by a German sub. at nine o’­
clock at night.

Whatever may- be their fears of 
the future, they have still at their 
command vast fighting forces of vari­
ous kinds. They are going to use 
them to bring about this peace which 
they want so badly.

“First of all theÿ have made up 
their minds to smash Roumanie com­
pletely, not only for the sake of the 
material advantage ; but also for the 
moral effect on them. Then, they are 
going to throw discretion to the winds 
with reference to submarines. They 
are going to use undersea vessels to 
annoy and hurt Great Britain as much 
as possible. They will be quite care­
less of the feelings of neutrals. The 
visit of Ambassador Gerard to Ameri­
ca is undoubtedly connected with this 
coming submarine campaign.

“The general idea is not to conquer 
but try annoyances, losses and perils 
to increase the desire for peace which 
they are sure, exists among some sec­
tions of the population already. The 
more hateful the war is made for 
Great Britain the more easily will she 
come Into line with regard to peace 
proposals and Germany must have 
peace by a year from now. . The latter 
is not stated in so many words, but 
that is what the position comes to.”

Mrs. Mary Galgay, widow of the 
late Francis Galgay, 224 Water Street 
West, received a letter from her son, 
Sergt. Gus Galgay, a veteran of Gal­
lipoli and Somme campaigns. The 
letter was written at Edinburgh, Scot­
land, where he is now attending a 
school of instruction for N. C. O.’s at 
Castle Hill, and tells of their sad 
parting on July 1st with his brother, 
Pte. Frank, who was afterwards re­
ported missing. "I am going to get 
a whack at the Germans as a revenge 
for the hardships I suffered at Galli­
poli. Don’t be down-hearted ; I will 
probably meet you in hospital some 
day.” These were the last words that 
Sergt. Galgay heard from his brother 
and a few minutes after both brothers 
were dashing towards the German 
front line of trenches. In that im­
mortal charge Sergt. Galgay fell 
wounded, being hit three times, in the 
arm, body and head. Pte. Frank was 
last seen making for the enemy's 
trenches and as no trace of his body 
has since been discovered it is not 
impossible that he may be a prisoner 
in Germany. Frank left here with 
the second contingent and on reaching 
the other side was made Orderly to 
Capt. Donnelly and was with him at 
Caribou Hill. When the Regiment 
was removed to France he was still 
Orderly to the gallant Captain and 
on July 1st was to be held in re­
serve but begged to be allowed to 
take part in the advance, and after 
much consideration he was granted 
the privilege, and now like many of 
our brave boys is numbered with the 
missing. •
