FARLY MESSAGES

BODIES WASHED ASHORE.

AN IRISH PORT, Feb. 7.

The bodies of 44 of the missing 101
victims of the Tuscania disaster, were
wsashed up to-day on the rocks, 15
miles from the scene of the torpedoing.
All ‘were Americans. Their bodies
were mutiliated beyond recognition.
A pathetic feature is that although all
the victims wore tags, no identifica-
tion numbers had been put on them,
because these Americans hadn’t yet
been assigned to definite army units.
Therefore there is no way to identify
them, and they will be buried in one

grave.

AN OFFICER’S STORY.

LONDONDERRY, Feb, 7.

An American officer, one of the last
to leave the Tuscania, gave the Asso-
ciated Press a vivid account of the
disaster. The second torpedo.fired by
the submarine missed its mark, he
said, thereupon the destroyer, which
was near the sinking liner, dashed off
towards the sub., using bomb dropping
devices. The claim is made that the
sub. was done up by bombs thus ex-
plodcd. The American officer said
everything went well with us during
the voyage. Many of our men had
never been to sea before, and I must
say they stood it like soldiers. We
were one of a powerful convoy. I
mustn’t tell you odur position in the
convoy, or how the various ships were
formed, but you may take it that all
the other boats have got through as
far as I know. As for ourselves, well,
Hans succeeded in getting only a frac-
tion of our fine fellows in addition to
our boat, but if they have they have
put iron into our souls, and we will
be ready to repay them  when the
chance offers. Monday was a wild
night, and had the disaster occurred
during the gale, I don’t like to think
of what would have happened, but
Tuesday evening was calnf. The first
intimation we had of possible danger
was an order for all men to go on
deck with life belts. It was about
430. At the same time we sharply
altered our course. At 6 o’clock just
as darkness was setting -well in, we
got a blow. Nobody saw the peris-
cope, nor could one have been seen.
Well, some soldiers described having
heard a hissing sound immediately be-
fore being struck in the engine roem.
We were instantly disabled. All our
lights went out. The order rang out
sending troops to the boats’ station
and to get lifeboats out. The shock
wasn‘t severe. It was more crunch-
fng in feeling that: went through the
ship than a direct blow. Naturally
there was a good deal of confusion.
You can’t lower -a score of lifeboats
from the height of an upper deck in
the ' darkness without some confusion,
but at no time was there panic. There
was great excitement, however, but it
jasted only a few minutes, then -all

the men pulled themselves together.
Megaphone calls were given all over
the ship saying there was mo danger
that the vessel wouldn’t be sunk be-
fore all were taken off. In the mean-
time 8.0.S. calls were sent out. Even
before some of us had grasped the
situation British destroyers
dashing alongside. Such soldiers as
had been lowered in the lifeboats were
put on board the destroyers. A few
men who had jumped overboard in
the first excitement were picked up.
I believe one or two lifeboats . were
smashed in launching. The destroy-
ers took off our men in splendid style
and with perfect order. All this time
the Tuscania was slowing sinking,
but for minutes they - didn't 'know
whether to go into the lifeboat or
stick by the ship.

ANOTHER STORY.

LONDON, Feb. 1.

Thos. Smith, of Glasgow, boat-
swain’s mate on the Tuscania, said
the ship was proceeding to an Eng-
lish port under convoy. At 5.45
o’clock . Tuesday évening, he contin-
ued, I was in number one room talk-
ing with a fellow boatswain, when I
heard a terrific explosion and felt the
vessel heeling over. I said to my
mate “they’ve got. her now.” We
commenced lowering - boats on the
starboard side. The soldiers were lin-
ed up on deck waiting for boats. Un-
fortunately many jumped overboard.
I found a boat at number nine station
and then hélped to get the boats 9A
9B and 9C away with full comple-
ments,, and the seccond officer got
boats 1 and 7 safely away. After see-
ing these launched I proceeded to the
other deck where I launched a raft.

o picked up 14 soldiers and two of

the ship’s company who were swim-
ming about. - We had no oars and had
to paddle along with our hands. We
were picked up at 9 p.m. and landed
on Wednesday morning.

LOSS OF LIFE—210.

: LONDON, Feb. 7.

The loss of life on the Tuscania, so
far as is known, was 210, the Admir-
alty announcnes. The approximate
figures of those saved are officers 76,
men 1,933, officers of the crew 16, men
of the crew 125, " passengers’ 3 not:

LOSSES WILL UNITE COUNTRY.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 7.

