10,000,000- "
Years-Old Eggs

Baby Dinosaur's Skeleton Still In 
Shell.

A New York telegram says there is 
much rejoicing among the directors of 
the American Museum of Natural His­
tory of the safe arrival there of twen­
ty-five Dinosaur eggs laid 10,000,000 
years ago In what Is no wthe Gobi 
Desert of Mongolia. The eggs were 
upnpacked yesterday' in the presence 
of the directors of the museum and 
their scientist, and proof df their gen­
uineness was found. A

One egg, which was broken several 
million years ago, contained inside 
still clearly discernible, the skeleton 
of a baby dinosaur. This egg was in 
four parcels, each one being wrapped 
in cotton wool, over which was a quan 
tity of camel hair. The fossils are 
very fragile and the utmost care was 
necessary both in packing and trans­
porting them.

The theory is that the egg, which is 
about the size of a round loaf of bread, 
was covered by a sandstorm and grad­
ually petrified into white lime. The 
skeleton stands dut cameo-like against 
the red sandstone of the egg Itself.

S I begin to write this article I 
am reminded oi Leigh Hunt’s 
views on “Yuletide Contribu­

tions to the Press": "SO many thing» 
have been written about Christmas, ’ 
Said he, "'that, it is supposed 
by some, there is no saying 
mdfe. Whi#! do they suppose that 
everything has been said that can he 
said about any one Christmas thing? 
About Beef, for Instance? About 
plum-pudding? About mince-pie? 
About holly? About mistletoe? (Good 
Heavens! What an Immense number 
of thlftgrf remain to be said about 
mistletoe?) About hunt the slipper?” 
and so on till he has mentioned over 
fifty such topics. And yet when one 
is asked to Write upon Christmas, one 
can hardly rail at first to bS obsessed 
by the thought that the subject Is 
threadbare (Leigh Hunt to the con­
trary, notwithstanding) ; that there is 
no new thing under the sun, or moon 
either, to be said upon the theme. Up­
on a little reflection, however, this is 
seen to be a mistake. One of the 
charms of Christipas lies just ini the 
fact that it is so very, very old.

Any way, the question arises; What 
has become of our Christmas—the one 
we knew when we were boys and 
girls—we old folks of—well, fifty-odd? 
Can we ever forget Its cheer, Its sim­
plicity, Its spirit of making glad? The 
giving of gifts without display—ex­
pressing the sentiments of our hearts 
and not the sise of our bank accounts 
—4he joyousness that brightened every 
minute of the day from the earliest 
gray dawn, with the children reaching 
for their stockings above the hearth, 
to the God-speeding of the last guest 
at midnight!

There was always snow in my ideal 
Christmas weather—little flakes first 
—on Christmas Eve, and then bigger 
ones; or, maybe, a fine drizzle—half 
hall, half snow. How we watoMd.i 
six of us (three boys and three girls) 
wondering whether they would turn 
into rain, or change their winds and 
stop coming down altogether. - Half 
a dozen times In the night one of us 
would step out of bed and press his or 
her stubby nose against the cold pane, 
peering into the darkness. Crack! 
The sill was heap full—and so was 
the yard, and the roof of the old kit­
chen. And It was still coming down— 
that was the Joy of It! In the jamm­
ing everything would be snowed up—- 
path to the stable, road to the gate, 
everywhere. Tie postman would 
come looking like Santa Claus, and the 
milkman would be a show trudging 
along in his high hoots and fur cap. 
And then; in the great white silence, 
would ring out, from opening door and 
passer-by, the glad, things of "Merry 
Christmas!" and “Same to you!” 
“Quite a snowfall, ain’t It? Seems like 
old times!" and the rest of it.

