Humour varies in quality. There
is the Puckish humour of Barrie and
the Cockney humour of Jerome K.
Jerome; the humour of the late W. S.
Gilbert, which often oozed out from
his wit, and the neat humour of W. W.

Perhaps, if a vote were taken, the
most popular book of humour might
be “The Diary of a Nobody,” by
George and Weedon Grossmith.
Humour needs a leisurely environ-
ment.

Proceedings at the
Legislative Council

OFFICIAL SYNOPSIS., ,
FRIDAY, April 17th. l

The Council met pursuant to ad-
journment.

The House resumed Committee of
the Whole on Bill entitled the En-
couragement of Shipbuilding.

$ION. MR. TEMPLEMAN did  not
agree with the sub-section providing!
that vessels should be hauled out of
the water. In some harWours this was '
unnecessary, and a vessel could Dé !
turned on its side at low tide and re- |
pairs made. y

HON. CAPTAIN DAWE agreed with |
Hon. Mr. Templeman. He (Captain !
Dawe) had seen many vessels repaired !
in his home town, and he knew of one |
only which had been hauled out of the
water completely. If the keel needed
renewal, in many harbours the work
could be done better if the vessel was
thrown on her side. Many places have
rock bottoms where on account of this
it would be easier to turn the vessel
on her side and do the necessary re-
pairing. In such places it was prac-
tically impossible to haul a vessel
completely out of the water, and again
-Jhe work would be too great.

HON. MR. BISH®QP agreed with
Laptain Dawe that it was quite pos-
sible to give both slight and ordinary
repairs without hauling a vessel out
of the water, but submitted that this
Bil] dealt not with ordinary repairs;
but with rebuilding and he was glad
it was such. If the Government was
to be responsible for ordinary repairs
there would be no end to the iniquit-
fes to which they would be subjected,
and a large amount of money would be
paid away He had had some exper-
fence and thought it impossible to re-
build a vessel without hauling her
out of the water. If a vessel is to be
rebuilt it must have new timber, or if
it requires no lower timbers it is only
being repaired and this Bill is not in-
tended for such repairs. He was glad
the Hon. Mr. Morine had redrafted the
Bill so as to make a clear istinction
between repairing and rebuilding.

HON. MR. MORINE—The reason
for changing the name of the Bill
from “Repairing” to “Rebuilding” was
easily explained by referring to sec-
tion 10 of the Bill, which read “Ships
being rebuilt shall be surveyed, (a)
when completely out of the water and
stripped for rebuilding; (b) when
fleck beams and knees are fitted, and

|

before completion: (¢) when building
is completed.” When the Bill came
up from the Lower House there was
no intention on the part of the Gov-
ernment to provide bounty for re-
pairs. The Bill hore the tail mark of
rebuilding not repairs, and did not
mean anythirfg else. The Minister of
Marine and Fisherieés, a practical man, |
was mainly responsible for the meas-
ure, and he felt obliged to the Hon.

ing he drew attention that the BIll |
was a “Rebuilding” Bill not a “Re-
pairing” Bill. |

HON, MR. TEMPLEMAN asked as |
to the distinction between rebuildingi
and repairing. |

HON. MR. MORINE - replied that |
all rebuilding was repairing, but all
repairing was not rebuilding, and f
that there was a great deal of differ- '
ence between the two terms. |

HON. MR. TEMPLEMAN thought |
the whole Bill had been changed since |
first introduced, and was of opin!onl
that ‘'not many would take advantage
of it. It would be just as well to build
a new vessel.

HON. MR. MORINE pointed out
that under this Bill in rebuilding much
of a vessel’s equipment miight be used
so that there would be considerable
saving in this respect, whereas in
building a2 mnew vessel everything
would have to be new to enable such
vessel to receive the bounty.

HON. PRESIDENT was of opinion
that the expenditure of public moneys
for bounties should be protected in
every way, so that chances of fraud |
may: be minimized as much as pos-
sible.

HON. MR. TEMPLEMAN could not |
see-how fraud could be practiced {f
the report for bounty had to be made
by surveyors.

HON. PRESIDENT said it was not
impossible that the surveyors would
be the greatest offenders themselves,
and we had only to go back a short
time to see how miich fraud had been
practiced on the public by public of- |
ficials in positions of trust. |

HON. MR.* MORINE—The “Ran-

Honoured Sirs.—I have the honour,
and the very great pleasure, as Presi-
dent of the group of the United States
in the Interparliamentary I_I’nion, to
extend on behalf of that group a cor-
dial invitation to the Legislature of
Newfoundland to be represented by a
group of its memhers at the twenty-
third conference which the Interpar-
liamentary Union will hold at the city
of Washington, October I to 6, 1925,
in acceptance of an invitation extend-
ed by the President of the United
States at the request of the Congress
thereof.

