The Peace Jubilee Music.
The Springfield RepubUxm says the 

musical preparations for the great Boston 
peace jubilee have been enormous in their 
requirements. Music copyists and print­
ers have been lavishly fuminished with 
work, partly on the new music, but 
greatly in preparing orchestral copies of 
the old music. The scores of the Beeth­
oven and Schubert symphonies, the over­
tures of Tannhauser and William Tell, 
and some other pieces, have had to be im­
ported from Europe, »s there were not 
enough in the whole country. The entire 
programme for the whole performance 
will soon be published. It has been some­
what changed by the extention from 
three to five days. The supplementary 
music for the oratorio chorus comprises 
Luther’s Judgment Hymn, Dr. O. W. 
Holmes’ Hymn cf Peace, written to the 
music of Keller’s American Hymn, 
“Night Shades no Longer,’’ from Rossini's 
Moses in Egypt, a new arrangement of 
the Star Spangled Banner, and Hail Col­
umbia. The latter will be sung in a 
symphonic work written expressly for the 
occasion by C. C. Converse, a member of 
the Brooklyn Philharmonic Society. 
“Hail Columbia ” is taken by Mr. Con­
verse as a theme, and the music will be 
performed by the great orchestra of one 
thousand musicians. At the close the air 
is to be sung by the full chorus, with or­
chestral, organ, and other accompani­
ments. Among the strictly orche*stral 
piecés to be given in addition to Beeth­
oven’s fifth symphony and Schubert’s C 
symphony, are two grand marches, one a 
Triumphal March, and the other a Peace 
Festival March, both of which have been 
written expressly for the occasion ; and 
the overtures to Wagner’s “Tannhauser,” 
Rossini’s “William Tell,” Flotow's “Sar- 
della,” and Auber-’s “Fra Diavola.” All 
of these will be given with an affVct and 
a degree of grandeur never yet realized. 
Madame Parepa Rosa will sing on each 
of the five days, and with appreciation of 
the leading requisite in the affair,promises 
to sing with all her power, and fill the 
vast coliseum, if her voice can do it. The 
mammoth chorus of children will take 
place on the last day. The musical ex­
amination of the Boston chorus found 
very few incapable members. It is not­
iceable that hardly one in twenty of the 
violins and other stringed instruments 
are other than German.

Presbytery of Stamford.— The 
Presbytery of Stamford in connection 
with tha U. P. Church of North Ameri­
ca met in London,. Ont., on the 4th of 
May,and continued its sessions two days. 
A large amount of ordinary business 
was transacted, and the "following reso­
lution, moved by the Rev. James McGill, 
of Stamford, was carried unanimously, 
and ordered to be inscribed on the min­
utes : “ Whereas, during the last winter 
a religious movement has been going for­
ward in Galt and its vicinity, the aspects 
and effects of which have elicited much, 
diversity of opinion ; and, whereas, the 
agencies employed and the doctrines 
taught have, by a decision of the Presby­
tery of Guelph in connection with the 
Canada Presbyterian Church, have ad­
judged at variance with the Westminster 
Standards ; and, whereas, said irregular­
ities are directly opposed to the received 
principles of the U, P. Church of North 
America ; therefore, Resolved, that we, 
the Presbytery of Stamford in connection 
with the U. P, Church of North Ameri­
ca, now in session in London, do cordially 
approve of the steps taken and the course 
pursued, by our brother and co-Presbyter, 
the Rev. R. Acheson, in conjunction with 
other evangelical^ministers of the town 
of Galt, in maintaining and defending 
the principles of onr common Presbyte­
rianism. .

The Royal Canadian. — We hear, 
says the Toronto Telegraph, that there 
is a fair prospect of the Royal Canadian 
Bank being able to resume business,at an 
early day,under auspices every way more 
favorable than favored it at any time 
since its incorporation. We trust that 
meanwhile a full and frank exhibit will 
be made to the public of its present fin­
ancial position. This, sooner than any­
thing else, will tend to reestablish con­
fidence In its solvency. Let nothing be 
concealed. That is necessary to a fair 
start afresh.

