FOR THE TOURISTS

What Victoria Offers in the Way
of Special Attractions

By -Herbert Cuthbert.

What is the chief aim of a vaca-
tion? ‘Is it not to enjoy a rest from
business activity and worry? To fit
one for another year’s work? To tone
up one’s system by recreation, change
of -air and scene?

How offen a person returns home
conscious that in all its essential fea-
tures the vacation, 'so long looked for-
ward to, has been a failure, that no
real and lasting benefit has ben re-
ceived, and that the time and money
devoted - to the so-called holiday have
been thrown away. To all who have
had such experiences, and to those
who do not care to risk having them,
let ‘me tell you a little about Victoria
and its environs, “the’ Evergreen City
of Canada,” and the most important
city on Vancouver Island.

_ For years Victoria has been the Te-
sort for health and pleasure of the
people of the Pacific Northwest, whose
object was to get real substantial en-
joyment from their outing, but it is
only ' within the last .few years that
the city has been “discovered” by the
continental tourist and the pleasure
seeker from afar. Nevertheless, in this
short space of time it has become fa-
mous as the one place on the North
tinent where a summer

, and ‘'where re-
less,  change
scene, the enjoyment of perfect, tem-
perate climate; 'and the fascination of
wonderful Scenery have. put new vig-
or, vim, and life into those who have
bieterg ‘privileged to visit ‘this beautiful
ity

It is not a Monte Carlo. It is not a
Coney Island. It is not a resort fre-
quented by the rabble, and where you
will find the army of cripples and
mendicants so often seen at popular
seaside resorts. In fact, it is a con-
servative and live business and com-
mercial city, where the tourist is an
accessory and not a necessity, and,
yet, to the searcher after a perfect
holiday, it is without a rival in 'its
power to’'give real pleasure and con-
tent.

There is no plaee” in the world
where one can get so close to nature
and have all the comforts of a city life
as in WVictoria. Almost entirely sur-
rounded by the sea, with about fifteen
miles of a frontage on salt water, its
c¢oast line broken with innumerable
bays, with sandy and shingle beaches,
the delight of the children, rocky
promontories and ‘high bluffs, com-
manding magnificent and uninterrupt-
ed vistas of the Fuca, with the sub-
lime range of the mighty snow-capped
Olympian mountains 'in the distance,
its situation is without equal in any
country. ’

Vietoria’s chief advantage, however,
over all other cities as a place of resi-
dence and a resort for a summer holi=
day is in its unique climate. The
valueé of this climate is not yet fully
realized by Victorians, and its invig-
orating character, at a time of year
when almost the whole of this contin-
ent is suffering from excessive heat, is
almost unknown to 90 per cent of the
.general.-public. For very many years
the thermometer has rarely registered
above 80 degrees, and every evening is
so delightfully .eool that. the -same
amount: of bedclothes is used in the
summer as in the winter. Those of my
readers who know what a temperature
of from 95 to 110 is, will, if they stop
to-think; realize what.this means. It
means that the full’ measure of enjoy-
ment can be taken out ‘of all outdoor
recreations and-gxcursions-without ‘the
danger of experiencing that feeling of
exhaustion so common at the usual re-
sorts, and that a person is always as-
sured of 8 night’s sleep and repose.

. Victoria’s ~winter climate is almost
as remarkable as that of summer. The
thermometer rarely registers below. 24
degrees above zero, while its average
lowest  point ‘touched in 24 hours for
the whole of the winter is 40 degrees
above zero.

An erroneous 1mpression seems ' to
prevail in other parts of the world that
Victoria has an enormous rainfall, and
that, in what they term the rainy sea-
son, there is an almost continuous
downpour. This idea is immediately
proved absurd; when thé average rain-
fall for the year is stated to be. only
26 inches, and that of last year to be

less than many of the best known- re-
sorts and residential cities in England.
It is true that the cities on the main-
land coast are not quite so fortunate
as Vietoria in this regard, -but it sim-
ply emphasizes the fact that Victoria
is pre-eminently the residential city of
the coast. . :

Victoria and’ Vancouver Island will,
in the course of a very few years,
probably not more - than five, be the
centre of the greatest summer tourist
business in the West.

There is no part of the North Am=
erican continent richer in natural re-
sources than Vanecouver Island. It has
a wealth of forest, of mineral deposits
fneludinig  copper; gokd, ~gliver,” 1ead,
iron, and coal—of fisheries, and of ag-
riculture that cannot be surpassed by

obedience to this mandate millions
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any section of the old or new worlds,
and which, some day, will be ‘the
means of giving employment, to a large
population. Yet, - acknowledging all
this, the tourist industry, if it may
be termed such, will bring more pros-
perity to the country than any other
single industry, because it has every
conceivable qualification and natural
location, and because the possibilities
of such an industry on this continent
dre s9 enormous.  The advantages: of
climate and scenery necessary .to at-
tract and hold 'visitors have already
been.referred to,. but they are only
conditions so to speak, under which all
the other delightful attractions of Vic-
toria and the rest of this-great Island
can be enjoyed, and which, when once
known to the ninety millions of people
upon-this continent, to say nothing of
Hurope, the Orient and the rest of the
world, will bring a travel and a cash
revenue that very few people now
realize the magnitude' of. These ad-
vantages are just as much undevelop-
ed 'as are the other natural resources
of the Island, and it will only be when
the. tourists commence to comse in
greater numbers that capitalists and
the people who makKe a specialty ' of
catering to tourists will become in-
terested in providing hotels, hydro-
pathic establishments, bath houses,
summer gardens,  etc., in the almost
inngmerable beauty spots, hunting and
fishing resorts that abound all over
Vancouver Island, and particularly in
the neighborhood of Victoria.

_It is impossible in so short an arti-
cle to even mention all the advantages
there are for tourists in Victoria now,

and points . of . interest, and visitors

These roads are mac-
adamized, ‘and are in splendid condi-
tion for driving or motoring, and pass
through a variety of natural scenery
leading to charming’ country resorts
that afford the greatest possible pleas-
ure ‘to all who enjoy getting a fresh
drive for two weeks and in a different
direction each day.

It is what might be called a “swell”
affair to theose interested, sparing
neither time or trouble in the effort
to give their guests a good time and
to ensure the unqualified” success of

Along the coast from Oak Bay there|
dare encountered in the order named,
the Willows beach, Cadboro bay, and
Cordova bay. Each ‘of these places
is more or less popular among local
campers and at all  the recreations
which have been enumerated can be
practiced without inconvenience,
Cordova bay, however, deserves
special mention. Here is found a
stretch of sandy beach more than a
mile in length. The bay is sheltered
and - the
water, at times, is almost luke warm.
The best of fishing may be obtained,
blackberry picking may be indulged in
and in fact, those who select this place
as a suitable spot for their summer
tent, may engage in the entire cate-
gory of summer sports peculiar to
Victoria.

The beautiful Gorge is a_ natural
‘curiosity, where 'a huge volume "B
water dashés ‘at  Niagara speed
through a narrow, channel, alternating
in direction according to the change
of tide. The Victoria Arm, a splendid
stretech of water and a continuation of
Victoria harbor, leads to the Gorge.
Its beautifully. wooded 'banks “and
prombntories dotted with charming
residences = form a picture of rare
beauty. Boating and picnie-parties en-
joy themselves here to their heart's
content. There is an electric car ser-
vice to this popular resort, and a
small steam launch leaves the centre
of the city every hour, giving a very
beautiful alternate route. The B.
Electric Railway company have re-
cently purchased and opened up a fine
natural park, with rustic bandstang,
refreshment booths, summer houses
and tables for picnickers, swings for
children, and many other facilities for
the enjoyment of a pleasant outing.
Dressing rooms are also being provid-
ed for the people who desire to enjoy
a swim in the waters of the arm, and
music is provided almost every even-
ing during the week.

Beacon Hill park is very beau-
tiful; but ‘there is not space in
this article for me to do more than
draw attention to the fact that its at-
traction, both for the old and young,
must be seen to be appreciated. There
are many other piaces of interest such
as Oak Bay, Mount Douglas, Cordova
and Cadboro Bay beaches, with their
hard, dry, clean, white sand, ideal
spots for picnics and camping; they
are within easy reach of the city.

