his salary became, A'fred H. Beymour, an
old operator, thought that a first-class oper-
ator’s salary should not be less thau $100 =
month and his hours of labor not more than
eight.
John Campbell, master workman of the
telegriphers brosherhcod, sent & letter to
Gen. Eckert this afcernoon stating tkat his
reception of the committee of iudepepdent
telegraphers to-day was arrogant and. dis-
respectful. His action, Campbell says, will
readily show that the company have no in-
tention to deal jastly by the employes or
public and it will be still further apparent
that in his avowed desire to treat with the
emp!og:t individually he las no other ob-
joct than to bresk up the brotherhood,
thereby denyiug the right of the working-
man to combice for mutuil protection and
in order to discriminate against leaders 1n
the movement, Since all attempts of the
operators to effect a reconmcilistion have
proved futile it is the intentian of the bro-
therhood to ignore Eckert’s ultimatum and
carry on the fight with renewed vigor and
determination by every legitimate means in
its pewer.

Master Workman Campbell said there
were no signs of weakening on the part of
the brotherhood. Encouraging dispatches
were received this afternooa znd evening
from. all parts of the country, At the
Western Uunion office it was stated that
eleven strikers applied for work to-day and
all were employed[: :

The Champion Wins as Ususi—Hosmer
Sccond and Wallace Ross Third—The

heat in the professional boat race, Wallace
Rowss, Plaisted, Griffiv, Lees, Courtney start-
ed at 10.46 in the order named.

to exert bimself, They rowed alongside for
nearly a mile be.ore Loe would tske his
own course, At one time it appesred as if
Lee would get the lead, tut it he held it
momentarily it was not longer, for Ross

The crowd howled with disappointment,
a8’ it was evident that this would shut
Courtney out of the second trial heat, and
so ont of any contest with Hanlan, It
would have looked like s clear put up job
if Courtney hadn’t clsimed second place on
account of Lee's lpgroxinuu foul. 1t has
not yet been decided by the referee and the

Hanlan won the professional race of three
miles and turn in 21 minutes 9 seconds,
Heo was three lengths ahead of Hosmer;

Lee was
out, At the start Hanlan occupied the first
position, Hosmer second, Lee third and
Ross fourth. I'he men were not in position
tili 5:30. Ross caught the water first, all
pulling evenly, Hanlan on the outside pull-
ing several rods to theright, The oihers
kept their bows about even, rowing with
the tips'of the oars almost touching. Hos.
mer led Ross hal!f a length in the first
quarter, The r ¢ wss besutiful, At the
mile Hosmer tarned towards Hanlan, while
Lee and HKoss contioued to crowd each
other, Lee lost two bozt lengths after the
mile was passed, and continu+d to lose and
drofp_ed.,ont of the race, All showed signs
of fatizue, Hsnlan mainteined his own
course well, Hormer and Ross crowding
each other, Hanlan still lead at the turn.
ing buoys, his turn being madein 9 18. The
water was very rough, the breeze

A Spiendid Reception to Ontarie’s News-
paper Men—They are Feasted, Driven,
Adaressed and Champagned by thelr
Brethorn of Quebee.

On Monday, Augast 6, the Ontario press
association left Toronto on its annual excur-
sion trip, Last summer the party went to
Manitobs, This year the proviuce of Qae-
bec was selected as a district where a week
or two might be {enjoyably spent on the
suzrface of its great rivers, through its quaint
streets and smong its historical monuments
and masonry, The msjority of the party
were editors and proprietors of country
weekly newspapers, There were a few re-
porters, while the Toronto and provincial
daily press was but slimly represented. The
sumber of ladies ou the excursion was
oqual to the number of men, and
together they made sbout a hundred
persons. The moment the party reached
the city of Mentreal they were taken in
hand by thsir fellow pressmen of the lower
provincs, and throughout the whole trip
the attention paid to the Ontario journalists
was almost overwhelming, being shared in
by the press and people alike, The members
of the French Osnadisn press, and French-
speaking citizens generally, were especially
cordial in their reception of the Ontario ex-
cursionists.

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CONSPICUOUS POWER.

