Tom
Bu k'ev and Bertha Robinson lived together as
win and wife, In the moraing of rthe killing
the girl went to 1he Police Court to pay a fine
for her brutal consort, She became intoxicated.
And when she told Buckley that she had lost
money he struck her dower and kicked her
brutally and attacked hsr aygain when sho
had crawled wearily to tbe head of the
stairs, and beat hcr with a chair ns she
lny half upon the bed. and left her
prostrate on the floor and injured unto death.
The punishment for all this is five years in the
penitentinry, It is well for Tom Buckley that
he did not rob a bank. He would not have es-
capod with a flve years’ sontence. But he
simply took in brutal, bloody violence Lhe life
of a_fallen woman, and the poor fellow must
aot be overpunished for his indiscretion, esne-
cially, you know, as he had o, vicious training
nnd was reared in vicious nssoclations, It may
be that when he has served out his term ho
will be content not to kiil, and it would be a
¥reat shame to keep him shut up simply on the
mere probability that he would ge dusugerous if
set atliberty.
