When in the
box Mayor Kennedy will be asked if he did
not ride on the street cars on Sunday in
Chicago last year!

Next, half the police force was detailed
to arrest the offending street cars should
they emerge from their lair within the

. Woodbine gate. All sorts of warlike pre-

Parations were taken. And they will have
to be taken oconstantly, for within three
weeks horse cars will be on the streets on
Sunday.

The Offending Busses,

And the offending busses,citizens of Toron-
to,now thattheyare beingso generousiy club-
bed by tyrannical rule, were not surprised
to see that long-legged tyrant Inspector
Archabold jump out of a buggy, order a
policeman to seize Kelly’s bus horses by the
head and threaten them with what he
wouldu’t doif they didn's giveup their names.

Events of the Day.

Citizen Kelly’s Sunday cars did not run.
The busses did their best to accommodate
the public, but thanks to the gentle offices
of the police the cars were tied up.

Mr. Kaelly fully intended to run his bob-
tail service, but the police intended other-
wise. In full force they turned out and
carried their point.

Since Sunday last the four private cars
have stood on a switch at the Woodbine
track. Early in the morning a detachment of
blue-coated officers swooped down upon the
unoftending cars and took possessionofthem
in a body. Sergeant and Acting Inspector
Hules was generalissimo of the little army
and Officers Irvine, Allan and Guthrie were
the privates of the command. Along King-
street skirmishers were thrown out with
instructions to keep a sharplook out for
the enemy. Although on Sundays the men
come on duty at 8.45, yesterday they all
reported at 6,45 to search for the proscribed
horse cars.

. The Mayor in His Hired Coupe,

Mayor Kennedy drove down town in a
hired coupe at 8 o’clock and proceeded to
Police Headquarters. Inspector *‘Jimmie”
Stephen had been on the alert ever since
the early hour of 6, but could descry on the
horizon no sign of a horse car,

At 10 o’clock the cars were scheduled to
leave. But when Citizen Kelly went to in-
spect them he found them garrisoned by
Inspector Hales’ force. - Xhe cars did not
start. : -

Citizen Kelly Surveys the Situation,

At noon Daniel Kelly drove down to in-
spect the situation. He found the
officers still on the watch, sitting in- the
cars, their belts loosened and their helmets
resting on the seats. Mr. Kelly opened
the conversation by telling the inspector
that it was not a hard matter to see that
the police were in possession of the cars.
Inspector Hales replied that if Mr, Kelly
wanted the cars badly he could have them.
This maguanimou soffer was declined, and
Mr. Kelly left the officers resting in the cars.
At 1 p.m. Constables Kennedy and Travis
relieved the army of occupation and kept
guard over the relics of the horse-car line.

Preparations had been made by the
police for active warfare. All the men
along the routes the cars were supposed to
traverse were on” duty. Watching and
waiting for the trouble and horse cars that
never came they said unto themselves many
things in disparagement of the extra duty.
At Wilton-avenue station a force of one
acting-inspector, two sergeants, two patrol
sergeants, one patrol wagon driver, one
bicycle man and 30 plain ordinary con-
stables were deployed in battle array with
instructions to seize the first car that
moved and transport its driver unto the
donjon keep. Along King-street, between
the Woodbine and Yonge-street, a line of

“y policemen, 33 strong, was seen.

A reserve force of 24 extra men was on

.duly at the central station all day, and

seven extra men were on street duty.
Policeingn To Be Charged With Trespass;

And now-eomes Citizen Kelly, who says
that he will give the policemen a chance to
take the matter before the courts. Last
night-Le declared that he would have the
officers who boarded the cars charged with
trespass, and is confident that he will be
sustained.

There was a little afternoon excitement
in Queen-street near Spadina, when In-
spector Archabold boarded a ' bus ot the
Kelly line. Ordering an officer to hold the
horses the overseer of Torontg’s morals de-
manded that the driver furnish vhe police
with his name. James Lavery, the driver,
refused, saying that he was Mr. Kelly’s
coachman and was not compelled to divulge
his cognomen. The inspector insisted and
Mr. ]'gelly took a hand in the discussion,
A crowd of 150 gathered, and finally Archa-
bo'd threatened to pull the bus man off the
wagon. Kelly defied him, but mortal com.
bat was averted by Mr. Lavery, who told
the inspector who he was.

