Sixteen and Ninely

Some curious facts are revealed in
the Registrar-General's report of
bis hs, marriages and deaths in 1917,

\Whereas most of the marriages
used to take place in July, August
and September, the favorite months
now are October, November and
December. Widows remarried in
great numbers. Although vyoung
war-widows affected the figures, it is
clear that the war was not wholly
responsible, for the total began to in-
crease in 1912. Widowers, too,
show an increasing tendency to take
second wives.

The youngest bachelor to marry
was fifteen, and tLe youngest spinster
fourteen. No fewer than twenty-
nine males married at the age of six-
teen, and 389 at the age of seventeen,
two of the latter marrying widows.
Twenty-six spinsters married at the
age of fifteen, one of them to a widow-
er; 187 women were sixteen when
they married and of 1,200 marrying
at seventeen years, fifteen married
'v‘v'ifl owers.

The e second marriage of
males was at the age of nineteen, and
three widows remarried at the age of
iteen. Of thirbty-nine men mar-
rying when they weréturned eighty
only one, aged eighfy-one, had never
tasted the'joys of matrimonial bliss
previously, the rest being widowers;

Garden Soil.

Test your garden soil for acidity.
Procure a dime's worth of blue litmus
paper at a drug store. Make a slit or
incision in the damp soil, put in paper
two-thirds its length and leave it for a
half hour. If the change of color is to
red or deep pink your soil needs heavy
liming, If there is no change of color
liming will be of little value,

If garden soil is heavy, or “hungry”
-that is, harsh and lacking in humus—
give it plenty of well rotted stable ma-
nure. Nothing could be better. If the
soil is in excellent physical condition
bonemeal with the addition of a little
potash will supply the plant food nec-
essary for any ordinary crop of plants
or mere annual growth,

HE weight of seventy-six
years of the most strenuous
living and most able activ-
ity have left Joseph Gibson

of Ingersoll not a worn out old man
whose life has all been spent, but
rather a man full of ‘“ginger” and
imbued with a spirit that readily
makes him one of the youngest in
spirit of any company he cares te
enter,

It should hardly be necessary to
say that Joseph Gibson’s great cause
all through life has been that of
temperance. For nearly sixty years
he has been pounding old John Bar-
leycorn with both fists from the plat-
form, fyvom the pulpit, on the street
and lhrough the mails. He has chas-
ed olé King John to his lair on many
cecasions, and for this reason alone
is known from coast to coast and
even well within the interior of the
land of Uncle Sam.

Born in a little cabir used as a
wayside inn on the west coast of
England, in the year 1842, apd hav-
ing left that country with his par-
ents for Canada at the age of nime
years, he can almost be termed a
Canadian all through. He is at
heart, and that is really the part that
counts. He is Canadian at heart, yet
with the warmest possible love and
devotion for the land of his birth
and the place of his people. The
family came to a little hamlet near
Ingersoll, then called Manchester,
and now known as Salford. There
they stayed for a short time before
going to a farm in Zorra. They came
from there to Ingersoll one year lat-
er, and the boy busied himself as
best he could about the home, while
his family engaged in the blacksmith-
ing and wagon manufacturing busi-
ness,

a Jahorer and later as a.meechanic,

HiF“ability soon ‘got him “1ntd "the
office, After a short time of this he
entered the grocery and provision
business, also in Ingersoll. About
this time he was being widely recog-
nized as an able platform speaker in
the ‘cause of temperance, althpugh
only twenty-three years of age. In
those days, the liquor men had chos-
en as their champion a wonderfuily
chever and finished platform speaker
in the person of E. King Dodds. For
three years Mr. Gibson was literally
always to be faind upon the heels of
Dodds. He followed the man to his
meetings, and many were the verbal
wars waged from the platforms. In
those three years, young Gibson miss-
ed only ome of Dodds’ meetings. Mr.
Gibson had been the favorite of the
temperanee men, and his success dar-
ing those thiree years was the joy
of the temperance minds.

