It is hard to naderstand how uch agentle
swell can presage dsnger, bus to experienced
eyee it givos & waruing tha: most be heeded.
AN slong the west aud parts of the sonth
cossts of Evgland and Ireland, ss well as the
west coast of Scotland, uncounted taiee are
tcld of ships which on & perfectly calm day
have been within a fow hours firet caught by
s gentle roll of water and finslly thrown on
a rock-bound shore by the dreaded *gronnd
zea.” - ; -

To “uaderstand this carious marivephens
omenon it mus: be borue In mind out o
the Atlantic waves are ofter formed to
height of forty feet. Driven before a heavy
gale these advance at & rate of from thirty
to forty miles an hour. Travelling at such
a rate they soon get out of the wind sweps
ares, but even though, for them, the storm
is past, they still roll on in fury, their na-
dulations often being feli 500 miles from the
point of their creation.

In the region of the storm, these waves are
fierce, breaking billows, but as they ges
further away they settle down ints: leng,
rolling ridges, which travel onward in. long,
unbroken lines, perfectly paralled with each
other.

Oat on the open sea these ridges nften
atretch out for a distance of ever thirty
miles, and as they travel in threes, esch sus-
cessive wave being larger than its predeces-
sor, the sight is an opposing one. i

The further they progress the smaller they
become in height, but this is compenssted
for by the faet that their motion is commun-
icated to the mass of water below, antil the
roll can be detected fully fifty feet ander thie
surface. This gives them the pame of
‘“ground sea.”

In this peculiarity their danger Hes, for
when a becalmed ship is caught in them ber
draught, the resisting power shat enables her
to ride out a storm, becomes the fuloram
which the liquid mass uzes to hurl ber on-
ward to destructiou,

On a calm day any sailing craft caught in
the *“ground sea,” near & rocky shore s se
good as lost unless & wind can spring up and
enable her to beat out to sea. Muny & ship
has met this fate. The reason many mors
do not get lost is due to the gentle swell that
80 deceives a landsman and warns the sallor.

As the “ ground sea” advances it pushes’
s certain amount of water before it. This .
also forms into ridges, like its pursuer, bus
of less height and approximately no depth.

The ““false sea,” us it is called, is little
more than a rolling swell, but it gives @
warning of from twenty minutes to .twe
hours duration, enabling a ship to either run
into port, get cut to sea, or securely anchors
while at the seaside resorts the bostmeén run
close in shore to the surprise of the * trig.
pers.” “

When it is remembered that a wars
twenty feet high, which is ofien attained by
the * ground eea,” strikes with a force of one
ton to the rquare inch the mecessity for
caution will be recogrizad.

All waves that come in parsliel ridges,
however, are not dungcrous, there is s * wind
billow ” that is ciosely allied to the “ground
sea ” in appearance.

** Wind billows” are due to a heavy wind
blowing but a few milea off the land, but as
they have bad but a comparatively short dis«
tance to travel, they have no depth. Con-
eequently even a rowicg boat is petfectly
eafe on vhem if properly handled.

These wavea usnally appcar when there is
8 comparative calm aear the shore, theip
great point of difference irom the ‘‘ground
#ea” in appearance beiog that their nnbrok-
en lines are nearer and are all equi-distant,
vot traveliing in threes.

Generally the “wind billows” do not
break iuto foam, but occacionally this bap-
pens when they are coming in against thie
tide. Then it is hard to detect them from
the ordinary waves, the product of a losal
wind storm. These always break into foam
at their crest, the *‘ white horses” of the
marine poet.

Remembering these peculiarities of the
various waves will save tourists considerable
disappointment when wiser heada bid them
keep to the land, for to them no apparent
reason, while it may keep them from rushing
into unknown danger. One other fact is alse
worthy of mention as it may prove of ad-
vantage should a boat drift out to sea with
an inexperienced crew and no compass
aboard,

Then, if a *‘ground sea” is *running,”
set your mind at ease for you can steer by 1¢
as—on the English—and Irish coasts, a¢
least—it always comes from the merthwest.
By making due allowance for this, any poiad
of the compass can be steered for. :

The War in South Africa.
ANOTHER BRITISH REVERSE.

