The name _ “Municipal Bonds’ is
given, .in its general semse, to tie
sealed obligations of a
Corporation ' of g Public Quasi-Cui-
poration. A Municipal Corporation is
oge of the individuals in a place or
district at their own motion ’put w:th
the consent of the government. 7o,
this Municipal Corporation are zravi-
ed certain powers of self-government,
including in most cases' the right to
borrow money ‘and to sne and e
sued. The Public Quasi-Corpora’ton
is credted ty the PYovince for the
convenience of government, and not
at the rejuest of the inhabitants
thereof, so that in effect the Public

: Quasi-Corporation is o part of the
Provincial government created for
the purpose of doing certain things

. in the most expeditious
manner. : .

The chartered city, with its richts
of self-government, etc., is a Muni-
cipal Corporation. The County, Town
ship or School District, created by
the Provincé is a Public Quasi-Cor-
poration. . The comstitutions of the
various Provinces define clearly the
rights of the two classes of corpora-
tions and general recognition is giv-
en to the right to issue interest-
bearing otligations and to pledge the
taxes and revenues to secure the
same. These obligations constitute
the Municipal Bond, as it is known
popularly, without regard to which
class issues it.

The Obligations or Bonds of the
Divisions of the Province represent
the joint obligations of the taxpayers
of the community. With a few excep-
tions, the original debt can only be
created by a vote of the people, and
in many provinces it is nécessary
that two-thirds of the vote shall fa-
vor the issuing  of bonds. At the
same time that the bonds are issued,
a tax levy is voted to pay the inter-
est as it accrues and the principal at
maturity. The debt, therefcre, can
only ke created for such purposes as
appeal to the majority of the voters
as advantageous either to the health,
wealth or betterment of the com-
munity. ;

In order to realize how secure *hese
obligations are, :the reader needs
oanly to ask himself whether the
debts of his own community are
paid. Steh: obligations precede in'lien
every - real estate morteage in the
community, since when real estate s
sold in foreclosure the past due taxes
are deducted from the purrhase price.
They precede every cent of earnings
on bank stock, since no dividend can
be declared until the annual taxes are
Paid. In fact, they are next to the
tangible wealth, in whatever form it
exists. 1In addition, the debt is a
community one, depending on the
‘wealth and morals of all, and is not
subject to the vagaries, business re-
Verses, or earning power of individu-
als or corporations. :

Municipal *| Bonds in minety-nine
cases out of a hundred are in the
form of coupon bonds, the most con-
venient form of investment. They are
usually issued in denominations of
$500 and $1,000; but many desirable
communities issue small bonds of less
amounts. In France, which is the
wealthiest nation per capita, Muni-
cipal Bond buying is universal, and
the usual denomination is 500 francs
or $100. The only responsibility is
that of caring for the bond itself,
the only labor the pleasant ome of
cutting off and colleeting the coupons
twice each year. Income goes on con-
tinuously during the life of the ‘bond,
quite regardless of business ' condi-
tions. v

Municipal Bonds represent the best
and safest class of investments, and
consequently . the interest rates are
not high, ranging from 4 per cent to
5% per cent, according to the size,
reputation and location of the com-
munity.

Less care is necessary
municipal bonds than in the other

securities, since bonds of this class
are uniformly good.

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Market for Canadian Hay

Canadian hay dealers see anything
but a bright outlook for g good ex-
port trade in the reports on condi-
tions in Great Britain, which have
teen received up to the present time.
The advices have mearly all classed

|| the home crop in the British Igles as
| good and safely gathered. These fac-

tors, together with the high prices
that the Canadian farmers are asking
for their stock, have pretty eflectual-
ly checked any tendency to ship hay
to England, except, as in some re-
cent instances, where there was an
oversupply that was temporarily em-
barrassing. Cases of overloading are
not very common, however, as there
is a regular demand of from 500 to
800 tons a week from the live stock
shippers, besides the local reguire-
ments, to be taken caré of.

