Salem, Cambridge, Littieton, Bradford -nd Rowley in

Massachusetts, and of Enfield, Somers, Lebanon,

Franklin, Norwich, Lisbon and Windham, in Con-

necticut, have been laid under contribution.

It is shown that Senator Wood is descended from

Thomas Wood, of Rowley, Mass., wvho married Ann
-in 1654. It is further indicated (Appendix H)

how this Thomas Wood is probably descended from Sir

Robert Wood, of Norwich, Norfolk County, England,

wvho wvas knighted, in the reign of Queen Elizabeth.

HOM1AS WOOD of Rowley, Mass., is
supposed to be the first of his line in
this country. His ancestors have not
been discovered. There is some reason
ta believe he belonged ta the Wood
family of Norwich, Norfolk County,

Eng. (see Appendix H.) The first known of him is his
marriage, recorded ini Rowley:--Thomas and Ann WVood
wvere nîarried 4-0 7 "' 1654. His wvife is thought te have
been Ann Hunt. Rowley records showv that he %vas a
man of excellent Christian character and of higli stand-
ing among his fellow citizens. Ail that is knowvn of hilm
is published in Essex Co. (MNass.) Institte Collections;
therefore only the essential facts are here given. He
wvas buried 12th Septeniber, 1687. His descendants
are many and widely scattered.

JOHN WOOD2 settled in Bradford, Mass., about
the time of bis marriage (x68o). In 1726 he
removed from Bradford to Littieton, Mass.

About the same time bis son, John Wood, of Boxford,
Mass., settled in Littieton. His son joseph also spent
a number of years in the same town, and his sons
Richard and Josiah appear there as witnesses to a deed
given by John Wood, senior, to joseph Wood, car-
penter, both of Littieton, i6o acres wvith buildings, in
Littleton, 7th March 1728-9. (Middlesex Co., Mass.,
Land Record Book 30, page 169.) This farm John
Wood of Bradford bought i i th May, 1726 (dit/o, page
.r68), which proves that John Wood of Bradford wvas
John Wood, senior, of Littleton.

Isabel Hazen, wife of John Wood, 'vas born in Ro-
ley 51u (JUly> 2 1 'l, 1662. She %vas the daughter of
Edward Hazen, of Rowley, and bis wife, Han nah,
daughter of Thomas and Hannah Grant.

Of the sons of John Wood , five emigrated to
Nonvich, Conn., and settled on Portipaug Hill (nowv
Franklin), near the Shetucket River. These five wvere
Thomas, joseph, Ebenezer, Richard and Josiah. Their
mother's brother, Thomas Hazen, had already removed
from Rowley to "Portipaug" Hill. They did not,
therefore, go as strangers into a strange land. The
death record of John Wood 2 , and of bis wvife Isabel
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have flot been found, but further investigation may
clear aNvay the obscurity that covers their last days.

No record has been found of the marriage of Josiah
and Eleanor Wood.

In Chelmsford Town Records we find that "Eleanor
Barrett," daughter of John and Margaret Barrett, wvas
borri 26th May, 17o6; also that John Swallow married
Ann Barrett, both of Chelmsford, 3rd january, 1692-3.

John Swallow, of Chelmisford, Mass., deeded I 3 th May,
1729, to, Josiah Wood, of Littleton, 3o, acres, house,
barrn, etc., in Chelmsford. In this deed he calis Josiah
Wood his "khinsman." The land desc.ribed in this deed
was conveyed to John Swva1Iow by John Barrett a short
time before, and the deed contained a provisifon that John
Barrett and his wvife should be cared for during life.

Josiali Wood, of Chelmsford, Mass., and his wvife
Eleanor deeded the same premises back to, John Swallow

-ohOtbe,13, and in the deed they declare that they

had received the same from him by 11deed of gift."
These deeds prove a relationship bet-%veen these three

families and leave littie doubt that Eleanor, wife of
Josiah Wood, of Chelmsford, wvas either Eleanor Barrett,
b. 26th May, i 706, daughter of John and Margaret
Barrett, or a daughter of John and Ann (Barrett)
Swallow.

