His Excellency tho Governor General was pleased to open the Session by a gracious 

speech to both Houses.

Honorable Gentlemen of the Senate :
Gentlemen of the House of Commons :

I have much satisfaction in meeting you at this, the usual and most convenient 
season of the year, and under the present auspicious circumstances of the country.

The hope I was sanguine enough to express at the close of the last Session, that no 
further attempt would be made to disturb our frontier, was doomed to early disappoint 
ment. The Session had scarcely closed when lawless bands assembled within the United 
States in great numbers, and renewed the menace of invasion. They ventured to cross 
the border at two points, but were promptly met and repelled, So complete and humil­
iating was the repulse, that the invaders lost heart and hope, threw away quantities of 
arms, and fell back to encumber the villages in their rear, with their starving and demor­
alized masses. Our Militia rallied at the first call to arms with praiseworthy alacrity, and 
the spirit which pervades the country, swelled their numbers with volunteers from all 
quarters. The gallantry displayed and the success achieved, have been duly recognized 
by the highest Military authority, and honored in gratifying terms of appreciation, by 
Her Most Gracious Majesty. In maintaining the Militia on active duty, the Govemmént 
incurred an outlay to a considerable amount beyond what was provided by the votes of 
last Session. The accounts of the entire expenditure for the defence of the frontier will 
be laid before you, and I feel confident that you will pass a bill to indemnify the Gov­
ernment.

My anticipations of success in regard to the Act passed for the Governmrnt of Man­
itoba, and the North West territories, and in tegard to the Military Expedition, which it 
was necessary to despatch, have been fortunately realized. The troops surmounted the 
difficulties of the long and toilsome route with endurance and intelligence. They 
encountered no armed opposition, and their arrival at thé Red River was cordially 
welcomed by the inhabitants. The people of the new Province have, under the Constitu­
tion accorded to them last year, assumed all the duties of self-government, and every 
appearance warrants the hope that they are entering steadily upon a carreer of peace and 
prosperity.

The Legislature of British Columbia has passed an Address to Her Majesty, praying 
for admission into the Union, on the terms and conditions therein stated. All tho papers 
on this important subject will be submitted, and your earnest attention is invited to 
them. I hope that you will think that the terms are so fair as to justify you in passing a 
similar address, so that the boundaries of Canada may, at an early day, be extended from 
the shores of the Atlantic Ocean on the one side, to the shores of tho Pacific on tho other.

Should such an addres be adopted, it will be necessary for you to take steps to secure 
the early exploration and survey of a route for an Lateroceanic Railway, with a view to 
its construction in accordance with the terms of Union.

The acquisition of the North West Territories throws upon the Government an l 
Parliament of the Dominion the duty of promoting their early settlement by the encour­
agement of immigration. This duty can be best discharged by a liberal land policy, and 
by opening up communications through our own Country to Manitoba. The means pro­
posed for accomplishing these purposes will be submitted for your consideration.

Her Majesty’s Government has decided upon referring the Fishery question, along 
with other questions pending between the two Countries, to a Joint Commission to be 
named by Her Majesty’s Government and the Government of the United States. On
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this commission Canada will be represented. This mode of dealing with the various 
matters in controversy will, I trust, lead to their satisfactory adjustment. Canada urges 
no demand beyond those to which she is plainly entitled by Treaty and the law of nations. 
She has pushed no claim to an extreme assertion, and only sought to maintain the rights 
ot her own people fairly and firmly, but in a friendly and considerate spirit and with all 
due respect to foreign powers and international obligations. The thanks of the country 
are due to the Admiral on the Station and those under his command, for the valuable and 
efficient aid which they rendered to our cruisers during the past season in maintaining 
order and protecting the inshore Fisheries from enroachment.

The prospect of the adoption of the International Currency seems, in the present state 
of Europe, to be so remote, that I recommend you to consider the propriety of assimilat­
ing the Currency of the Dominion without further delay.

The extension to Manitoba of the Militia and other Laws of the Dominion, and their 
adaptation tothepresent circumstances of that young Province, will require your attention.

The decennial Census will be taken on the third day of April next, and it is believed 
that a more thorough and accurate system has been adopted than any that has hitherto 
obtained. It may be necessary to amend the Act of last Session in some particulars.

Among other measures Bills will be presented to you relating to Parliamentary 
Elections, Weights and Measures, Insurance Companies, Savings Banks, and for the 
Consolidation and amendment oi the Inspection Laws.

Gentlemen of the House of Commons :

I have given directions that the Public Accounts shall be laid before you. You will 
learn with satisfaction that the Revenue for the past year was hi excess of what was 
estimated, and that the prospects for the current year are so encouraging that, notwith­
standing the extensive public improvements which are contemplated, you will probably l e 
able to dim inish the taxation of thé country.

The Estimates for the ensuing year will be submitted to you. and I feel assured that 
you will be of opinion that the supplies which you will be asked to vote can be granted 
without inconvenience to the people.

Honorable Gentlemen of the Senate ; and
Gentlemen of the House of Commons :

I lay these various and weighty matters before you in full confidence that they will 
engage your mature attention, and I pray that the result of your deliberations may, with 
the Divine blessing, prove conducive in all respects to the advancement and happiness cf 
the Country. .

