That they have examined jail and find that the cells are clean

and comfortable, and the prisoners express themselves as satisfied

with their treatment by jail officials.

The water closets in the yard do not seem fit for the county

officials, and would recommend that more suitable arrangements be

made for that purpose.
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The Grand Jury would also recommend that the prisoner known
as Ford, an idiot, be removed to the insane asylum.
