ed if it got foggy. When the captain
got on deck he saw the mast lights
of the Empress three points to port.
He immediately ordered full team
astern. The vessels were then about
800 feet apart. -The green light of the
Empress then appeared.  Three min-
utes later the vessels came together.
The master ' of the Storstad heard a
hall from the Empress telling. him to
keep going ahead. 'He had ordered
this, but found he could not keéep the
collier's nose in the Empress’ wound.
The Storstad was swung around until

she was parallel.with the liner and-
