J. H. McNaughton, of Elgin Mills,
introduced the delegation to the coun-
cil, explaining that they bad come to
protest against the increase in the
price of commutation tickets on the
radial line, Thomas Urquhart com-
pared the prices charged with the rail-
way line prices for equal distances.
To Oakville by steam cost 26 cents.
To ‘Aurora by radial, an equal dis-
tance, cost 49 cents, and was to be in-
creased to 66 cents. He said if the
company coald show any just reason
for this increase, or could show that it
was worth the price they were going
to ask, then he was willing to pay it.

“We try to get people to move out
there and populate the district,” said
J. A. Green, of Richmond Hill. “Then
the radial company kills our attempts
by excessive fares, 1 used to employ
156 men, but I only have two left, as
they could not pay the fares out there.”

Company Doesn’t Care.

“It is not'in our own interests alone,
but that of every one who travels the
line,” said D, Taylor. “I was talking
to an official of the company recently,
and I told him that people would have
to move into Toronto for they coudn't
pay the fares, and he said they didn’t
care; that if there were less people
used the cars they could take off some.
As it is, the service is bad. People
have to stand, and I counted 26 in the
vestibule the other day for-lack of
space in the car. Last winter things
were very unsatisfactory, but we wene
willing then to bear with the shortcom-
ings of the Metropolitan; but now we

The
order provides that any person duly

ing, vessel, vehicl¥, receptacle or
place containg any food or foodstufts
in excess of t quantities prescribed
by law, or who has reason to suspect
that any offence against the regula-
tions of the food board is being, or
has been, committed, upon or within
such premises, may enter the latter
at any time of the day for purpose of
examination, sea and inspection.
Any justice who is satisfied that
there is reasonable ground for be-
lieving that food in excess of the legal
allowance is held or that there is
anything in such premises which
would afford evidence as to the com-

and seizure.

Refusal or failure to admit any
person authorized by the Canada Food
Board or any constable or other per-
son acting under the search . warrant
issued by any justice, or any attempt
to obstruct the entrance of any duly
authorized person, constitutes an of-
fence involving a penalty of not less
than $256 and up to $1000, or imprison-
ment for three months, or both fine
and imprisonment.

When any person is charged with
any violation of any of the food regu-
lations, the burden of proving that
food held by him or under his control
is not held contrary to or in excess of
the quantities prescribed by law shall
be upon the person charged.

A penalty of from $100 to $1000, or
imprisonment, or both fine and im-
prisonment, are provided for violation
of the new regulations.

DOHERTY DENIES
HIS SON IS LIABLE

‘Ottawa, June 26.—It having been
represented that Rev. W. D, Spence,
president of the Ministerial Alliance
of Guelph, hail not received an answer
to a series of questions addressed to
Hon. C. J. Doherty, acting prime min-
ister, regarding the Guelph -contro-
versy, Mr. Doherty yesterday wtated
that an answer had been sent by his
secretary and malled Sunday night.
The letter states that his son became
19 years of age on Dec. 1, 1917, and
consequently does not come within
the act, having entered on the 30th
March, 1918, and was, and i4, “ree
from any obligation whatsoever under
the law, Including, of course, any ob-
ligation to submit to military medical
examination or to register in his mili-
tary district.

ALL OVERSEAS MEN
ARE DENTALLY FIT

Sir Edward Kemp Also Re-
ports Ravages of Trench
Mouth Are Under Control.

Ottawa, June 26.—The following has
been received by the militia depart-
ment from Sir Edward Kemp, minister
of overseas military forces:

It will be of interest to the Cana-)
dian public to know that every man
in the Canadian army in England is
“dentally fit.”” .One of the first things
that happen to a soldier on his arri-
val in England is to have his mouth
examined. A nominal roll is then made
out and the details of the dental con-
ditions are set after each name.

The troops are kept at the segrega-
tion camp, Frensham, for a time after
their arrival, During their sojourn
there, all extractions are attended to,
and the nominal rolls are then sent on
to the training camps to the assistant
directot of dental services,

At the training camp all the men
are paraded to dental clinics and are
made “dentally fit.” What this means
to the comfort of the men and their
general health will be especially ap-
preciated in Canada, where care of the
teeth is so well understood.

