' Total Eciipse of the Satellite Lasted
From 12.19 to 1.47 This
Morning,

' FAGE OF DISC VISIBLE THRU TOTALITY

Peculinr Glow Due to the Refrac-
tion of Rays Thru Earth’s
Atmosphere.

For several hours last night the
earth was in a llm?1 with the moon and
the ‘sun, intercepting the rays' which
give the (brilllant satellite/ lits ' pale
white light. The result was’ an eclipse
which was total shortly after mid-
night. The conditions for observing

this phenomenon were. perfect. Mu.
Stupart, director of the Ohbservatory,
had his telescope trained on the moon,
and was in a position to note to a
degree of a minute just when the
contact occurred. The earth’s atmos-
phere naturally gives a hazy outline
to the limb of the moon, ut the sec-
ond when the first contact occurred
was exactly the time astronomers
promised the shadow would " be ob-
served in this latitude, namely, 11.17.3.
At exactly 19 minutes after midnight
the period of totality was begun, and
at}1/47 the first white light again ap-
peared, the shadow entirely passing off
at 2.49.

It was a sight worth watching. Just
as the shadow of the earth covered the
disc to the full, a bright glow ap-
peared, darkening to a copper color,
while the rim appeared as a thin,
black mark. The fact that the moon
was not entirely obscured was due to

the fact that the light of the sun was )

refracted thru the carth’s atmosphere.
In other words, the bright shafts of
Old Sol were beat around this planet,
and when they reached the moon they
were not as bright as they would
have been if they had gone in a direct
line. It was like a lamp shining around
a corner,

In 1884, during the two total eclipses
of the moon, it was invisible_at the
time of darkest shadow. It is be-
lieved that this was caused by the
presence in the air of minute particles
of flying dust from the volcano of
Krakatoa, which had made a memor-
able disturbance. Astronomers would
not have been disappointed if such
phenomenon had been witnessed this
vear, as the strata of air in this hemis-
phere are undoubtedly carrying an im-
mense amount of dust debris from the
recent eruptions of Mont Pelee and La
Soufriere, in the West Indies.

LIPTON'S ‘CHALLENGE ACCEPTED

_SOUTH OXFORD TRIAL.

Several Witnesses Say They Got
Money for Their Votes,

‘Woodstock, Oct. 16.—From 9.30 o’clock
this morning until 7 p.m. this evening
the South Oxford election petition trial
has proceeded, and the indications are
that it will last all day to-morrow.
Thus far none of the charges have been
proven. One, that Fournier of Tillson-
burg was paid $2 by J. M. Clark for
this vote, was dismissed. Regarding
the Fournier charge, which commenced
last night, Jack Keeler was called- to-
day. He supported Fournier's evidence,
and swore he saw J. M. Clark give that
person some money on the street. They

had spent the $2 bill in drinks after-
wards. X

In rebuttal of the testimony, J. M.
Clark of Tillsonburg was called. He
denied the charge that he paid Fournier
$2 for his vote. He had received $25
for an election fund, but it had never
been paid over, and was now in the
bank.

Klija Harp of South Norwich swore
to having signed a declaration for Mr.
Sutherland and Solicitor Price, in which
he stated that he had received money
from the Liberals for his vote.

Charles Parker of Woodstock testi-
fied on the stand to having perjured
himsel# in signing declarations for Mr.
Jackson of Ingersoll. Fournier came to
him, he said, and asked him if he would
say he was pald for his vote by the
Conservatives if he was paid for it. Fe
consented to do so, and got $10 for
it. He was just desiring to see how
far the Reformers would go, he said.

Mr. Jackson, K.C., on the stand, swore
he had paid Parker no moneys. Several
witnesses from Tilléonburg gave Fourn-
ier a bad reputation as to veracity.

The first witness at the afternoon ses
sion was J. B. Jackson, one of the solici-
tors for the petitioners. He said he
had ‘paid Messrs. Fick, Guthrie, Cham
bers and others for securing informat 01
and evidence for him. He paid E. W.
Chambers $375 for him giving the name
of eight East and West Oxford farmers
who had received money for their votes.
And in case the charges were proved,
Chambers was to get $376 more. Mv.
Chambers was not permitted to testify
as to this.

Richard Lloyd of Tillsonburg swore
that Donald Sutherland, M.L.A., had
given him $1 and asked him to vote for
him. Two other men who were present
when the money was paid supported
Lloyd.

Another charge preferred was that the
Imperial Hotel, in Tillsonburg, was
open on election day and drinking was
done there. The bartender, in his evi-
dence, admitted this, and immediately
William Mustard was placed in the box,
and he swore to having got $1 from D.
C. Beattie of Norwich for voting for
Sutherland. - Beattie denied this, and
judgment was reserved on the charge.

