Winnipeg, Jan. 80.—An intefid. ze:-:
port made by Justice Galt in his ea-
pacity as a commissioner investigat-
ing the Manitoba Agricultural College,
was tabled in the legislature tonight.
In 75 typewritten pages the commis-
sioner reviews the great amount: of
evidence taken and gives his findings.

The commissioner states that the
original estimate of the cost of the
buildings was $957,000, whereas he
finde that the actua] cost, as com-
pleted, was $3.876,000.

The report deals at length with the
ten contracts given the Carter, Halls,
Aldinger Co., Limited, and states that
this company refunded, in all, to the
government the sum of $183,086.77. The
evidence in regard to the power house
contract given the Carter-Haulls Co.
is reviewed in -detail. 'The company
tendered on this building at $60,229,
on July 18, 1911, ana 2 contract at
that figure was dated July 26, execut-
ed by the company and returned to
the department of public works. The
contractors, says the report, started
work on this building on Aug. 6. The
evidence of Mr. Carter is quoted to
the effect that between Aug. 16 and
Aug. 28, the contract price had’ been
raised to $68,929, following a tele-
phone conversation between Mr. Car-
ter and Hon. Robert Rogers, then
provincial minister of public works,
It is said that the substituted con-
iract at $68,929 was received by Car-
ter-Halls on Sept. 7, 1911, and that
on Sept. 13 the firm received a con-
tract for extras amounting to $7720.

CANADIANS DEMORALIZE ENEMY

CH RAIDS

Nova Scotia and Ontario
Battalions Win Distinction
by Remarkably Successful
Operations — Take Hun-
dred Prisoners in Second
Attempt.

London, Jan. . 30.—~The  following
communique was issued today by- the
Canadian war records office and cove
erg the cperation of the Canadian
corps from Jan. 17 to 23: X

Two very successful raids form tie
outstanding featuires of last week's
operations. It had been intended to
undertake them as a simultaneous
operation, but conditions rendered a
change advisable.

The first raid was made at 4.830 p.an.
by a New Brunswick batttalion. A
mine was successfully exploded close
to the German trenches, and the at-
tacking parties advanced under cover
of an intense barrage and 2 screen of
smoke., The flanks of our men pene-:
trated the support line, meeting with
no resistance. A party of about 30
Germans were met in a communica-
tion trench and chased to their dug-
ouls, from which they refused to .
emeige. Had they done so their lot
would have been happier. In a. raid
there is no time for persuasion, and
the dugouts were destroyed by ex-
plosives.

- Trenches Much Damaged.

The enemy's trenches were found in
a much damaged condition as a result
of the mine explosion. und our artil-
lery fire, and there were many grue-
some evidences of the nccum;é of oui
shooting: - Mo prisoners were Liough
baek. A party’ of four Germans taken
by our mien were killed by a shell
while being escorted across No Man's

{1and. The raiding party retinned to
{ our lines at 6 p.m.

The second raid took place at 7.45

 o’clock the following morning and was

carried out by troops of two ‘batta-
lops from Ontario. The operation was
similar in most respects to the pre-
vious day's, althc -on a somewhat
larger scale, The enemy’s tronches
were penetrated on a front of 800
yards to a depth of 300 yards. The
conditions were by no means ideal.
The enemy's wire entaglements were
exceedingly strong and the wind was
not in the most ravorable qnarter for
the¢ use of a smoke gereen. On the
flanks . lastly, the ground was snow
covered and the khaki uniforms of our
men stgod out in clear relief on the
white bmtound. ; 7
Destrdy. Machine Gun.

As thé attackmg party left —our
trenches & machine ~gun opencd fire
from the ruina of a high- building. in
the enemy's lines. It had Searcely
fired 4 doZen rounds when a &8aVY
shell silenced it for the rest of tF@.
day. The wire presented no difficul-
ties: so well had our gunners done
their work that only a few strands
‘remained. ;

Once in-the Geérman trenches our
men were complete masters of the sit-
uation. In the support line a ‘small
party of Germans showed some resist-
ance, but a short and sharp duel with
bombs ended in their defeat.. Our ar-
tillery had played havoc with the ene-
my’s trenches, and our engineers com-
pleted the work of destruction with
a¥plosives, blowing up all the remain-
ing desp dugouts and machine gun
emplaceinents,

At 8.45 a.m, the raiders were back
in our own trenches, having in the
space of an hour captured 100 prison-
ers, two machine guns and a bumb
thrower. The number of prisoners
taken in this brilliant operation con-
stitutes a record on this front. ;

These two raids, altho carried out
15 hours apart, form one operation,
They cannot be considered separately
nor judged by the relative number of
prisongrs captured in -each. The first
raid distracted attention from the se-
cond and was an essential factor to
its success.

Demoralize Enemy.

Our casualties wére “not heavy in
proportion to the extent and success
of the operations, and there is no
doubt the German losses far exceeded.
them. to say nothing of the demoraliz-
ing effects of the raids.

