Although Mr. Lowe had been with us as Rector 
of Calgary less than a year when we last met, the 
Synod showed its estimate of him by placing him in 
the most prominent position on its Committees, and 
lie showed at once how worthy he w'as of its con­
fidence. He was one of the ablest and most de­
voted Parish Priests I have ever known. Short as 
was his sojourn amongst us, he made a deep impres­
sion. He had youth and vigor, and a long and import­
ant career seemed open to him. But God willed it other 
wise; and, after a brief i Iness, and just wkui he 
seemed to be recovering, God suddenly called him 
to serve within the veil.

It is a great disappointment to me to have to say 
that through the failure of the Legislative Assembly 
to take any action upon our recommendation, the 
question of religious instruction in our public schools 
has been in no way advanced by the course we took, 
at the last meeting. These recommendations being, 
as you know, the work of representatives of other 
religious bodies corresponding with us, it did 
seem unreasonable to suppose that they would form 
the basis of legislation. I am sure you will not let the 
subject drop. And if necessary we must try to so 
influence public opinion,that our very modest wishes 
upon this most important matter may not fail to 
receive the attention they deserve.

On the 16th of June last, the Church of England 
began to celebrate the .fourth Jubi'ee, the 200 years 
of the existence and labors of the Society for the 
Propagation of the Gospel. With humble thankful­
ness to Almighty God for all that this Society has 
been permitted to do, we join our voices with those 
of our brethren in all parts of the world in praising 
and blessing God’s Holy Name, and in praying 
that His blessing may be upon its work. The July

vision of the means of grace for our own people. It is simply 
deplorable

We find it unspeakably hard that under such circumstances we 
I should be gradually deprived of the essential aid of the Ven­

erable Society. We are neither unmindful of its kind help 
past and present, nor ungrateful. We simply wish to avert a 
disaster which would be as unwelcome to the Society as to 
ourselves.
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We. therefore, petition you, as Archbishops and Bishops of

are English, Scotch, Irish, French, Germans. Russians, Scan­
dinavians, Galicians, of whom 600 families are located about 
40 miles east of Fort Saskatchewan. Roumanians. Ruthenians. 
Silesians, Pomeranians, and so on, and we seem likely to 
have a portion of the large Doukhobor immigration, a 
thousand of whom have already come as far as Winnipeg.
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Of those now coming to us, while some profess a definite re­
ligious faith, others appear to be ignorant of the most ele­
mentary principles of faith, and morality. Our duty is,of course, 

to minister first of all to those- who are of the household of faith 
who desire our ministrations, and so to care for them in the 
first years of their life in this new country, that when they 
are in a position to do so, they may be willing to provide the 
means of g ace for themselves. But more than this, it seems 
to be a very plain duty so to lay our foundations and use the 
opportunities afforded us, that all communities throughout this 
vast country may have an opportunity of becoming practically 
familiar with “the doctrine and sacraments and the disci­
pline of Christ as the Lord hath commanded and as the Church 
of England has received the same."

At the present time there are 21 Clergymen at work in the 
of the Bishop.

native catechist. There are two vacancies for

Clergymen, and provision has been made for dividing one 
Mission as soon after Easter as a suitable Clergyman can be 
found for the part which will become vacant.

The following new Missions, should in our opinion, be opened 
possible, and for each of them £100 per annumas soon as 

is the minimum sum required.

1. A Mission in the extreme southern part of the Diocese, 
where several hundred persons have recently settled in con­
nection with the Mormon settlement established there a few 
years ago.

g. A Mis:ion east of Beaver Lake 
coming from the United States, are expecte to sell le during 
the present year.

8. A Mission to be formed out of the Red Deer and Wet. 
askiwin Missions.

It seems clear that the next few years will witness a very 
large immigration to this part of Canada. We believe that at 

time in the Society’s history has there been a stronger 
or more urgent call for help than that which is now presented 
and it is our deliberate conviction that far from contemplat­
ing reductions, those who act for the Venerable Society for 
the Propagation of the Gospel ought to be seriously considering 
how the Society is to meet the growing demand for steadily 
increased help which the Church in Manitoba and the or­
ganized North West Territories of Canada, if she is true to 
herself and her great mission, must make, as the years of the 
immediate future unfold themselves.

The foregoing information having hen compiled upwards of 
a year ago, u seems necessary to add the following:

CALGARY
The population of the Diocese is increasing at a rapid rate. 

Many thousands of immigrants have gone in during the past 
year.

The number of Clergy now at work in the Diocese is 24. Of 
these six are entirely supported by their congregations in 
Parishes, all origina'ly, and up to the time of becoming self- 
supporting, S.P.G. Missions.

There is an urgent need for at least six additional Clergy 
at once, and there are no funds for their support.

Mission work and the work of Christian education among 
the Indians in the Diocese (Blackfoot, Bloods, Peigans and 
Sarcees) is in a most progressive and hopeful stage.

Self support is being pressed everywhere, even among our 
Indian converts.