The Secretary of War issued  a
statement in part as follows: The
sinking of the Tuscania brings us
face:to face with losses of war in its
most“ relentless” form. It is a -chal-
lenge to the sivilized world by an ad-
versary which refined but made more

WHITE GUARDS REPORTED DE.
FEATED.

LONDON, Feb, 7.
The Finnish Red Guard have sur-
rounded Tammersfers and have de-
feated General Mannerheim, coms=
{ mander of the Government forces in
Finland. According to a despatch
from the Russian Official News Ag-
ency, in Petrograd, Gefieral Manner-
heim’s forces are sald to be in retreat
with the Red Guard in pursuit. Gen-
eral Mannerheim and his White
Guards are retiring toward the Gulf
of Bothnia. Tammersfers was de-
fended: by ten  thousand -Government
troops. Losses on both sides were
heavy.

MOVEMENT AGAINST BOLSHEVIKI
GROWING.

HARBIN, Manchuria, Feb. 7.

The campaign against the Bolshe-
viki is proceeding successfully in
Eastern Siberia under the direction
of Cossack leader Semenoff. "Tohita,
on the trans-Siberian railroad, 370
miles east of Irkutsk and Karinskad
junction, a point on the trans-Siberian
and Amur railroad, have been cap-
tured together with  large quantities
of arms and ammunition. The move-
ment against the Bolsheviki appears
to be growing in strength.

BOLSHEVIKI PRESS DISSATISFTED

Waif and See.

We said on ‘Wednesday

that the Advocate’s ac-

count of the closing pro-

ceedings of the criminal
libel inquiry, which was a clear con=
tempt of court as well as a breash of
faith, was characteristic; the same
can be said of its reply to our eriti-
¢ism. It is, of course, no reply at all,
but merely a combination of puerile
oounter-charges, which pass for ar-
gument with the Advocate, and ig-
norance of the whole subject. Con-
sidering that Mr. Coaker is suffering
at present from Libel on the Brain—a
distressing malady frequent with
demagogues and usually epidemic
about election time—we are not sur-
prised that he can think of nothing
else and that the Advocate, sympath-
etically responsive to the workings
of the great brain aforesaid, heregon-
fuses in an amusing manner thé two
distinct matters of libel and con-
tempt of court. The Advocate can, if
it likes, treat Vigilance’s words, of
which it complains, as a libel and
take action accordingly—it is an easy
matter to issue a writ and boast about
ft—and find cause for a dozen further
actions in our correspondent’s letters:
we cannot be responsible for the in-
terpretation put on plain words by
diseased imaginations. But it will
find nothing whatever in them ap-
proaching a contempt of court, the
offence of which it has itself been
guilty. Its whole article merely
proves our former assertion, that Mr.
Coaker is under the common but quite
erroneous impression that when any
particular discussion becomes un-
comfortable for him, he has only to
take action on some part of it to
choke off all further reference to the
whole. Thus, we can believe that he
imagines that no allusion must be
made to confederation because, for-
sooth, he has expressed, by legal pro-
cess, his sovereign displeasure at
certain things vaguely connected with
that subject! Fortunately we have
not yet come to that pass where Mr.
Coaker will frame all our laws for us
and prescribe what we shall write and
not write. It might be as well, where
matters of the law are in dispute, for
him to consult his legal adviser before
letting his feelings rush ‘him into
print. He. may then, after long con-
versation and deep pondering, catch
a faint glimmer of the distinction we
pointed out between - discussions of
the subject-matter of legal proceed-
ings and comments upon the proceed-
ings themselves.

We realise, however, that we are
only beating the air. The world must
learn to recognise that Mr. Coaker
and the Advocate are a law unto
themselves. To them rules and re-
gulations are well enough as long as
they operate in their favor; let them
have the opposite tendency for a mo-
ment, and what are they but vexatious
restrictions to be broken by anyone
with an independent spirit? We have
had an illuminating example of this
mental process in the case of these
libel actions. It may now receive a
pause from the fact that the other side
have shown themselves capable of
playing the same game, and the Ad-
vocate passes from the strange guise
of plaintiff in a libel suit to the more
familiar one of defendant. It hints
terribly at the things it will have to

say when all these maters are con- |

cluded and the courts can take a
rest. We are content. What it says.
then may be very dreadful and blood-
curdling, but 1t is not likely to be very
long. We invite our readefs to wait

and see.