We find, however, that some Ifcople 
are not so genial on Christmas morn­
ing. They like to split hairs over the 
great Christmas festival, as they do 
over everything else, merely for the 
sake of argument. I have no partic­
ular regard for such persons. I don’t 
like your dry, hard-headed, cool, cal­
culating man, with his tough talk, his 
a priori and a posteriori arguments. 
Give me the man who Is prepared to 
hazard half he says, who will not be 
tied down to jour niceties of distinc­
tion, or he obliged to pause and but­
tress what he has affirmed with a heap 
of evidence. I like the man who 
“Flings at your head conviction In the 

lump.
And gains remote conclusions at a 

jump."
By the way, a much-esteemed friend 

of mine, and a literary man at that, 
contends that “no Christmas article 
is complete without a good Juvenile 
story. Well, then, I shall act on his 
suggestion and dove-tall this one in 
Just here: At Harbor Grace, on 
Christmas Eve, In the unusually mild 
winter of 1870, (there was bo snow or 
frost'that season till the first of Jan­
uary) as the son of a neighbor of mine 
was returning from one of the forest 
ponds where he had been fishing (we 
had no vexatious close time in those 
days), he fell and fractured his right 
leg a little above the ankle. Being 
ttihn more than two miles from home, 
out of the hearing of every one, and 
the night approaching, he was, for a 
time, at a loss to know how to act; at 
last he took off one of hts socles, "fold­
ed it in hts handkerchief, tied it about 
the dog’s neck and ordered him home.
The faithful animal immediately set 
off; and, arriving at the house, scotch­
ed at the door for admittance. The 
parents of the youth were much alarm­
ed, and, concluding that some accident 
had happened, the totherj with sever­
al of his frienda, instantly started out 
in search of him. * The dog needed no 
invitation to lead the way; but, of his 
own accord, returned with the anxious

Indeed, seldom have I known a ser­
mon attended, apparently. With more 
immediate effects; for, on leaving the 
church', the congregation seethed, one 
ahd all, possessed With the gaiety of 
spirit so earnestly enjoined by his re­
verence. The elder folks gathered in 
knots 16 the churchyard, greeting 
and shaking hands; and the children 
ran about cryihg, "Christmas! Christ­
mas!” and repeating some uncouth 
rhymes, including
“The wren, the wren, the king of all 

birds.
On St. Stephen's day was caught in 

the furze,”
which the parson, who had joined us, 
informed me, had been handed down 
from days of yore. The townspeople 
doffed their hdts to th* Hod. John 
Rorke, the merchant prince ot the 
place—“Honest John,” they called 
him—as he passed, giving him, the 
good wishes of the season with every 
appearance of heartfelt sincerity; and 
I heard blessings uttered by several of 
the poor, which convinced me that, In 
the midst of his enjoyments, the 
worthy old gentleman had not forgot­
ten the true Christmas virtue Of char­
ity. “No deserving person who ap­
plied to him for assistance was sent 
empty away,” so the people said.

Let me give here Washington Irv­
ing’s inimitable description of a 
Christmas Incident wtthigLki» own ex­
perience. He had been writing about 
Christmas Eve, and he goes on to 
say:—“When I woke the next morn­
ing; itseemecKï'ïf all the events of 
the preceding evening had been a 
dream. While I lay musing on my pil­
low,. I heard the sound of little feet 
pattering, outside of the door, and a 
whispering consultation. Presently a 
choir of small voices chanted forth an 
old Christmas carol, the burden of 
which was—
“Rejoice, our Saviour he was born 
On Christmas day in the morning.1’

“I rose softly, slipped on my clothes, 
opened the door suddenly, and beheld 
one of the most beautiful little‘fairy 
groups that a painter could imagine.
It consisted of a boy and two girls, the 
eldest not more thatf 6, and lovely as 
seraphs.-They were going the round ot 
the house, singing at every chamber 
door, but my sudden appearance 
frightened them intp mute bashtul- 
ness. They remained for a moment 
playing on their lips with their 
fingers, and now and then stealing 
a shy glance from under their eye­
brows, until, as If by one impulse, 
they scampered away, and as they 
turned an angle of the gallery, 1 
heard them laughing in triumph at 
their escape.