It needs no assurance, ! trust, that
your representatives would be warm-
ly receivéd by the Interparliamentary
Union and accorded a most hearty
welcome to the United States.

In the hope thdt it may be your
pleasure to consider the invitation
favourably, I avail myself of the op-
portunity afforded to offer to you, sirs
the, assurances of the very high con-
sideration with which I am,

After the reading of the letter, the
Prime Minister, Hon. W. 8. Monroe
was appointed Chairman and Sir Pat-
rick McGrath was appointed Secre-
tary. A resolution of thenks for the
invitation was passed and ordered
sent to the Interparliamentary Union.
Further information will also be
sought before a delegation is select-
ed, and a sub-committee was appoint-
ed consisting of the Prime Minister,
the President of the Council, the
Speaker, Hon. A. B. Morine, Mr. A,
E. Hickman, and Mr. W. R. Warren,
to deal with the matter,

Following the conclusion of this
business Hon. M. S. Sullivan brought
up the question of forming a New-
foundland Branch of the Empire Par-
liamentary Association. This Associa~-
tion has branches in all the self-gov-
erfiing Dominions, and a great many
advantages are derived from megnber-
i ship therein. Sir Howard D’Egville is
the permanent Secretary of the Im-
perial Parliament group and Sir Pat-
rick McGrath read a very interesting
letter from him pointing out the many
advantages that would accrue by a re-
viving of the Branch that was form-
ed in 1911. One interesting item in
his letter was the information that a
party of British M.P.s., twenty in
number, would come to Newfound-
land during thessummer months on
| a visit provided the necessary invit-
ation from the local Legislature was
forthcoming.

Mr. Warren explained that the
Branch needed only reforming as it
was functioning from 1911 to 1916}
when in both these years represent-
atives from Newfoundland were sent
to the Empire Parliamentary ‘Associa-
tion functions held in London.

Resolutions were then adopted that
the Newfoundland Branch be reform-
ed and that new officers be elected
forthwith.

investigated as we feel that every-
thing possible should be don: to pro-
tect our Certificate,

The method of issuing these certi-
ficates in the past has been, for the
secretary to appoint a competent Cul-
ler, (invariably an employee of the

"firm requiring the Certificate) to in-

spect the fish, and on the Culler’'s re-
commendation, the Certificawc is
sued. This is obviously a veiry locse
methed, and an inspection which
carries a certificate of this mnature,
should be beyond question, and made
by a competent Culler appoitted and
employed solely by the Board of Trade
for this purpose. The certificate is
just, if not more important, as arcy
other shipping document, and if a
certificat® of quality is to be issued, the
Board should fully protect itsclf. This
would appear to be the only satisfac-
tory manner of issuing a cortificaie
of quality, if the Board is to be re-
sponsible, and we would like this re-
commendation to be endersec¢ by thc
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Agricultural Products.

The Council is pleased to learn that
the Government Railway Corimission
have decided to extend a prefcrential
tariff on all shipments of ag.icultural

Of all the criticisms whieh - war2
made last season, probably the one
most generally voiced concerned the
catering arrangements. The difficulties
are easily appreciated; it is a gigantic
task to provide for the needs of mil-
lions of people, especially when on
one day the wet weather reduces the
attendance to a minimum, while the
very next day may find an over-
whelmingly large number of people.
And they all naturally expect to bhe
fed at the same times. -

Scme of the restaurants were incon-
veniently situated; and there were
not enough of them. In effect, it must
be admitted that on crowded days the
facilities were not equal to the de-
mand.

The new Wembley will provide a
welcome extension-of the restaurants,
cafes, and quick-lunch bars. Instead
of one firm being solely responsible
for the catering, a number of differ-
ent firma will share the responsibility.
Some attractive new restaurants are
promised, provided by, and character-
istic of, the Dominions, in addition to
the Home Country's numerous estah-
lishments.

The main buildings, of course, re-
main as they were. There is no time
to alter them, even if it were desired
to de so. The various Government and
with such

any case alterations would be a mis-
take. The architecture of the various
bufldings was admirably in keeping
with the characteristics of the British
Empire as a whole and the various
Dominions in particular.

This year the Dominions are fully
determined to surpass the success of
1924, and as a result of their healthy
rivalry many pleasant surprises will
be forthcoming for the visitor this
time.