On Monday last Mr. John McLeod, of 
Milton, was thrown from a waggon and 
had one of his ears torn completely off.

The “Tillies” on Canada.
The London lime9, of May 11th, has 

an editorial on the subject of Mr. Galt’s 
speech in the House of Commons at Ot­
tawa, in which it says that “The House 
of Commons of the Confederated Pro­
vinces reflects in vigour, in independence, 
in self-reliant.courage, the best charac­
teristics of the House of Commons in 
England.” Tho Times quotes several 
passages of Mr. Galt’s speech,and amongst 
them is one which refers to the separa­
tion of Canada from Great Britain. Mr. 
Galt said that Canada would be no pàrty 
to a transfer of her nationality as between 
England and the United States, but would 
claimto be the aibiter of her own destiny. 
The Times says:—“The relations be­
tween us and the Dominion are well 
established. The Dominion has receiv­
ed an absolute and complete gift ot self- 
government, and if there were entertain­
ed among its citizens a desire to sever the 
connection between us, whether with the 
purpose of establishing a condition of 
formal independence, or with a view to 
other alliances, England would do noth­
ing to put constraint upon their wishes. 
We have said thus much often before 
npw.and we shall not shrink from declar­
ing the truth whenever challenged to do 
so. But to imagine that we should so 
utterly disregard the gift of freedom Can­
ada has received as to transfer the Do­
minion against its will to the United 
States is to imagine a thing impossible. 
The Dominion is, in truth, no depend­
ency of England It occupies the posi­
tion of an elder son, emancipated from 
parental control, and swayed only by ties 
f family feeling.”

Five Cents Worth of Orange Peel.
A man from the country invested five 

conte in the purchase of an orange, and 
preparatory to getting himself outside of 
it, threw the peel on the sidewalk. Soon 
after a young woman came along, slip­
ped upon the peel, and fell, breaking her 
leg. The woman was to have been mar­
ried the next day. but wasn’t, The man 
who was to marry her had come from St. 
Paul, Minn., and was obliged to return, 
on account of business, to wait the recc - 
very of the girl, On his way backbite 
unfortunately tcok a train on the Erie 
railroad, which ran off the track, and his 
shoulder blade was broken, forcing him 
to. step at Dunkirk for repairs. The 
Travellers’ Insurance Company, in which 
he was insured, had to pay $250 in week­
ly instalments before he recovered. On 
getting back to St. Paul, he found that 
his forced absence had upset a business 
arrangement which he had expected to 
complete, at a pecuniary loss to him of 
$5,000. Meantime the injured girl suf­
fered ajrelapse, which so enfeebled-her 
health that her marriage was delayed, 
which had a bad effect upon the young 
man, and he finally broke the engage­
ment, and married a widow in Minnesota 
with four small children. This so Work 
ed upon the mind of the girl that she is 
now in the insane hospital in Middletown. 
Her father, enraged by the conduct of the 
young man, brought a suit for breach of 
promise, and has just recovered $10,060. 
The anxiety and expense of the whole af­
fair thus far ha^e been enormous, as any­
body can see. Similar cases are likely to 
occur so long as people will persist in 
throwing orange-peel around l#ose.

A correspondent of the Hartford, Conn. 
Times thinks divorce should be made 
cheaper, so as to bring it within the 
reach of the poor.

A Louisville milliner has sued the 
wife of a prominent merchant for slan­
der, in speaking of her as “that fancy 
Miss Smith." and claims damage to the 
amount of $10,000.

It is reported that Desbarats is to bo 
made Queen’s printer under the Govern­
ment, with a salary of $2,000, and that 
the Hon. M. C. Cameron is to obtain 
some other appointment,

A lottery has just been drawn in Ver­
mont, and among the prizes were 8,000 
gilt rings, worth half a cent each, and 
150 empty flour barrels, while one young 
man, who held $3C0 in tickets, drew a 
blue-edged plate.

During the torchlight procession in 
Hamilton on Monday night some person 
kicked one of the lamps used on that 
occasion .which had fallen on the ground, 
and the flame caught a lady’s dress and 
burnt her severely.