We would cail the attention of our
readers to what must be appar-
ent, that Vietoria’s greatest charm
lies in  its natural rather than
artificlal ~ attractions, that all " its
advantages contribute to perfect
health and rational enjoyment of life,
and that as a vacation, health and
pleasure resort it stands unrivaled

Indeed
there have been no catches . reported
from there such.as those hrought im,
last year. About .twenty Victorians'
were up there a' week-ago with vary-
ing success. Among: the catches re-
ported were Adams,: 38; Bucket, 27;
Harry Clark, 16;° McTayish, 12; W. R.
Shotbolt, 16; Ives, 10. Most of these
were caught in the big lake although
some good fish were landed from the
middle lake: R

The end of last week at Cowicham
was too rainy for good fishing, yet
none of those whorwent up returned
empty-basketed. The most successs
ful heard .of ‘were: B4 Noerth and na
ham*- who ‘managed ‘to Bl their bas#
kets. North ig building’ a cabin for
the use of himself and friends, who
g0 a holidaying in that direction.

H. Smith, who was up with Henry
Moss, reports thai they had a splen«
did time, although the fish were not
very hungry. -His largest tipped the
scale: at- four and+<a half pounds and
there were'a’ number of other big fel-
lows to keep him company. Light
March Brown and Coachman werethe
faverite lurers on the dull days. A
very similar report comes from W. H.
Binns, who spent a day or two around
the lake and upper reaches of the
river. He says the fishing was very
poor on account of the rain, -but yet
when he left the lake was ‘minus a
few fish. Later in the week, Arthur
S. Barton found the sport very good:
especially in the lake where he took
eight, none of which were less than two
pounds, and some going three -and a
half. He thinks the river rather too
high yet for the best results. The fish
taken from the lake are usually larg<
er than those caught in the river.

While the visitors to Cowichan lake
were getting rather poor results, at
the mouth of the river the sport was
much bBetter. Albert Wild filled up
with big fellows. They can usually be
taken at this point just as the tide
is coming in.

Messrs. Oliver and W. C. Ward havé
been spending the week in the for-
mer’s house-boat on . Cowichan lake:
The boat may be towed from place to
place, yet the occupants enjoy all thé
advantages of a country house. Oneé
rather wonders that more of those who
can afford it do not use this method
of spending their holidays. %

Some changes are reported in -the
Cowichan lake district. Will Swinner-
ton has sold his place to Biggerstaff
Wilson and has bought a waterfront
from Frank Green where he will build
a cottage for himself. .Colonel Hags
gard has just completed-his log cottage
in rustic style. It'is said to be an
ideal summer residence, Kenneth Gil-
lespie is running the ldunch “Walbran
from the Tiakeside Hotel, towing boats
to ‘the head of thé lake. He has also
put & number. of new boats. on the
lake for hire.. Taken all in all it looks
as if this resort was likely to beco
even more.  popular than in former
years. I cannot leave the discussion
of this subject fwithout mentioning
that complaints have been made from
visitors that a bull is allowed to run
at large on the road about half way.
between the lake and Duncans. Even
if he is not savage no one likes to
meet a creature of that sort. i

Speaking of fish, Francis Kermode,
curator- of the museum, is making a
plaster cast of the curious specimen
caught a few days ago in Findley,
Durham, and Brodie’s salmon trap. It
belongs to one of the species of rib-
bon fish but just which one has not yet
been decided. These ribbon fish are
denizens of the deep waters and can-
not live at eor near the surface. So
rare is it that even so great an auth-
ority as Ashdown Green was unable
to place it. The fish measures 6 feet
8 inches in length, its width varies
from 103% inches to nothing, while its
thickness is in mno place more than 2
inches. The dorsal fin extending from
end to end is almost as wide as the
fish but the other fins are very minute.
The immense eyes measure three inch=
es across, but one had been torn out,
the gills eaten away, and the fin very
much injured. -It is “impossible to
Jearn how the creature came to leave
his native home. Probably he had
an encounter with some other creature
in those regions and wéas the loser in
the fray.

A very interesting evidence of the
adaptability of the ways of the wild
things to our modern civilization was
shown in the fact that a white
crowned sparrow chose for its nesting
site an old tomato can that had been
thrown on to an empty lot on Camo-
sun street. Here the little lady built
a pretty mest.of grass .and halr; and
laid four brown-spotted eggs with
perfect faith in her ability to ‘hatch
them, and in the rest of the world to
leave her unmolested. Alas for such
fond hopes! The boys found .the odd
little home. They were not bad boys
and did not mean any harm, but four
of them needed just one egg each for
their colection. Now the can is empty
and Mistress White Crown is prob-
ably. a sadder and wiser bird. This
white crown sparrow is one of the
commonest of our small birds. It is
sometimes known as Gambel’s sparrow
and is so named in the museum.

C.|Others call it Nuttall’'s sparrow. The

distinction = between these so-called
species is so small as not to amount
to a real difference. The name white-
crowned is an appropriate one and
should be generally adopted.

Almost all of the small birds are
nesting now. Even within "the city
limits they are very plentiful. A week
ago. I took photographs of no less than
five nests within a radius of two
hundred yards. Four species gwvere re-
presented and all the nests were on
the ground. Sad to relate though, none
of the eggs are there today. All have
been taken by children who do not
appreciate the trustfulness of the little
songsters. ;

Another example of this: came forci-
bly to my notice this week. I had
found a chipping sparrow’s nest with
four little blue eggs slightly spotted
at the large end. The little mother
was sitting on them and allowed me
to approach so near that I obtained
a photograph of her in her maternal
capacity. She was so friendly that
she would return to her mnest even
though I was standing with the cam-
era only a few feet away. Thinking
I might get even better results I went
ggain to see her a few.days later. Two
of . the eggs had been taken and chippy
was now- so wild that she would not
let me get near her. She felt unsafe

at the approach of a human .monster.,

BRITISH COLUMBIA’S CASE.

: A special despatch from London an-
nounces that Premier McBride has
had several interviews with the Sec-
retary of State for the Colonies, the
Under-Secretary and the Permanent
Secretary, and has been afforded every
opportunity to place the case of Bri-
tish Columbia for exceptional treat-
ment fully before that department of
His Majesty’s government. Sir Wil-
frid Laurfer has presented the Domin-
ion side of the case, and the whole
subject is now under detailed examin-
ation.

We are not advised as to how the
matter is regarded by the Colonial
Office, but we take occasion to point
out that the claim made by the Op-
position press, that Mr. McBride would
have no: standing ‘wliatever in London,
has already :heen ‘shown’ to ‘be without
foundation. It would be very —un-
reasonable to expect any forecast of
the decision of the Colonial Office, but
it is satisfactory to know that the
case has been taken out of politics and
reached a quarter where there can at
least be ro suspicion of local prejud-
ice. While Mr. McBride did not suc-
ceed at Ottawa in getting the case be-
fore a tribunal composed of a repre-
sentative of the Dominion, one of the
Colonial Office and one of the province,
it has as a matter of fact reached that
stage. Sir Wilfrid represents the Do-
minion; Mr. McBride ' represents the
province and the Colonial Office is act-
ing as a quasi umpire. The result of
the inquiry can only be in the nature
of a recommendation, but it wil doubt-
less be acceptable to both parties, as
it will pave the way for an amicable
settlement. Mr. McBride is to be con-
gratulated upon the success which he
has so far enjoyed.

In view of”the dispdtch referred to
the observations of the Times last
evening as to “the farce” of placing
Rritish Columbia’s claims at the “foot
of the throne,” and its allusion the
other day to the probability of Mr.
McBride receiving a kick from His
Majesty when he presented his peti-
tion make odd reading. They serve,
however, to illustrate ‘how utterly out
of touch' with the ordinary affairs of
mankind our evening contemporary is.
We shall ‘confidently expect it to de-
nounce roundly Sir Wilfrid Lauriér for
taking part in such “a farce.”