“There’s a difference to be seen "twixt a
beggar and a queen,” so runs the old song.
Other lines of the same old song explain
the difference to be this—that the beggar
can, without exciting remark, indulge in
such freedom of conduct as would, if in-
dulged in by a queéen, give rise to no end
of scandal, Substantially the same idea
has been expressed in classic language by
Tennyson, where he speaks of the fierce
light that beats upon the throne, Kings
and queens being conspicuous in power
must expect to be made conspicuous in pub-
lic eriticism of their conduet. If Mr.
John Smith happens to remark to a friend
that he thiaks the consumption of spring
lamb a needless and injurious waste, the
thing passes without much exciting that
particular force which we call public opinion.
But if Queen Victoria says the same thing
all England is stirred to debate on the sub-
ject, and the opinions of able editors there-
upon are given in words sometimes of
‘Jearned length and thundering scuad,”
apparently beyond the real litera'y require-
ments of the occasion, Upon the throne
political a fierce light beats, as Tennyson
rightly says.

Bus the times change, and the way the
light is turned on, to use the prosaic expres-
sion mest suitable to this mechanical age,
changes with thea. On this continent of
Amerjca, and in these times, we have rail-
way kings, who for conspicuous power fol.
Jow hard upon old world kings,’ as repre-
gsented both in vulgar song and classic
poetry. What wonder if under the circum,
stances of our times a very fierce and inqui-
sitive light indeed should beat upon the
thrones—or office chairs—of Gould and
and Vanderbilt? Or, to come nearer home,
of Sir Henry Tyler and Mr, Hickson— of
Mr. Stephen, Mr. Smith and Mr, Mec-
Intyre?

Great men must accept the penalties as

i well as the powers and the pleasures of
greatness, By the confederation act two
destined powers were established—the
dominion government for the nation; and
the provincial governments [or the pro-
vinces _respectively. . A third power has
arisen, the railway government of the
country, divided between the Grand Tronk
and the Cansdian Pacific. Of this power
we may say, copying an old Whig form of
words—thast it has increased, is increasing,
and ought to be diminished. The
actual importance to the ocountry of
a tour made by Sir Hector Langevin,
our dominion minister of public works, is
eclipsed by that of the progress over the
Groad Trunk’s domains now being made
by Sir Henry and Mr, Hickson. Were Sir
John himself, premier and Canada’s great-
est statesman, as he undoubtedly is besides,
to make a tour of the Northwest now, the

Yet a visit by Mr,
George Stephen, Mr. Dorald A. Smith

WHAT SIR HENRY TYLER SAYS

Several Canadian papers have already
given us varying versions of what Sir Henry
Tyler has to say on the railway situstion.
It is worth whule to add to the rest what
the New York Herald gets from its corres-
pondent at Ottawa., Every line of it 1s
worth reading, snd clever “‘mind readers”
may also find something between the lines,

who knows:

Sir Henry Tyler, president of the Graud
treok railway, who arrived in Ottawa this
evening (Aug, 12) to interview the acting
minister of 1ailways, denies the rumor to
the effect that he visited Canada ‘or the
purpose of renewing negotisting with a view
t» bringiog about an amalgamatior betwesn
the Grand Tiuck svd the Uauadian Pacitic
raitways, He stater, however, that a frien .
ly arrangement between there two great
corporations would have been arrived
at before were it not for' the fact
that it was impossible for the Canadian
Pacific to consummate previously made pro-
mises., In the future Sir Henry believes
that the Grand Truok will connect with the
Northern Pacific by way of Sault Sie. Marie,
but in the meantime the scheme for making
an entrance into Winnipeg will not be
pushed forward. It is understood that the
co-operation of the Western railway and
the lines by way of Milwaukee will satisfy
the Grand Trunk anthorities for the present.
Not the least among important acquisitions
the Grand Trunk railway has made since
1876 was the securing of a direct route be-
tween Ottawa and Montreal via the Canads
Atlantic railway; another important move
was the leasing of the North Shore railway
for fifty years, virtually giving it control
of the traffic between Montreal and Que-
bec; but the latest and perhaps the most
important transaction was the purchase
of the Great Western railway, a
rival corporation. Other alliances, of
an equally important character, have taken
piace at the west end of the line. The
company controls a line to Milwaukee, an-
other to Chicago, and a second line to Chi-
cago will shortly be constructed via the
through route between Chizago and New
York over the Great Western division, By
means of an alliance with the Baltimore and
Ohio, the Wabash and the Delaware, Lick-
awanna and Western railways another line
to Toledo will be completed in a short time.
The company Lave also entered into agree-
ments with the new Delaware, Lackawanna
snd Western company and with the West
Shore road, thus securing two new outlets to
New York by way of Buffalo. Although the
Grand Trunk has at all times maintainea a
friendly spirit toward the Vanderbilt sys-
tem, still the acquisitions and working ar-
rangements above referred to will e it
independene of that magunate,

WORTH WATCHING.