Why the Rallway Compaay is Oharmed,
The Totonto Railway Company is charm-
ed with the bylaw because it specifically
recognizes their exclusive right to the

tracks and to the franchise for runping cars
on Sundays as well as week days. During
the fight last summer this ‘exclusive right
was the subject of dispute. Even if the
vote bad been in favor of a Sunday service
the company would have had a lawsuit on
their; hands, because the Mayor and the

had acquired no franchise for Sunday., At
a meeting in the Pavilion Jon Aug. 18
Mayor Fleming created a sensation by
reading the opinion of the City So-
licitor, in which it was shown that
the railway company had bought the
franchise for six days only. The inference
was that the company would have to pay
an additional sum if it got the right to
operate a Sunday service. Here is an ex-
tract from the solicitor’s letter:

Your letter of to-day’s date received., en—
closing the following questions and asking
my answers thereto to-day: 1. “What sec-
tions of the agreement of Sept. 1, 1891, be-
tween the city and the Toronto Street Rail-
way Company, convey the franchise of run-
ning Sunday cars to the compauy#’

Answer—I do not think there is any clause
in the agreement expressly conveying the
franchise or right of running Sunday cars
to the company.

5. *“Will the city be entitled to a’ pro rata
increase in the mileage, and, if not, why?
That is to say, what section or part of the
agreement controls in this regard  iad

Answer—As the agreement at present ex-
ists I do not think the eity could collect more
than 800 per mile under the clause as to
mileage.

Mayor Fleming considered this opinion
of'great yalue to the city, both because it
gave thé'city a claim for extra mileage
and for the value of the franchise for the
seventh day.

Later on during the campaign™ other
prominent citizens referred to the
matter, and claimed that the city still
retained in iis own hand the tranchise for
Messrs. Jaffray and McCabe
issued a joint letter in which a great deal
was made of this contention, thas the rail-
way hadn’t obtained the franchise for Sun-
day. Below is an extract from this letter:

6, With regard to the company's having
purchased the franchise, i.e, the right to
‘use our streets exclusively for 30 years. This
right was granted in consideration of the
company giving a stated service and paying
(a) & percentage on receipts and (b) a mileage
allowance, and is expressiy limited by section

1 of the Aot of Incorporation to all days ex-
cept Sunday. The president admits the lia-
‘bility of the company to pay -the percentage
on receipts, but depies liability to pay in-
creased mileage, Why! The right to run
cars on Sunday is not the same as the fran-
chise for the exclusive use of the streets, and
if the company is hable to pay the percent-
age it would seem equally liable to pay an
equitable increase to the mileage allowance.

Makes Certain What Was Doubtful.

The bylaw that was legalized last Tuesduy
is & document after the railway company’s
own heart. It makes certain what was
theretofore a matter of serious doubt.
The bylaw abrogates our cluim for extra
mileage in the event of a Sunday service
peing legalized at any time in the futuare.
The preamble and first section of the by-
law admits that the company hasan ex-
clusive right to the tracks and an exclusive

franchise in these terms:

Whereas a system of surface street rail-
ways has beeu established in the city of To-
routo, the exclusive right to operate which
under certain terms and conditions, and for
aperiod of years yet unexpired, has been
granted and is now vested in the Toronto
Railway Company;

And whereas it is expedient to provide
against the use of the said railways and the
tracks thereof for the purposes hereinalter
mentioned by any person or corporation
other than the said the Toronto Railway
Company;

Be 1t therefore enacted by the municipal
couucil of the corporation of the city of lo-
ronto as follows:

1. No person or corporation other than the
said the Toronto Railway Company shall use
the said railways or the tracks thereof, or
any of them or any part thereof, where the
same are placed or laid upon any of the pub-
lic streets, for the purpose of running thereon
any street cars, varrages or other vebicles
adapted to the same, or take, transport or
carry passengers or freight upon the same
by the force or power of aniwals; electricity
or other motive power, or otherwise use or
operate the said railways or the tracks
thereof.

+, The police officers and constables of
the said city of Toronto are heraby author-
ized and required to enforce the provisions
of this bylaw; to preveut the use, contrary to
such provisious, by any person or corpora-
tion other than the said the Toronto Rail-
way Company of the said railways and
tracks, and to stop any tratlic thereon taking
place in contravention of this bylaw.