Gibson’s energies did not end with
the temperanee cause, nor were they
all given to that end. He was a force
in the Methodist Church, as he is to-
day, and from those days he has
rever missed a convention or an
asaembly. He was opce sent to Lon-

don, England, in thé year 1901 to
attend a great world-wide council
of the Methodist Church, which is
held every ten years. Ke has been
active in all the branches of the
church wopk-—in the boekroom, in
the pulpit, and wherever else he
could fit inl

He was once defeated in a contest
for the House of Commons at the
time of the National Poliey. He -was
cdefeated, however, with the realiza-
tion that he had polled the largest
vote that a Conservative had ever
polled in his riding up to that time.

He loves baseball and cricket,
especially the former, because of the
fact that he at one time pitched for
the champion team of Canada, called
the All Canadians. Referrtng to
baseball, Mr. Gibson says the pitcher
is still called a pitcher, although in
reality he throws the ball in the
game of to-day. In his day, {t was
underhand pitching and nothing else.
The rules of the game, as far as
the pitcher’s end of it was concerned,
were very austere, and a man had
to have his mind with him all the
tme,

Joseph Gibson, despite all these ac-
tivities, is to-day postmaster at In-
gersoll, and has beld that position
since 1882. He has held it despite
the coming and going of Govern-
ments, and has neld it despite the
coming and going of his own ambi-
tions. He goes down to the office
bright and early each morring and
has his share of the active work to
do. This he does with all his char-
acteristic ‘“‘pep” and hustle, and
when his time comes and the work
is finished, he goes into his private
cffice to read his correspondence
from all parts of the continent and
on many subjects.

His home life is all that it should
be. He is happiest when there, al-
though he expresses thoughts of
longing when he looks over the
places where his six sons saw the
cays of boyvhood and grew up and
then left him. One of these is
Lieut.-Col. Thomas Gibson, now De-
puty Minister of Militia overseas.
All the sons are married and away
from the parental roof. With his
wife and daughter he is happy, how-
ever, and looks each day for the sun-
shine of life that his energy and his
love of nature bring him. He has too
few Sundays at home, however, as he
is nearly always away in the cause
of the Dominion Alliance, of which
he once headed the Ontario branch,
—J. T. Fitzgerald in the Toronto
Star Weekly.

PRACTICAL HEALTH HINT.

Heartburn.

Heartburn is due to hyperacid-
ity or excess of acid secretion
in the stomach. This interferes
with digestion by preventing the
proper digestion of starch, and
in this condition acid foods and
sugar are especially irritating.
It can be relieved, but not cor-
rected, by the use of alkaline
drugs. Biearbonate of soda and
similar remedies may be taken
for temporary relief. Acid foods
should be avoided. Baked pota-
to is alkaline and is usually ac-
ceptable in such cases. The food
should be thoroughly mixed with
saliva and should be confined for
a time to stale bread, potatoes
and a small amount of beans in
some cases, The mental state is
frequently an important factor in
the cause and correction of the
malady, but lack of proper exer-
cise is the principal cause. S8ys-
tematic exercise, including walk-
ing, should be adopted gradually
and followed regularly. The sime
pler the diet the better.

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Popular Song Is Set on
Its Legs by Organization,
Artifice and Manifold Talk

HE songs we hear whistled

by the street-boy, or the bal-

lads hummed by wealthy

girls in the drawing-room,
seem to have arrived quite naturally
at their popularity, don’t they?

As a matter of fact, each song,
before it appears in the music-sellers’
window, has probably had a career
full of incident, says Answers.

The public wants new songs, and
requires them of a certain type; but
for the rest its mind is largely made
up for it by the musie publishers,
who cater for the public’s need, and
who, in their turn, depend on the
work of the . composer and the
author.

The author wrltes songs and ly-
rics which the composer sets to
music. Both these craftsmen are
aware that for the general public
they have mainly to provide tuneful
music and words that make a direct
appeal.

With their knowledge of what has
sold, the path of the lyrist and com-
poser is fairly clear. They know the
publisher will accept songs of the
right nature. The procedure is as
follows:

The lyrist writes his poem and
sends it to a composer who sets to
music that type of lyrie, be it a
song of love or humeor, a barrack-
room or sea-faring ballad. If the
composer deems the offered words
suitable he weaves his melody round
the words, and pays the lyrist a set
sum of money for it.