Official news was published on Monday of
a serious reverse to Gen, Gatacre's troops at
Stormberg. In his despatch to General
Forestier- Walker, Gen. Gatacre says:

¢*] deeply regret to inform you that I have
met with a serious reverse, In an attack
this morning on Stormberg I was misled by
the guides and found impractible ground.”
The British loss in killed and wounded was
very small but according to the reports over
600 men of Latacre’s command are missing
and it is supposed are prisoners. The troops
were evidently drawn intoa trap and though
the fighting was at long range retired hastly
to safer quarters. The Associated Press re-
port dated Dec. 11th, says:

*1t is hardly too much to regard Gen.
Gatacre’'s repuise near Stormberg as the
mosy serious defeat British arme have yet
sustained in the whole campaign. Already
the ¢fiMal advices show that two men were
killed, nine cflicers and seventeen men were
wounded and niue officers and 596 men are
missing. But it is evident that the worst is
not yet known. The proportion of wounded
and killed is 2o small, when compared with
the missing—who are undoubtedly prisoners
in the hands of the Boers that the sup-
plementary liat of casualties is awaited with
serious misgivings.

¢ It is also feared that there were serious
losses of guns and equipment.

“ The most serious aspect of the affair is
the effect it is likely to have on the Dutch
in Cape Colony, who have been wavering as
to whether to throw in their lot with the
Boers. Hosts of the northern farmers are
pow likely to join the rebellion. The defeat
is also serious because it will delay the
junction of Gen. Gatacre with Gen. French
a: Naauwport. The plan was for their
combined forces to relieva the pressure pn
Lord Methuen’s column.

The disclosure of such a strong force at
Stormberg was quite unexpected. Doubt-
less Gen. Gatacre was the victim of treach-
erous guides, But the results point also to
the absence of proper cavalry scouting.

The British troops who recently occupied
Arundel are advancing. They have had
several skirmishes but no casualties. Three
miles north of Arundel they found the Boers
2,000 ‘strong.

London, December l14ih.—Later details
regarding the disaster to General Gatacre’s
column show that but for the msgnificent
work of the British artillery the disaster
would have been far more extensive, as the
incessant Boer shell fire ia the midst of the
repulsed infantry ultimately led to disorder
which only escaped developiog into a rout
through the batteries of artillery occupying
successive positions covering the retreat
and thus drawing a portion of the Boers’
galiing fice.

Apparently the British were set an im
possible task and were treacherously guid-
ed. After a trying march and being under
arms six hours, they attacked the wrong
part of the Boer position where the hill was
impregnable and the burghers were estimat-
to number 6 000 men instead of 2 500 as
the epies had reported. There is little in
the story to mitigate the intense humilia-
tion occasioned by the episode which is al-
most an exact counterpart :f the battle of
Nicholson’s Nek.

Lastly we have to chronicle the death of
William Mills Weatherspoon, E:quire, of
Granville Ferry, who died at the residence "
of his son, after a somewhat lingering ill-
ness, on Wednesday evening of this week.
He lived seven years past the alloted
time, baving been born in 1822. His life
bas been that of an honorable, hocest and
consistent man, than which no greater eul-
ogy can be written. He has long been suc
cessfully identified with the businessinterests
of the county, has been Justice of the
Peace for about forty years. In religion he
was a Baptist, and in politics a conservative.
He leaves to mourn their loss one son, Her
bert W.l'iam, and one daughter Laliah, the
wife of D. Frank Woodbury, of Halifax.

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Dreyfus Asks for Justice.