The absence of any necessity to
work up a demand has reduced the
interest taken by Canadians in the
British markets, but the . following
report from the Canadian trade com-
misioner at Leeds indicates that
there may be a demand from that
quarter later on:

“‘Although, generally speaking,
there is likely to be a fair average
yield of English hay this season, yet,
on account of-the great difference
which exists in the supply and de-
mand of this product in different
parts of the country, opportunities
will probably oceur for Canadian
shippers to meet shortages in certain
districts. In Yorkshire, for instance,
there is no prospect of supplies being
rejuired from outside sources, but
further north, particularly in Nor-
thumterland, ' there is every indica-
ticn that a demand will occur dor |
foreign-grown hay. It msd Be here’l
noted, however, that the sucless of |
the trade from Canada will depend
entirely upon the price, and in this
connection it may be of interest to
know that there are direct steamers
from Mcntreal into Newcastle-on-

Tyne—the chief port in Northumber-
land.” -

‘“In, writing cn this subject, a lead-
ing Newcastle importer states: ‘The
crop of clover and seed hay in this
district will be one-third below the
averdge. Meadows which promised
well have been cut down disappoint-
ingly, and I therefore expect a fair
demand for Scandinavian hay, and
if Canadian hay will come in at a
price. to compete, there will be a
trade for it, but the higher tqualities
of No. 1 timothy and clover are not
wanted in this district.’ ”’

they want must go to the bleak coast
line of eastern North America for
what they want and may have to
wait for years to secure pelts that
will match perfectly with other skins
which are to go toward making up a
set, for the black fox of North Amer-
ica—le reynard noir of the French
hunters—wears: the most valuable
overcoat of any animal on earth.

As a rule, about five perfect pelts
from black foxes are captured every
year, and cf these three are bought
by the great Hudson Bay Fur Co. or
its tributary ‘associations. Though
Maine alcone furnishes more than 70,-
000 foxskins every year and though
nearly 5,000 active men spend most
of the winter in trapping and poison-
ing foxes and other animals for their
furs, only twice in the run of twelve
months are the combined efforts of
these individual hunters able to se-
cure a black fox.

In no way except in color does the
black fox differ from its congener.
the red fox, whose pelt sells for $3.50
or from the gray fox, whose overcoat
is valued at from $150 to $400, but
whenever a hunter can secure g black
fox and remove its skin without
marring the fur he is as sure of re-
ceiving from $800 to $1,500 for his
trophy as if he had the monev in his
hand. Not only is every black fox

Dces your work drive you, asks
Morice Guick in g valuable article in
+ce World's Work. ‘the man who
drives nis work counts fon more, suc-
ceeds Letter, than the man wno is
driven by 1t. The more carefully one
scrutinizes the great achievements of
genius the more clearly one perceives
that, for the most part, they have
been striven for and won under the
inward  stimulus of interest—love,
amgition, curiosity—not under the
prod of duty - or necessity and the
clubbing of will-power. The big work
of the world is heing done by the en-
thusiasts. Will-power working paral-
lel with interest is tenfold more effi-
cient than will-power working coun-
ter to interest. Think of the great
explorers, .the great inventors, tire
great composers, the great in any
neld whatever, and see how the point
verifies itself. These men swept for-
ward, ahead cf all competitors, like
the tidal wave that along certain
coasts rushes in from the sea. They
were carried over every obstacle by
this great buoyant wave of belief, of
passionate enthusiasm. They counted
no sacrifice too great because of the
devoticn that they had to the thing
aimed at.

When a man is engaged in a work
that he does not believe in, heart
and soul, a work that does not draw
him in a large sense, calling out the
test eflorts of which he is capable, he
has not yet found his right sphere.
The constant summoning of will-
Power—sense of duty, moral resolu-
ticn, what not—to help him, is a
constant tax upon his central re-
sources; it keers up a state of men-
tal mal-adjustment and prevents the
most praiseworthy endeavors from
resulting in anything like adequate
fruition. Only when will-power and
interest mutally reinforce each other
are great results to be expected.

There are, then, three practical
suggesticng:—

(1) In so far as is possible, select
work that is in accord with yonr
own Lower. Enthusiasm is apt to
ccme with the conscio@s use of pow-
er. 1
(2) Dy more than duty demands,
sp that external compulsion will be
’quite lost sight of.