In these deeds Josiah Wood is called a cordwainer.
(Sée Middl.çex C'ounly, Mas.r., Land Recodçs, Book 2,
page r62; B3ook 3!1, page 283. )
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The first record found of Josiah Wood is in a deed
witnessed by him and his brother Richard, 7th Marchi,
1728-9. This deed wvas given by his father, John
Woodl, senior, to his brother, joseph WooJ, both of
Littieton, Mass. (Middlesex ('oui2ly, Mfass., Land
Records, Bookj30, Page 196.)

In the spring of 173 1 Josiah Wood " of Norwich,"
Conn., bought land in Norwvich on "Potapaug Hill"
and extendingc to, tAie Shetucket River. (Norwîciz, Con,:.,
Land Records, Book 6, pagfes 289 and307-.) Therefore
hie must have settled on Portipaug Hill, Norwvich, after
i 3th October, 173o, and before the spring of 173 -i. H-is
last recorded deed wvas given in Norwich 16th November,
1767. In November of this year Josiah Wood and his
sons job and Elijali sold their real estate on Portipaug
Hill and probably moved a-way. Elijah wvas living in
Amenia, Dutchess County, N. Y., in 1790. (SeFranklin,
C'onni., Land Records, Book r, page 269.) Eleanor, wife
of Josiah Wood, died in Norwich i 7th January, 1763.

Josiah Wood4 married and settled in Lebanon, Conn.
He lived about five miles west of bis father's home on
Portipaug Hill. His real estate consisted of less than
an acre of land, xvith bouse, barn and shop thereon,
located on the east side of the street and about 6o rods
north of the old brick cburch in Lebanon street.

Family tradition, wvhich in this case is supported by
the records, makes it certain that he left bis family in
Lebanon and went to Cornwallis, Nova Scotia, doubtless
in the summer of 1791, to look up and get possession
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of large tracts of land in that towvnship wvbich had been
granted to bis father-in-lawv, Robert Tbompson, Ilnowv
deceased."

Josiah Wood" is said to have died wvbile on his return
voyage, but just when is flot known.

A few years after his death, probably in i8oo, his
ividowv, Ruth Wood, and bis son, Josiah Wood5 , wvent
to Nova Scotia on the same business that had drawn
thither Josiah Wood 4 . The son remained there, but
the wvidowv returned to Connecticut, wvbere she -%as alive
as late as 18-1. She seems to have been a 'vonian of
more than ordinary force of character and intelligence.
Her husband miade lier bis attorney to manage bis
affairs in Lebanon 2îth June, i l, just before be started
for Nova Scotia, tbus showing his faith in ber ability.
Her energy at tbe age of 55 years is seen in the wveari-
some journey to Nova Scotia and the return (i8oo to
1802). No doubt the interests of ber children impelled
her to ail these labors. Sec ber letters in Appendix D.

In i8oo Josiahi Wooads and his mother, Ruth Wood,
camne frarn Lebanan, Cann., ta Dorchester, New
Brunswick. The purpose of their corning wvas ta get
possession of the lands granted ta Robert Thompson,
grandfathier of Josiahi Woods, as bas been previously
rnentioned. Ini this purpose we know they failed. They
were in Cornwvallis, Nova Scotia, in the winter of x8oo-
î8oi, but returned ta Darchester, Newv Brunswick, the
following autumn. Here lie rnarried in 18a4 or early
inl 1805, and in this vicinity spent the rest of his days.
His diary (now ini possession of bis descendants) begun
in î8oo, throwvs rnuch Iighit upon his life. It tells of
bis wvork as a cloth maker, of bis meachinag school, of bis
playingr the flute and singing sangs, and of rnany other
characteristie events. This diary also thirows cansider-
able light upon life and society at the head of the Bay
of Fundy one huindred years aga.