RESPECTFULLY SHEWETH,

of Parliament

That your Librarian is enabled to state, with much satisfaction, that contracts have 
been entered into by the Department of Public Works for the immediate construction of 
the new Library. Stone is now being prepared in readiness for building as soon as the 
season will permit. Meanwhile, considerable difficulty has been experienced in providing 
accommodation, m the present crowded apartments, for the Books added to the collection 
since last session, a difficulty which can only be removed by the speedy completion of the 
new premises.

. *n the selection of Books for the augmentation of the Library, it has been deemed 
advisable to bestow particular attention to the subject of Mechanics and Engineering, on 
account of the great and increasing demand, amongst those who frequent the same,’for 
information thereon. Your Librarian has accordingly purchased complete series of the 
Minutes of Proceedings of the Institution of Civil Engineers since 1837 ; of the Journal 
of the Franklin Institute of Pennsylvania from 1826 ; and from the Scientific American 
nom 1859 ; all of them works of the highest utility in practical science, and which, from 
their cost and magnitude, are beyond the reach of ordinary private purchasers.

Through the liberality of Her Majesty’s Government, the Library has been enriched 
by several donations of great value, within the past year ; among which a complete series 
of Ad mil altyl harts, issued since 1855, and a beautifully illustrated work on the Native 
Tribe.-, of India, are deserving of especial mention. These works were obtained through the 
intervention of His Excellency the Governor General, who kindly undertook to forward 
your Librarian’s application for the same to the Imperial Authorities, and to add thereto 
the weight of his own recommendation.

Your Librarian regrets that, owing to the war which now unhappily prevails in 
Europe, it was not possible to procure any supply of Books from Paris after the month of 
September. ^ I he additions to the French collection have consequently been less numerous 
than heretofore. In all other respects he trusts that the additions to the Library will be
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found satisfactory. A brief Catalogue of these additions lias been printed for distribution to 
Members.The expenditure on behalf of the Library has been strictly kept within the amount of 
the parliamentary grant; and after the payment of all outstanding accounts, a balance will 
remain to cover necessary expenditure during the remainder of the fiscal year.

We rejoice to hear from Your Excellency that your anticipations of 
in regard to the Act passed for the Government of Manitoba, and the .North 
West Territories, and in regard to the Military Expedition, which it was necessary 
to despatch, have been fortunately realized; that the troops surmounted the 
difficulties of the long and toilsome route with endurance and intelligence ; that 
t hey encountered no armed opposition, and their arrival at the lied Riva was 
cordially welcomed by the inhabitants; that the people of the nevx Piovince^hav e,. 
under the Constitution accorded to them last year, assumed all the duties of 
self-government, and that every appearance warrants the hope that they are 

toring steadily upon a career of peace and prosperity.
We thank Your Excellency for informing us that the Legislature of British 

Columbia has passed an Address to Her Majesty, praying for admission into the 
Union, on the terms and conditions therein stated ; and we beg to assure Your 
Excellency that our earnest attention will be given to the papers on this important 
subject, which Your Excellency is pleased to say will be submitted to us, and iu 
will give us great pleasure to find the terms so fair as to justify us in passing 
a similar Address, so that the boundaries of Canada may, at an carly^ day, be 
extended from the shores of the Atlantic Ocean on the one side, to the snoies 
the Pacific on the other.

Should such an address be adopted, we will give our best consideration to 
the question of taking steps to secure the early exploration and survey of a route 
for an Interoceanic Railway, with a view to its construction in accordance with 
the terms of Union.

We agree with Your Excellency that the acquisition ol the North \vcst 
Territories throws upon the Government and Parliament oi the Dominion the 
duty of promoting their early settlement by the encouragement of immigration ; 
and that this duty can be best discharged by a liberal land policy, and by 
opening up communications through our own Country to Manitoba. The means 
proposed for accomplishing these purposes, when» submitted to us, will receive 
our attentive consideration.

Wc thank Your Excellency for informing us that Her Majesty’s Government 
lias decided upon referring the Fishery question, along with other questions 
pending between the two countries, to a Joint Commission, to be named by Her 
Majesty’s Government and the Government of the United States, and that on 
this Commission,Canada will be represented; and with V our Excellency, we trust 
that this mode of dealing with the various matters in controversy, will lead to 
their satisfactory adjustment. Canada, as Your Excellency states, urges 
demand beyond those to which she is plainly entitled by treaty and the lav 
of nations ; and we rejoice to learn that she has pushed no claim to an extrene- 
assertion, and only sought to maintain the rights of her own people fairly and 
firmly, but in a friendly and considerate spirit, and with all due respect to foreign 
powers and international obligations.

We cordially agree with Your Excellency, in saying that the thanks of the 
Country are due to the Admiral on the Station and those under his command, 
for the valuable and efficient aid which they rendered to our Cruisers, during 
the past Season, in maintaining order and protecting the inshore Fisheries from 
encroachment.

We agree with Your Excellency in opinion that the prospect of the adoption 
of an International Currency seems, in the present state ot Europe to lie remote, 
and we thank your Excellency for recommending us to consider the. propriety oi 
assimilating the Currency of the Dominion without further delay.

For the verification of the Printer’s Accounts, a fyle of the documents printed during 
the past year, was submitted to Your Committee, from which they selected indiscriminately 
several. Some were printed by the late contractors, and some by the. present. In every 
case, they are gratified in being able to state, that the measnrements were correct, and the 
prices charged in accordance with the respective contracts.