Before going to France, all the men

are again: paraded. They are ‘given a
thoro examination and are made “den-
tally fit” before they are allowed to
g0 to the front, The Canadian army
dental corps has 44 dental officers
operating in hospitals in addition to
those working in training areas.

The special clinic equipped and
donated by the Ontario Government at
Oppington is doing specially efficient
work with men who have been wound-
ed in the face, who have sustained
fractured or splintered jaws, or other
complex injuries,

By microscopical diagnosis and sys-
tematic treatment, together with \the
aid of segregation to stop the spread
of infection, the ravages of “trench
mouth,” which were assuming dis-
quieting proportions, have . been
brought under control. There were
2,000 cases early in the year, and it
was spreading and the number of
cases increasing., There are now less
than two hundred cases.

In this connection it is interesting
to note that the measures taken by the
Canadian dental authorities were
placed at the disposal of the New Zea-
land forces, who expressed warm ap-
preciation. They are inaugurating the
system in New Zealand, where ‘“trench
mouth” has assumed serious propor-
tions among returned soldiers.

TO JOIN A UNION

Ottawa, June 26—The following
statement was given out this morning
by Hon. T. W. Crothers, minister of
labor:

“Perhaps in larger numbers than
ever hefore, complaints reach the
minister of labor from workingmen
that their employers forbid, upon
penalty of dismissal, their becoming
members of any labor organization.
Upon investigation, such complaints
are generally found to have been well
founded.”

The“minister deeply regrets this at-
titude on the part of so many e¢m-
ployers, believing it too well cal- )
culated to produce serious labor dis-
turbances. He maintains that every
man must be at perfect iliberty to
associate himself with his fellow
workers in any legitimate labor or-
ganization without thereby subjecting
himself to penalties or discriminations
of any character. He expresses the
hope that employers may accept his
attitude in this regard, and that
henceafter no just cause for such com-
plaints may arise. ;

in Report. ‘
With the information before them
yesterday, the board of control was

pot prepared to make any recommen-
dations regarding the proposal that

| the restrictions be removed in certain

areas o0 as to permit of the erection
of apartment houses of not more than
three storeys. A report was present-
ed by the city architect, assessment
commissioner, finance commissioner
and fire chief, the adoption of whiech,
they thought, would relieve the scarc-
ity of dwellings, but the controllers
decided to send it along to the proper~
ty committee to deal with first,

In part the report ’u.td:

“In view of the housing conditions
at present existing in the city, the
quest! of what is termed the ‘hub’
population should be carefully con-
sidered, and it is thought by remov-
ing the restrictions referred to that
inviting conditions to builders would
result, inasmuch as the objections to
apartment houses would be removed
lgdtbe proposition now being submit-

“The area at present considered  is
that of both sides of Bloor street and
Howard street on the north; of Par-
liament street on {he east, and of
Bathurst stréet on the west, and the
harbor on the south. The building
most applicable to relieve present

‘| conditions would be a three-storey

apartment of not more than three
suites and not exceeding twenty
rooms, J‘exclusive of bathroom, this
type. of building being of an econo-
mical class of conmstruction. A build-
ing higher than thirty-five feet would
come into the fireproof class, and,
therefore, be much more costly. It is
also proposed that old residences may
be changed into apartment houses, of
course within the limits aforesaid. In
each case the yard area will be pro-
vided for and permits will, as wvsual,
have to be obtained from the 'city
architect. No change is proposed in
the actual construction of apartment
houses as now provided for in the
building bylaws.

“The lands within the city Hmits
have become valuable, with the con-
sequent heavy taxation, and it may
be that with the restrictions as at
present removed, bullders will seize
the opportunity by erecting the class
of building mentioned.”

Al Thrown Open.