Another voter, 'William Anderson,
stated that he had been offered money
by one Lyman Snider to vote for Suth-
erland.

At the conclusion of Mr. Jackson's
testimony, Edward Chambers was call-
ed, but the court declined to allow him
to testify. Mr. Blake submitted that
Mr. Chambers would state that Mr.

Residents of Island of St. Vincent
Petition Colonial Secretary.

St. Thomas, B.W.L., Oct. 16.—Thou-
sands of persons of all 'classes in con-

vention to-day passed the following re-
solutions denouncing Sir Robert Lile-
wellyn’s desire to have settlers in
Island of St. Vincent emigrate to Ja-
maica :

Resolved that this .meeting protests
against the compulsory emigration
scheme contained in the governor's
minute to the administrator as a mon-
strous violation ‘of the rights and
liberties of these loyal subjects of King
Edward, as an inequitable attempt to
deprive them of their rightful share in
help from the relief fund, thereby frus-
trating the intentions of the generous
contributors to this fund. This meet-
ing flatly contradicts the governor’'s
statement, namely, that the govern-
ment cannot find homes for these peo-
ple. The government-is holding in
trust for these people a ‘very large sum
of money, sufficient not only to acquire
the lands necessary to assist in re-
storing the industries of the colony,
and»

Resolved that this meeting hereby
calls upon the Imperial Secretary of
State for the Colonies (Joseph Cham-
berlain), to .intervene between these
people and the obstinate, cruel and
arbitrary policy of the governor of the
islands, and to direct that the sufferers
be located in their own colony and
| homes- without further delay.

The meeting further appealed to the
Colonial Secretary to relieve Sir Ro-
bert Llewellyn of the government of
this colony, to send .2 commissioner
to replace A. M. Ashmore, government
gecretary to DeMarara, and .to appoint
a competent administrator to deal di-
rect with the Imperial <~olopial office.

Go to
St. Louis and you will find the habit of
civie pride in them: that they boast. The
visitor is told of the wealth of the resi-
dents, of the financial strength of the
banks, and of the growing importance
of the Industries, yet he sees poorly pav-
od, refuse-burdened streets, and dusty or
mud-covered * alleys; he passes a ram-
shackle fire-trap crowded with the sick,
an:l learns that It is the City Hospital;

This great power wus aligned in Hpposi-
tion to one man, who still’ was alone, It
mag not until many indictments had veen
returned that a ecitizens’ committee was
formed to furnish funds and even then
west of the contributors conceated their
identity. Mr. James L. Bialr, the
treasurer, testified in ccurt that
they were afrald to be known lest “it ruin
their business.”

At the meeting of corruptionists three
courses were decided upon. Political lead-
ers were to work on the Clrcult Attorney
by promise of future reward, or by threats.
Detectives were to ferret out of the young
lawyer’'s past anything that could be used
against him. Witnesses would be sent out
of town and provided with money to re-
main. away until the adjournment of the
grand. jury.

Mr. Folk at once felt the pressure, and It
was of a character to startle one. States-
men, lawyers, merchants, clubmen, church-
men—in fact, men prominent in all walks
of life—visited hiny at his office and at his
home, and urged that he cease 'such aec-
tivity against fellow-townspeople. Political
preferment was promised if he would yleld;
a political grave if he persisted. Threaten-
ing letters came, warning him of plots to
murder, to disfigure, and to blackguard.
Word came from Tennessee that detectives
were investigating every act of his life. Mr.
Folk told’ the politicians that he was not
seeking political favors, and not looking
forward to another office; the others he
defled. Meantime he probed the deeper
into the municipal sore. With his first sue-
cesses, and alded by the panic amoug the
boodlers, be soon had them suspiclous of
one another, exchanging charges of betray-
al, and ready to ‘squeal” or run at the
slightest sign of danger. One member of
the House of Delegates hecame so fright-
ened while under the Inquisitorial cross-
fire that he was seized with a nervous
chill, and his false teetb fell to the floor.
The rattle so increased his alarm that he
rushed from the room without stopping to
plek up his teeth, and boarded the next
train.

Dug It Up,

It was not long hefore Mr. Folk had dug
up the intimate bistory of 10 years of cor-
ruption, especlally of the business of the
North and South and the Central Traction
franchise grants, the last named being
even more iniquitous than the Suburban.

Early in 1898 a ‘‘promoter’ rented a brid-

| al suite at the Planters’ Hotel, and, having

stocked’ the rooms with wines, llquors and
cigars until tbey resembled a candidaic’s
headquarters during a convention; songht
introduction to members of the Assembly,

and to such political bosses as had influcinzo '

with the clity fathers. Two weeks afier
his arrival the Central Traction bill was
Introduced “by request” in the Council.
The measure was a blanket franchize,
granting rights of way which had not been
given to old established eompanies, and also
permitted the heneficlaries to parallel any
track Iin the city. It passed both Houses,
despite the protests of every newspaper in
the city, save one, and was vetoed by the
Mayor. The .cost to the promoter was
$145,000.