The officers and men who took part
tel] many interesting stories, but few
of them can be recounted. A German
company commander whe was taoken
prisoner, when asked to surrenter.
came up from his dugout. calmly #a-
futed and enquired where he was to
go. His sergeant-major followed, and
knowing well the propensities of our
men held his helmet in front of him
ready to offer on emerging from hgs
dugout, Another n.c.o. came from lis
dugout with a peace offering of cigars,
which he distributed freely. In. addi-
tion to the booty already mentioied,
the capture of one Sausage was re-
ported.

In preparing plans two of our men
were detajled to cut additional lanes
thru the enemy’s wire to facilitate the
return of the party. AS it happened
this was unnecessary, the wire having
been completely swept away by our
artillery. The men, however, obeyl
their instructions, and calmly stood up
snipping away at the remnants of tl}e
wire until ordered into the trench. This
amusing Incident affords a good X~
ample of discipline.

Canadian Moving  Pictures|

MOST DRAMATIC DAY

Frederick Palmer Said Noth-
ing Like That Battle Had
Ever Been Seen.

One of the chief features about the
film which the Canaflian War Records
Office has just released for public ex=
hibition in Great Britain and Canada,

is the intimate view they give of the
“tanks,” the newest invention added to
the machinery of war by the British.
The tamks aceompanied the Canadbans
in their advance on ‘September 15, when

EARTHQUAKE RECORDED.

Seismograph at lObqprQntory Records
Quakes Extanding Over Four
&7 ours. ;

The seismograph at Washington has
‘registered a violent eruption on the
earth’s surface, and notice of the same
reached the Toronto Observatory yes-
terday. As the local observatory only
develop their films once a week they
would not have known otherwise of
the disturbance, but when Washington
declared that:it was the greatest re-
corded in two years the Toronto offi-
cialsimmediately developed their films.
The first shock of the earthquake was
felt at 9.57 Monday night,
largest waves were registered between
10.10 and 1025 pm. The disturbance
lasted slightly over four hours, and it
‘is estimated that it took place about
8,500 miles from Toronto, probably in
Peru or in Alaska.

LATE BRIG-GEN. LONG
HAD BRILLIANT CAREER

Former Aide-d;-E—a'-mp to the Duke
of Connaught Was a Dis-
tinguished Soldier.

Brig.-Gen. Walter Long, son of Right
Hon, Walter Hume Long, secretary of
state for the colonies, who was killed
at the head of his brigade in France
Saturday, Jan. 27, served as aide-de-
camp to the Duke of Connaught while
in Canada.

Rogers’ third
statement that the telephone commun-
ication may have occurred on July 27,
the day after the original tender was
accepted, because, as I have already
shown. Carter’s tender was accepted by
the government on ‘July 26 and subse-
quently a contract was prepared and
forwarded to the Carter Co, for exe-
cution. It was then duly executed and
returned to the government. It'is ab-
surd to suppose that after accepting
Carter’s tender on July 26 Mr. Rogers
would confer with the provincial ar-
chitect and grant an increased tender
on July 27 or 28, while in fact Mr.
Rogers’ department was preparing a
contract based on the original tender
and having it executed by the Carter
Co., but above all, it is absurd to sup-
pose that any such conversation took

.place on July 27 or 28 between Mr.

Rogers and Mr. Carter when it finally
appears by the evidence that Carter
was wholly ignorant of any increase
coming to him as late as August 16.

“I can give no credence whatever to
Mr. Rogers’ fourth and final statement
that ‘if by any chance I used wonds
that Mr. Hooper was present at the
time the telephone rang that-might be
incorrect, because I am not clear on
that. I could not be expected to be
clear on that. If I used these words
I want to say I would want to cor-
rect it; I am not sure that I did’
“In the previous portion of Mr.
Rogers’ evidence he had saifl again
and again that Mr. Hooper was pres-
ent with him in his office when he
telephoned to Mr. Carter, and that fe
acted wholly upon Mr. Hooper’'s ad-
vice in granting the increase. -
The position taken by Mr. Rogers
after it had been demonstrated to the

commission and to him that Mr.
Hooper could not have been in his
office giving the evidence in question
on any of the occasions stated, Was
merely a desperate attempt to escape
from an awkward dilemma,
“I find upon the evidence that the
telephone conversation between Mr.
and Mr, Carter occurred be-
twéen the 16th and 24th day of August,

It
was after kis disapproval of an appli-
cation for this license that the promot-
ers, Harry M. FPollok, Patrick T. FPow-
ers, and John J. White, ajleged that
Wenck asked them for a bribe of $1000.
Mr. Wenck claimed that because of his
refusal, the promobers ‘‘framed him.”

; Mr. Wenck testified that his refusal
to approve the license, the promoters
obtained from Depuiy Attorney-General
Leonard J. Obermeier an opinion that
the promoters’ lease on Madisor Square
Garden was legal Subsequently, the
witness said, he caine te Albany-to place:
the wheole matter before Mr. Obermeier’s
superior, Attorney-General Woodhury.
As he was in the Grand Central Station,
in New York, preparing to leave for Al-
bany, Mr. Wenck said he was assaulted
by Mr. Pollok. The axsault delayed his
arrival in Altany, but when he reached
the capital he conferred with Mr. Orr
and Mr. Hervey. Upon this advice he
refrained frem making @ verbal report
to Mr. Woodbury, but he- did maks a
written sdsntément.