The Parish Church at Calgary is the pro-Cathedral. It is 
a frame building, and must soon be replaced by a more per­
manent structure; most of our Churches are of frame.

Three Parishes only, at the present time, exclusive of Indian 
Missions, own Parsonages. The congregation at Calgary is, 
at this moment, making strenuous efforts to obtain the ne­
cessary funds for building a Rectory.

uring From the London Times

“Few sentences penned by Mr. Kipling are more pithy than 
the often quoted line: ‘What do they know of England, who 
only England know?’ With almost .equal point it might be 
asked: ‘What do they know of the Church of England, 
who only know the Church in England?' Wherever the power 
of England has asserted itself since the colonising spirit of 
our race began that extraordinary giowth of which we are 
reap:ng the fruits today, thither the Church of England has 
sent her ministers to labor in the spiritual interests of the 
people. It was speedily recognized that the efforts of in­
dividuals, however zealous and devoted, would fail of their 
due effect unless they were directed by some central organisa­
tion working systematically for the attainment of a definite 
lAijcct. A society was therefore established under the name of 

’ the Society for the Propagation of the Gospel, which during 
I wo centuries lias discharged with consistent earnestness l lid
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duties laid upon it. Today the Society begins the celebration 
of its second centenaiy, and it pioposes to make the ensuing 
year one of special effort to stimulate that interest in Chris:ian 
Missions which has for so long been one of the best charac­
teristics of the English people and it is not too much to say, 
one of the secrets of their success as an Imperial race.

“The Society dates its origin from March 13, 1701, on which 
day the Lower House of Convocation of Canterbury assembled 
in the Chapel of Henry VII., at Westminster, appointed a com­
mittee ‘ad inquirendum in ea quae sibi videbuntur maxime 
idonea pro Xtiana religione in Plantationibus (ut vocant) sive 
coloniis transmarinis ad hoc regnum Angliae quovis modo spec- 
tan ibus piomovenda.’ In the following June William III. 
granted to the Society its charter, the object of which was 
the ‘religious insruction of the King’s subjects beyond the 
seas,’ and some months la er the first two missionaries left 
these shores for Boston to sow the seed which afterwards de­
veloped fnto the American Church.

“One of the principles most strongly held to by the S.P.O. 
as for brevity’s sake the Society is generally called, is that 
of caring for the religious welfare of ail the subjects of the 
Crown, without distinction of race and color. Its work has. 
therefore, never been confined to the conversion of the heathen 
to Christianity, although that is a most important department 
of its operations; but it has always endeavored to supply 
colonists with the means of maintaining those religious ob­
servances which they enjoyed in the mother country, and to 
do this by the support of Clergy, the endowment of Bisho­
prics, the founding of theological colleges for the education of 
students in the tenets of the Anglican Church,and in a great 
variety of similar ways. How necessary this assistance has 
been only those who have read the history of the early 
B itlsli settlements in North America and elsewhere can in 
any way realize, 
in the first instance by the Society, were much appreciated 
by the North American colonies, but there came a time 
when p ditical feeling ran too high for the maintenance of the 
cordial relations previously existing between the flocks and 
their pasto s. The Declaration of Independence caused a rup­
ture in many cases, and subsequently to the Declaration the 
gift of the Episcopate,long sought and persistently refused, was 
granted. The first General Convention of the American 
Chu ch was held in Christ Church, Philadelphia, in 1785, when 
that hotly made grateful acknowledgement of its indebtedness 
to the S.P.G.; and it is pleasant to record that affectionate re­
lations have ever since prevailed between the Society and the 
American Church—now a great organization with 81 Bishoprics, 
84 Bishops, and 4,878 priests and deacons.

Frcm the United States to British North America is a natural 
tiansition. and nowhere has the work of the S.P.G. borne 
more splendid fruit than m the enormous region lying between 
the North Atlantic and the North Pacific Oceans. In Newfound­
land—‘ou.r oldest colony’—the English settlements had, in 

1701, a population of 7.000 souls, and In the preceding year a

soVtary clergyman had gone out to St. John’s, the only place 
where there was any public exercise of religion. In 1703 the 
Society sent help, and the work has steadily progressed until 
the present day, when there are 59 clergy laboring among 
the poor fisher folk of this inclement island. To the neigh­
boring region of Nova Scotia belongs the honor of having 
had the first colonial Bishop. Bishop Inglis, who was con­
secrated on August 12, 1787, held episcopal sway over the 
whole of British North America from Newfoundland to 
Lake Superior. From his time onwards the history of the 
Church in this portion of the Queen’s Dominions would if it were 
written, prove more interesting than any romance. The 
development of the vast ten itorics of Canada called for un­
ceasing efforts on the part of the clergy, who, often exposed 
to great hardships, privations, and dangers, nobly respond­
ed to the calls made upon them to minister to the spiritual 
necessities of the people. It is impossible, within the limits of 
a single article,even to glance at the varied aspects of the 
work earned on over this enormous area; but some idea of 
the extent to which the S.P.G. has aided the Church of Can. 
ada may be formed from the statement that it has main­
tained 1 ,F.89 ordained missionaries, who have ministered to 
various races speaking 10 languages, and that its expenditure 
ou Church work, including endowments of bishoprics and 
colleges, has amounted to £1,807,852. When it is remembered 
that the aim of the dioceses is to become self-supporting, and 
that many of them have already attained this object, it will 
be seen that the figures given are wholly inadequate to indicate 
the ext< nt if the work achieved in this part of the world largely 
through the instrumentality of the S.P.G.