“Everything conspired to produce 
kind and happy feelings in'the bouse 
where I was staying—a stronghold 
of oib fashioned hospitality. The 
window of my chamber looked out 
upon what Iff #summer would have 
been a beautiful landscape. There 
was a sloping lawn, a fine stream 
winding at the foot of it, and a tract 
of park beyond, with noble clumps 
of trees and herds of dear. At a 
distance was a neat hamlet, with the 
smokè from the cottage chimneys 
hanging over It, and a church with its 
dark spire in strong relief against 
the clear cold sky. The house was 
surrounded with evergreens, accord­
ing to the English custom, which 
would have given almost an apesr- 
ance ot summer, but the morning 
was extremely frosty; the light va­
pour of the preceding evening had 
been precipitated, by the cold, and 
covered all the trees and every 
blade of glass with its fine crystal­
lisations. The rays ot a bright 
morning sun had a dazzling effect 
among the glittering foliage. A 
robin perched upon the top of a 
mountain aah, that hung its clusters 
of red berries just before my window, 
was basking himself in the sunshine, 
and piping a few querulous notes, 
and a peacock was displaying all the 
glories of his train, and strutting 
with the pride and gravity of a Span­
ish grandee on the terrace walk be­
low. 1 shall never forget the de­
lightful experiences ef that Christ­
mas Day!” Oh, yea ! What the poet 
aaye is true—

"Not a direct money-maker for any 
set, of capitalists or for any corpor­
ation, hut in an Indirect way for all 
the country roundabout. It will 
change the course of travel from the 
North and West to the South’s land 
of flowers—Florida—so that more 
and more thousands will detour to 
Stone Mountain. Georgia and the en­
tire Southland will grow richer in 
money and In (rlends as the world 
goes around in its sight-seeing.

"Thé attendance at the mountain is 
averageing 30,000 a month, or at the 
rate of 360,000 a year.

"When the whole Brobdingnagian 
sculpture is completed, there will ap­
pear at the summit of the mountain 
as If coming from behind and winding 
over and across and down to the left 
a stirring procession of men, guns, 
and horses To the left of these will 
loom Confederate cavalry in full for­
ward swing. In the center where the 
enduring granite bulges forward will 
he carved the colossal group of the 
figures of Stonewall Jackson, Rob­
ert E. Lee, Jefferson Davie, and tour 
other leaders. The natural color of 
the centuriea-old stone will lend 
realism to the depiction of masses of 
infantry in the grey Uniforms of the 
Confederacy.

About 
the year 1868 or 1X59, there was a 
well-known brigantine plying between 
Boston and St. John’s, making a trip 
every three weeks or a month. She 
was called the Bloomer, hut was bet­
ter known as the Boston packet. She 
had a large B painted la her topsail— 
was built of American oak—a splen­
did model, and was considered one of 
the smartest vessels that ever visited 
St. John’s; In fact, fhe was a regu­
lar clipper. She was employed in 
supplying the trade of Newfoundland 
with what Is familiarly known as 
“Yankee Notions,” that is, brooms, 
buckets, leather, etc. It was the cus­
tom for the Bloomer to discharge her 
cargo at the premises of the mer­
chant for whom ehe had the greatest 
quantity of freight, but generally, she 
discharged at the wharf of T. N. 
Molloy, who was the American Con­
sul in Newfoundland, and whose 
wharf was situated where that of 
George Neal & Co. stands, to-day in 
the East End of St. John’s.