The Admiralty Theatre will still re-
main a centre of attraction. Various
new spectacles have been rehearsed,
but the reproduction of ‘The Storm-
ing of Zeebrugge,” wWhich was seen
by over 700,000 people last year, will
probably be jncluded in response to
popular demand,

There will be a fascinating display
under the auspices of the Ministry of
Health, in which will be shown the
history and develagpment of the various
methods by which disease has been
combated throughout the ages. One in-
teresting feature will be the realistic
reproduction of a mediaeval al-
chemist’s kitchen, equipped with ac-
tual crucibles and retorts with which
the wise men of old compounded their
lotions and elixirs.

The Services—the Navy, Army, and
Air Force—will again be strongly re-
presented. Model ships have been
made for a picturesque exhibit in
which the history of the Navy will be
traced from the earliest Viking days
of sails and oars to the days of mod-
ern battleships and “mystery” ships.
Actual relics will be shown side by
gide with the models. There will he
Army and aircraft displays on sim-
ilar lines.

Two galleries are being devoted to
a big scientific exhibit illustrating the
relationship between science and
everyday life.

The Palaces of Industry and En-
gineering, which between them cover
twenty-five acres of ground, will be
representative of practically every
branch of British industry, although
the display will in many ways differ
considerably from last year. In the
Palace of "Engineering will be a
Housing display which will engble
people to inspect and compare the
relative merits of many of tHNe new
types of houses now advocated.

The year 1925 marks the centenary
of the first steam train used for the
transport of passengers in this coun-
try, and the idea of a hundred years’
progress has inapired some of the dis-
plays of the big railway companies.
How the steam train is resisting the
competition of electricity on one side
and motor transport on the other is
but one of the many aspects which
will be illustrated.

The Amusement Park will again be
in full swing, with many new and ih-
genious additions. Some of the ex-
periments which failed last vear are
not to be regpeated. But there will be
numerous novelties to take their
place.

Among these is a thrill which will
rival even the Great Racer and the
nerve-trying Grand National Switch-
back. It consists of an ice-toboggan
slide, which will be some four hun-
dred feet in length.

There will be six slides, or tracks,
and each will be composed of real ice,
enabling no fewer than ‘12,000 people
an hour to enjoy the delights of this
miniature Switzerland.

There will be “asmosphere” about
it, too, for you have o climb to a
height of eighty feet before you take
your seat in the toboggan; and how-
ever long it takes you to reach the
altitude, it ‘will only be a matter of
ten seconds before you reach ground
level in your exhilarating downward
glide.

“Over the Falls,” is to be enlarged,
and you. will be able to spend many
more enjoyable hours on the, Joy
Wheel and in the House of Nonsense.
There will be an entirely new Palace
of Beouty¥, and also the Indian‘theatre

The
new Br‘}tish Empire Exhibition will
continue the work of Empire Educa-
tion so well begun in 1924, and will
demonstrate afresh the almost illimi-
table possibilities of the Empire over-
seas.

Since an exhibition of such size is at
the mercy of the weather, it only re-
mains to hope for more favourable
climate conditions than last year. |

Many people last year complained
of what may be called the “cheapjack”
and “fair ground” elements which
made the Amusements Park noisy
amid the already ‘bustling sounds of
the great Exhibition. Thesg elements
will not, however, be in evidence this
year, much to the relief of those who
formerly experienced the headache
feeling.

A Planet That Exploded

Will the earth blow np? Science
says it might happen. Apparently
that very thing did happen to a com-
panion world of ours, which exploded
nobody knows how long ago.

Professor Frank Wiggleworth Clark
says all the “fallen stars,” or mete-
orites, as we call them, are pieces of
that last planet.

There are circumstances, entirely
conceivable,, under which a similar
fate might befall the earth. It might
be shattered almost in a moment into
a multitude of fragments which here-
after would pursue an endless journey
around the sun, like the meteoric
swarms which represent to-dey a sis-
ter world that blew up.

The sun ‘-has eight planet!s. Once
upon a time there was a ninth. What
became of-the missing planet? Prof.
Clark says that it éxploded. The
flocks of meteors encountered by the
earth in its flight through space are
fragments of it.

Millions of these fragments enter
atmosphere every twenty-for hours,
but nearly all of them arg” hurned-up
by the resulting friction. hefore they
can reach the surface of the earth.
Occasionally one lands, and we call
it a “fallen star.”

All the known meteorites, rome of
which weigh many ‘tons, show indica-
tions of a common origin. The con-