Queen Isabella has addressed a letter 
to the Pope, expressing bar regret for the 
outrages committed on religion by some 
Spaniards in a moment of excitement, 
and in opposition to the general senti­
ment of the nation.

Trade strikes have spread from Belgi­
um into Holland, where the carpenters 
and compositors demand increase of pay­
ment. ■ A similar claim on the part of 
tlirfcuttcrs has led to disorders resulting 
in ths loss of several lives.

A farmer had two sons, one of whom, 
named Thomas, was an early riser,*and 
the other was an incorrigible sluggard. 
One morning the father entered the 
bedrooqi of his slothful son, and holding 
up a money purse, said : “See what your 
brother has found by rising early.”

He also intends reducing the 
strength of his standing army, and for 
the future throwing open its ranks to all 
subjects of the Porte, whether Maho- 
medans or not.

Mrs. Stanton is getting up her petition 
for female suffrage to be presented at the 
next session of Congress. She says it 
will be the largest petition the world has 
ever seen, and “ decorated with flowers 
and the American flag will be carried 
into the National Capitol by a troop of 
girls dressed in the national colors, one 
from each State, District, and Territory, 
of twenty-one years of age. The one 
chosen for this high honor should be 
large andjwell developed, as the petition 
will be a very heavy one.”

CREAT BRITAIN.
London, May 27.— The Alabama 

claims still form the great theme of con­
versation and newspaper comment. The 
Times to day has an article on the com­
munications of Sir Francis Head, which 
have recently been published here re­
specting the case of the ship Caroline, 
and the course of United States tewardg 
Canada during the patriot war. The 
Times says that Senator Sumner’s asser* 
tions ol English hostility to America are 
met by the testimony of American offi­
cials. Abuses much more frequent haws 
occurred within the frontier of the Uni­
ted States, for the popular feeling of the 
State of New York was admitted to have 
more than countenanced the Fenian ex- 
p: lirions to Canada. The American 
papers expose Mr, Sumner’s inconsisten­
cy by historical tests and point out his 
perversion of facts.

The Messrs. Laird, of Birkenhead, who 
built the Alabama,have recently publish­
ed a letter giving legal opinions, and ex­
tracts from documents and speeches, to 
prove that the building of the Alabama 
was not illegal. The letter has been ex­
tensively copied, and is thus commented 
on, by the papers to-day :

The Star (Radical organ) says that 
Messrs. Laird may be guiltless, but that 
England cannot escape the penalty, le 
the verdict of . the best authorities, and ia 
a foregone conclusion.

The Post (Conservative) says the vindi­
cation of the Messrs. Laird is complete.-— 
The law was inadequate to prevent the 
transaction. The remedy lay with the 
Legislature, and not with the Executive.

The Standard (Conservative) says that 
the Americans were equally guilty of a 
breach of international obligations in the 
case of the Caroline, and the case of the 
Ferian drillings and organizations. The 
final reckoning will give a heavy balance 
t ) the debit of the United States.

London, May 27th.—In the House of 
Commons this evening, Mr. Ottway, Un­
der Secretary for Foreign Affairs, in re­
ply to a question stated that the papers 
in the case of the Alabama would short­
ly be laid on the table.

In contrast to the disloyalty of the 
mayor of Cork, may be mentioned the 
proclamation of the mayor of Belfast,who 
posted over the town a placard, thanking 
the working men for their glorious recep­
tion of Prince Arthur. In this placard 
the mayor said “Before his arrival, I 
promised him, on your behalf, that I 
would show him 150,000 people, indus­
trious, self-reliant, loyal and peaceable, 
and I am proud to sat you did not disap­
point me. You did «our part like men, 
to your everlasting hqpor, so much as to 
draw forth the expression from the Prince 
and his party, that it was no wonder that 
I was proud of being mayor over such a 
noble lot of fellows. We have had a 
great holiday. Lpt ns all try to make 
oqr future holidays go off as well. Bear 
and forbear. Avoid giving offence. Hold 
your own conscientious opinions but re­
spect the opinionsot others, and you will 
be sure not only to respect yourselves 
but others respect you also."