POLITICAL CRITICISM

Several Liberals are-wery displeased
because the Colonist said that the nett
result of the Liberal regime, so far
ds Victoria is concerned . is Senator
R{ley and Minister Templeman. We
are told that this is a bitter attack
upon those gentlemen. We are un-
able to see wherein the bitterness lies.
It is pointed out that' the dredge
pumped some mud up to the James
Bay flats. This will hardly be called
such a wonderful performance that all
eriticism ought to be hushed. But we
hiave no desire to be misunderstood in
this matter. The Colonist has ex-
pressly said that in the matter of or-
dinary appropriations, that is in the
ordinary routine of administration,
Victoria has been very well looked
after, as well as, but we do not believe
any  better than, it would have. been
if the city had been represented by
a Conservative member, ever since
1896. If this is not the case, we shall
be very glad to have‘the supporters
of Mr. Templeman point out which
one of the appropriations for expen-
diture in this city would not have
+ been made,; if we had:not elected Mr.
Riley and after him Mr. Templeman.
Let us get out of the cloud of
guess work and generalities and down
to’ sober facts. * 'What ‘did either Mr.
Riley or Mr. Templeman secure for
the city, which would have been re-
fused by the Dominion government, if
we had elected a Conservative at the
last three elections? " If we knew
the answer to this gquestion, we would
be able to get at thHe value of ithe ser-
vice of -these - gentlemén to the con-
stituency. We do not believe that
Mr. Templeman, for as Mr. Riley has
now been made a Senator, we do not
propose to make any - special refer-
ences to him, except in so far as a
review of political conditions renders
necessary, we say we do not believe
that  Mr. Templeman - himself will
claim that the services of the King
Edward are to be regarded as comsti-
tuting a great party accomplishment.
‘We believe he will agree with us that
this expenditure, valuable as it was
to the city, was something to which
We were entitled in the ordinary
course of routine administration of

the Public Works department.

T TThe ¢omplaint, which the Colonist
has made and will continue to make,
concerning the manner in which this
city and this Island is represented at
Ottawa is that, although the Liberal
Party has been in control of the af-
fairs of Canada for more than ten
years, not one Liberal representative
of the constituencies upon this Island
has taken a single step towards mak-
ing the rest of Canada know what
our great resources are, what projects
are needed for the development of the
Island, or what advafitages ‘the de-
velppment of the Island in its. con-
neetion . with the Mainland would- be
1o Canada as a whole. We 'say that
this state of things is without par-
allel in any part of Canada. We say
it is the duty of our representatives
in the House of Commons to seize
every occasion’ that presents itself,
and if none presents itself to create
opportunities, for making known the
things spoken. of  above. It is be-
cause this neglect stands out so bold-
ly upon the face«s of ‘the records ‘of
Parliament- that what we have said
seems 80 bitter to some Liberals. We
say it is-a most regrettable.thing that,
at a time when the attention of the
whole world fs directed to Canada, not
# man in-a representative position has
had the inclination to say one word
in regard to this city and this Island.
‘We repeat that as to mere matters of
routine we have found no fault and

. propose to find none; but this is a
time in the history of Canada when
a constituency cannot be expected to
be satisfied with mere routine apprs-
priations. Every constituency, and

advantages and its claims, so- that the
whole world has been talking about
the country and what it offers in the
way of opportunities  for investment
and development.  We pick up! Brit-
ish and United States papers and
read of the things which are claimed
for every part of the Dominion ex-
cept that in which we are most deep-
ly interested, and we ask ourselves
what the reason is. We think we
find in it the fact that their public
men are not tongue-tied, that they are
not afraid to press upon the govern-
ment of .the day what their constitu-
ents regard as the just claims of the
several localities, while ours are con-
picuous by their silence. This is the
criticism ' that we make of our repre-
sentatives at Ottawa. Is it not a just
one? Can any reasonable man say
that it is not a proper one? ,Vic-
toria. bas a new senator; Victoria is
represented in the * House of Com-
momns by.a minister; but beyond these
things and certain, routine expendi-
tures, this constituency has nothing to
show for the fact that it has given its
hearty support to the administration
of Sir Wilfrid Laurier, save and ex-
cept the report of the Royal Commis-
sion on Transportation, which remains
pigeon-holed in the public department,
although it furnishes material upon
which a very strong case can be made
out for Victoria and Vancouver Isl-
and.

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METHODISTS 'v IN POLITICS

The Methodist Conference of Bri-
tish Columbia has passed a resolution
urging the members of that church
to take. greater. interest in politics.
Good for the Conference! There are
certain very amiable people, who
think they would soil the edges . of
their souls if they went to a political
convention. The members of the Con-
ference think = otherwise, and the
members of the Conference are wholly
and absolutely right. The duty of
every man, who professes to be a
Christian, is to let his light shine be-
fore men, and we do not know of any
place where it could shine to better
advantage than in political gather-
ings. The Conference does not sug-
gest that Methodists ' should go into
politics as Methodists; but as citizens.
We do not want our churches, as
such, to interfere in public affairs, but
it is of the greatest importdnce that
the members of churches should do
so individually, each working with the
political party whose views most
commend themselves to his best judg-
ment.

The Conference has set an excel-
lent example, one which will, we hope,
be followed by the governing bodies
of other denominations. Nothing is
more evident than that . politics in
Canada must be got upon a higher
plane, and the only way in which this
can be done is for men, who profess
to order their lives according to. high
principles, to take part in all the work
of political life. It is rank folly to
allow the choice of, candidates to be
determined by ways “that are dark
‘and tricks that are (not  always)
vain.” Good men ‘mist take  their
share of the labor at that end of the
business, for after nominations are
over, it is too late to-accomplish much
in the way of improving conditions.

‘We congratulate the Methodist
Conference upon its new departure.

THE “ALL RED" LINE

The proposed fast steamship line
between the different parts of the Em-
pire is attracting a great deal of at-
tention.. The latest advocate of it is
the London Times, which regards it
as a matter of “high policy.” The
Daily News seems to be the only pa-
per of prominence which has spoken
against it, and that paper sees in it
a departure from the principles of
free trade. We find great difficulty
in finding out how such a conclusion
is reached. As we have hitherto un-
derstood free trade, it was something
for the benefit of the people of the
United Kingdom, the idea being that
by opening the markets of that coun-
try to the, products of all the world
on equal terms, the cost of articles
not produced in the United Kingdom
would be reduced to the lowest pos-
sible figure. In other words the
British people would be able to buy
in the cheapest markets. In favor of
this many things can be said. The
only effect, which the proposed steam-
ship subsidies could -have, would be
to.enable the products of the . British
Empire to compete on more favorable
terms with those. of —other countries,
which would be an advantage to the
people of the United Kingdom, al-
though perhaps not to the producers
in foreign countries. It never has
been held, so far as we know, that
free trade was intended for the ben-
efit of foreign countries. Therefore
to us the attitude of the Daily News
seems absurd. :

In all parts of the United Kingdom
the proposal 'is attracting great at-
tention.” Some one has started a cry
that all the cost will have to be borne
by the British taxpayers.” We fancy
that this will easily be answered, and
we assume that the members of the
Conference have placed ~ the British
government in a position to disabuse
the mind of the House of Commons
upon that point. The following which
iz an extract from the Montreal Wit-
ness is very interesting in this con-
nection:

Mr. Walter {llingworth, of thé
Woodlands, Blackburn, England, who
is staying at the Place Viger - Hptel,
was a visitor at-the railway offices
this morning arranging with the of-
ficials of various companies for canoe
and pack-horse trips that will take
him through the length and breadth
of Canada. Mr. Ilingworth has a
party of ladies and gentlemen wi
him, and is making the most elaborate
arrangements not’ only to ensure an
enjoyable holiday, but also to make
himself thoroughly acquainted with
the geography, resources and potenti-
alities of the Dominion.