The advisability of settling the poor
peasantry of Ireland by tems of thousands
together in the 1naccustomed climate and
circumstances of the Northwest is fairly
open to question, to say the least, Are
these people likely to master at once the
ways and means of getting along through a
Northwest winer, and with the smail
means that can be furnishel them? On
first view we doubt it; but w: are open to
hear statements of facts showing the thing
to be feasible, Aside from the bare practi-
cability of the proposal, however, it is to be
observed that the Irish press is mostly
opposed to it, The British governmeat
takes the view that by this emi-
gration movement much good for the
Irish people would be done ; but those who
claim to speak for the Irish people denounee
the scheme as an outrage, This much we
would say, that if it be at botiom
a scheme to relieve Irish landlords
of their liability to support those
whom their rapacity has impoverished,
it had better get further coesideration be-
fore being adopted. It is not yet forgotten
in Canada that when our Parliament voted
$100,000 to relieve famine in Ireland the
money was expended, not fer this specific
purpose, but in other ways, the expenses of
which should have been borne either by the
government or the landlords. or both vo-
gether. Canadians have cause to be watch-
ful of schemes for the benefit of Irish Jand-
lords, advanced under the guise of popular
benevolence, Tnis particular scheme may
be all right, but its working will require to
be well watched on both sides of ihe At-
lantie,

The people of St. Paul, Minnesota, are
probably not very well disposed towards
Wibnnipeg for the reason that the existence
of the Canadian gate city and the national
policy together shut them out of an immense
business which otherwite they would do in
our Northwest. We may therefore take
with 8 grain or two of allowance the follows
ing, which is telegraphed from St, Paul to
the Boston Herald :

The wild boom which Winnipeg experi-
enced a year ago is now having a compen-
satory offset in a most ruinous depression
of trade, Auction sales, sheriff’s sales,
sales of bankrupt stock, and sales on retire.
ment from business are the order of the
day. Evergywhere nan be seen the flag of
distress, announcing clearances below cost,
and an inspection of goodr, such as clothing,
boots and shoes, jewelry, hoisery and fanc
goods, and a reference to the prices to whi cg
they are marked down will show that the
sales are not bogus. They are the efforts of
unlucky dealers who want money and of
still more unlucky eastern houses which
supplied the stock, Boots ordinarily sold
at §5 are marked down to $3.75; shoes le-
gitimately worth three sold for $2 and §1.50;

OUR CORRESPONDENI'S M i LFDIO-
TION ON THX ENGLISH OLIMATR.

Matches in the Raln—-Big John on =
wruak—The Boys at Bellast—The Trip
Becoming Monotonous.

BELFAST, Aug, 2,—Dear WorLp: T have

0o doubt that a constant repetition of sc-

counts of matches must become monoto-

nous, snd I have refrained from sending
them to you for some time back, I couldn’t
have sent you very happy accounts any-
way, as we have had a run of hard luck as
regards the weather and have consequently
suffered more or less from the blues at in-
tervals, At Newcastle our matches were
spoiled by rain. At Darlington, where we
weant to next, it threatened Jong enough to
scare the bulk of the crowd away and then
tarned ount fine. At Houghton, Spring
and Sunderland, whrre we played for the
benefit of the Sunderland sufferers, we
had very good weather and realizsd
a hendsome sum for the funds,
and we were publicly thanked by
the msyor. At York both the weather
aud ocircumstances were against us, The
annual exhibition was in full swing, and
hough the city was jammed the people
ware intent on seeing other sights than us,
consequently we played to a handful of
people. We couldn’t get a hotel there, and
had to live around in spots as it were, most
of us getting our meals at the station din-

ing rooms, i

We got into Manchester from York
atout 2 o’clock a.m. If I am not mistaken
it was raining. Our first match in Man-
chester was against a local team, We ad-
mipistered the usual licking to them, and
the Indians followed suit by defeating the
Cheshire team. The next day we
went out to Rochdale and played to
s slim crowd in a pelting rain
on Saturday we had a game with the In.
dians and after playing an hour had to stop
the rain being unbearab!y beavy, We were
entertained at dinner by the Notth of Eng-
land lacrosse association in the evening. A
wet Sunday was next endured and Monday
was very little better. We had a match
against Lancasbice and beat them badly and
then played the Indians for a while, after
which the Indians played against enother
local team. *‘ Big John" excited a commo:
tion by absorbing a little too much *¢ fire
water” and expressing in pubtic a desire to
scalp every iubabitant of Manshester who
seemed disposed to doubt the assertion that
‘“he was the best man in the world,”
Had it not been for the kindness of the
Maunchester lacrosse men, notably Messrs,
Swallow and Norris, our stay in Man-
chaster would have been unbearable
on account of the weather. We put in a
couple of good days at Scarborough after
leaving Manchester, When I say ‘‘good
daye” I don’t mean good weather, for it
rained both days; but we had a good time
and it is & remarkably pretty dplscc.