3 The Mayor and the aldermen of the
said city are, and each of them is, hereby
empowered to enforce the provisions of this
bylaw and to stop any traffic upou the said
railways and tracksin contravention thereof,
and to effect such purposes be and they may
call to bis and tueir aid the police officers and
constables of the said city, and such other
assistance as he or they may deem necessary
in the premises.”

Worth Thousands a Yoear,

The railway company have also gained
another notable point. They have had a
lot of trouble over the right of way. They
have. also been sued for running into
vehicles, etc. But now all policemen,

aldermen, etc., are expressly ordered to
keep and maintain the right of way for the
railway. Mr. Laidlaw estimates this as
worth thousands of dollars a year, as it
kuocks out all actions arising from col-
lisions, ete. Every policeman is an official
of the company to clear the way. :
The company are so pleased with the
bylaw that, as stated betore, they accepted
it bodily. One of their shareholders said to
The World on Saturday that if they had
gone on their knees to the councit for such
a declaration of their rights, or if they had
offered to give the charities of the city
$20,000 for such a declaration, they could
not have obtained the same.

property of the company, William McCabe
and Robert Jaffray ought to vote for Sun-
day cars.

TRISH TENANTS BILL DODNED

IT WILL FIND ITS GRAVE IN THE

Harcourt Will Announce the Goyernment
g on T d Kxpeot y a8
to ‘the Government’s Intentions, To-
wards the Lords—Irishmen Disagree
on the Division of the Paris Fund,

. Loxpon. July 15:—0n Thursday next
‘Mr, $ohn Marley, Chief Secretary for Ire-
land, will move the second reading of the
Evicted Tenants’ Bill in the House of Com-
mons, - Neither Mr. Chamberlain nor Mr.
Balfour has the courage to lead the Op-
position against the bill, but between them
they have drafted: an amendment, which
some Conservative member little kmown
will introduce, to the effect that in
view of the fact that important
English legislation has been ‘sorely ne-
neglected, it is undesirable at so late a
period in the session to press forward any
measure drafted in the interest of an unde-
serving class. After this amendment is
defeated, as it certainly will be, a measure
will be proposed in committee at the insti-
gation of Mr. Balfour providing that the
operation of the clauses relating to compen:
sation be voluutarily, otherwise landlords
shall have the power to do what they may
please with the claims of tenants. After
the landowner’s proposaljot Mr. Balfour has
been rejected by the House of Commons, 38
of course it will be, interest in the struggle
will be transferred to the House of Lords,
where Lord Salisbury will assent to the
second reading of the bill, but under his
direction it will be so mutilated in com-
‘mittee as to make it impossible for the
House of Commons to accept it on
its return to that body. Finally the
Government will be compelled to abandon
the bill because of its incongruity. These
Conservative tactics have not the mert
either of skill or originality and in all pro-
bahility will not divert the odium ot the
rejection of the bill from Unionist leaders
upon whom the Tories have been hopeful of
fastening it, and at the same time the de-
termination of the Radicals to take ad-
vantage of the opportunity to prod the
House of Lords will be intensified.

The Government and the Leeds Program,

Sir William Harcourt promises to make
a full statement of the program of the Gov-
ernment for the remainder of the session
after the House of Commons has completed
its consideration of ‘the Budget. This
will probably be done on Tuesday.
. that  time the Chan-
cellor of the Exchequer fails to
announce to the representative body that
the Cabinet has decided to give effect to
the recommendation of the Leeds Confer-
ence, Mr. Labouchere, or some other
leading Radical, will demand to know the
intentions of the Government in regard to
the questions foremost in the Radical pro-
gram, the attitude of the Ministry toward
the hereditary body.