Often certain lyrists and com-
posers suit each other, and work to-
gether. In other cases, where an
author is well-known and standard-
ized, the composer may approach him
first.

The composer, possessing now the
theme for his song, ‘“sets” it. He
proceeds with the completed work
to a publishing firm which caters for
that class of song. The publisher’s
office is probably one of a suite of
offices, or a room behind a mausic
shop. Here the composer sits down
to the piano, and plays over the tune
to the publisher’s editor.

This gentleman, haying been seek-
ing “popular hits” fot years, has de-
veloped an acute instinct for the
right thing. If the song appeals to
him as likely to make a hit and be
a quick seller, he occasionally buys
the sole rights of the song. But
more often, as its popularity is still
to make, he either pays a certain
sum, with royalties to follow, or
works solely on royalties. By royal-
ties, the composer receives so much
on all songs sold.

The songs accepted, it is printed
and published. One would think the
music publisher’s work now ended;
but it has merely begun. The ser-
ious business of booming the song
is the most strenuous part of hisg
duty.

Briefly, the publisher has to ad-
vertise his song, as any other wares
are advertised.

One method is by inserting in
newspapers and trade periodicals an
advertisement, which takes the form
of the opening musical bars of the
verse or refrain, together with the
words of the lyrie.

Another way is to send out lists,
similarly made up, of the publisher’s
latest songs.

A good firm, in more elaborate
style, will arrange, at one of the
principal I.ondon concert-rooms, a
series of concerts. A tour on the
same lines is arranged for the pro-
vinees, and the chief towns of Great
Britain are visited. For these con-
certs, well-known singers of each
voice, the front rank of the profes-
sion, are approached by the pub-
lisher.

If these artists accept the engage-
ment, it is understood that they sing
songs published by the firm feeing
them, and they are expected to intro-
duce into their repertoire one or two
of the new publications.

In the case of a firm publishing
more popular songs and music hall
“stuff,” the pull of such songs has
already been tested to a certain ex-
tent in the following fashion:

For a suitable consideration, or
with the idea of trying over a “find”
for his own turns, a singer has intro-
duced them on the stage as his en-
core or third song. By the applause
gained the singing quickly gauges the
commercial value of the effort.

If it shows signs of gaining pub-
lic favor, the publisher pushes the
song to the utmost. During the sea-
gide season, he will get it similarly
introduced at pierrot shows.

3ut the greatest opportunity ar-
rives with the pantomime months,
The publisher will then approach

: the pantomime producers, and ar-

range with them for a scena of the
song to be made. Thus,' a song of
which the theme is, say, poppies, will
be staged with a cornfield or hedge-
row background, and the singer and
chorus will be dressed in the colors
or semblance of the flower.

And so, as a result of organization,
artifice, and manifold toil, the popu-
lar song is set on its legs, and
started for a long run.

Tomatoes gathered before ripe and
get in a sunny place will ripen in
time. They will ripen just as quick-
ly and much more thoroughly, if
placed in a dark: place instead. To-
matoes ripened in the sun ripen on
the surface first and a hard core is
often the result. . Tomatoes ripened
in the dark appear to ripen from the
centre outwards, and even when the
outer surface is still partly green will
reveal a thoroughly ripe interior of
delicious flavor. Ripeningin the hot
sun hardens the skin, and, if left too
long softening and withering of the
surface takes place. In a dark place
the ripening takes place without in-
jury, and the fruit will be as firm as
if ripened on the vine. The man
who picked unripe tomatoes, wrapped
each one in brown paper and set them
in the oven of the coal range, which,
of course, is not in use at this season,
had far better luck in ripening them
than had a neighbor, who placed the
fruit he picked on the fence ledge in
full glare of the sun.

How to. Kill Smut in Wheat

Rttt

Smut is a fungus disease, which can be
prevented by treating the seed with
Formalin Solution as follows:—

One pint of Formalin in forty gallons
of water, and allow grain to soak for
twenty minutes.

It is estimated that the average annual
loss with oats and wheat in Ontario due
to Smut is $2,444,000. In view of this it
would certainly pay to take time to
treat the seed.