Paris Dec. 4.—The Herald's European
edition publishes the following :

M. Clamageran, President of the Senate
committee which has to report on the various
bills providing & general amnesty for all of.
fences connected with the Dreyfus case, has
received the following letter from Captain
Dreyfus, dated Carpentras, December 2 :

““Oa the very day that liberty was given
me through a governmental measure which
I did not solicit I wrote the following de-
claration :

‘*‘The government of the Republic gives
me liberty. It is nothing to me without
honor. ¥rom to-day and henceforward I
intend to follow up the reparation of the
terrible judicial error of which I am still a
victim. I waunt the whole of France to know
by a definite judgment that I am innocent.
My soul will never be at rest until there is
no longer a Frenchman who imputes to me
crime that another has committed.’

‘“It is nos for me to intervene in the
political discussions aroused by the amnesty
question, but if the jadgment which has been
unjustly passed upon me has deprived me of
my rights as a citizen 1 still keep my full
right as a man. I only ask one thing from
the authorities—that is, that they will not
take away any means which is conferred up-
on me by the law of the following up the
revision of my case.

I have neither hatred nor rancor in my
heart, but for my children, as for myself, T
desire the proclamation of my innocence in
the name of the Republic, in the name of
France.

‘I have a right to truth, to justice, I
ask, then, that~I be left every means of
legally establishing that I am innocent of
the crime committed by another, for which
I bave been twice unjustly condemned.”

The Soudan open for Business.

Having in the course of the first week of
the month accomplished the journey from
Khartoum to Cairo in seventy-one hours, or
just under three days, the governor general
of the Soudan, Lord’Kitchener, has intimat-
ed to all whom it may concern that early in
December they will be able to do likewise.
He satisfied himself before starting that the
last portion of the railway will be finished
and in working order by that date; it would
indeed have been ready for traffic two
months ago but for storms and floods. But
he evidently recognizes the fact that some
little time mast elapse ere the goods traffic
upon the Cairo to Khartoum railway will
pay the heavy working expenses, and not
content with placing an uninterrupted rail-
way at the disposal of travellers, he has
organizsd a tourist service with dining and
sleeping cars, and hopes to provide hotel ac
commodations at the terminus. The enter-
prising ‘drammer’ will for some time to
come probably find the exercise of his voca-
tion in Soudanese territory more exciting
than profitable, but it may be regarded as
certain that there is no readier way of
establishing civilization and its handmaids—
law and order—in the Soudan than bringing
its inhabitants, so far as may be, into per-
sonal touch with these pioneers of commerce
and with the wealthy and open handed
globe-trotters of the protecting nation.

The Philippine War,

New York, Dec. 7.—The ‘Herald’ to-day
prints a long despatch from its Manila cor-
respondent which says that the hope of end-
ing the insurrection and halting military
operations, which seemed 8o bright a few
days, has again faded into the uncertain
future. Much has been accomplished.
During the last few weeks the campaigning
has been almost phenomenal. In dreadful
weather, through a devasiated country,
across swollen rivers, along roads that were
impassable for waggons, artillery, and, in
some cases for cavalry, theadvances of the
troops have been so rapid and in so many
directions that they have often been beyond
the military telegraph lines, and operations
have necessarily been independently coa-
ducted by the field commanders. The army
is rightfully proud. The insargents have
had a series of rouis and disasters. The
slaughter has been great, Their govern-
ment has been scattered or captyred. Their
supplies have been eeize A portion of
Aguinaldo’s family is in our lines. Aguinal-
do hiwself is a fugitive. Notwithstanding
all these things field commanders now think
that the end is still afar. Aguinaldo’s entire
army is estimated at from twenty to thirty
thonsand men, scattered through the islands.
We hold less than one-third of the Island of
Luzon, though what we have is the most
desirable territory. Cavite provinces will
be the seat of an active campaign when
enough troops arrive to shut off all avenues
of escape unless an unexpected surrender
ocours,

Chamberlain’s Speech.