(3) Keep well. No single factor is
so basal to vividness of life and
Wori< as is good health. © I do not
mean merely the absence of disease
cr disability, but that freshness that
comes . with good digestion, good
sleep and outdoor air.

EDUCATION FOR THE FARMER

Library of Useful Information
Saves Farmers Many Dol-
lars and Experience

All summer I have béen trying to
find time to write to you and give
you ‘'my ideas regarding a subject
that should, I think, be given much
more attention than it now receives.
It is this: we hear a great deal now-
a-days about the farmers not doing
their fair share of the work of the
country, more especially in a public
capacity, or perhars I should say a
representative capacity; in other
words, that the farmers are not do-
ing their duty by tecoming members
of Parliament. Why is this the case?
Because in my opinion they are not
educated. In his own business a far
mer must know a great deal that
he ‘does not and cannot learn from
toois, ani because of this he is in-

clined to belittle the valve of book-
“kncwleds& Is this not s0? What is
{ the result? He does rnot read pearly
as much as he should, not even along
the line of his own business, and he
never thinks cf reading on subjects
outside of his business. This is where
nearly every farmer makes a serious
mistake.

To be a good farmer a man cannot
know too much about his business,
and it goes without saying that he
cannot get the knowledge he ought
to have without deing a good deal of
reading., May I illustrate? Supposing
a man starts out to raise horses
nct to be a special breeder of hors
but just to raise a few good colts te-
cause they are profitable. Now,
raising is not usually a calling that
is suppcsed to rejuire a very great
deal of book knowledge. It is a line
of business that requires a vast
ambunt cf what has been aptly called
‘horse sencze,” yet no man who takes
even horse-raising seriously but gets
a few first-class books and reads up |
cn the subject. He wants to know
how to breed horses and he reads up
on the laws of breeding. He selects,
for example, a heavy draft breed,
and he wants to know its history.
its chief characteristics, its merits
and demerits, and how it compares
with other heavy breeds and types.
As soon &s he starts to read up on
horses of one breed he suddenly finds
that he is interested in horses in
general and wants to learn all he
can about them. It is a wonderfully
interesting subject. Then he would
like to know how famous bLreeders
and trainers did their werk and so
his knowledge extends. He soon finds
that he is by degrees learning a great
many things that he rever though:
of, and his horses become so much
more to him. than they were before.
Men who decide to raise poultry or
swine or sheep or cattle or do any-
thing about a farm have much tne
same experience. Everything becomes

horse

a

gin to read about it, and learn somfe-
thing that their experience did mot
teach them. \,

A man who fcllows mixed farmingy
as it is called, will, if he is in earn-
est, soon have an’excellent library,
which he will consider the most val-
uable thing he has about his farm.
This library will contain only Lbooks
that the farmer has read or is going
to read.. I am not referring to the
family litrary of the intelligent farm
home, but to the part of the library
that the farmer himself enjoys most.
He will have tooks cn horses, not
only one or two, but several; books
on cattle raising and the breeds of
cattle, and if he is interested in
dairying he will have kooks on his
favorite subject. He may have- qne
Sr two tooks on sheep, ome or two
on swine, and so on. But he will not
stop there, as he will want to read
up on the various kind of crops and
on the subjects of manuring, weeds,
soiling, etc. These books are the
tools with which the successful far-
mer works. I may say in passing
that the Ontario Department of Agri-
culture a few years ago published g
list of such books which a great
many farmers bought and read with
great rrofit. I do not suppose that
there ever was a time when our far-
mers were buying so many good
to>ks dealing with agricultural sub-
jects as they are now. They are
rapidly realizing the fact that a eno
book on some phase of their rezular
work may after they bave read it
carefully save them hundreds of dol-
lars ard possibly set them thinkine
alonz some line that may yield them
as many hundreds more,

COLD STORAGE SPACE
SECURED FOR FARMERS

Government Makes Contraci with
Steamers to Reserve Storage
for Canadian Frait

—

The staff of Dominion Fruit Tnspec-
tors has been increased by the ap-
pointment of several mew men. All
the old temporary inspectors have
Leen re-engaged for the season and
they are now at work. With the
amendments of last session, and the
extension of the inspection system, it
is hoped to make the Fruit. Marks
Act even more effective than it has
been in the past towards securing a
good name for Canadian fruit.