Mariner Ayer WVood early in life began business in
a small way in Sackville, N. B. Under his careful
planning and intelligent care it grewv into a large mer-
cantile and ship-building establishment wvith a widely
known reputation. In 1871 a partnership %vas formed,
the sons, Josiah and Charles Harmon, being added, and
the firmn name becamne M. Wood & Sons. But the
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younger son, Charles Harmon Wood, died that same
year (1871) and in 1875 the father, Mariner Wood,
died. This left the son, Josiah Wood, sole representa-
tive and proprietor. Under him the business has been
greatly increased and extended. It still bears the firm
name of M. Wood & Sons.

Honorable Josiah Wood 7 graduated at Mount Allison
University, Sackville, N. B., in 186-. He received from
bis Aima Mater the degree of M.A. in 1866 and the
degree of D.C.L. in 1891. His position in the business
wvorId is seen in hîs extensive and varied transactions
in the marts of t-wo hiemispheres. For thirteen years hie
represented bis county in the Dominion House, and for
eight years (1903,) lie has been a member of the Senate.
The following account of Senator Wood is copied from
,ilfoztnt Alliron &Univcr.rily A rgosy for March, 1902:

"Ininiediately after graduation Mr. Wood proceeded to,
thxe study of Iaw in the offices of bis uncle, the late justice
Palmner, and in due course wvas regularly admitted to the
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bar. He, hovever, liad scarcely entered the practice of bis
profession wvhen the iii - hecalth of lus brother Clharles
brouglît about a change of plan, and business rather tluan
lawv becanie bis life %vork. The dcathi of his father in 1875
threw upon hii fot only the headship, but the entire control.
of the well Iknowvn house of M. Wood & Sons, a responsibil-
ity whicli lie lias retained unsliared tîntil the present. At
thie sanie tinie lie succeeded lus lionored father, Mariner
Wood, Esq., as a member of the Mount Allison Board of
Regents and as treasurer of the corporation, which posi-
tions, greatly to the lenefit of bis Aima Mater, lie stili con-
tinues to hold.

Mr. Wood's course in college gave promise of a life of
usefulness and distinction. Hie toolc exceptionally lîigh,
rank as a student, even at that early period giving abundant
cvidence of tliat clear-lheadedness, that penetrative analytic
quality of nîind wluich lias been bis characteristic ever since.
Tlîat promîise bas been nmade good. In business circles no
naine stands higlier tlîan lus. His mercantile and financial
interests have been of large proportions and wide ramifica-
tions, involving bauîking, railroadirîàg and real estate transac-
tions, in addition to wholesale nuerchanclising on a large
scale.

In 1882 lie wvas cecctcd representative for the County of
Westinorland in the Dominion flouse, and retained the Seat
tili 1895, whien lie was elevated to the Senate. Wbile in tue
Comîîuons lie occupied the responsible position of chairman
of the comnîittee on baniking and commierce, and through-
out bis legislative career bas sustained the reputation of
being one of the clearest thinkers and nuost effective debat-
ers in Parlianuent. His strengthi lies uuot in flasliy, frothy
rhetoric, for lie lias none of the arts of the stump-speaker,
but in the fulness of luis information, the searcluing analysis
wluich lie brings to bear on tue plienomena wvlich he dis-
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cusses and the clearness with which bis well-matured ideas
are enunciated.

By none is the Senator's worti nmore fully recognized and
appreciated than bv the Regents, Faculty, Alunîni and the
general student body of IMount Allison. In directing the
policy of the University and its cognate institutions, bis
counsel naturally exerts a potential influence. In financial
emergencies lie bias provcd a tower of strength, bis advice
invaluable and lus personai contributions generous and fre-
quent. As founder of "the Wood Professorship of Class-
ics" and donor of other largre gifts, lie takes rank among, the
leading benefactors of bis Aimna Mater, in wlîose services hie
ungrudgingly spends tirne as well as money.