Resolved :—1. That by a despatch from the Governor of British Columbia, dated 23rd 
January, 1871, with other papers laid before this House by message from His Excellency 
the Governor General, of the 27th February last, this House learns that the Legislative

That, during the last Session of the late Legislative Council, the subject of the ad­
mission of the Colony o Britisn Columbia into the Union or Dominion of Canada was 
taken into consideration, and a Besolution on the subject was agreed to, embodying the 
terms upon which it was proposed that this Colony should enter the Union ;

That, alter the close of the Session, Delegates were sent by the Government of this 
Colony to Canada, to confer with the Government of the Dominion with respect to the 
admission of British Columbia into the Union"upon the terms proposed;

That, after considerable discussion by the Delegates with the Members of the Govern­
ment of the Dominion of Canada, the Terms and Conditions hereinafter specified were 
adopted by a Committee of the Privy Council of Canada, and were by them reported to 
the Governor General for his approval ; 1

That such Terms were communicated to the Government of this Colony by the
Governor General of Canada, in a Despatch dated July 7tli, 1870, and are as follows :__

6. Suitable Pensions, such as shall be approved of by Her Majesty’s Government, 
shall be provided by the Government of the Dominionfor those of Her Majesty’s Servants 
in the Colony whose position and emoluments derived therefrom would be affected by 
political changes on the admission of British Columbia into the Dominion of Canada.

7. It is agreed that the existing Customs Tariff and Excise Duties shall continue 
in force in British Columbia until the Railway from the Paeific Coast and the system of 
Railways in Canada are connected, unless the Legislature of British Columbia should 
sooner decide to accept the Tariff and Excise Laws of Canada. When Customs an* Excise 
Duties are, at the time of th* Union of British Columbia with Canada, leviable on any 
Goods, Wares, or Merchandizes in British Columbia, or in the other Provincés of the 
Dominion, those Goods, Wares, and Merchandizes may, from and after the Union, be im­
ported into British Columbia from the Provinces now composing the Dominion, or from 
either of those Provinces into British Columbia, on proof of payment of the Customs or 
Excise Duties leviable thereon in the Province of Exportation, and on payment of such 
further amount (if any) of Customs or Excise Duties as are leviable thereon in the 
Province of Importation. This arrangement to have no force or effect after the assimila­
tion of the Tariff and Excise Duties of British Columbia with those of the Dominion.

8. British Columbia shall be entitled to be represented in the Senate by Three 
Members, and by Six Members in the House of Commons. The representation to be 
increased under the provisions of thy “ British North America Act, 1867.

9. The influence of the Dominion Government will be used to secure the continued 
maintenance of the naval station at Esquimalt.

10. The provisions of the “ British North America Act, 1867,” shall (except those 
parts thereof which are in terms made, or by reasonable intendment may be held to be 
specially applicable to and only affect one and not tiie whole of the Provinces now com­
prising the Dominion, and except so far as the same may be varied by this Minute) be 
applicable to British Columbia in the same way and to the like extent as they apply to

Union, of the construction of the said railway, tire Government of British Columbia shall 
not sell or alienate any further portion of the public lands of British Columbia in any 
other way than under right of pre-emption, requiring actual residence of the pre-emptor 
on the land claimed by him.

The Union shall take effect, according to the foregoing conditions and terms on Such 
day as Her Majesty, by and with the advice of Her Most Honorable Privy Council, may 
appoint (on addresses from the Legislature of the Colony of British Columbia, and of 
the Houses of the Parliament of Canada in the terms of the 146th section of the 
British North America Act, 1867), and British Columbia may in its Address specify the 
electoral districts for whieh the first election of members to serve in the House of Com­
mons shall take place.

Copy of a Report of a Committee of the Honorable the Privy Council, approved by Ills 
Excellency the Governor General in Council, on the 1st July, 1870.

The Committee of the Privy Council have had under consideration a Despatch, 
dated the 7th May, 1870, from the Governor of British Columbia, together with certain 
resolutions submitted by the Government of that colony to the Legislative Council thereof— # 
both hereunto annexed—on the subject. of the proposed union of British Columbia 
with the Dominion of Canada ; and after several interviews between them and the 
Honorable Messrs. Trutch, HelmcJcen, and Carroll, the Delegates from British Columbia 
and* full discussion with them of the various questions connected with that impor­
tant subject, the Committee 
the following terms and conditions to form the basis of a political union between British 
Columbia and the Dominion of Canada.

1. Canada shall be liable for the debts and liabilities of British Columbia existing at
the time of the Union.

2. British Columbia not having incurred debts equal to those of the other 
Provinces now constituting the Dominion, shall be entitled to receive by half-yearly pay­
ments, in advance, from the General Government, interest at the rate of five per cent, per 
annum, on the difference between the actual amount of its indebtebness at the date of 
the Union, and the indebtedness per head of the population of Nova Scotia and New 
Brunswick ($27.77), the population of British Columbia being taken at 60,000.

3. The following sums shall be paid by Canada to British Columbia for the support 
of its Government and Legislature, to wit, an annual subsidy of $35,000, and an annual 
grant equal to 80 cents per head of the said population of 60,000, both half-yearly in 
advance, such grant of 8© cents per head to be augmented in proportion to the increase of 
population, as may be shown by each subsequent decennial census, until the population 
amounts to 400,000, at which rate such grant shall thereafter remain, it being understood 
that the first census shall be taken in the year 1881.

4. The Dominion will provide an efficient mail service fortnightly by steam communi­
cation between Victoria and San Francisco, and twice a week between Victoria and 
Olympia, the vessels to be adapted for'the conveyance of freight and passengers.