Controller McBride, under the pre-
sent abnormal conditions, thoughtthe
whole city and not a particular area,
should be thrown open to allow of the
erection of three ' family apartment
houses. He also pointed out that
foreigners “lived like hogs, five, ten
and more in a room,” in the very hub
of the city. This, he thought, was
dve to the assessment department

NOT GUILTY OF.PERJURY
IN TAKING WIFE'S WORD

Henry C. Burke wes found not guilty
on the.charge of perjury yesterday af-
ternoon in the criminal' court. The
case, which was of unusual interest,
arose out of the wedding of Burke to
Margaret May Berry, of 162 De Grassi
street, when it was alleged Burke
swore in signing the certificate that
the girl's age was 18, when she was
only fifteen. John Berry, the father,

swore that he had told accused that
his daughter was only fifteen years of
age, and if he married her he would
prosecute him for perjury. Witnesses
were called who swore that they had
heard the girl tell Burke her age was
18, and also that she had sald on more
than one occasion she wanted to leave
home because she was abused by her
parents, Mrs. Berry, the step-mother,
admittél in the witness-box that she
had struck the girl on the morning of
her wedding.
In discharging the accused, the judge
e believed, he was a truthful
young man. “1 bélieve when he signed
that certificate he did so thinking she
\%ei‘hwen years of age, and he had
a perfect right to believe what the girl
said when she told him her age. 1 do
not believe he is lazy. The father has
taken a great risk in interfering, and
I think the parents of both parties
should get together and come to some
understanding.”

WAR TAX INSTRUCTIONS.

The inland revenue departmen: in
Toronto received instructions on the
excise war tax on playing cards and
matches, which goe< into effect July
1. The tax refers only to ar-
ticles imported or manufactured after
April 20. In the case of medicines
and other articles, the stamp may be
affixed at the fime of purchase, hit
in the case of matches and cards, the
stock must carry the stamp after July
1. Any stock in’the bands of manu-
facturers, whol2zaiers orJ retailers not
having such stamp will \be collected
by the department.

Suit Against Toronto Railway Com-
pany Was Q\tond Too Late.

In a judgment given by Judge Den-
ton the suit brought by the city
against the Toronto Railway Com-
pany for $173, the amount paid as
compensation to John H, Webster, has
been dismissed. Webster was an
employe of the municipal abattoir and
was injured when a street car struck
the ambulance in which he was ac-
companying a fellow-worker who had
been takem ill on March 27, 1917. As
the writ was not issued until April 17,
1918, Judge Denton found that the

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DOLLAR-TEN AN HOUR

At a meeting of the Toronto fo-
ciety of Domestic Sanitary and Heat-
ing Engineers, the between
the master plumbers ahd journeymen.

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How to Enforce Prohibition.

' When Ontario in 1916 decided to go
dry certain difficulties were frankly
recognized as inherent in our federal
system. We had to tread gingerly
around the question of interprovincial
trade. ;The Ontario householder was
permu"ed to import liquor for his own
use. ‘We aimed to stop the traffic and
to Mmit consumption. y

Then the Dominion Government with
the general assent of the people, made
Ontario and most of Canada bone dry.
The Ontario householder can no longer
import liquor for his own use. Yet
the Dominion Government left Mon-
treal and several other places in the
Province of Quebec free to carry on
the liquor business, and a steady sup-
ply, we imagine, finds “its way across
the Ottawa River.

The importation of Hquor into the
country is forbidden, but we can well
believe that a certain quantity finds
its way across the Niagara frontier
into the Province of Ontario. The
provincial government dis zealous in
preventing importation from Quebec
and New York, and is entitled to re-
ceive help from the Dominion Govern-
ment. Upon the Dominion Government
rests the responsibility for any in-
terprovincial traffic that may be
carried on. That government should,
in our copinion, make the bone-dry
order-in-council apply to every part
of the country. It should assume the
national and

provincial frontiers.