Preparations were made to pass the bill
over the executive's negative. The bridal
suite was restocked, larger sums of money
were placed.on deposit in the banks, and
the services of three legislative agents
were cengaged. Evidence now in the pns-
session of the St. Louis courts tells in ‘de-
tail the disposition of $230,000 of bribe
money. Sworn statements prove that $75.-
000 was spent in the House of Delegates.
The remainder of the $250,000 was als-
tributed in the Council, whose members,
tho few in number, appraised thelr honor
at a higher figure on account-of their high-
er positions in the business pund social
world, Finally, but one vote was needed
to complete the necessary two-thirds In the
upper chamber To secare this a council-
man of reputed integrity was paid $50,000
in consideration that he vote aye when the
ordinance shonld come up for final passage.

i But the promoter did not dare risk all npon

the vote of one man. and he made this
novel proposition to another honored mem-
ber, who accepted it : 1

One Proposition, ;

“You will vote on roll call after Mr,—, |
I will place $45,000 in the hands of your '
son, which amount will become yours, ‘f
you have to vote for the measure because
of Mr. —'s not keeping his promise. But
if he stands out for it you can vote against
it, and the money shall revert tg_mo.“

On the evening when the bilh was read
for tinal passage the City Hall sfas crowd-
ed with ward heelers and 1 sser pgliticians. |
These men had been engaged by ‘the pro- |
moter, at five and ten doliars a head, to
cheer on the boodling assemblymen. The
bill passed the house with a rusb, and all
crowded into the Council chamber. While
the roll was being ealled the silence was |
profound, for all knew that some men in |
the chamber whose reputations had been
free from blemish were under promise and
pay to part with, honor that night. When |
the clerk was two-thirds dowm the list
those who had kept count knew that but |
one vote was needed. One more name was
called. The man addressed turned red,
then white, and after fully a minute's hesi-
tation he whispered “aye!” The sllence
was so deathlike that his vote was heard ;
throughout the room, and so also was
heard the sigh of relief that escaped from
the lips of the member who could now
vote ‘“no’” and save his reputation.

The Central Franchise Dbill° was a law,
The pro-
moter had expended nearly £300,000 In se-
curing the legislation, but within a week
he sold his rights of way to “Eastern capi-
taliste’”’ for $1,230,000. The United Raiil-
ways Company was formed, and, without |

Duriug
the supper the host remarked to his
gnest, I wish you would lend me
that $50,000 until to-morrow. There
are some of the Dboys outside whom
1 haven’t paids The money changed |
hands.

Warrants Served,

Two indictments were found as the re-
sult of this Central Traction pill, and
bench warrants were served on Robert, M.
Suyder and George J. Kiobusch. The
State charges the former with being one
of the promoters of the-bill, the definite
allegation being bribery. Mr. Klobn»?h,
who is president of the American Cir
Wheel Company, is charged with perjury.

The first cas€ tried was that of Emid
Meysenburg, the milllonaire, Wwho com¥
pelled the Nuburban people to purchase his
worthless stock. He was defended by
three attorneys of high repute in erimiaal
jurisprudence, but the young Ciruit At-
torney proved equal to the emergency, nnd
a conviction, was secured. Three years in
the penitentlary was the sentence. Charles
Kratz, the Congressional candidate, for-
feited $40,000 by flight, and John K -
rell also disuppeared. Mr. Folk traced
Kratz to Mexico, caused his arrest . in
Gaudalajara, negotiated with the authorl
ties for his sarrender, and, when this fail-
ed, arranged for his return home to con-
fess, as he did three weeke ago, and so
Lrought about the indictment, on Sept. 8,
of 15 members of the municipal ‘'eglsia-
tvre.

Offers to Fly From Paris to San
' Framecisco for $200,000,

London, Oct. 16.—Former Mayor Phe-
lan of San Francisco, who arrived in
London to-night from the Continent, said
in‘ an interview that M. Santos-Du-~
mont, with whom Mr. Phelan dined yes-
terday evening, is about to make an
offer to trayel from Paris to San Fran-
cisco by airship.

“M. Santos-Dumont,” said Mr. Phelan,
#asks that a prize of $200,000 be put
up; this sum, however, will only be

paid over in case the trip is sueccessful.
The aeronaut undertakes to pay all his|

own expenses, and he is already at
work building a new airship for the pur-
pose. He seems entirely confident of
achieving his object.