“Passing ever the West Indies and Central and South 
America, in which regions the Society’s expenditure has ex. 
cended £644,000. and turning to Africa, we find the Society 
so long ago as 1752, sending a missionary to the Gold Coast. No 
regular colonization of South Africa was attempted by Eng­
land until 1820. when by a grant of £50,000 from the Imper­
ial government. 4000 Biitish immigrants were introduced into 
the eastern district. In the same year the Society sent its 
first clergyman, who ministered at Wynbirg, eight miles from 
Cape Town. At the present time there are ten dioceses in the
Province of South Africa extending from Cape Town to the
Zambesi. In the 80 years of its work the S.P.G. has helped: to
endow eight out of the ten dioceses;
missionaries, and has spent £821,395. 
lairs of 1821 have grown to more than 370 clergymen scat­
tered over a. vast province, and on the Society’s list there are 
still 155 missionaries in South Africa, of whom 23 are natives. 
The S.P.G. is the < nly Society of the Church of England which 
lias labored in South Africa and, consequently, whatever has 
been done has been exclusively its work. Places now in every­
body’s mouth—Ladysmith, Dundee, Weenen, Mafeking, Kim­
berley, Tbaba Nehu and Bloemfontein—have for many years 
been the scenes of the Society's activities. Archdeacon Barker, 
who remained at Ladysmith during the sieee. has been one of 
the Society’s clergymen for 40 years. Thaba Nchu is also one 
of its stations, and at Kimberley the Society’s missionary, the

"Nothing has been said of the Society’s work in the Mau­
ritius and Madagascar, in New Zealand and the Pacific, in 
Borneo and the Straits Settlements, in China, Japan, and Korea. 
In all of these parts of the world it has been liberal In granting 
money and unremitting in its efforts to promote the highest 
interests alike of our own people and of the native popula. 
tions. Its expenditure throughout the world during the 199 
years of its existence has amounted to £6.419,608; of the 
94 colonial and missionary bishopries now existing it has help­
ed to endow 45, and at the present time it is wholly support­
ing five, and partially seven, Bishops. It also supports 787 mis­
sionaries, working in 55 dioceses and preaching the Gospel" in 
54 languages or dialects.

“In Asia the Society’s expenditure has amounted to £2,340,799 
and in India alone there are 781 priests and deacons. Of these, 
169 are chaplains maintained by the government, 38 others 
engaged by the additional clergy societies and are ministering 
to Europeans, 53 others are engaged in educational work, and 
521 are missionaries;

of this latter class 245 are natives of 
the country, in the great majority of cases supported by 
their own people.

‘In 1793 the S.P.G. began its work in Australia there being 
at that date only one clergyman in the great island continent. 
Australia was made a diocese in 1836, and in the following 
year the Society began to send out clergymen to New South 
Wales. Here, as elsewhere, the good work has grown with the 
growth of the colonies, and although the sums expended by the 
Society in this part of the Empire have not been so large as 
in some others, there are now 15 Bishops (soon to be 16) and 
about 850 clergymen engaged in the Church’s work..

“It is hardly necessary to point out that serious interruption 
has resulted to the Church’s work in South Africa owing to 
the present war. The Bishop of Pretoria became a refugee on 
the breaking out of hostilities, and large numbers of his peo­
ple have been mined^and scattered. The present time, is, 
therefore, one when the Church of South Africa has a special 
claim on all Churchmen In the old country, and the Society 
Ï8 justified in making an earnest appeal to the liberality of 
the public in lier behalf.

There has never been a time when the 
British race throughout the world, felt so deep a pride in 
the British Empire as it feels now.

(b) Every Clergyman under the age of 60, who has the 
cure of souls, or is wholly engaged in work for a Diocese, 
shall immediately, upon the acceptance of such Diocese, as 
above set forth, of this Canon, become a member of and 
subscriber to tlie Fund.

(c) Every Clergyman under the age of 60, who is licensed 
to a cure of souls in a Diocese which has accepted this 
Canon, shall, on being so licensed, become a member of and 
subscriber to the fund.

4. Annual Collections.
There shall be a collection for this Fund in every congre­

gation in all Parishes or Missions in each Diocese which has 
accepted this Canon, on some Sunday to be appointed by the 
Dmcesan Synod or by the Incumbent, in case there is no 
Diocesan Synod, but there shall be no compulsory collections 
in those Indian Missions in the interior in which money is not 
in circulation.

5. Qualifications for Annuities.