In the month of July, 1858 or 1859, 
the Bloomer arrived in St. John’s on 
a Sunday about noon, and anchored

for a kettle of water. The men who 
smuggled the goods were up early 
the next morning, and carted away 
their goods that paid no duty, minus 
the quantity that was transferred to 
the fishing boats, and disposed of by 
the crews and their friends, to wash 
down the hard-tack which was al­
ways used in those days, as well as 
to give their friends one of the great­
est and cheapest blow-outs they ever 
had, at the expense of the smuggling 
crew. But to their credit be it said, 
although we had newspapers In 
those days, mot a word of the trans­
action ever appeared In their col­
umns. The «meg of those days Itnew 
how to keep a secret. Th^y kept the 
secret—a# well as the rum. It is 
true that in those early . days some 
people often became intoxicated, but 
since Prohibition in various parts of 
the world many are poisoned, it may 
be slowly or quickly, by substituting 
wood-alcohol, and other vile mix­
tures, in lieu of the real «tings.

Adjoining is a roomy kitchen, fitted 
with all the latest improvements, in­
cluding a modern electric refriger­
ator, costing $1.500, containing a spec­
ial apparatus for the manufacture of 
ice. When the hall Is used for dances 
the catering will be done from the 
kitchen. An electric elevator will he 
used in the building. The new struc­
ture will cost over $350,000. The 
building has a frontage of 85 feet and 
a depth of 140 feet. At the first re­
gular meeting to be held in the new 
building, 600 new members will be 
initiated, and others will receive the 
third degree.

"Hands up!" cried a youth of 19, as 
he entered a stable, where a man was 
tending his cattle there.

The 
youngster fought desperately to get 
away, but the landlord overpowered 
him, and had him arrested to have 
him answer in the Court for his at­
tempted robbery and shooting. Jud£e 
,T. O. Lacroix, newly appointed Jus­
tice of the Sessions of the Peace and 
President of the Juvenile Court, says 
what impresses him most in taking up 
his new duties is: “The delicacy of 
the function of dealing with youth— 
the thought that one stroke of the 
pen may turn a good youngster into 
a criminal. And again, the close per­
sonal friend saw the proof that Judge 
Lacroix is a real human being, with a 
personality that attracts but best of 
all keeps attractive.

Having only just assumed presi­
dency of the Juvenile Court, the new 
judge, naturally, has had little chance 
to show how he intends to deal with 
the children. But one or two sug­
gestions that have come from him 
have demonstrated his intention to 
make the tribunal as paternal as pos­
sible. He even wants to forestall jn- 
venile delinquency by making the 
rounds of the schools, and telling kid­
dies, unfortunate in not having par­
ents, who seem to care what law 
breaking can lead to. He wants the 
actual trials of the children to be 
more or less of an interview between 
father and youngster.

He has indicated that his judgments 
w ill be delivered oiiiv when he has 
had plenty of opportunity to think 
about that "stroke of the pen,” which 
may mean detention.to a child, to 
which he has referred so much since 
his nomination.

Yule tides Near the Poles
Even With the Thermometer at 44 De­

grees Below Zero, Dauntless Adven­
turers ’Mid Arctic Snows Manage to
Enjoy the Festive Season.

| "When the ship’s path is stopped by 
fathom-thick ice,

! And winter’s white covering is spread ; 
i When we’re quite given up to the 
! power o( the stream—
| Oh, ’tie then that so often of home we 
I must dream.”

These lines, which embody the spirit 
of Arctic explorers, were printed in 
the “Framjaa” one Christmas Day, 
when Nansen and his party were in 
latitude 17 deg. 11 min. N. They were 
read, to an accompaniment of cheers, 
at the dinner that day.

The latter consisted of ox-tail soup, 
dsh-pudding with potatoes and mel­
ted butter, roast reindeer with peas, 
French beans, and cranberry-jam, 
cloud-berries with cream, cake and 
marzipan, all washed down with beer.

Song succeeded song and toast fol­
lowed toast amid uproarious cheers, 
uneil the banquet closed with the 
health of absent friends, proposed by 
the poet of the party thus:

“We wish them all Joy this sweet 
Christmastide,

Health and happiness for the next 
year—

Ourselves patience to wait. 'Twill 
bring us to the Pole,

And home the next spring—never 
fear!”