FROM FRANCE,
Paris, May 27th. — Hon. Mr. Wash- 

bume, United States Minister, was for­
mally received by the Emperor to-day, 
and made a brief address, in which lie 
assured the Emperor of the friendship 
entertained by tho people and Govern­
ment of the United States towards him­
self and the French nation. Napoleon, 
in his reply, expressed the utmost satis­
faction at Mr. Washburne’s cordial assu­
rances, and hoped that the present 
friendly relations between the two coun­
tries would long be maintained. Mr. 
Washbnrne called on Prince Napoleon 
to day and met with a hearty welcome.

THE FRENCH ELECTIONS.
Louis Napoleon’s administration is 

for the present at least secure. The 
elections have resulted in the return 
of a heavy majority favorable to the 
Imperial rule/> although the Opposi­
tion has gained an accession to its 
strength. It is feared that the talent­
ed Thiers has been defeated, which is 
not so much of a wonder as that he 
has been so long permitted to bold a 
Beat and talk things bordering on de­
fiance of the Autocrat of France.
The-Emperor has a way of his own 
of putting down persons obnoxious to 
his government, and the bold utter­
ances of Thiers as a member of the 
Corps Legislatif might long since 
have been silenced had he been a less 
dangerous njan to muzzle, or did it 
not sometimes suit Napoleon’s pur­
pose to make at least a show of 
moderation.

Louie is an old man now, and if his 
abilities as a tactician remain unim­
paired he may probably retain his 
seat until the end of his days, but his 

mame will not be associated with 
those bold executive characteristics 
which endeared his uncle to French­
men, and the Imperial scion, not 
being of remarkable promise, it is not 
surprising that the Emperor should 
have fears for the perpetuation of his 
dynasty. At the present time, how­
ever, there must remain in France a 
pretty strong feeling in favor of the 
Empire,else how shall we account for 
the still large returns of official can­
didates,unless it be on the supposition 
of a use of some such means as made 
Napoleon from a one year into a ten 
years President, from the latter into 
an Emperor, or such as his enemies 
say were employed to carry the ple­
biscite which caused his disgrace and 
the unfortunnt.e Maximili-n’s V«>ath 
in Mexico. Considering the measures 
of high-handed oppression which 
were carried out some time ago, when 
men were fined and imprisoned for 

, daring to speak their sentiments, 
when the poorer classes in some of 
the departments were in a ferment on 
account of starvation, when that ter­
ribly dangerous thing for France, a 
Paris riot, actually occurred, and 
when all these things had set the 
popular passions seething it is rather 
wonderful if the people should have 
so soon of their own free will buried 

« the remembrance of them in oblivion, 
and showed no more republican ten­
dencies than those exhibited in the 
jeturn of a few more opposition 
members. -M__

France is perhaps not the France (Signed), 
of yore, and probably like other great, 
nations considers that peace is must 
conducive to her welfare, and is to be

Sreferred to internal strife, or the 
oubtful glory which might be acqui­

red from a struggle with 'an external 
foe. Former revolutions may have 
taught her the salutary lesson that 

-, “ ’tis better to bear those ills we have 
than to fly to others we know not of.”
And after all there may be some jus­
tice in the claims which the Emperor 
lays to having done good since he ascen­
ded the throne. He says he has foster­
ed industry, given a stimulus to com­
merce and in various ways endeavored 
to promote the happiness of the na­
tion, and this may be all very well if 
men. like spaniels, are content to be 
lasted one minute and then lick the 
hand that struck them the next. Na­
poleon probably knows his own* busi­
ness best, and he may to the last hold 
the reins so that there shall be no { 
swerving, but suppose Frenchmen | 
should come to his son, if he succeed, | 
as the Hebrews did to the son# of 
Solomon, and demand that their yoke I 
be made lighter would lie dare to re- j 
ply that he would add to the yoke, or 
that he would even allow it to remain 
as heavy as it had been. It might be 
better for the heir were the father to 
undertake the amelioration, and grant 
the country, before he died, a govern­
ment approaching more nearly to con­
stitutional.