Mr. Illingworth’s trip, which will oc-
cupy probably the whole of the sum-
mer season, has a much greater signi-
ficance than that of the.ordinary tour-
ist, for he is one of the large capi-
talists behind the new all-red steam-
ship line between England, Canada
and Australia, about which so much
has been heard lately. This line of
fast steamships Mr. Illingworth has
little doubt will soon be established,
for the capital has already been sub-
scribed, Lord Strathcona himself be-
ing interested, it is said, to the extent
of half a million déllars. It is further
stated that while all the railways will
be treated on an equal footing, the
new steamship line will mean a great

“The new steamship line,” said one
this morning whe had a chat with
Mr. Illingworth, “will mean not only
a new era inh Canadian overseas trans-
Portatlon. but also a new era in the
ndustrial ‘development -of the coun-
try, for-it. will. do more probably than
anything else could do to attract the
attention of moneyed interests to Can-
ada, and Mr. Illingworth’s visit, to see
for himself the resources awaiting de-
velopment, is only an indication of the
way this all-red line will turn the eyes
of the world to Canada.” ~

The Montreal Star makes the fol-
lowing comment upon the project:

The weak link in the proposed all-
British greyhound line from Britain
to Australia, is that which spans the
Pacific Ocean; and it is apparent that
the slowness of the best service which
is suggested for this part of the route
cools whatever “enthusiasm may exist
in New Zealand and Australia. With-
out enthusiasm in these islands, the
scheme is not likely to be much of a
success; for a lack of interest there
will infallibly affect the attitude of
the British Government, which is still
in doubt. 3

Still the stiffest competition will be
on the Atlantic ferry. This it is that
Spurs us up to attempt great deeds on
this part of the route. -If we canmot
beat the lines from New York to
Southampton, we are distanced béfore
the race is well begun; consequently,
on the theory that “needs must,” - we
are talking of a twenty-five knot
service  on this part of the journey.
But if twenty-five knots are possible
on the. Atlantic, it only requires the
risking of money enough to make
something decidedly better than 18
knots possible on the Pacific; and the
effort to shorten up this part of the
trip may make all the difference be-
tween success and failure.

‘A writer in the Toronto News sug-
gests that the line should go to Mil-
ford Haven, instead of Liverpool. Mil-
ford Haven is more in a direct route
to London which must be on the real
terminus of any passenger and mail
service—which this route will be pri-
marily. If the steamers run by the
southern route—south of Newfound-
land and gouth of Ireland—they must
steam right up past Milford Haven in
order, to get to Liverpool; and then
the mails and passengers must come
down to London again by rail. But
the various schemes for landing the
mails and passengers ‘on the West
Coast of Ireland, and then railroading
them swiftly to London, look on the
map to be even better; though their
vpracticability is a question rather for
practical men.

The idea is in any case a noble one.
An ' all-British route to Australia,
using Canada as a - steel bridge be-
tween the two great oceans, has in it
the elements of inspiration, Such a
route would not be exposed to serious
menace. from foreign powers; for there
would be no point at which they
could strike it without first gain-
ing command of the sea. . The route
through the Mediterranean and the
Suez is in a far different position, and
the journey about the Cape of Good
Hope is tedious and slow. A gener-
ous Canadian subsidy would be wili-
ingly, voted; but .it must be supple-
mented by equal relative. generosity
from the British Gover: n‘aefy,. and a,
hearty support from stralasia.’

The Star is right in directing atten-
tion to the importance of keeping the
Pacific Ocean part of the service up to
the highest possible pitch of effici-
ency as respects speed. The greatest
allowance must be made for the geo-|
graphical position ‘of New Zealand
and Australia. They are, under the
most favorable conditions that can be
devised, a long way from the United
Kingdom and Canada, and it is the
duty of all the partners in the Em-
pire to bring  them closer, The
matter of cost ought not to be allowed
to stand in the way. The better the
communication with these distant
countries, the more rapid will their
progress be, the greater will become
their wealth and population, and the
more important will our trade with
them become. A very large sum of
money should be lost, if necessary, to
accomplish such a result, and we are
of the opinion that the pedple of Can-
ada will sustain the government in an
exceedingly liberal contribution to-
wards such a desirable object.

NEW LINES OF FARMING.

The Colonist had a reference on
Sunday to an exhibit of British Col-
umbia tobacco, which was displayed
in the  Royal Horticultural Hall in
London. The paragraph did not say
so, but the fact that advantage was
taken of the opportunity offered by the
third International Trade Exhibition
to set forth the capability of this pro-
vince .to produce high grade tobacco,
was due solely:because the provincial
Department of Agriculture ' interested
itself- in seeing that an exhibit went
forward, paying the freight and duties
upon it. The opinion of experts seem
to be to the effect that British' Colum-
bia tobacco is a  valuable variety.
Nearly all plants derive some peculiar
quality from the soil and climate
where ' they are grown, and it seems
that the article produced in this pro-
vince has much to recommend it
specially. . A few days ago we printed
a paragraph in regard to the cultiva-
tion of tobacco near Ladysmith. There
is no reason in the world, why this
plant may not be successfully pro-
duced on Vancouver Island. The spe-
cimen, which attracted such- favorable
notice in London was grown at Kel-
tt)wna, which is in the Okanagan coun-
Ty.

The government has also given its
attention to the produetion of hemp
in this province, and a sample has been
sent away to be tested. ‘Hemp cul-
ture may be found to be another in-
dustry in whieh our farmers can en-
gage with advantage.: Flax is another
line, which does well here, and we sup-

received greater attention is that peo-
ple have had so many other things to
engage their consideration, that they
have not found neither time or op-
portunity to step out of the usuall
course. "It is very likely that these
three crops, tobacco, hemp ‘and' flax
will be found to be exceedingly prof-
itable, * The public generally will
heartily commend the action of the
Minister of Finance and Agriculture
for bringing these interesting subjects
to the front.

VICTORIA’S TRADE

As will be seen .by & reference in
another part of today’s paper.the busi-
ness houses of Victoria are preparing
to take advantage of the opportunities
of building up business with the log-
ging camps and other points along the
island and mainland reached by the
Queen City on her new run. There
have been great developments- in
those parts of the province during the
past few years, but the fact that Vic-
toria has not enjoyed suitable steamer
connection. with them has enabled Van-
couver to get the lion’s share of the
trade. which has grown up. The new
arrangement, whereby the merchants
of this city are put on  equal terms
with their rivals, will undoubtedly lead
to. a change in this respect, and the
merchants of this .city will show the
same enterprise in securing -business
in the field, that has thus been re-
opened, as they have . displayed in
other parts. of the province.

A very large amount of industrial
progress is to be looked for upon the
islands and around the inlets lying be-
tween Vancouver Island.and the main-
land. Here are very. extensive forests
and the magnitude of the lumber oper=
ations carried on from -year to year is
steadily - increasing. It is also very
reasonable to expect that there will be
extensive mineral development in the
same region. Our information is that
there is much good agricultural land
in the same part of the province.
None of the areas can be called very
large, but there are a. good many of
them. The market for produce is in-
creasing, but farming has been carried
on at a disadvantage owing to the in-
adequacy of transportation facilities.
This state of things 1is fast being
remedied, and we look with confidence
to a great improvement in all lines of
industry there.

A NEW RAILWAY PROJECT

A Winnipeg despatch says that a
railway is being promoted in London
to run from Fort Churchill, on' Hud-
son’s Bay to Port Simpson, whereby
it is said that the distance from Liv-
erpool to Yokohama will be shortened
2,768 miles, The minuteness to which
the calculation of ‘the shortening of
distance is carried seems somewhat|
remarkable in the case of a line that
has not been surveyed,  but this may
be the/fault of the telegrapher. We
have heard of this r project before, and
we take leave to'doubt the expediency
of building such d railway simply to
furnish a new line between the Unit-
ed Kingdom and the Orient. As a
development read ' it would have a
great” deal to re¢commend it, but as
every "one knows! for seven months
of -the year it .could not be used in
| connection with -steamships. upon the
Bay. The advantages of Port Simp-
son ‘as- ' a terminal point are more
-theoretical .than real; a railway from
Fort Churchill te Victoria could com-
pete with one to the more mnortherly
port very successfully. At the same
time the resources of the part of Can-
ada through which the prop rail-
way would . run are such as would
fully justify its construction.