It is rather a curious coincidence that our
first match and our last match in England
were both playedin the rain, My maledic-
tion on the English climate. We came
from Scarborough to Liverpool, a very long
ride, and had it not been for the exertions
of McNaught, who went ahead of us, snd
the good nature of the Dominfon Steam-
ship company people, we would
have missed the steamship Oregon,
which! was to take wus to Belfast.
We had to engage 8’ regular army of cabs
and porters and the rush was almost as bad
as the night we left Montreal at the start
of the trip,. We all got safely on board
the tender (which by the wag' was engaged
specially, the regular one having gone be-
fore) and caught the Oregon sll right,
Here we met a lot of our old shipmates of
the Sirnia who were now on their way
home, and we had quite a pleasant re-union
in the saloon of the steamer in the evening.
Mr, Fraokland) of Toronto was on boarg,
and he *‘set 'em up” well, and it was a late
or rather an early hour when the boys
sought their births, In the mornlng we
waked to find ourselves in B-lfast lough the
water like a sheet of gliass and
the sky without a cloud, Truly cur first
glimpse of Ireland was a glorious one, and
we will all back her claim to the title of the
““Emerald ILsle.”

A tender came out from Belfast to take
us on board and trought out Dr, Beers and
Bowie who had gone on before, also a
phothgrapher who took a group of the team
on the deck of the steamer, We bade fare-
well to Aird of our team, and also to Bob
Sutherland and Jack Mclntyre who have
both been with us & great«deal and leaving
them to plunge their way across the Atlan.
tic we steamed up the lough in the tender,
making the shores ring with the cheers we
sent after the friends we had just parted
from, About our first act in Beifast was to
get on to a jaunting car to see how it work-
ed. Itunearly worked me off into the street
and a week's subsequent experience
of the “pesky citters” has nct done
a great deal towards making them
rank any higher in my estimation, Qae of
the finest crowds we had seen was on the
North of Ireland cricket club grounds to
witness our debut in Ireland. There were
two matches played—*'Indisns vs. Ireland”
and ““Indians vs. Canada.” They resulted
very unfavorably to Canada, The Irishmen
Lest the Indians and the Indians beat ne,
Things looked very scaly for the iuterna
tional match on the morning. The North
of Ireland cricket club entertained us to
supper in the pavilion at the ground after
the matches and we had a very enjoyable
evening. Oa Saturday morning we had a
splendid drive around Belfast scated on top
of a fine coach, and armed with the inevit-
able horn we created considerable stir, |n
the afternoon we ‘played the Irish team,
There was a tremendous crowd pre-
sent and cousiderable excitement mani-
fested as it seemed to be the gen.

eral impression that we wogld suffer
our first defeat and that Ireland wou'd
| inflict it, The match§was a hard one and
| there was little or no fooling, and we man-
aged to still keep Canada uppermost, The
score at the finish was 8§ goals to 2 in cur
favor, Wescored 11 goals, but the um-
pire would not allow thres of them, We
were considerably astonished to find that
lacrosse was played so well on this side of
the water, and consider ourselves fortunate
in getting off so well,

In the eveping we were entertained at a
banquet in Ulster Minor hall, This was
the finest demonetration in cur honor since
the trip started, [ neversaw a Leiter ar.
ranged affair of the kind in my life, Every.
thing worked beantifully, and we sepa-
rated about 12 o'clock, atter having spent
one of the most pleasant evenings of our
lives, and certainly the best of the trip,
Oa Sunday we started for Port Rush aud
the giant’s canseway. Mr. H, C, Keliy,
who has Leen indefatigible in his exertions
on our behalf, secured a special saloon car-
riage for us, and for once on this side of
the water we enjoyed a railroad journey,
After a lunch st Port Rush the party piied
into two ‘brakes snd set off for
the  causeway about eight miles
away. I bad the misfortune to be
in the vehicle driven by the slowest team,
and we“;er(ooon distanczd by our more
fortuvate comrades, Oge of our party ven-
" tured to suggest to onr driver (who was a

thoroughly typical Liichman) that his horsa
wanted alittle more blori iuiv.  He got a
genuice Irsh reiort: “Sure this is | the
bloodiest ould horse ye ever seed.” Wain-
spected the ruins of Dunbar Uastle and
reached the Canseway late in the afternoon.