The Irish Party and the Paris Fund,

The frish Parliamentary Party sre less
concerned over the prospective collapse of
the Evicted Tenant#’ bill than can be im-
agined, in view of the approaching release
of the Paris Fund. -" However, Messrs  Mec-
Carthy, Dillon and Sexton are urging Mr.
Morley to so draft the bill as to pro-
vide for the buying out of landlords.
In opposition to this' Mr. Morley proposes
the formation of a court of arbitration
charged with the duty of settling the gues-
tion of compensation to landlords. It the
Goyernment shall grant £250,000 for com-
pensation the work of the arbitration com-
mission will be early. In the present
schism of the Irish party, however, the
Nationalist feeling over the disposition of
the Paris fund is greatly embittered. The
compact Irish Catholic section, through
their organ, The Irish Catholic, says that
£20,000 of the tund ought to be given to
Timothy Harrington and Mrs. O’Shea-Par-
nell or to their lawyers. In the circum-
'stances it is not remarkable that the fac-
tions are mot satisfied, but it is equally
true that the bulk of the people of the Irish
nation, so to speak, are amazed at the cool
disposal of ‘the aggregated contributions of
the sympathizers of Ireland the world over.
The fund is regarded by the peasantry as a
national treasure, and it must be devoted
to national uses or there will be trouble in
the household of many [rish Parliamentar-
ians. :

Pr

Gireat Britain and Corea,

No special mediation on the part of
Great Britain is contemplated in the Corean
dispute between China and Japan. The
Earl of Kimberley, Secretary of State for
Foreign Affairs, acting in concert with the
governments at St. Petersburg and Wash-
ington, has been urging the Japan-
ese and Chinese Governments to
resort . to  peaceful measurés  to
gettle their differences, but neither of the
dispuping Governments has asked tor formal
mediation, nor has the British Government
offered to undertake such offices. The new
Chinese minister, Kimgla Jen, has arrived
in London. He avows in his representative
capacity the desire of the Chinese Govern-
ment to avoid a conflict with Japan. The
Jupanese minister expresses similar senti-
ments on behalf of his Government. The
opinion of the authorities of the Foreign
Office is that war between China and Japan
has been averted, but at the same time if
the two countries are determined to fight
Great Britain cannot allow Russia to inter-
vene in the struggle without opposition.
Lord Kimberley favors a neutralization of
the Corean Treaty so far as :regards
the ports of Chemulpo, Fusan and Woen-
san, War or no war.

State Abolition of Vioce;

The conference of the International Fed-
eration for the state abolition of vice wel-
comed Dr. Kate Bushnell and Mrs, Wheeler
and presented them with albums and
illuminated addresses inrecognition of their
services in India. Three sittings of the
cenference discussed the question how to
wipe out the sexual burrows in the Hay-
market and Piccadilly. The meeting hall
was thronged nightly with loose men 'and
women. The conterence also discussed the
question of reform of the cantonment
license system in India. Resolutions were
carried against any form of state regulation
of vive—in other words favoring a policy of
laissez faire. '

Colonial Apgents and the Conference
Trade Proposals.

The coloniul agents-general in London
are not enthusiastic over the results of the
Intercolonial Conference in Ottawa. The |
policy of a United Empire Trade League |
is considered crude and doubtful. The
officials of the Colonial Office alsp
are incredulous as to the possibility of an
effective scheme of imposing differential
duties on British and colonial goods
throughout the United Kingdom. 1f the
policy were adopted the cnstoms staff at ail
ports would require to be quadrupled, and
buildings would have to be extended st an
immense cost. The League policy would
also greatly embarrass the Foreign Office
in maintaining commercial treaties with
foreign countries. On the whole the

chances of the colonial legislatures accept-

ing the suggestions of the Ottawa Confer-
ence are considered remote.

The Archbishop of Canterbury and the
Bishops of Winchester and Roohester will
officiate at the baptism of the Duke of
York’s son at the &’hize Lodge on Mon-
day.

Oholera More Severs in Russia Than Last
Yenar,

St. PETERSBURG, July 14.—Fifty deaths
from cholera and 171 fresh cases were re-
ported in this city Friday. There are 460
cases in the hospitals. The disease is more
severe than it was in 1893, Saturday 218
iresh cases and G9 deaths were reported.
From July 8 to to-day noon 875 cases and
294 deaths have been rcported. The ex-
ceptional measures usual in the periods of
such an epidemic are being enforced rigidly.
Restaurant keepers have been directed by
the municipal aunthorities to distribute
boiled water among the poor without
charge. Several public buildings in the
city and the suburbs are to be used as
cholera hospitals. Hundreds of cholera
cages are reported from the provinces,
where the percentage of deaths is excep-
tionally high.