London, Dec. 2.—There has been more
acerbity shown toward France during the
last week than the war has excited against
the Boers, even with all the charges. of foul
work with white flags and dum:dum bullete,
Mr. Chamberlain is reproached for his indis-
cretion in warning the French press to mend
its manners and cease from vile attacks upon
the Queen, but he has not impaired his pop-
ularity in England by expressing the resent-
ment which has been generally felt, and
Paris journals can easily increase his prestige
by continuing their abuse of him. Nobody
supposes that the vagaries and indecencies
of caricature can ever be a cause of war
between natiops, and it is not improbable
that the publication of scurrilops pictures at
the expense of the Queen will be suspended
as the result of Mr. Chamberlain’s invective,
It is known in diplomatic circles that the.
Prince of Wales and other members of the
royal family are highly incensed by the
treatment to which the Queen has been sub-
jected ; it is also an cpen secret that the
German Emperor has expressed deep indig-
pation over the affair. Mr, Chamberlain is
the Queen’s favorite minister, and his zeal is
likely to be fully appreciated at Court.

Lizzie Borden, who
was accused of the crime, was acquitted by a
jary in 1895, but since then many of her
townspeople have held aloof. Detectives and
lawyers are now at work examining new
evidence peinting to a sweetheart of Bridget
Sullivan, servant of the Bordens at the time
of the murder, as the wielder of the axe with
Which Andrew J. Borden and bis wife, Liz-
zie Borden's stepmother, were hacked to
pieces. It is believed that Lizzie Borden,
the quiet, earnest woman of thirty-seven,
who for three years has lived in simple
elegance in the home she aund her sister pur-
chased on the hill oveslooking the bay, is
devoting her intelligence and her means to
this work of clearing up the mystery.

Torpedo Boat Destroyer's Great Speed.

Newcastle on Tyne, December 26,—The
new turbine torpedo boat destroyer Viper
is the fastest thing afloat. On the second
trial trip she broke every existing rec-
ord for marine speed. She tore through
the water at the rate of 38 knots an hour—
an equivalent of 44} land.

This remarkable performance was accom-
plished with an almost entire absence of
vibration, the turbine engines running
emoothly when the new marine wonder was
doing ber best.

It is confidently believed that, under all
favoring circumstances, the Viper will be
able to maintain a speed of more than 45
miles an hour.

Marine engineers who have followed the
building of the Viper with interest say that
the little destroyer's latest performance
makes the croesing of the Atlantic Ocean in
three days more than a mere possibility.

The difficulty will be, not in building tur-
bine engines powerful enough for the feaf,
but in constructing a vessel large enough to
contain the great amount of coal which would
be consume in a trans Atlantic voyage.

Mr. Parsons himself discourages the notion
of a 50 knot Atlantic liner, but says that for
Mediterranean ports the problem is an easy
one.

An application of the turbine principle,
which is of particular interest to New York-
ers, is contained in the proposal to eqnip
ferry boats with the cew motor. A turbine
boat service to Staten Island, for example,
would greatly enhance the value of land in
that suburb.

berries, currants, gooseberries and Lucretia
dewberries ehould now be ready near the
garden. Assoon as the ground is frozen hard
enough to bear up the borses and wagon put
the mulch on the strawberry bed. Spread
evenly and thickly enough to give good
shade to the plants. Do not undertake to
cover deep gh to pi freezing, for
if'this is done the wet snows will pack the
mulch and smother the plants. Good judg-
ment is required here.

Straw of any kind, corn stalks, with or
without the blades, leaves, evergreen boughs,
swamp grass or any coarse material that is
free of seed will answer. This mulch should
be left on the bed until all danger of freezing
is over. Juat before the crowns opea, the
mulch should be raked off the plants to the
space between the rows. If the soil is light
and loamy the mulch may be parted over
the plants and left in that way to prevent
the earth from being splashed upon the
fruit.