Members of the staff of this branch
are now securing samples of apples,
pears, etc., to supplement the exhib-
its of last year’s growth at the
Franco-British Exhibjtion. -

For some years past exporters of
fruit cf a class reguiring cold storage
cn the octezn have found it difficulf
to secure refrigerated space for the
reason that they were not able to of-
fer a sufficient guantity to fill even
the smallest chamber. The safe and
suitatle temperature for fruit (32-34
degrees F.) is not suitable for any
other class of product requiring cold
storage. If 5 chamber should be omnly
partially filled with fruit, there is a
certain amount of ‘‘dead’’ space, and

R. G. Boutillier, best known
td” the men of the life-saving service
and.mariners in general as ‘“‘the king
of Sable Island,” is on g visit to the
United States and was in Boston on
Friday last. The captain is about 50
years old, of massive frame and the
manners of a veritable Briton, and in
facial physiognomy and hirsute ap-
Fearapce bears a striking resemblance
to England’s present potentate, King
Edward.

The captain discussed quite inter-
estingly affairs on Sable Island, of
which island he is recognized a sort
of monarch in his capacity as head
of the life-saving station and crews
there. According to the captainm the
present population of the island num-
bers 45 souls, of which 23 are men,
six cf them married, including the
captain, and with families, the rest
Leing women and children. Altkough
the island is somewhat isolated, the
captain says that the little copmuni-
ty is one of the happiest to be im-
agined.

Sable Island is most exposed and
near the most dangerous tracks of
the transatlantic vessels. Even in the
matter’ of having their - spiritnal
needs looked' after the little com-
munity is provided for, according to
the captain, who stated that ome of
the men 'who has studied theology
leads divine services every Sunday,
while a Catholic priest visits the
island ‘from the main land at fre-
quent pericds to say mass and other-
wise attend to the spiritual needs of
those of the Catholic faith.

The captain reports the present
summer as having been warmer than
the aversge, a fuet due seemingly ‘to
the guif stream having extended its
Course nearer ibe island.

It is appalling to think of the sac-
rifice of lumber which has gome to
waste - through forest fires during the
past months. Millions of dollar’s
worth bave gone up in smoke, which
has pervaded our towns and cities
from the Pacific to the Atlantic and
not only bhave the forests been de-
stroyed but farm buildings, residences
bridges, etc., have gone with them.
The latter losses, however, money
can replace, but time only can re-
replace the stretches of wood-land,
and this gemeration and others must
suffer the loss, caused by the devour-
ing element.

The drought of the past month has
been a subsidiary cause of the fires
everywhere prevalent. Our own prov-
ince has not suffered to the degree
that other parts of the country have,
most of the smoke which has been
noticed here and which has turned
our sun, night and morﬁing, into a
red ball of fire, coming from our
neighboring province, New Bruns-
wick.

Much éax'e must have been exer-
cised on the part of our forest
rangers in preventing conflagration
- where thé foliage and underbrush are
dry as timber and the merest spark
from camper’s fire or pipe, or from
the passing engine, ds sufficient to
start a blaze.

Relief at last is at hand in the wel-
,come rain, waich, sweeping across the
continent from sea to sea, has just
reached our Valley. The cattle in the
fields rejoice in the swollen brooks
and  sweeter pasturage, and wells
which have been dry have been filled
again with life-giving streams.

September has been a month al-
most “without raim. It has also been
a month almost unprecedented in
summer-like - temperature, prolonging
the season several weeks beyond its
usval limit. Gratifying as the genial
'atmosphere has been to us, the un-
/seasonable temperature is said to
have been somewhat detremental to
certain crops -and fruits, particularly
the later varieties of apples. We
trust, however, mo serious damage
has been done.