Senator Wood is stili ini the prime of life, and the Argosy
and ail its readcrs sincercly trust tlîat lie lias many years yet
icft in wvhiclî to work for Mouint Allison and Canada."

Ruth Thornpson, wvife of Josiali Wood4,. was the daugh-
ter of Robert Thompson and his wife IRebccca, daughter of
Ebenezer and Rebecca (Swveetzer) Messenger. Rebecca
Messenger was born in Boston 26th june, 1721, an-d there
married Robert TI-ompson 2Oth Decemnber, 1743. (See
Bostont Records and N. E. Hist. and Gen. Register, Vol. 16,
page 31L.)

Children of Robert Thonipson recorded in Lebanon are:
i. Ruth, "born iii Boston, Mýass.," 2oth November, 1745,
daughter of Robert and Rebecca Thompson. 2. Anu, born
in "Newton" (Newtown), Conn., 2ist August, 1755, daugh-
ter of Robert and Martlîa Thornpson. 3. Robert, "y?'
(their) son, born in Lebanon, Conn., 25thl March, 1757.

In the Lebanon Records these naines are ail written to-
gether as one family, and are ail there given as the children
of one and the saine Robert Thonîpson.

A lawyer was employed in 1844 to search the titie of
Robert Thon-pson to Nova Scotia lands. At that time this
lawyer made a chart of this Robert Thompson's descend-
ants, which is in the possession of flic Wood family. This
chart adds to, the list of bis clilidren : 4,, Desire, and 5,
Martha, who nîarricd Patton Murray and who, had a
daughter Anne, the xvife of George Graves, probably of
St. Johin, N. B.

This chart also gives the important fact that Robert, son
of flic above Robert Thonipson, w~as "siain in action."
Probably Desire died young. Probably MUartha was born in
Nova Scotia or Newv Brunswvick. 0f flic several hecirs of
Robert Thonipson living in the United States i 184 tluis
Iawyer's cbart makes no mention. Froin flue foregoing it
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is seen that the children of Robert Thornpson wvere: i
Ruth; 2, Ann; 3, Robert; 4, Desire; 5, 1'Iartha. Robert
Thompson probably died in Cornwallis, Nova Scotia, for
that is tlue last place in wvhichi he is said to have residcd.
Sec Appendix E. Nothing is knowvn concerning flic last
days of his wives, Rebecca and Martha.

In 1759 the townslhip of Cornwallis, Nova Scotia, was
granted to about i50 prospective settiers, one of %vhom wvas
Robert Tlionupson, of Lebanon, Conn. His share in the first
grant wvas 750 acres. In 1763 lue received an additional
grant of 500 acres. I-le must soon af ter have gone to Nova
Scotia to look aftcr his property and there died, probably
before the conditions of his grant werc fulfilled. His son-
in-lawv, Josiahi Wood 1, then undertook to save the property,
and inl 1791 hie mortgaged luis Lebanon homue and shop and
his rights in luis Cornwallis lands, and wvent to Nova Scotia,
but died before reaching luis Lebanon lhonme, to wluich hie
ivas retiurning. In i8oo Josiahi Wood 5, with bis nuother
Ruth, ivent thither on the saie quest, but for sorne unex-
plained reason the titie was lost and the lands passed into
other hands.

H1e inarried Aimy Easterbrooks, 6t11 May, 1783. Hie wvas a
miaster mariner, an(1 died ioth March, 1785, in the wreck
of bis vessel off Grand Manan.

Elijah Ayer, father of Capt. Mariner Ayer, sold his
property on Por tipang illi, Norwich, Coiîn., and removed
to New Brunswick about 1761. (Sue Norwich, Conn., Land
Records.) The following facts are recorded in Norwich:

This hast joseph Ayer earhy bought land on Portipaug Hill,
Norwichî, and reinoved thither from l-averlîilh, Mass. IHe
had two sons, joseph and Timiothy, one of wvhorn, joseph,
deeded land at Portipaug ta E hijahi Ayer, calling hini -myi
son." Here Ehijah lived until lic sold out and went to Newv
Brunswick.