5. Canada will assume and defray the charges for the following services :—
A. Salary of the Lieutenant Governor.
B. Salaries and allowances of the Judges of the Superiôr Courts and the County

D. The postal and telegraphic services.
E. Protection and encouragement of fisheries.

We, Your Majesty’s most dutiful and loyal subjects, the Senate of Canada in
Parliament assembled, humbly approach Your Majesty for the purpose of representing :__

That by a Despatch from the Governor of British Columbia, dated 23rd 
January, 18 /1, with other papers laid before this House by message from His Excellency 
the Governor General, of the 27th February last, this House learns that the Legislative 
Council of that Colony, in Council assembled, adopted in January last an Address 
representing to Your Majesty that British Columbia was prepared to enter into Union 
with the Dominion of Canada, upon the terms and conditions mentioned in the said 
Address, which is as follows :

To the Queen's Most Excellent Majesty :
Most Gracious Sovereign :

We, Your Majesty’s most dutiful and loyal subjects, the Members of the Legisla­
tive Council of British Columbia in Council assembled, humbly approach Your Majesty 
for the purpose of representing

That, during the last Session of the late Legislative Council, the subject of the ad­
mission of the Colony of British Columbia into the Union or Dominion of Canada 
taken into consideration, and a Resolution on the subject was agreed to, embodying the 
terms upon which it was proposed that this Colony should enter the Union ;

That, after the close of the Session, Delegates were sent by the Government of this 
Colony to Canada, to confer with the Government of the Dominion with respect to the 
admission of British Columbia into the Union ‘'upon the terms proposed;

That, after considerable discussion by the Delegates with the Members of the Govern­
ment of the Dominion of Canada, the Terms’ and Conditions hereinafter specified 
adopted by a Committee of the Privy Council of Canada, and were by them reported to 
the Governor General for his approval ;

That such Terms were communicated to the Government of this Colony by the 
Governor General of Canada, in a Despatch dated July 7th, 1870, and are as follows :—

1. Canada shall be liable for the Debts and Liabilities of British Columbia exisiting at 
the time of the Union.

2. British Columbia not having incurred debts equal to those of the other Provinces 
now constituting the Dominion, shall be entitled to receive, by half-yearly payments in 
advance from the General Government, Interest at the rate of five per cent, per 
the difference between the actual amount of its indebtedness at the date of the Union, and 
the indebtedness per head of the population of Nova Sçotia and New Brunswick, ($27.77) 
the population of British Columbia being taken at 60,000.

3. The following sums shall be paid by Canada to British Columbia for the sup - 
port of its Government and Legislature, to wit, an Annual Subsidy of $35,000 and an 
Annual Grant equal to 80 cents per head of the said population of 60,000, both half-yearly 
in advance, such Grant of 80 cents per head to be augmented in proportion to the increase of 
population, as may be shewn by each subsequent decennial census, until the population 
amounts to 400,000, at which rate such Grant shall thereafter remain, it being under­
stood that the first census be taken in the year 1881.

4. The Dominion will provide an efficient mail service, fortnightly, by steam 
communication between Victoria and San Francisco, and twice a wreek between Victoria

d Olympia ; the vessels to be adapted for the conveyance of freight and passengers.
5. Canada will assume and defray the charges for the following services :—

A. Salary of the Lieutenant Governor ;
B. Salaries and Allowances of the Judgss of the Superior Courts and the County 

or District Courts ;
O. The charges in respect to the Department of Customs ;
D. The Postal and Telegraphic Services

was
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E. Protection and Encouragement of Fisheries ;
F. Provision for the Militia ;
G. Lighthouses, Buoys, and Beacons, Shipwrecked Crews, Quarantine and

Marine Hospitals, including 
a Marine Hospital at Victoria ;

H. The Geological Survey ;
I. The Penitentiary ;

And such further charges as may he incident to and connected with the services which 
by the British North America Act of 18G7 appertain to the General Government, and 

or may be allowed to the other Provincfes.
G. Suitable Pensions, such as shall be approved of by Her Majesty’s Government, 

shall be provided by the Government of the Dominion for those of Her Majesty’s Servants 
in the Colony whose position and emoluments derived therefrom would be affected fey 
political changes on the admission of British Columbia into the Dominion of Canada.

7. It-is agreed that the existing Customs Tariff and Excise Duties shall continue 
in force in British Columbia until the Bailway from the Pacific Coast and the system of 
Railways in Canada, are connected, unless the Legislature of British Columbia should 
sooner decide to accept the Tariff and Excise Laws of Canada. When Customs and Excise 
Duties are, at the time of the Union of British Columbia with Canada, leviable on any 
Goods, Wares, or Merchandizes in British Columbia, or in the other Provinces of the 
Dominion, those Goods, Wares, and Merchandizes may, from and after the Union, be im­
ported into British Columbia from the Provinces now composing the Dominion, or from 
either of those Provinces into British Columbia, on proof of payment of the Customs or 
Excise Duties leviable thereon in the Province of Exportation, and on payment of such 
further amount (if any) of Customs or Excise Duties as are leviable thereon in the 
Province of Importation. This arrangement to have no force or effect after the assimila­
tion of the Tariff and Excise Duties of British Columbia with those of the Dominion.

8. British Columbia shall bo entitled to he represented in the Senate by Three 
Members, and by Six Members in the House of Commons. The representation to be 
increased under the provisions of the “ British North America Act, 1867.”