Unfortunately we have no federal
enforcement of federal law\i\n this
country. The Dominion Government
makes a law, and then its execution
depends 'upon the provincial attorneys
general. The Ontario Government
has thus thrown upon it a responsi-
bility which should be shared by the
Dominion Government,

But the Ontario Temdemnce Act is
tere, and it must be enforced. We
permit the sale of liquor by licensed
vendors, who carry on the business for
profit. This opens wide the door of
temptation. The vendor by “recti-
fication” can make one barrel of
whiskey into three or four. One
barrel he must account for to the
‘provincial authorities, the others may
be s0ld to the hootlegger or the thirsty
citizen who has no prescription.

Unfortunately, and perhaps unavoid-
ably, physicians are tempted to evade
or violate the Ontario Temperance
Act. A recent case in the local police
court shows how the physician with
an easy conscience can make $100 in
a day writing “prescriptions.” Then
beyond doubt a number of people are
hunting substitutes, and every now
and then a tragedy 4s the result. We
may have more tragedies to chronicle
# some of the experiments now going
on in the kitchens of Toronto result
in by-products that are apt to make
home-made whiskey more deadly than
strychnine,

What we need first then is fedcral
enforcement of fcderal law, 'The pro-
vincial government is doing its best,
but works at a disadvantage with n
cumbersome statute containing hun-
dreds of sections and thousands anl
tens of thousands of words, What we
need is a temperance act that can be
printed on a postcard, which will
declare the policy of the province and
then give the forno of law to all regu-
lations made thersunder by the ex-
ecutive. In t"2¢ United States they
pass a short law and give the presi-
dent power ts enforce it by appro-
priate : We might pass
such a law in Ontario and leave its
enforcement by appropriate reguio-
tions to the Veutenant-governor-ine
council,

Once more attention is riveted on
the food situation by the new order
of the food board in regard to the use
of wheat flour and substi for it.
There is no doubt the people generally
drop into a habit of carelessness or
apathy towards the tremendous war

are constantly remiinded of them. It

we have war or whether we have
peace, famine looms ahead for the
whole world. We in this'favored land
are apt to regard this as an exagger-
ation, and we are less careful about
the amount and the kind of food we
conserve than we ought to be,

The new order is for the purpose of
conserving the small stocks of wheat
in existence, and as if to emphasize
this, the newspapers carry a govern-
ment advertisement calling on fhe
farmers to save ail their fall ‘wheat
for seed, and to notify the govern-
ment of any they can spare beyond
what they will use themselves. No-
body but a traitor to the allied cause
will use white bregd mow if he can
possibly avoid it. No white bread
will be available from the bakers
after July 156, when every loaf they
sell must have a label with the name
and address of the baker and “Vietory
Bread” on it, the bread being com-
posed of the prescribed proportions of
other grains than wheat.

The substitutes for ' wheat are
given as pure and wholesome corn,
oats, barley, rye, rice, buckwheat,
taploca or potato flour; bran, shorts,
ontmeal, rolled oats, cornmeal, corn
starch, hominy, corn grits, rye meal,
rice, tapioca or any mixture of same,
and potatoes. There is a good deal
of variety here for the skilful cook,
but the average housekeeper is not
too well inclined to embark on experi-
ments or vary from the accustomed
routine. The change must be made
hpwever. and to stimulate observance
of this necessary regulation which re-
quires people east of Port Arthur to
purchase Substftutes for wheat in the
Pproportion of not less than one pound
of substitute to two pounds of wheat
or standard flour, a fine of from $100
to $1000 will be imposed, or imprison-
ment up to three months, or both
penalties. 2

Dealers must provide the necessary
commodities for purchasers, and there
should be no difficulty in getting sup-
pHes when the order is understood.
There is a difficulty about prices,
however, to which Dr. Hastings has
already caMed attentiod. The price
of wheat and flour has been fixed, but
the substitutes .are liable to Jump to
prohibitive rates, like everything else
which - the food authorities have con-
trolled, unless some action is taken.
It does not tend to decrease the use
of wheat flour, for example, to find
that potato flour is four times as ex-
pensive. The food authorities should
remember that these substitutes. for
wheat are less valuable as food, and
should be no more costly as mer-
chandise. They recognize the lesser
fnod value in the food regulation which
provides thaf four pounds of potatoes
will be considered equivalent to one
pound of the * other substitutes. It
ought to be understood that exceed-
ingly palatable and very wholesome
bread can be made from these sub-
stitutes when properly combined, and
an effort should be made by all con-
cerned to observe this effective war
measure as loyally as any other re-
gulation imposed by war conditions,