This, indeed, was a Lucullan feast, 
such as seldom falls to the tot of the 
men who invade the icy desolation that 
girdles the Poles. And Nansen must 
have recalled it with feeligs of envy 
and regret a year or two later, when 
he was spending a dreary Yuletide in 
a hut on the west coast of Franz Josef 
Land.

He kept the festival, we are told, by 
washing in a qarter of a cup of warm 
water, using a discarded garment as a 
sponge. His Christmas dinner con­
sisted of “Askegratin,” made of pow­
dered fish and maize-meal, with train- 
oil to take the place of butter, and a 
dessert of bread fried in the same un­
savoury oil.

Lieutenant Peary has spent few 
Christmasees under more pleasant 
conditions than one of which he tells 
us.

"Our resources," he says, "did not 
permit us to make Christmas-time a 
particularly brilliant event; but there 
was, at least, no lack of kindly feel­
ing and merry-making. Our dinner 
was quite an elaborate affair—sal­
mon, arctic hare, venison with cran­
berry sauce, green peas, tomatoes 
and corn, plum-pudding with brandy- 
sauce, aprlcot-pie, pears, coffee, can­
dies, nuts and raisins with cocktails 
and Sauterne, in which we drank the 
toast: 'To the Flag over us, the 
brightest that waves, with the hope 
that our little party may be so for­
tunate ae to add something to its 
lustre!’ "

There was no such regal feasting 
as this for Greely, many years ear­
lier, when Christmas found him with 
an almost empty larder. On Decem­
ber 21st Lieutenant Lockwood, a 
member of the party, wrote In his 
diary:

“By a great effort I was able to 
save an ounce oC bread and two 
ounces of butter for Christmas. I 
shall make a vigorous effort to ab­
stain from eating It before then.”

Acting Under Difficulties.
But even an empty larder and a 

thermometer registering 60 degrees 
or more of frost are equally power­
less to spoil the Arctic explorer's 
Yuletide tun. There certainly never 
was a merrier party than that of Dr. 
Kane, the famous American explorer, 
which celebrated *ne Christmas Eve 
by the performance of a farce, “The 
Mysteries of New York,” at a tem­
perature of 62 degrees below freezing- 
point.

“The condensation was so exces­
sive that we could barely see the 
performers; they walked in a cloud 
of vapour. Any extra vehemence of 
delivery was accompanied by vol­
umes of smoke. Their hands steam­
ed, and. when an excited actor took 
off his coat it Aindked like a dish of 
potatoes^

A Well Known 
/ Citizen Passes Away

His many friends will learn with 
regret of the passing of Mr. Samuel 
Frehlich, which occurred at the Gen­
eral Hospital this morning. The de­
ceased, who was in his fourty-eighth 
year, was born in Russia, in a small 
town near the borders of Germany. 
He came to this country as manager 
for a clothing factory, of which the 
late Mr. Myers was originator. This 
was probably the first clothing fac­
tory established here. After several 
years In this employ he transferred 
his activities to the Henry Street 
Clothing Factory, owned by I. F. Ber­
lin ft Co. Subsequently on the for­
mation of the British Clothing Fac­
tory he assumed the managership of 
that concern.

I was mid­
shipman in the boats of his Majesty’s 
Brig Drake, Capt. Giaescock, some 
short time employed in exploring the B 
rite#-Exploits under your pilotage, jjftii 
with your Red Indian capture in 1819.
I went up the river as fay as it was 
navigable for a. canoe; was muçh 
charmed with the scenery, with your 
friendship and kindness and with 
your rdSantic way of life. You sept 
after me to St. John's a puppy of your 
breed (in conjunction with one for 
Chief Justice Forbes). My dog was 
eventually carried by my father to 
Caen in Normandy where, they both 
died of old age, the dog first.