Following the example of a brother 
Professor, the Alabama question has 
been discussed in a lecture before 
Yale College, New Haven, by Presi­
dent Woolsey. The lecture was en­
tirely free from any warmth of preju­
dice or bias of partizanship. Mr.
Woolsey thinks Sumner a well inform’ 
ed man, but not a wise man, though' 
perhaps of excellent intentions. Hu 
contends that England cannot rightly 
be blamed for issuing her proclama­
tion of neutrality and rccomizing the 
South when she did. The question 
is whether the British Government 
was suficiently alert in endeavoring 
to prevent the escape opthe Alabama.
The general unfriendliness of Britain i 
even if proved, ought not to be mixed 
up with a purely legal question. The j 
English Government have offered to ;

Three months after, in place of 815 per week wc 
agreed to giVe him $10, and, in lieu of the other 
85 per week, he was to get 3 per cent, on sales, 
ho prefering to have it that way, because it looked 
more like being a partner, and we, thinking that 
lie would take more interest in the work, agreed. 
It was expressly stipulated that he was to have 
no authority i» the factory, and in fact two of 
the men threatened to lay violent hards on him 
when ho began to interfere with them. As to 
the small sum loaned to the firm, wc would say 
that he put it in for three months at a time, tak­
ing our note and drawing interest in advance like 
an ordinary creditor.

In regard to the prizes, wc wotild merely say 
that if Mr Wood had been the workman they now 
claim him to be, the first prize on Organs would 
not have been divided between ours with five sets 
of reeds, eighteen stops, and a double reed Organ 
costing a-fourth as much as ours. Mr McLeod and 
ourselves were all so much dissatisfied at tlic re­
sult that wc alldeclared that we would never again 
exhibit his work. I11 accordance with this resolu­
tion, Wm. Bell went to Toronto three days after 
tlic Exhibition to get the address of a good tuner, 
and we thenceforward advertised the prizes In 
the name of the “Guelph Melodeon Company,” 
thus preparing for a change of name as soon as 
we could got a new tuner. Three months before 
the dissolution wc were corresponding with the 
men whom we liave now got from Prince’s, and 
told them to come on about tlic fl-st of March.— 
We were unsuccéasfol then, hud Mr McLeod, at 
the request of his partners, tried to get a tuner at 
the factory of Carlmrt & Needham, New .York.— 
This looked very little like offering “every induce­
ment " to Mr Wood to again become a partner.

Our late partners claim that they have estab­
lished the Melodeon business here." How came it 
that they could establish a business for us and 
failed to do it for themselves, after a fair trial, 
elsewhere ?

Still adhering to our former assertions, we will 
now say in conclusion that wc have proved Mr 
Wood to have been only ah employee of the late 
firm for. the ten months preceding the dissolu­
tion. We will also deposit $100 in the hands 
of any responsible person, and will agree to forfeit 
it to the Benevolent Society here if wc fail to 
prove by more than one witness that Mr McLeod 
solemnly affirmed in and out of the factory that 
lie would never again exhibit Mr. 
Wood’s work! This we maintain, not­
withstanding the high opinion which Mr McLeod 
now pretends to have of the abilities of the above 
self-important personage. Till this challenge is 
taken up, we do not see any use for further dis­
cussion.

Relic op Barbarism. — The new 
whipping poet and pillory, recently ereot- 
d in the jail-yard at New Castle, Del., io 
ake the place of the ancient and dilapid­

ated one, was inaugurated on Saturday 
by the pllloring of three men convicted 
of petty offences, and the flogging of ten 
convicteed of like misdemeanors. A large 
crowd of gaping men, women and child­
ren witnessed the spectacle. The heavi­
est whipping was received by a coloured 
man, whose offence was assaulting a 
white girl. He got thirty lashes on the 
bare back. Two other coloured men, for 
petty larceny, received twenty lashes 
each. A great many papers have raised a 
cry against what they term this “return 
of barbarism.” But it is nevertheless a 
fact, well proven in England, that there 
is a certain class of criminals who care 
little for imprisonment, but who are in a 
great measure deterred from crime by the 
fear of corporal punishment. When par­
roting was rife in England,imprisonment 
was found to-be a very inefficient punish­
ment, but as soon as flogging was intro­
duced as a special penalty for this crime, 
the perpetration of the offence died out at