In view of the very great interest.]
that is being taken f{n. railway build-
ing in other parts of Western Canada,
the apathy of those representatives of
the people, who might mnaturally be
supposed: to take a special interest in
the extension of some oné of the pro-
Jected new  systems to ~ Vancouver
Island .is surprising. A lady corres-
pondent of the Colonist, who does not
wish to appear in.print, says that she
does not believe that, when the trans-
portation people appreciate what rail
connection - with ~ Vancouver Island
would mean, there will be any delay
in .bridging Seymour Narrows. “The
whole world,” she says, “wants the
shortest and quickest way from West-
ern Europe to Eastern Asia, and the
world is not going to let the lack of
Such a comparatively little thing as &
bridge across those Narrows cause
even half a day’s delay on the route.”
This sounds about right, and we com-
mend it to those people, who think
that this project, which would mean
sSo- much-to Victoria and the whole
Island, must be relegated to some in-
definite date in the future.

Following | is ' the' report cabled by
the Canadian Associated Press of the
proceedings. at the colonial eonference
when Sir (Wilfrid ‘Laurier . spbmitted
his resolution favoring the establish-
ment. of new. fast mail ..services ‘on
bothithe Atlantic and Pacific oceans:

London, May 14—At to-day’s meet-

Wilfrid  Laurier submittéd a = resolu-
tion favoring the establishment of a

mew mail service to Australia and

New Zedland via Canada. His pro-
posal divided itself into two parts, one
affecting the Atlantic ocean and the
other the Pacific ocean. 'On the At-
lantic side the 'service .should equal
the existing service to: New York
which would save two days; he ad-
lowed four days on the sea and four
days across Canada. On -the Pacific
side the object was 'to establish a
seryice of at least 18 knots;  but this
speed must -be, for the present; re-
garded as a goal, as it would be dif-
ficult. to start immediately with ‘a
service of 18 kmots, The cost of the
gervice was to be borne by the sev-
eral contributing =~ governments, ‘at
equitable shares. - Canada would-have
to contribute in this respect to' both
shipping services; as-it is interested
in the maritime trade on ‘both sides
of  the continent. . o -
Deakin Pleased. :

Hon. Alfred DeaKin expressed satis-
faction at the proposal w‘hich .Aus-
tralia would welgome, even if. it only
included the part affecting Canada.

Right Hon. Lloyd-George .expressed
regret that Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s pro-
posal had mot been put forward. .in
sufficient time to enable the home
government to- put forward their
views. He pointed out that the dis-
cussion indicated how difficult - the
problem was; the cost might be _ab-
solutely prohibitive, 'if great . speed
were required. He thought the, best
plan would be for this proposal and
any other proposals which might be
put forward, for instance, by Aus-
tralia in regard to the Suez canal
route to. bé subject to expert investi-
gation by representatives ' appointed
by the home ;overnmgnt and the gov-
ernments. of the ‘colonies concerned.
An important consideration would be
the possible effect on such & scheme
of the construction of the Panama
canal.

Amended and Adopted.

Sir Wilfrid Laurler said - he  was
only too pleased that New Zealand
did not think his  proposals went far
enough, but, in reply to Right Hon.
Lloyd-George, he did - not  consider

question of policy. In deference to
what Right Hon. Xloyd-George said,
he was ready to amend his resolution
to bring it into harmony’ with” his
view, and the resolution was finally
placed before the conference in the
following form, and unanimously ac-
cepted:  “That in the opinion of this
conference the intersts of thie empire
demand that in so far as practicabf®
its different portions should be con-
nected by the bést possible means of
malil communication, . travel and
wransportation; that to this end it is
advisable that Great Britain should
be connected with -Canada, and
through Canada with Australia and
New Zealand by the best service
available within a reasonable cost;
that for the purpose of carrying the
.above project into effect such finan-
cial support as may = be necessary
should 'be contributed by ‘Great Bri-
tain, Canada, Australia ' and New
Zealand: in* equitable - proportions.”

GROCERY ENPLOYEES
 T0 GET HALFHOLIONY

Arrangement is Arrived at to (onf}
tinue Unfil End of
August

! ii——

. The . grocery employees after the
first of next month will have a weekly
half holiday. By an arrangement be-
tween a committee of the employees
and employers held recently on Thurs-
day afternoon: for the months of May,
June, July and August the. grocery
stores will -be closed from 12:30 a. m.
until the following morning.

The negotiations have occupied over
a month. Six weeks ago the retail em-
ployees of the. sqciety organized and
formed a union. The principal demand
of the union was for the weekly half
holiday. First it was proposed to ask
for  Saturday. afternoon. and evening,
and a committee wds appointed to take
up. the matter with the employers.
This was done, but insurmountable
difficulties were in the way of the pro-
posal so that the Saturday afternoon
suggestion was dropped. Then the
clerks suggested Wednesday afternoon
and for ‘some time it appeared likely
that this would be adopted, buta num-
ber of the employers objected to this
also.

A committee. of the grocery. clerks
thereupon were appointed to meet .a
committee of the -grocery employers
They conferred, ‘with the result that
the present announcement of . the
Thursday half holiday is made. All
thHe grocerymen -in the city - agreed,
with the exception of one, who only as-
sented ‘to the heliday being granted
for the half day a ~week for two
months, not four.

It is expected that as a result of the
grocerymen’s decision a number of
other trades will also fall in line and
grant the half holiday on the Thurs-
day afternoon.

Yield of Small Fruit is Expect‘-‘
ed to Prove Most
‘Abundant

“I think you may 'safely say that
everything points to a bumper crop
throughout the farming sections‘of this
part of Vancouver - islaid. That| is
the eonclusion we hayve reached as a
result of conversations with thoseen-
gaged in .agricultupal pursuits. = This
statement was made by a lgcal whole-
sale dealer. yesterday to a representa-
tive of the Colonist." He said that this
applied to all lines of small fruit, par-
ticularly. .

Questioned as to- the- outlook for
strawberries, it was acknowledged
that there was g£bme truth in’the as-
sertion that the frosts and generally
inclement weather of the early spring
had probably interfered with the de-
velopment of the fruits. It was like-
Iy that a portion had been killed ow-
ing to these influences. But, despite
this’ set-back, he " believed that the
quantity of strawberries available this
year -would- be cossiderably in excess
of the crops of previous years: 'It was
true that this would be largely :due to
the fact.that there was much more
land planted in this particular variéty
that heretofore but he was convinced
that the season had not been quite as
bad for their cultivation as some were
inclined to believe. At any rate there
was not the slightest -doubt but that
the strawberries grown on the southern
part of the island this year would go
further towards meeting the -demand
than had been the case heretofore.

‘With regard to other varieties of
small fruits he <could only say .much
the same as he had done in reference
to strawberries. The cherries were
coming along splendidly. So well were
in
predicting: that -the crop would be a
bumper one, Gooseberries, currants,
raspberries, logan berries, - and black
berries also were maturing admirably.
There would be plenty of each of these
varieties’ to supply the local market.
Of course,.in every instance, - there
would be some exporting but that as-
peet, in regard to the fruits last men-
tioned, was not as: serious as in the
case of strawberries as. those of the
latter grown in this section of the
West, were wanted by the people not
only on the American side but through-
out British Columbia and the North-
west. 5

Blackberries were not cultivated -to
any extent because the tame were not
equal to the wild in flavor. But it was
likely, in view.of the fact that the crop
generally ‘promised to be & record one;
that these~berries would prove equally
plentiful. . L%

It was a,little too early to speak of
the latter varieties of fruits, such as
plums, apples and pears. They were
not sufficiently- advanced to permit the
formation of any opinion or the pro-
nounecement of any prophesy. But he
felt assured that there would be more
of these fruits available than hereto-
fore.. One of the reasons for making
such a statement was-that there was
more land laid out in erchards -and
that there would be more fruit bear-
ing . trees, .in the . districts surround-
ing Victoria, {han ever before. Theye-
fore, givén thé continuance of the pres-
ent favorable conditions, and he was
confident that  theresults would be
satisfactory to the ‘producer and the
consumer alike.. :

JEALERS HOLD BACK ORDERS

Winnipeg, May 21.—S8ir Wm. Mu-
Jock in an interview today sald: “The
coal industry of Fernie has been sub-
jected to certain interruptions which
have at times greatly inconvenienced
the public. But mueh, I think, can
be done by the exercise of prudence
on the part of coal consumers to min-
imize the inconvenience arising from
interruption to the regular supply of
coal. For various reasems- it is ‘the
custom of the mines in the Fernie
gistrict to mine coal only in sufffci-
ent quantities to fill the cars awaiting
Joading. If the car supply ceases or

, is reduced, mining stops or is also re-

duced. If at other times there is a
surplus of cars, the mines cannot in-
stantaneously -increase their staff of
miners, consequently they -cannot take
full advantage of the transportation
awaiting them at the moment.”