The Public and the Millionaire,
The Pullman strike is causing people to
‘ask the question whether the individual Is
entitied to fruits of his own industry and in-
telligence. It is said that Pullman is worth
This -may . be an exaggerated
estimate of his wealth. But that he is a
wealthy millionaire thera is no question. It
an investigation were made into the methods
by which he acquired so much money it is
not likely that robbery or any other crime
would be disclosed. The fact that a man has
acquired ten million dollars does not imply
that be has doue an injustice to any indivi-
dual or to the public at large. Bell became a
millionsire through his invention of the tele-
phone. Yet he robbed no one. On the other
hand, the world is his debtor in an immenye
sum, If Bell has reaped two oruﬁ(ee millions
out of the telephone, to what extent
bas the world at large profited by his
invention? And to what extent' will it
profit in the futare? Bell's profits from the
telephone cease when his patents expire, but
the benefits of the invention for the world at
large go on increasing forever in geometri-
Vcal progression, For every dollar Bell gets
the world receives a thousand. We do not
know what Edison’s bank account amounts
to, but whatever it is, it repressnts but a
very small proportion of wealth he has given
to the world through his many discoveries.
Pullman’s sleeping car invention 18 not to be
classed with the discoveries of Bell and
Kdison, yet Pullman undoubtedly did agreat
service for the traveling public. Who can
calculate the benefit that has been be-
stowed on mankind Dby the discovery of
the possibilities of steamt? Who 1s able
to appreciate the advantage that will ac-
crue to the world when electricity can
be made from coal direct without the
intermediary steam-angine? The world can
afford to make the discoverer of such a pro-
cess as wealthy as half a dogen +Pullmams.
Pullman belongs toa class of ~individuals
whose wealth is open to less hostile criticism
than the riches of many other people. The
Astors became wealthy without confsrring
any reciprocal benefits on society. On the
contrary they made their fellow-citizens
poorer by exacting from them the tribute of
the all-grasping landlord and land monopol-
igt. If mankind isever destined to reach
thé much-longed-for era when everyone
will be certain of receiving whatever ma-
terial comforts are necessary to keep the
pody and soul in the best condition,
it will mnot be through the dis-
covery - of gold mines or new continents
or by the equalization of labor and capital,
or by the application of protection and free
trade theories” Such an era is dependent
upon the birth of new ideasin the human
brain. It is the grey matter of the brain
that requires cultivation more than - the
brute earth to produce wealth, The world
cannot afford to belittleand disoredit the
men who are giving us new theories and new.
ideas. If they enjoy wealth tkrough the
ideas they have given to the world they are
entitled to it.”

But Mr, MoCarthy proposes to give it first-
class importance by attaching to/the amend-
ing bill a further cluuse repealing the section
under which Separate schools were granted
to the Territories, and substituting-therefor
a provision that the question of Separate
schools be left to the people of the Territor-
ies themselves.

Mr, McCarthy is within his rights in pro-
posing the amendment, What his motives
are we do not care to question, though the
Government will doubrless take it as an at-
tempt to smbarrass them.

But that aside Mr, McCarthy’s amendment
ought to carry, though theré islittle prospect
of it. The bulk of the supportera -of the
Government, and especially those from the
Maritime Provinces, where the school issue
is out of date, the French-Canadian, in fact
all the Quebec members, will vote against
the McCarthy amendment. But there will
be eight or ten Liberal members from On-
tario, and perhaps the same number of Con-
servatives from Oatario, who will vote for
the McCarthy proposal if they are in the
House when the division occurs. Colonel
Denison and Mr. Cockburn will be among
the latter. So will Mr, Maclean of East
York.

Throwing Away the Oity’s Rights.

In their anxiety to enact further restrict-
ive legislation against Sunday transportation
conveniences Mayor Kennedy and Counsel
Meredith have forfeited valuable claims that
the city would otherwise have had against
the Toronto Railway Company in the event
of the latter starting a Sunday service at
any time in the future. We ocan now make
no claim for additional mileage when the
company gets a vote of the people favorable
toa Sunday service, and the railway has
been accorded certain rights in the streets
that will make it difficult for citizens to cal-
lect damages for accidents. According to
the bylaw everyone is a trespasser who in
any way impedes the] comfpdny’s traffic.
Such trespassers, of course, will have no re-
‘course for accidents that may happen from
the cars.

ONE LAW FOR RICH AND POOR.