For other lines of small fruit, compost is
preferred to strawed mulch, as the latter in-
vites mice which will gnaw the canes and in-
jare the plants. The compost may be scat-
tered broadcast over the entire surface as the
condition of the ground demands, or be
placed arcund the hills. In either case the
compost should be worked into the soil by
means of a shallow cultivator as early as the
ground is in condition for work. To do &
perfect job the surface should be worked
until thoroughly fined. Working should be
repeated at intervals of eix and eight days
until raspbecries and blackberries are turn-
ing red. Small fruits cannot be successfully
grown without thorough cultivation, When
the grower becomes experienced, the work
in the small garden will be considered more
of a pleasure than a task.

—¢ Do not try to whip a young horse into
submission,” says a writer in the Rural
Home. **He does not know what you want
him to do, and-if the whip is used too freely,
the consequence will likely be a wild or
balky horse, Use more kindness and less
whip ; it fs easier for both horse and master.
A good way to break a colt is to drive him
into a stall, get a good halter and walk in
by him, epeak kindly and in a few minutes
you will be able to slip the halter over his
head. Lead him arcund every day for two
or three days, then put a bridle on, and after
he gets used to the bit, put harness on. Be
sure your harness fits well. Give him a little
time to wonder what those strange feeliog
straps are for, and to find they will not burt
bim, then hitch to a light cart, and with the
exception of being awkward, he will pull like
an old horse. Always be sure your collar
fits ; then there will be no sore shoulders.
Do not overload, and there will be no balk-
ing. Always stop at the foot of & hill when
you have a heavy load, then & minute at the
top ; thie gives the horses time to recover the
breath and they will pull better. Think
how you would like to be hurried up a long
hill, drawing a heavy load, and some one
shouting and whipping you. In fact, put
yourself in the horse’s place ; you would not
like it, of course; neither does the horse.
Why should blows and curees play eo large
a part in the handling of horses, when they
are so amenable to kindness and so ready to
receive gentle iostruction *”

Preparing for Rugs.

HOW FLOSRS ARE MADE PRESENTABLE,
WHETHER CARPETS ARE TO BE USED
OR THE FLOOR LEFT BARE.

In average houses the boards of the floors
are, (o say the least of it, not at all in a fit
condition for polish and ruge ; that is to say
they are generally uneven and mostly badly
fitted together, says a writer in the Phila-
delphia Press.

If, then, it i conceded, either on account
of health, economy or appearance, not to
have a carpet laid down all over the floor,

‘the first thing to do is to have the boards at-
tended to.

If the cracks are large they should be
filleted with thin strips of woed ; if only
small, they may be filled in with putty,
which, when hard, can be painted over, and
will look like the wood.

All unevenness must be planed off, and
then the staining process may be begun. It
is absolutely imperative not to hurry the
operation ; both the stain and the varnish
must have plenty of opportunity to dry be-
fore the room is used, or all the work will
be vain.

This filleting, or filling in, of space natur-
ally goes far toward diminishing the draughts
from which one suffers in most country or
suburban houses; and, of course, im the
matter of sanitation it is also very impertant,
for it does away with one more harbor for
dust, flies, ete.

The simplest home treatment is as follows:
When a thoroughly smooth eurface Has been
secured, let the floor be well scrubbed, and
then left to dry, after which either of the
two following prooesses can be carried out;
they are both cqually good :

Pat on one or two coats of siz2, remember-
ing that the subsequent success of the staim-
ing and varnishing will greatly depend on
the careful application of this.

Next use the ordinary oak stain, light or
dark, according to taste, and when this is
quite dry, lay on the floor a coat of varnish.
This must be done with a flat brush, which
will be found to werk more smoothly than a
round one.

Any painter or decorator will supply the
varnish, only be careful to have it mixed
with quick driers, and, above all, do not use
the room until this last application is per-
fectly dry, otherwise the slightest mark will
show, and your work will be wasted.

Apply the varnieh smoothly, and in as
straight lines as possible.