Carcw) to lier brother, Chiarles Josepli XVood, written
slîortlv after lie ernigrate I froni Norwvich, Conn., to, Kins-
man, Ohio. Thie original of this letter is ini possession of
bis son, Charles B. Wood, of Kinsmnan, Ohio -

Noîzwicri, October 9th, 1831.

Dcar flrothcer and Sister: I rejoiccd to Ilîar (by way of
Mr. Bushinel's Ictter) of your prosperity. I feel a great
desire to sec you in your newv habitation and arn inuch dis-
appointed in that %ve carinot corne this fali, we have our
"ups and(ldowns.," about nioving; at one tinie wc thoughit wve
were sure of selling, and for the space of one xveek I was
flying to yon, but -the pretended purchaser "backed out ;"
but I hiope we slial succeed better another year. Whien 1
cousider thc distance between us, I exciairn, 0 w'hy is it
tliat wve arc so, far separatcd, thie tinie is 50 short that we
have to stay iii this world that it seemns as though we iniglit
live nearer togethier. Lut the great Father of ail gives us
hopes and prospects of better things, w'hich enables us
better to bear the disappointmnents which we have to, pass
throughi. I spent ten days at Uncle Kinsian's a short tinie
siiîce. Grandiuiother Tracy's hcalth is very feeble. I had
a short letter from Cousin Maria Hoar, dated the 4th of
June, stating that Grandrnother Wood's hecalth wvas quite
cornfortabhe, so that shie could sit up the rnost of the day.
Cousin Josiahi i in partnership at bis trade xvith a young
inan in Hartford, and boards nt home. Mr. Fuller, that
broughit thie letter, said thiat Maria's hiealth is rernarkably

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good, that she is quite rational and is braiding hiats; she
desired to knowv if Charles had, nioved to the west, as tlîey
hiad heard such. a report. I hiave flot answvered lier letter
yet. I know not whether '1\r. F. lias returned to Hartford.
Mr. and Mrs. Marvin Watrons hiave lost thecir only soni of
the cauker-rash. Mrs. Elishia Mansfield likewisc died last
xveelc of a kind of consunîption, 1 believe. 1\r. George
Andrews is married to a Miss Lad. Widow Gurdon
Buslhnell is also inarried. Levi Perry and Eniily Charleton
are married. Henry Harris sailed out of N. London in
June oni a wvhaling expedition; we have lately hiad iiews of
biis good health. and faithfulness. M\,rs. Harris continues
to occupy hiaif of tue bouse, but wve intend to hiave it set off
next rnonth if shie persists in holding it. LTncle B. T. de-
sired nie to %vrite bis love to vou. George sends his and
1ikewvise wvislies that Uncle Clharles -would corne along witbi
a Ioad of wood. I found sorte pieces of vour vest in one of
niv drawvers, anid as t'îis letter is to go frec I thiink I xviii yen-
turc to put t0îcri. i. . 1 shall likewise send you somne seeds
of a verg;4t-cvs P.1d quince. Give mîy respects to Esq. B.'s
fainily, and uspt: -1aly to Uncle and Aunt; also to MINrs. R.,

The above letter wvas wvritten on one side of a shecet of
foolscap paper. On thichier side of the slieet wvas the fol-
lowing letter, wvrittcn by the biusband, Daniel Carew:

Dear Charles: I improve the present private opportunity
to inforiii you of our good lîcaîth, as I perceive Racliel bias
not. We thoughit we liad sold to R. 'Morgan, but fie
skunk't froxîî bis bargain. He now laies it ail to niother,
but I find you can't hiold hiin uiîless yvju bavc it in black
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and white. Mrs. Harris does not yet give us an answver
whetber sbe will seli or niot. The County Court sits next
month, and if she does nothing about it before that time I
shall bring a petition and have it set off. Mrs. Isaiahi W.
Hollaway wishes mie to rcquest you to enquire of Capt. D.
Allen wbat sumn is the least bie will take for that small place
of bis on the opposite side of the road and write bim an
answer. It is that sm-all log bouse and liow mucli land
there is witb it. He wvarts about 7 acres, but if there is
a littie more or less it will make no odds. As to coming out
to Kinsmail I don't know wbiat to say to you. I have
tbougbit somnetinies of putting my bouse and land joining
up at auction, for I suppose I could seli the rest at any tirne.
Morgan says lie wiil let nie bave $500 and wvait tili the pro-
perty cari be sold, but Uncle Kinsmian and my mother advise
flot to take it, as hie may give mie trouble. So we miust stay
wvbcre we are at prescrit. It bias been a remnarkably wet sea-
son and very productive one. It is now the 9thi of Oct.
and we bave flot frost enougb to kili the tender vines.
Uncle B. remains pretty inuch flic sanie kind of person
lie ever -%vas, but we get along %vith hlmii as well as we could
expcct. He is an old cbild and we make allowance. Chiarles,
I want 3yo, if you ever do write uls, to inform mie wvbat you
tbink of myv selling at auction. It wvotld probably not selI
at this tinie for its value. Give my respects to Mrs. Wood
and a large share to yourself. N. B.-You wvill perceive by
tbis that we bave niot forgotten you, althougb it sccms you
bave us, for wc should flot bave known you xvas in flic land
of the living if

The above is ail there wvas on this shecet of paper. It
would appear that this letter wvas continued on another
sheet.
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During tlue preparation of this pamphilet efforts were
made to trace the ancestry of Thomas Wood of Rowley.
These were flot successful; but the followirg facts are
considereci worthy of mention in that connection:

Col. Eliphialet Dyer visited England inl 1763 (See
"Uiverc;sities and their Sonis,-" Vol. 5, page i79, and
"Appleton's cyclopacdia of A w cricain B iography.")

He boughit out for Anniie (Wood) Elderkin, wvife of
Col. Jedediali El1derkin of Windhian, Conn., a crest and
coat-of-armis. They were understood to be the crest and
coat-of-armis of the Wood fanuily, to xvhichi slie belonged.
Sie wvas the daughter of Thomias \'Vod 3 , of Norwich,
Conn., whio wvas a grandson of Thiomas Wood of Rowley.
They were retained by t\Mrs. Elderkin and lier descendants
until 1872, whien they were depositcd with the Long Island
Historical Society of Brooklyn. New York.

In the Librar.y of Harvard University, Camubridge, Mass.,
in the Publication of the Harleian Society, Vol. XXXII,
for the year i891, is found the following:
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"The visitation of Norfolk, made and taken by William
Hervey, Clarencieux King of Arrns, Anno. 1563, enlarged
with another visitation made by Clarencicux Cooke, with
many other descents, and also the visitation made by John
Raven, Richmond, Anno.

Ipage 27, are furthcr particulars of the WVood family of
Norwich, England. There is, however, nothing in these
records, nor have anyv records been found fuirnishirig posi-
tive proof that Thonias XVIood, of Rowlev, wvas descended
froin this Wood famnilv of Norwich, Norfolk County,
England, buit that hie miay have been seenis highly probable
for thie following reasons.

The crest and coat-of-arnis procuireci for Mrs. Elderkin
il' 1763 are the saine as those of the Norwich family.

Thev were broughit ont as the crest and coat-of-arms of
thie farnily to xvhich she belonged and were rctained by lier
as such.

At the timie 1'vrs. Elderkin procured them (1763) her
father, Thiomas Wood 3 , of Norwich, carpenter (who was
grandson of Thomias Wood 1, of Rowvley), wvas living, and
it is only reasonable to assume that it wvould thien be known
thiroughl famnily tradition fromi whîat part of England they
camie and w~hat were their faniily connections there.

Until more positive proof can be obtained there will be
uncertainty in regard to this connection. Possibly future
investigation mnay reinove the doubts noiv existingl.
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