9. The influence of the Dominion Government will be used to secure the continued 
maintenance of the naval station at Esquimalt.

10. The provisions of the “■British North America Act, 1867,” shall (except those 
parts thereof which are in terms made, or by reasonable intendment may be held to be 
specially applicable to and only affect one and not the whole of the Provinces now com­
prising the Dominion, and except so far as the same may he varied by this Minute) be 
applicable to British Columbia in the same way and to the like extent as they apply to 
the other Provinces of the Deminion, and as if the Colony of British Columbia had been 
one of the Provinces originally united by the said Act.

11. The Government .of the Dominion undertake to secure the commencement 
simultaneously, within two years from the date of Union, of the construction of a Rail­
way from the Pacific towards the Bocky Mountains, and from such point as may he 
selected, East of the Rocky Mountains, towards the Pacific, to connect the seaboard 
of British Columbia with the Railway system of Canada ; and further, to secure the com­
pletion of such Railway within ten years from the date of the Union.

And the Government of British Columbia agree to convey to the Dominion Govern­
ment, in trust, to be appropriated in such manner as the Dominion Government may deem 
advisable in furtherance of the construction of the said Railway, a similar extent of Public 
Lands along the line of Railway throughout its entire length in British Columbia, 
to exceed, however, twenty (20) miles on each side of said line, as may be appropriated 
for the same purpose by the Dominion Government from the Public Lands in the 
North We it Territories and the Province of Manitoba. Provided that the quantity 
of land which may be held under Pre-emption right or by Grown Grant within the 
limits of the traet of land in British Columbia to be so conveyed to the Dominion 
GoTernmeni shall be made good to the Dominion from contiguous Public Lands ; and
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provided further, that until the commencement, within two years, as aforesaid, from the 
date of the Union, of tne construction of the said Railway, the Government of British 
Columbia shall not sell or alienate any further portions of the Public Lands of British 

olumhia m any other way than under right of Pre-emption, requiring actual residence of 
the Pi e-emptor on the land claimed by him. In consideration of the land to be so con­
veyed in aid of the construction of the said Railway, the Dominion Government agree to 
pay to British (. olumbui from the date of the Union, the sum of $100,000 per annum in 
half yearly payments in advance. 1
a i 1 f\,rhc Dominion Government shall guarantee the interest for ten years from the

T ilin' W°rks’ at the rate of five per centum per annum, on such 
sum, not exceeding £100,000 sterling, as may be required for the construction of a first 
class graving dock at Esquimcilt.

1 ke constitution of the Executive Authority and of the Legislature of British 
Columbia shall, subject to the provisions of “the British North Avierica Act, 1867,” con­
tinue as existing at the time of the Union until altered under the authority of the said 
Act, it being at the same time understood that the Government of the Dominion will 
readily consent to the introduction of responsible government when desired by the inhabi­
tants of British Columbia and it being likewise understood that it is the intention of the 
Governor of British Columbia, under the authority of the Secretary of State for the 
Colonies, to amend the existing Constitution of the Legislature by providing that a majority 
of its Members shall be elective.

The Union shall take effect according to the foregoing terms and conditions on such 
( av as Hei Majesty by and with the advice of Her Most Honorable Privy Council may 
appoint (on addresses from the Legislature of the Colony of British Columbia and of the 
blouses of Parliament of Canada in the terms of the 146th section of the British North 
America Act, 1867,) and British Columbia may in its address specify the electoral 
districts for which the first election of members to serve in the House of Commons shall 
take place.

That such terms have proved generally acceptable to the people of this Colony.
-That this Council is, therefore, willing to enter into Union with the Dominion of 

Canada upon such terms, and humbly submit that, under the circumstances, it is ex- 
pecnent that the admission of this Colony into such Union, as aforesaid, should be 
effected afc as early a date as may be found practicable under the provisions of the 146th 
section^of the “British North America Act, 1867.”

We, therefore, humbly pray that Your Majesty will be graciously pleased, by and 
with the advice of Your Majesty’s Most Honorable Privy Council, under the provisions of 
the 146th section of the “British North America Act, 1867,” to admit British Columbia 
into the Union or Dominion of Canada on the basis of the terms and conditions offer- 
ed to this. Colony by the Govern ment of the Dominion of Canada, hereinbefore set 
until, and inasmuch as by the said terms British Columbia is empowered in its Address 
to specify the electoral districts for which the first election of Members to serve in the 
House ot Commons shall take place, we humbly pray that such electoral districts 
declared, under the Order in Council, to be as follows

And, that all the remainder of 1 ancouver Island, and all such islands adjacent 
thereto as were formerly dependencies of the lata Colony of Vancouver Island District 
shall constitute one District, to be designated Vancouver Island District,” and return 
One Member.”

; We further humbly represent, that the proposed terms and conditions of Union of 
British Columbia with Canada, as stated in the said Address, are in conformity with those 
preliminarily agreed upon between delegates from British Columbia and the Members 
of the Government of the Dominion of Canada, and embodied in a Report of a 
Committee of the Privy Council, approved by His Excellency the Governor General in 
Council, on the 1st July, 1870, which approved Report is as follows :—

Copy of a Report of a Committee of the Honorable the Privy Council, approved by Ilis 
Excellency the Governor General in Council, on the 1st July, 1870.