2~The attitude of the ministerial
association is not that of religious in-
tolerance, bigotry, or prejudice, but a
question of common fairness and equal
rights to all, whether Catholic or Pro-
testant, - 3
3.—The association hag not initiated
this movement, nor is it inspired by
“idle gossip,” nor any religious or poli-
tical antipathy, altho the contrary is
asserted by those in authority in the
novitiate, and by others who have
entered upon a course of special plead-

ing.

"L"he military - authorities have in-
vestigated and 1 it to be a
fact that there were men of military
age who were eligible for service un-
der the Military Service Act within
the novitiate. ‘Why should these
men find protection from military
service while men of the same class
in other institutions do not?

(4) The ministerial association
makes no charge against the noviti-
ate, and never has, but asks and in-
sists upon an, investigation of the
charges made or impilied in the state-
ment of the m authorities who
made the raid on, this institution. We
simply want to knpow whether this is
or is not true, ' .

‘(5) The association holds that if the
Military Service Act holds anyone re-
sponsible who shields a defaulter,
surely an institution that claims to
stand by law-abiding citizenship
should not harbor a defaulter which
the report of the military authorities
implied it did.

(6) During the period of active re-
cruiting the  Protestant ministers
were appealed to by those in author-
ity to aid recruiting. This they did
to the full extent, with the result that
their own sons have gone to the front,
many making the supreme sacrifice,
the churches are weakened and their
colleges depleted.

COL. MACHIN'S INTERVIEW.

Ottawa, June 26.—Pending 4n official
statement from the government, the
interview given by Lieut.-Col. Machin,
director of military service, continues
the subject of speculation here. Col.
Machin was in consultation with the
minister and deputy minister of
justice last night. When seen today,
Col. Machin declined to make any
further statement for publication. It
is  stated here, however, that Col.
Machin's reference to the Methodist
Church in the interview, was probably
misunderstood, He was "quoted as
attacking the Methodist Church as a
whole, In reality, it js stated, Col.
Machin’s criticism was directed
against a certain element in the
Methodist Church.

Col. Machin's position as a military
officer gives rise to unforseen com-
pHcations, In addition to the com-
mission which Col. Machin holds in
the militia, he is an officer on lave
of the Canadian Expeditionary Force,
He has already seen service in France,
and is liable to be called again to duty
overseas. It is thought unlikely, how-
ever, that the militia authorities will
adopt any disciplinary methods as a
result of the interview.

Prospectors, like all 'other Canadian
citizens, are not shirking their duty to
the country. No other profession has re-
sponded more nobly to the call to arms.
Many of the men who blazed trafls to the
pr.thll metal fields of this country have,
at least, gone to their final rest in de-
fence of their homeland. Those who
still remain on the trafl, like the man-
hood of every other walk of life in this
country, find themseives being drafted
accordingly as the call for the men of
each class is made. As a result the army
of prospectors who, a while ago, roamse1
northern Ontario, has been reduced to
a mere handful. A good many, perhaps
the majority of those remaining, are not
physically fit for military service. Yet
those remaining few compose a nucleus.
To order no further staking at this time
would be to deliberately pull the very
root of the mining industry. Such is not
the purpose of the government., The de-
sire to utterly disrdpt any branch of in-
dustry is not cherished, neither is it likely
to be resorted to. In the natural course
of the application of the Military Service
Act the rank and file of the prospectors
will gradually be absorbed in the army.
No matter how long the war should last
there would always remain some one pos-
sibly too old or perhaps unfit for service,
who would keep the prospecting field
allve and to whose standard with the re-
turn of peace would flock the returning
prospector-soldiers.

If .the number engaged in the pros-
pective field were large and the suspen-
sion of further claim staking were to
divert a large number into other more
essential pursuits, then the argument in
favor of such a measure would be more
weighty.