“At the same mines, owing, I am
told, to the conformation af the
ground, it is difficult to provide stor-
age facilities for coal mined and wait-
ing shipment. Thus, therefore a hand-
to-mouth policy has been pursued, no
coal being supplied in advance of im-
mediate demands, consequently any
interruption  in- the supply has
been -immediately. felt by the pub-
lic.”

“This method of doing business is
hazardous to the public interest, as
well as injurious to the mine owners
and miners. When the cars at the
mines awaiting coal are insufficient to
take away the ordinary possible out-
put of the mines, there is a corres-
ponding reduction in the quality mined
and when there are no cars mining
operations come to a standstill. Be-
cause of this method of conducting
the business, the miners on an aver-
age lose several days per month, a
very serious less to any -working man.

“Much can be done by the general

It is
sald by the passengers that the
screams of the dying men in the hold
were heard, but that it was impossible
to reach them.

Detroit, Mich,, May 21—A despatch
from Grand -Haven says that when it
was found to be impossible for the
four coal passers on the Naomi to
escape . fro# their quarters below be-
cause of t flames, one of the of-
ficers yelled to them down a man-
hole to crawl .into-the tanks. It is
not known whether they did so or
not, but.if they succeeded in getting
into the tanks and were not roasted
to death there by the heat they may
be alive.

President Calls for Large
Fight Labor ‘Unions

New  York, May 21. — The amount
of $1,500,000 to be expendéd in fight-

Provincial Horticultural
Striving After Clean
Fruit

R pten e any—- g —
Not in the history of the Horticul-
tural Board has there been greater
unanimity to safeguard the horticul-
tural 'interésts of the Providce than
prevailed “at the statutory meegting
held last week at Vancouver. It was
decided that the recent forward move-
ment in orchard cleaning must be con-
tinued and expanded just as rapidly
as the funds available for this work
will admit. A good beginning has
been made. . Some two thousand
orchards and gardens have been. in-
spected. . In Vancouver. alone over
10,000 trees were carefully . examined
and. instructions given in. pruning and
cleansing. A like proportion has been
dealt with, in Victoria, Nanaimo, New
lWestminsterv and the Chilliwack Val-

ey. z

Unfortunately there was. a great
scarcity of spraying pumps during the
winter, so -that parties who honestly
intended to have sprayed their trees
were prevented from doing so. There
was. also a. scarcity- of labor, which
exists even to this day. Sulphur, which
tonstitutes a most valuable- ingredient
in spraying mixtures, was exceedingly
scarce during March and April
Orders that were sent to San Francis-
co could not be filled. :

This uuusual scarcity is explaine
by the great activity prevailing in or-
chard cleansing in Oregon and Wash"
ington, ‘where compulsory spraying is
now the order of the ddy. -

It is expected that all the :difficul-
ties- which  were -experienced from
these several causes will ‘have been
solved when spraying with the lime-
sulphur-salt solution will be resumed
next October.

In discussing this matter,. Inspector
Cunningham strongly advised careful
spraying ‘with Bordeaux mixture as
soon as’ the bloom is off the trees.
This is a. most necessary precaution
against the spread of fungus disease,
which - is. almost sure .to attack Coast
sections as 'soon‘as the warm rains be-
gin to fall. We have had a long sea-
son_of dry, clear weather, which is
likely to be followed by ‘damp, warm
atmospheric conditions favorable to
the spread of fungus. This can be
guarded against only by liberal spray-
ing with the Bordeaux mixture.

If caterpillars and other. leaf-eat-
ing insects appear, five ounces of pure
Paris green should be added to the
barrel of = Bordeaux, or preferably
three to four pounds of-arsenate of
lead to the barrelyof Bordeaux. The
arsenate of lead will not injure the
most delicate foliage, and is sure
death to all leaf eaters.

The inspector states that he intends
to spend this year in field  work
throughout the various sections of the
province. The burden of nursery
stock and fruit inspection has pre-
vented more field work being done in
recent years, but the business is so
well organized mow that we will have
a comparatively free hand for the re-
mainder of the year.

It has been definitely decided - that
the fumigation of infected Japanese
and Chinese oranges must cease. Such
fruit will be treated exactly as other
infected :fruit .is _dealt with, It will
be ruled off the market of this prov-
ince. If California -citrus fruit is
found to be scale-infected it cannot
be sold and distributed in British Col-
umbia.

Importers cannot be too urgent in
advising shippers to send only abso-

bia. The motto must be “Clean fruit
for clean Canadian money.” Ameri-
can fruit growers take -nothing but
cash from British Columbia consum-
ers.

Surveys of Qotsa Lake Country
to be Undertaken This
Year

.

I3 FINE AGRICULTURAL SECTION

‘
Bulletin Just Issued by Bureau of
Information Contains Much
Valuable Data

In the course of the recent session
of - the provincial legislature the gov-
ernment was waited upon by a num-
ber of gentlemen in reference to a
variety of colonization schemes. It was
known that everything = possible was
being done to obtain for British Co-
lumbia settlers, people to aid in open-
ing up the country, and in developing
the  natural resources agriculturally
and otherwise. Under such circum-
stances it was thought that the mem-
bers of the executive would be willing
to adopt a policy ot parting with pub-
lic lands under almost any conditions,
providing -a promise was given that
they would be divided and placed in
the hands of desirable homeseekers. In
this way the required settlers might be
procured, the progress of the Pprowvince
might be stimulated, and, in fact, the
policy of the administration might be
helped towards maturity.

As stated, different projects along
these lines were submitted to Premier
McBride and his colleagues. But toall
they turned a deaf ear. After consid-
ering them thoroughly they came to
the conclusion that 1t would not be in
the best interests of the province to
surrender control of large sections of
the public lands to outsiders under the
terms which were submitted. . While
agreeing that the colonization of the
numerous fertile agricultural districts
of the interior would certainly con-
duce to the prosperrty of this part of
the West it was deemed inadvisable to
part with any of these holdings. The
government had in hand the matter of
bringing of a desirable, industrious
class of settler, to British Columbia.
They would continue along the same
lines, and felt sure that their efforts
would be crowned with gratifying suc-
cess,

One of those who wished to enter
into such a contract with the provin-
cial authorities was F. A. Wilber, who
has been engaged in .colonization
schemes in various parts of America
for many years. He is a man of ex-
perience in valuating wild agricultural
land. Anticipating that he would prob-
ably approach the government in re-
spect to entering into a scheme for set-
tling some of the remoter districts -he
spéent somie time in prospectifig on the
mainland. In the course of his travel
he visited the Ootsa lake country. The
result of his inveseigations was that
he pronounced the territory from the
head of Gardner canal inland to be the
finest agricultural section he had ‘ever
visited. He said that it offered every
facility for small farming and would,
in short, make anialtogether admirable
centre for a country communhity.

Mr. Wilber was so struck with the
possibilities of this district that in an
interview with Premier McBride and
those associated with him he submit-
ted a proposition which involved the
transferring to him of 100,000 acres of
that land. Omne: of the terms of the
proposed contract was that he would
agree to settle the country. The pro-
ject, however, fell through beeause of
the fact that the government did not
consider that this would be the best
means of undertaking the securing of
settlers.

It is interesting to note, in this con-
nection, that the provincial govern-
ment . has undertaken to,  survey the
Ootsa lake country this year. A party
is on its way to that part of the in-
terior and will be engaged throughout
the summer months i so recording the
property that those wishing to take up
homesteads there will have no difficulty
in doing so. 3

Comparatively little is known of the
Ootsa lake district, and what informa-
tion is available is contained in the
latest edition of the provincial bulletin
entitled New British Columbia. This
follows: .