How the Principle Should Be Acted On
in Trade Disputes,

§20,000,000 in keeping his men at work at
a living wage, he would only have done his
duty. [Applause.] Strong capital should
not run away from weak labor in its time of
need. [Renewed applause.] |

Taxing ourselves to
carry on works will only add| to our difficul-
ties, while every dollar brought to the city
by outsiders is.a direct gain.

I must not, however; in speaking of big
ponventions, omit reference to the Pan-
Presbyterian Synod held in this city in the
fall of 1892, Pleasant are my recollections
theregf, equally sanguine are my aaticipa-
tions of the gathering of young Baptists ‘in
Toronto, which commences on Thursday
next.

The Eternal Fitness of Things,

Fortunately the meeting 18 held in the
same summer which has seen the inaugura-
tion of the Massey Musio Hall, which splen-
did building, with its accommodation for

early 5000 visitors, will be the headquarters

te young Baptists. But this hali, large
as ifiis, will not suffice for the purposes of
this] great gathering. The Maetropolitan
Chueh, Cooke'’s Presbyterian Church, Bond-
street Bunday School Hall, Elm.street Megho-
dist Chureh, Jarvis-street Baptist Parlors,
Immanuel Baptist Church and Knox and St,
James-square Presbyterian Churches have
each, through the kindness of trustees, been
securad for this auspicious gathering. The
co-operation of denominations so diverse in
many respects looks very much like a partial
realization of Brother Burton’s “happy fam-
ily” re-union.

Aptly bas Carlyle said, ‘‘Men's hearts
ought hot to be set against one another, but
set with one auother, and all against the evil
thing only.”

Novelty’s Hidden Shonls,

Everyone appears sanguine as to the suc-
cess of this huge gathering. When I say
everyone I purposely accept the *‘Old Stand-
ards,” such as Rev. Joshua Donovan, who
see only deterioration and departure from
primitive church usage in these uprisings of
the young of the flock; and also think that

Youth is ever apt to judge in haste "\

And lose the medium in the wild extreme,

It is indubitable that the managemept and
policy of the old} denominati is
passing through the crucible g¢f mod-
ern ideas. Already the Foworth Lieaguers,
Christian Endeavorers, Young People’s So-
cieties. have taken a hold of power which
old-fashioned preachers regard somewhat
with dismay. Carping and crisicising, how-
ever, are ineffective to stem new movements
which have so much of inberent, fibre and
muscle, energy and enthusiasm. Best to fall
in with the current and seek to direct its
course to paths of hitherto unoccupied use-
fulness than futilely oppose the onrush and
be swallowed in the vortex.

The Convention’s Four Years' Record,

Four years ago, in 1891, the firat meeting
was held in Chicago, growing out of the
Loyalist movement of the Baptist Young
People of Illinois. So successful was it that
the Baptist Church recognized the movement,
and at this meeting the Young People's
Union was formed.

The movemeunt spread rapidly, and at the
second convention, which was held in Detroit
in 1892, Ontario bad, outside of Michigan,
the largest delégation. About 600 Canadian
delegates were present,

In 1893 the third convention was held in
Iudianapolis, four Canadian speakers being
on the program: Rev. Donald Grout of
Montreal, Rev. R. R. McKay of Ottawa, Mr.
H. L. Stark of Toroanto and Mr. Thomas
Urquhart of Toronto.

At the Detroit convention the Ontario
delegation bad invited the convention to
come to Toronto, and at the Indianapolis
convention this invitation’ was heartily ac-
cepted.

' It Will Be Memorable,

The approaching fourth convention in To-
ronto will be the largest gathering of Baptists
ever held on the continent, Allthe provinces
will be represented. Michigan will send 700
delegates, Chicago 500, Pennsylvania 500,
New York, 700; the New England States 500,
New Jersey 200, the Carolinas, Georgia,
Wisconsin, and the Western States general-
ly. will send large representations.

The Southern States held aidof from the
movement, partly because of the colored
problem, and partly on account of the ob-
jection taken to women speaking in public.
Recently the movement developed such:
strength that at the last convention of the
Southern churches the youuger men secured
more votes than the older members, and the
result is that Texas, Alabama and the other
Southern States will be well represented.

They Are Well Generaled.
A reception committée, headed by Rev.
0. C. S. Wallace, and composed of a&bout 50
will go to outlying

more; West Virginia at the Empress, and
the Minnesota headquarters will be at the
Elliott Houss.