The Committee of the Privy Council have had under consideration a Despatch, 
dated the 7th May, 1870, from the Governor of British Columbia, togethèr with certain 
resolutions submitted by the Government of that colony to the Legislative Council thereof— 
both hereunto annexed—on the subject of the proposed union of British Columbia 
with the Dominion of Canada ; "and after several interviews between them and the 
Honorable Messrs. Trutch, HelmcJcen, and Can-all, the Delegates from British Columbia 
and full discussion with them of the various questions connected with that impor­
tant subject, the Committee now respectfully submit for your Excellency’s approval 
the following terms and conditions to form the basis of a political union between British 
Columbia and the Dominion of Canada.

1. Canada shall be liable for the debts and liabilities of British Columbia existing at 
the time of the Union.

2. British Columbia not having incurred debts equal to those of the other 
Provinces now constituting the Dominion, shall be entitled to receive by half-yearly pay­
ments, in advance, from the General Government, interest at the rate of five per cent, per 
annum, on the difference between the actual amount of its indebtebness at the date of 
the Union, and the indebtedness per head of the population of Nova Scotia and New 
Brunswick ($27.77), the population of British Columbia being taken at 60,000.

3. The following sums shall be paid by Caiuida to British Columbia for the support 
of its Government and Legislature, to wit, an annual subsidy of $35,000, and an annual 
grant equal to 80 cents per head of the said population of 60,000, both half-yearly in 
advance, such grant of 89 cents per head to be augmented in proportion to the increase of 
population, as may be shown by each subsequent decennial census, until the population 
amounts to 400,000, at which rate such grant shall thereafter remain, it being understood 
that the first census shall be taken in the year 1881.

2
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4. The Dominion will provide an efficient mail service fortnightly by steam communi­
cation between Victoria and San Francisco, and twice a week between Victoria and 
Olympia, the vessels to be adapted for the conveyance of freight and passengers.

5. Canada will assume and defray the charges for the following services :—
A. Salary of the Lieutenant Governor.
B. Salaries and allowances of the Judges of the Superior Courts and the County

or District Courts.
C. The charges in respect to the Department of Customs.
1). The postal and telegraphic services.
E. Protection and encouragement of fisheries.
F. Provision for Militia.
G. Lighthouses, buoys and beacons, shipwrecked crews, quarantine and marine

hospitals, including a marine hospital at Victoria.
H. The Geological Survey.
I. The Penitentiary.

And such further charges as may be incident to and connected with the services which 
by the British Forth America Act of 1867, appertain to the general Government, and 
are or may be allowed to the other Provinces.

6. Suitable pensions, such as shall be approved of by Her Majesty’s Government, 
shall be provided by the Government of the Dominion for those of Her Majesty’s servants 
in the Colony whose position and emoluments derived therefrom would be affected by 
political changes on the admission of British Columbia into the Dominion of Canada.

7. It is agreed that the existing customs tariff, and excise duties, shall continue in 
force in British Columbia until the railway from the Pacific Coast and the system of rail­
ways in Canada are connected, unless the Legislature of British Columbia should 
decide to accept the tariff and excise laws of Canada. When customs and excise duties 
are, at the time of the union of British Columbia with Canada leviable on any goods, 
wares, or merchandizes in British Columbia, or in the other Provinces of the Dominion 
these goods, wares, and merchandizes may, from and after the union, be imported into 
British Columbia from the Provinces now composing the Dominion, or from either of 
those Provinces into British Columbia, on proof of payment of the customs or excise duties 
leviable thereon in the Province of exportation, and on payment of such further amount (if 
any) of customs or excise duties as are leviable thereon in the Province of importation. 
This arrangement to have no force or effect after the assimilation of the tariff and excise 
duties of British Columbia with those of the Dominion.

8. British Columbia shall be entitled to be represented in the Senate by three 
bers, and by six members in the House of Commons. The representation to be increased 
under the Provisions of the British Forth America Act, 1867.

9. The influence of the Dominion Government will be used to secure the continued 
maintenance of the Naval Station at Esquimalt.

10. The provisions of the British Forth America Act, 1867, shall (except those parts 
hereof which are in terms made, or by reasonable intendment may be held to be specially 
applicable to, and only affect one and not the whole of the Provinces now comprising 
the Dominion, and except so far as the same may be varied by this Minute) be applicable 
to British Columbia, in the same way and to the like extent as they apply to the other 
Provinces of the Dominion, and as if the Colony of British Columbia had been one of 
the Provinces originally united by the said Act.

11. The Government of the Dominion undertake to secure the commencement, 
simultaneously, within two years from the date of the union, of the construction of a rail­
way from the Pacific towards the Rocky Mountains, and from such point as may be 
selected East of the Rocky Mountains towards the Pacific, to connect the seaboard of 
British Columbia, with the railway system of Canada ; and, further to secure the com­
pletion of such railway within ten years from the date of the Union.

And the Government of British Columbia agree to convey to the Dominion 
Government, in trust, to be appropriated in. such manner as the Dominion Government
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may deem advisable in furtherance of the construction of the said railway, a similar extent 
of public lands along the line of railway throughout its entire length in British 
Columbia, not to exceed, however, twenty (20) miles on each side of said line, as may 
be appropriated for the same purpose by ther Dominion Government from the public lands 
in the North West Territories and the Province oî Manitoba. Provided that the quantity 
of land which may be held under pre-emption right or by Grown grant within the 
limits of the tract of land in British Columbia to ba so conveyed to the Dominion 
Government, shall be made good to the Dominion from contiguous lands, and provided 
further, that until the commencement, within two years as aforesaid from the date of the 
Union, of the construction of the said railway, the Government of British Columbia shall 
not sell or alienate any further portion of the public lands of British Columbia in any 
other way than under right of pre-emption, requiring, actual residence of the pre-emptor 
on the land claimed by him. In consideration of the land to be so conveyed in aid of 
the construction of the said railway, the Dominion Government agree to pay to British 
Columbia, from the date of the Union, the sum of §100,000 per annum, in half-yearly 
payments in advance.