Ootsa Lake.

What is known as the Ootsa (Ootsa-
bunket) lake country was practically
discovered by accident. Desiring to
ascertain if a practicable route into
Bulkley valley could be found from the
head of Gardner Inlet, the government
sent a party imto the district for that
purpose. Though they did not find a
suitable pass through the “mountains,
their trip was successful in other direc-
tions. They discovered considerable
areas of still better land than that in
the Bulkley valley, with a better cli-
mate and more favorable conditions for
settlement. The pnty practicable route
at present is via Bella Coola, the fol-
lowing being an approximate table of
distances:

Victoria or Vancouver to Bella Coola,
by steamer.. .. ..-.. ......415 miles
Wagon road along Bella Coola river..
.+..20 miles

to Ootsa. river
«e +-..130 miles
Tolal o odical v 565 miles

The journey by land occupies from
12 to 15 days with loaded pack horses.
There is also another route from .the
end of the wagon road, by the valley:
of Anaham lake. This is 170 miles and;
loaded horses take about' 20 days to
make it.

It may be well to give here some de-
tails of the country passed en route|
from Bella Coola, gleaned from the re-!
reports of Messrs. J. W. McIntosh and
V. M. Scribner. ;

The first 20 miles of the Bella Coola
valley, or until the river i$ crossed,|
is from two to three miles in®width. It
is heavily timbered with. spruce, hem-
lock, fir, poplar, alder, maple and some

crossing, by trail.. ..

small cedar. The soil is sandy loam,

somewhat light in spots and where

cleared there is a .promise of good

crops. The whole length of the valley

is about 41 miles, but settlement does

not extend further than the crossing.
The Climate.

Referring  to tﬂe climate, Mr. Mac-~
Intosh says: :

“Considerable doubt has been ex-
pressed by people who have travelled
in thé northern interior of British Co-
lumbia as to its suitability as an agri-
cultural country, on account of sum-
mer frosts. I can only speak from what
I have seen myself, and I would say
that I left the Ootsa lake country this
yvear (1903) on August 28th, and up. to
that date there had been no sign of
summer frést. The Indians living at
the west end of Cheslatta lake had some
small patches of potatoes and other
vegetables growing there, and had
there been any frost the potato tops
would have shown signs of it and be
blackened; on the contrary. 1 never
saw healthier or fresher looking tops.
The pea-vine also, which is very easily
blackened by frost, was untouched. The
weather, during most of the time 1
was in the Ootsa lake country, from
August 2nd to 28th,” was rather hot.
There - were thunder showers nearly
every afternoon. The prevailing winds
appear to be from the west. We
noticed that wherever a tree was blown
down by the wind its top was pointing
east. The Indians said that Chinook
winds blow frequently in winter, taking
away whatever snow there may be on
the slopes facing the west and south.
The Indians have quite a number of
horses in that country, which are
allowed to-roam at will and make their
own living in winter, without being
fed by anyone.’

“On the slopes of the hills facing
the south and:west,” where the .snow
never covers the grass, I. think a lim-
ited number of cattle could also find
sufficient feed in the winter time. The
Indians say that it is not nearly as
cold in -winter 'time in the Ootsa and
Cheslatta lake country as it is around
Fraser lake or in the Bulkley valley.
The eastern half-:of Franealis lake does
not-freeze over and some of the rivers
also remain open, so the Indians in-
formed us. This can only be account-
ed’ for by the proximity of that por-
tion of the country to the salt water at
Kitlobe Inlet, which extends well in
through the coast range, and a low
pass at its head permitting the warm
breezes from the Pacific to enter the
country and temper the climate. Ac-
cording to the Indians, snow is all gone
by the middle of the month of Feb-
ruary and rain during the winter
months is unknown. The soil is very
productive  over a.considerable portion
of ‘the country : between - Ootsa and
Francis lakes, as well as in -the Bulk-
ley valley, potatoes and other vege-
tables, where planted, giving a large
yield and of a superior quality. I can
see. no reason why: .wheat, if  sown,
should not do well, as the soil and
summer climate is very similar to that
of the Northwest."

“The whole counfry affords excellent
opportunities for thessportsman; game
being plentiful and tHe fishing the best
in the world. The lakes are filled with
trout and char, and a species of white~
fish, but. not the same as the whitefish
of Manitoba. I have seen the Indians
set a small net about 60 feet long and
3 feet deep, in the evening, off a peint
on -Ootsa lake, and in the morning
there would be over 150 pounds of trout
caught in the net.” We saw a. good
many east that I did not have time to
explore, but was told that there was
good land in the most of them. The
present trails are yery poor, dim and
hard to follow. The present cost of
packing from Bella Coola to Ootsa lake
is about five .cents per pound.- 5

“I am well pleased with the country
surrounding Ootsa lake, and believe it
has a bright future, but cannot advise
people of very limited means to attempt
to go there to settle, as the cost of
getting in is considerable, and it may
be two or three years before there are
any nearby markets or easy means of
transportation. People who have had
experience in frontier- life will get
along more easily than those who have
not. There will be hardships and dif-
ficulties to overcome, but those who
persevere will, without doubt, be
amply rewarded.”

Trade Agent Draws Atutention to
Great Opportunities—Aus-
tralja is in the Field

Ottawa, May 21. — Several repo.ts
from Canada’s commercial
abroad have beeu received by the de-
partment.

D. H. Ross, commercial agent at
Melbourne, reports to the Department
of 1rade and Commerce that Aus-
tralian wheat and flour is being sent
to. China’and Japan in larger quanti-
ties than heretofore. The volume of
business has become so great that a

number of additional steamers have
been required for the service. He
notes a remarkable increase in the
exports of Australian butter. Little of
it goes to England, however, to com-
pete with the Canadian article. South
Africa and the east absorhing the
supply. Compulsory inspection of all
butter exported is provided ' for by
law. Mr. Ross reports that all the
accommodation on steamers sailing
for Canada n the near future has
been booked. :

J. 8." Larke, Canadian commercial
ageul in New South Wales, reports
that the Australian wheat harvest s
estimated at 71,138,697 bushels, as
agalnst 68,620,772 bushels in 1905, and
54,497,382 bushels in 1904. This would
leave about 46,000,000 bushels for ex-
port this season. The harvest in New
Zealand has been so poor that' ar-
rangements are now being made to
import hard wheat flour from Canada,

Mr. Larke calls attention to China
as a market for Canada’s goods. The
imports into that country have more
than doubled .in five years, so that
when It is remembered that during
this same period China has been
troubled with internal disturbances,
disastrous floods, and severe famines
in many districts some idea can be
formed of what her trade is likely to
be in. future years. Of ine total im-
ports of £67,996,578 in 1905, £42, 179,-
246 was drawn from British coun-
tries and; £11,697,769 from the States.
Canada’s share was £ 363,123,

P. B. Ball,. Canadian commercial
agent at Birmingham, -has reported
that the quantity of wooden handies
required in the manufactures of that
eity is ‘practically unlimited, and that
Canada is not availing herself of it
as she should, Large quantities of
hickory pick and sledge handles are
imported from the United States. Ash,
beech, birch, hickory, and maple are
all suitable as weil as basswood for
brocm handles, there also is a de-
mand for timber for boxes and bar-
rels.

J. W. B. Jackson, Canadian trade
agent at Leeds, writes: “The sug-
gestion was macde to me Yyesterday
that if Canadian shippers desire the
dealers to sell their butter as ‘Can-
adian’ and not a= ‘American’ why do
thev not imifate the Danish shippers,
wh9o, by thoiv cwn laws, are required
to mark one end with the
trade mark. Swedish dealers,
pears, - follow a similar policy. Mr.
Jackson says that practically every
dealer suggests that all Canadian but-
ter sent to the North of England
should be sent in casks. The present
system of sending in boxes is simply
ruining Canada’s chances, the reason
being ‘that the North of England is
the stronghold = of Danish butter,

ROOSEVELT AND BRYAN.