12. The Dominion Government shall guarantee the interest for ten years from the 
date of the completion of the works at the rate of five per centum per annum on such 

not exceeding £100,000 sterling, as may be required for the construction of a firstsum,
class graving dock at Esquimalt.

13. The charge of the Indians and the trusteeship and management of the lands 
reserved for their use and benefit, shall be assumed by the Dominion Government, and a 
policy as liberal as that hitherto pursued by the British Columbia Government, shall be 
continued by the Dominion Government after the Union. To carry out such policy, 
tracts of land of such extent as it has hitherto been the practice of the British Columbia 
Government to appropriate for that purpose, shall from time to time be conveyed by the 
Local. Government to the Dominion Government in trust for the use and benefit of the 
Indians, on application of the Dominion Government, and in case of disagreement 
between the two Governments respecting the quantity of such tracts of land to be so 
granted, the matter shall be referred for the decision of the Secretary of State for the 
Colonies.

The Honorable the Speaker presented to the House the following letter from Alfred 
Carneau, Esquire, one of the French translators of the Senate :_
ho the Honorable the Speaker of the Senate :

Sir, -The second report of the Committee on Contingent Accounts jrresented to the 
Senate on lhursday, repeats, with reference to a particular ‘case, the enunciation of a 
general principle, in these words :—
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“ Your Committee, being unwilling to depart from the recommendation made by the 
« Committee on Contingent Accounts, on the ninth day of June, 1869, and adopted by the 
« Senate,—against re-opening the question of Salaries.”

I come to you, Sir, to protest, in the name of my colleagues as well as in my own, 
against this positive, indefinite repetition front year to year, of the enunciation of a principle 
which has become unjust,—against this report on a particular case, based on grounds of too 
general a nature, and thus made to strike once more, without any occasion, at our present 
and future interests.

Now that the superannuation of Mr. Taylor, the late Clerk, has reduced the number 
of the Staff of the Senate, and increased the labor or responsibility of some of its remain­
ing members—is there not an opportunity, and would it not be just, to make some pro­
motion Î

You must feel, Mr. Speaker, that this question is one of extreme importance to us.
A heavy abatement is made from all our salaries, as well as from those of the 

employees of the House of Commons and of the Government, in view of a pension in 
the future, in 10, 15, 20 or 30 years hence, which few of us will ever enjoy, because most 
of us will die and turn into dust long before the time for it comes ; as for those who may 
be strong enough to reach the allotted limit as to age, it is provided that they shall 
receive pensions based upon the amounts of their salaries at the time of retirement.

You are aware that, in order to lighten this heavy burden,—which is especially so to 
those with small salaries— in the case of the persons employed in the Government Depart­
ment and at the same time to give those persons encouraging prospects, they have been 
divided into three classes, that for each class there is a minimum salary and a maximum 
salary ; that in consequence the employee receives regularly and progressively, from year 
to year a certain increase of salary until he has reached the maximum salary for Ins class; 
that there he remains stationary for a time, but that, as soon as on the occurence of a vacancy 
in the class above his, he is promoted into it, his salary begins again to receive progressive 
increases until it reaches the maximum of that class and

So that the employee in a Government department 
improving in proportion to the length of his service, the increase of his experience, and 
the amount and importance of his work.

And he may count upon having, when the time comes for him to be superannuated, 
a sufficient allowance for his own support and that of his wife, who will be old then as

so on.
and feels his position graduallysees

well as he.
Is not all this quite right 1
But for us, employees of the Senate or of the House of Commons, particularly tor 

the younger ones among us (I mean young men of from 30 to 40 years of age) nothing of 
the kind. No upward progress lor us, from January to December, h or each office a 
salary has been fixed, and you know that these salaries have been fixed at the lowest rates, 
and will probably remain for many years immovably fixed at minimum amounts.

The Senate had a plan. Being the Upper House, the Senate wished to take the 
initiative in reforming abuses, and to give an example of economy and moderation in 
expenditure. The motive was a good one in itself. But the example set, striking and 
conspicuous as it was, was not followed. How many of the thousands and thousands of 
employees, of all ranks, of all classes, of all grades of desert, in any one of the Govern­
ment Departments, or anywhere over the whole face of the country, have had then- 
salaries reduced 1 Not one, or hardly one. On the contrary, m three Sessions, (including 

present) $90,000 have been voted by Parliament itself towards the increase ol
existing salaries, and the creation of new ones. . i -,

We resigned ourselves, though with sadness, to suffer. from an exceptional rule. 
Denied the little annual increases awarded to our colleagues in other services, we hoped, 
we flattered ourselves, that at least there would be general promotion amongst us, when- 

vacancy should occur.
This also was quite right. ... ,
The second report deprives us by implication of even this last hope.

The Honorable Mr. Allan from the Joint Committee of the Senate and House of 
Commons on the Library of Parliament presented their Second Report.

The Members on behalf of the Senate, of the Joint Committee on the Library of 
Parliament, beg leave to present a second Report.