Pessimistic prophecy does not afford
agreeable recreation; easy = assurance
that all” will come right somehow is
vastly more comfortable; but when for
reasons that seem impressive one is
filled with a sense of foreboding,-it may
be the part of*duty to speéak out, in
the hope of averting some portion of
possible disaster. The country is now
swinging along in a happy-go-lucky
manner under a momentum. previously
acquired, and so it may continue for
some time., So it did continue to the
very end of the Jackson administration.
But the present basis is false, and the
end must come as surely as the sun
sets. Our national life has become
Artificial to a degree; public and per-
sonal. extravagance is woeful to con-
template; all prices for the necessities
as well as the luxuries of existence,
for laBor, for'capital, for every com-
ponent part of the foundation of true
and.  safe living, are #inprecedentedly
and abnormally high; the confidence
upon ‘which the permanence of pros-
perity absolutely depends is seriously
impaired—and eighteen months before
election day we are actually engaged
in an exciting national campaign, with
every prospect of “four years more” of
unrest and turmoil. 4

It is possible that the sober sense
of the'country may be aroused before
November, 1908, but even so the awak-
ening may come too late. Hitherto
prudence has found an avenue of ex-
pression in our national elections. If a
Blaine premised jingoism, there was a
-sober Cleveland as an alternative if a
Bryan thzeatened confusion, there was
a safe and sane McKinley. For the
first tin}e in the history of the nation
no opportunity for choosing now exists
or promises to arise. Unless remark-
able change be wrought within the next
twelve months, the sole discrimination
to be made at the next election will lie
between virtual autocracy and ignorant
quackery, surcharged in about equal
measure ‘'with possibilities of harm.

We need not deceive ourselvescon=
tinually. Already Mr. Roosevelt is con-
fiding to his intimates that the demand
that he.yiolate an established tradition
of the country and incidentally break
his personal pledge is giving him “many
anxious moments”; moreover, nomne
knows better than he that, despite the
adroit use of the  braanding-iron, no
pther living man except Mr. Bryan
can by any possible stretch of convie-
tion stand for all of his “policies”; so
what is mest natural to expect, and
what, as a matter of actual fact, dé
nine out of ten anticipate, except a re=-
nomination? So, too, with Mr. Bryan!
Still coyly undetermined in mind re-
specting the advisability of his own
candidacy, he even now defiantly forces
each and all of his nostrums down the
throat of his party, and threatens to
“drive out” those who may rebel.

Resistance to either and especially to
both of these popular politicians may
and probably will be futile, but it is
none the less the unmistakable duty
of all sober citizens.

“Public officials,”_ firmly
Theodore Roosevelt in his valiant
essay on civil service reform, ‘“should
be condemined when they do ill; and
attention should be called not only to
what they do, but what they fail to do.
To an even greater extent, of course,
this applies to the President.”

To head the radical ticket we propose
for President the Eminent Reformer of
the Tariff and Civil Service, and for
Vice-President the consistent Advocate
of the old, original Jeffersonian Doc-
trine of the Initiative and Referendum:.

WESCABES HESOUGES

Provincial Bulletin Deating With!
the Bulkley Veliey
District

A new issue of provincial bulletin
No. 22, New British Columbia is be-
Jng distributed by the bureau of in-:
formation. This publication having
been .brought. up to date, includes
comsiderable information . regarding
the mesources and the possibilities of
different sections of the province.

One of the most interesting sections!
of ‘the bulletin is a report by J. H.
Gray, C. E,, on the conditions in Bulk-
ley valley.. This, in part, follows:

Relating to the present conditions in
the Bulkley wvalley. There were sur-
veyed last year about -one hundred
thousand acres, covering for the most(
part that portion of  the valley em-
braced within the original survey as
shown by the present maps.

Of the above area some 26,000 acres
have been acquired through South
| African war scrip, about 20,000 acres
‘have been pre-empted and probably
'about as much more purchased; or
| approximately alienations within the,
surveyed area amounting to 66,000
‘acres, leaving some 34,000 acres unoc-
'cupied.

It may be accepted that this latter
iconstitutes the least desirable land
{within that particular locality, al-
ithough generally speaking, it-is for
{the . most part susceptible to cultiva-
ition ‘and worthy of examination by in-
| tending settlers. There is, however,
{in addition to this a large unsurveyed
area lying towards the mnorth and
|south ‘ends of the valley, comprising
{probably 30,000 acres, which from a
| superficial examination promises fa-
| vorable results. These lands are for
ithe most part, on the opposite side of
[the Bulkley 'river and distant from
the main trail. AT
I should advise intending settlers to
band themselves into companies, of,
|say, half a dozen, for the purpose of
|obviating in some degree the, isolation
;that will attach to these mere outly-
ing areas for a few years.

Settlement of the valley is steadily
progressing, the. population may now
be set at about one hundred. All
crops last year did splendidly. I had
no trouble in obtaining all the pota-
toes, turnips, cabbage -and beets re-
quired; . while a good supply of rad-
ishes, lettuce and cauliiower was
forthceming, and all of the very best
quality, Vegetables all round cost 3
cents per pound. Beef, which is plen-
tiful, is 16 cents per pound.

Work last year was plentiful, what
between government road work, the
Telqua and othér mining and surveys,
there was a demand for good men.
There is all indication' that the same
conditions will pertain this season.

There are now  established -at Al-
dermere and Telkwa three good stores
at whieh everything one requires may
be obtained. ¢

Persons entering the . country by
way of Skeena and Hazelton would be
able to obtain horses at the latter
point, These cost from $40 to $60 per
head. Packing from Hazelton to the
Telkwa, about 60° miles, <costs 8 to
3 1-2 cents per pound. ;

Last winter was the most extremély
severe known in the valley, as also
the deepest snowfall. I ' prosecuted
surveying operations to about 20th of
January and throughout the col spell.
Snow was- 21-2 feet deep. Qur coldest
day was 388 degrees and &n average
of about 18 degrees for a month. Per-
fectly still sunshiny days was the rule,
the thermometer rising with the snow.
As compared with winter in the East,
I should consider it more favorable.
Stock were doing well' when I left in
February, though being fed. With the
beginning of KFebruary came a break
of warm weather which I understand
lasted for two weeks, and since which
time the winter has been normal and

mild, i
- New ' Enterprises

In reference to the establishment of
new enterprises in that district, the
bulletin says: ™

During the season of navigation
(1907) the Hudsons Bay company will
operate two steamers, the Mount Roy-
al and Hazelton, and the new British
Columbia Commercial company, the
Northwest,  between Port HEssington
and Hazelton. 'There are hotels and
well stocked stores at Essington, Haz-
euon_, _Aldermere and  Telqua, where
provisions and ‘uotfits may be pur-
chased. A wagon bridge will Be con-
structed across the ‘Bulkley river near
its junction *with the Telqua, which
will' greatly facilitate travel. There
is every indication that there will be
a great demand for pack animals and
a corresponding advance’ in prices.
The New British Columbia Commer-
cial company -is importing 'a large
number of horses which will be em-
ployed in freighting ‘and hired to
prospectors and land seekers. It is
proposed to establish a weekly news-
paper, the Bulkley Pioneer, at Alder-
mere or Telqua. The first numbers

of the Pioneer are being published at!

Vancouver, but a printing plant will
be taken into the valley on the open«
ing of navigation.
As a Fruit Country

The country is so sparsely settled
that so far little attention has been
given to fruit growing, but the evi-
dence at hand would lead to the con-
clusion that all the hardier varieties
of apples, pears and plums, and all
varieties of small fruits, will succeed
in" many localities. Speaking of the
Coast district from Jervis Inlet to the
Skeena river, Maxwell Smith, Domin-
ion fruit inspector, says: “There is
little known of its capablilities, but
undoubtedly it has a few surprises in
store for the future. Though in small
Quantities as yet, apples, peaches 'and
grapes have been suecessfully grown
on the Skeena. The first apple trees
were planted at Hazelton in the spring
of 1901 and fruited in the fall of 1904.”
Apples of good quality have been
grown for years at Barkerville. In
the Bulkley valley there are at pres-
ent about 100 young trees which have
stood the winters well for three years,
and will probably begin bearing frait
this year (1907).