The Committee are gratified in being able to state that building operations have been 
resumed upon the structure intended for the reception of the Library, and that they have 
received from the Board of Works an assurance that the edifice shall be completed with 
the least possible delay.

At this junction the Committee feel it to be incumbent upon them to direct the 
attention of Government to the importance of making adequate provision for the heating 
and ventilating of Idle new Library. In the present temporary apartments, serious incon­
venience has been felt, and much injury to the Books oceasioned, by the unsatisfactory 
method for supplying warmth and fresh air to the rooms wherein the Books are deposited. 
These complaints are undoubtedly attributable, in great measure, to the fact that the 
apartments were originally intended for a different purpose, and that it has been found im­
possible, in many instances, to place the shelving for Books at a suitable distance from the 
hot-air registers. Nevertheless, the Committee are of opinion that every possible pre­
caution should be taken, in the important particulars of heating and ventilation, in order 
to avoid all causes of dissatisfaction in the new and permanent Building.

The Bill now before Parliament for the re-organization of the Library Department 
having made no provision for the mode of paying the Grant for the purchase of Books, 
the Committee would recommend that, until they shall have Jframed new regulations 
upon the subject, the grant shall be drawn, as at present, by the Clerks of the two 
Houses, and payments made therefrom through the Accountant of the Senate.

The Committee, by a rule of their own, approved by both Houses in 1867,are debarred 
from making any recommendation for the pecuniary encouragement of Canadian publica­
tions. By the operation of this rule they have been deprived of the advantage of possessing 
spare copies of Canadian Works of merit and special interest to present to foreign Libraries, 
in return for valuable donations received from them. They would accordingly beg to direct 
the attention of Government to this matter, and to request that from time to time a 
sufficient number of copies of all Canadian works of general utility or special value may 
be placed in the hands of the Librarian for distribution to Public Libraries abroad, with 
which exchanges are effected by the Library of Parliament.

To these Bills, the Royal Assent was pronounced by the Clerk of this House in the

Then the Honorable the Speaker of the House of Commons addressed His Excellency 

the Governor General as follows :—
May it please Your Excellency : In the name of the Commons, I present to your 

Excellency a Bill, intituled : “ An Act for granting to Her Majesty certain sums of 
“ money required to defray certain expenses of the Public Service for the financial years 
“ ending, respectively the 30th June 1871, and the 30tli June, 1872,” to which I humbly 
request Your Excellency’s assent.

To this Bill, the Clerk of this House, by His Excellency’s command, did thereupon
say :—

“ In Her Majesty’s name, His Excellency the Governor General thanks her loyal 
“subjects, accepts their benevolence, and assents to this Bill.”
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Then His Excellency the Governor General was pleased to deliver the following
speech :—

Honorable Gentlemen of the Senate:
Gentlemen of the. Hover, of Commons :—

In releasing you from further attendance in Parliament, I beg leave to express my 
warm acknowledgements for the diligence with which you have applied yourselves to the 
discharge of your public duties.

The Session has been brief, but work of importance has been accomplished, and I 
may congratulate you on the prospect which is foreshadowed, that in the future, the 
Sessions of the Parliament of the Dominion will not make the inconvenient demands on 
the time of the Members which they have done in the past.

The arrival in Ottaioa, of the Representatives elected to serve for the Province of 
Manitoba, and their taking their seats in Parliament, mark signally the completion of the 
Union of that Province with the Dominion.

The Criminal, Militia and other Statute Laws, not in their nature inapplicable to 
Manitoba, have been extended to that Province.

The regulations for the Survey and granting of lands in Manitoba were modelled on 
a system tested by experience, and will, by their liberality, offer a free home to all, 
without restriction, who desire to settle in the country and avail themselves of the 
advantage* held out to them.

It shall be on?, of my earliest cares during the recess to take steps to negotiate, 
equitable principles, with the Indian tribes in Manitoba and the North West Territory, 
in order to quiet their titles to lands.

The Session which we are now closing has witnessed the consummation of the Union 
of Manitoba, and the adoption of the necessary initial measures to facilitate and 
the admission of British Columbia into the Dominion.

The Addresses passed by the Senate and House of Commons have been sent 
forward to the Colonial Secretary for submission to Her Most Gracious Majesty, and 1 
trust Parliament will, at its next Session, have the satisfaction of viewing as an ac­
complished fact the Union of all Her Majesty’s Continental Possessions in North 
America, an object of which the attainment, even the most sanguine advocates of Con­
federation did not anticipate for many year* to come.

I cherish the expectation that the result of the Census will demonstrate that the 
several Provinces of the Dominion have made a rapid advance in population and in all 
the elements of material prosperity during the last decade.

The fisheries question is still under the consideration of the J oint High Commission 
at Washington, and I am confident that every effort is being made to secure such a result 
as will meet the reasonable expectations of the Canadian people, and tend to the preser 
vation of lasting amity ahd good feeling between Great Britain and the United States

Gentlemen of the House, of Commons :

I tender you my thanks for the readiness witli which you have granted the supplies 
for the present year.

Honorable Gentlemen, and Gentlemen :
We have abundant cause for rejoicing at the preeent moment in the favourable state 

of the revenue and the thriving condition of many branches of the national industry.
I gratefully acknowledge the loyalty of the people, and the spirit of order and respect 
for the law, which prevail in every part of the country, and I pray with all humility 
that these blessing* may be of long continuance, and that He, from whom all good pro­
ceeds, may vouchsafe to look with favour on this Dominion.
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
