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BOSWELL'S LIFE OF JOHNSON.,

The second volume of Mr. Murray’s beau-
tiful edition of Boswell's celebrated biogra-
pliy of Johnson is embellished by a view of
Litchfield Cathedral and of Pembroke Col-
lege, Oxford. As many of our readers may
never have enjoyed the pleasure of reading
Boswell’s work, we have sclected a few pas-
sages from the present volume, satisfied that,
when the; nhulr have read these, they will
desire to become better ncquainted both with
Johnson and his inimitable biographer, by a
raference to the book itself.

BOSWELL'S INTRODUCTION TO JONNSON.

Mr. Thomas Davies, the actor, who then
kept a bookseller’s shop in Russell-street,
Covent-garden, told me that Johnson was
very much his friend, and came frequently
to his house, where he more than once invit-
ed me to meet him; Lut by some unlucky
accident or other he was prevented from
coming to us. Mr. Thomus Davies was a
man of good understanding and talente, with
the advantage of a liberal education. Though
somewhat pompous, he was an entertaining
companion ; and his literary performances
have no inconsiderable share of merit, He
was a friendly and very hospitable man.
Both he and his wife, (who has been celebrat-
ed for her beauty,) though upon the stage
for many years, maintained an uniform de-
cency of character ; and Johnson esteemed
them, and lived in as easy an intimacy with
them as_with any family which he used to
visit.  Mr. Davies recollected several of
Johuson’s remarkable sayings, and was one
of the best of the many imitators of his voice
and manner while relating them. He in-
creased my impatienee more and more o
see the extraordinary man, whose works I
highly valued, and whose conversation wns
reported to be so peculiarly excellent. At
last, on Monday, the 16th of May, when |
was sitting in Mr. Davies's back parlour,
after haviog drank tea with him and Mrs,
Davies, Johnson unexpectedly came into the
shop; aod Mr. Davies having perceived him
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through the glass door in the room in which
we were sitting advancing towards us, he an-
nounced his awful approach to me somewhat
in the manner of an actor in the part of Ho-
ratio, when he addresses Hamlet on the ap-
pearance of his father’s ghost. ** Look, my
lord, it eomes.” I found that I had a very
perfect idea of Johnson's figure, from the
portrait of him pninted by Sir Joshua Rey-
uolds soou after he had published his Dic-.

‘| tionary, in the attitude of sitting in his easy

chair in deep meditation; which was the first
picture his friend did for him, which Sir Jo-
shua very kindly presented to me, and from
which an engraving has been made for this
work. Mr. Davies mentioned my name, and
respectfully introduced me to him. 1 was
much agitated; and recollecting his pr judi

against the Scotch, of which I had heard
nuch, I said fo Davies, ** Don't tel} whers 1
ceme from.” * From Scotland,” cried Da-
vies, roguishly. * Mr. Jobnson,” said I, * 1
do indecd come from Scotland, but I cannot
lelpit.”” I am willing to flatter myself that
I meant this as light pleasantry to soothe and
conciliate him, and not as an humiliating

¥ a
abusement «t the expense of my country.

But, however that might be, this speech was
somewhat unlucky : for, with that quickness
of wit for which he was so remarkable, he
seized the expression ** come from Scotland,”
which I used in the sense of being of that
country : and as if [ had said that I had come
away from it, or left it, retorted, ** That, sir,
Ifind, is what a very great many of your
countrymen  cannot help.” This stroke
stunned me a good deal ; and when we had
sat down, I felt myself not a litttle embar-
rassed, and apprehensive of what might come
next. He then addressed himselfto Davies.
* What do you think of Garrick ? he has re-
fused me an order for the play for Miss Wil-
liams, because he knows the house will be
full, and that an order would be worth three
shillings.” Eager to take any opening to
get into conversation with him, I ventured to
say, ** O sir, I cannot think Mr. Garrick
would grudge such a trifle to you.” * 8ir,”
said he, with a stern look, *T have known
David Garrick longer than you have done ;
and I know no right you have to talk to me
on the subject.” Perhaps I deserved this
check ; for it was rather presumptuous in
me, an entire stranger, to express any doubt
of the justice of his animadversion upon his
old ncquaintance and pupil. I now felt my-
self much mortified, and began to think that
the hope which I had long indulged of ob-
taining his acquaint was bl . Aund,
in truth, had not my ardour been uncommon-
ly strong, and my resolution uncommonly
persevering, so rough a reception might have
deterred me for ever from making any further
attempts. Fortunately, however, I remained
upon the field not wholly discomfited ; and
was soon rewarded by hearing some of his
conversation. I was highly pleased with the
extraordinary vigor of his conversation, and
regretted that I was drawn away from it by
an engagement at another place. 1 had, for
a part of the evening, been left alone with
him, and had ventured to make an observa-
tion now and then, which he received very
civilly ; so that [ was satisfied that, though
there was a roughness in his manner, there
was no ill-nature in his disposition. Davies
followed me to the door, and when I com-

plained to him a little of the hard blows,

which the great man had given me, he kind-
ly took upon him to console me by saying,
** Don't be uneasy. I can see he likes you
very well.”
BOSWELL VISITS JOHNSON AT HIS LODGINGS,

A few days afterwards 1 called on Davies,
and asked him if he thought I might take the
liberty of waiting on Mr. Johnson at his
chambers in the Temple. He said I certajn-
ly might, and that Mr. Johnson would take
it a8 a compliment. 8o upon Tuesday, the
24th of May, after having been enlivened by
the witty sallies of Messicurs Thornton,
Wilkes, Churchill, and Lloyd, with whom 1
had passed the morning, I boldly repaired to
Joh His_chambers were ‘on the first
floer of No. 1, Inner Temple-lane, and 1 en-
tered them with an impression given me by
the Rev. Dr. Blair, of Edinburgh, who had
been introduced to me not long before, and
described his having * found the Giant in his
den ;" an oxpression which, when I came to
be pretty well acquainted with Johnson, 1
repeated to him, and he was diverted: at this
cicturesque account of himself. Dr. Blair
ad been presented to him by Dr. James For-
dyce. He received me very courteously ; but,
it must be confessed, that his apartment, and
furniture, and morning-dress were sufficient-
ly uncouth. His brown suit of clothes look-
ed very rusty; he had on a little, old, shri-
velled, unpowdered wig, which was too small
for his head ; his shirt-neck and knees of his
breeches were loose ; his black worsted stock-
ings ill drawn up; and he had a pair of un-
buckled shoes by way of slippers. But all
these slovenly peculiarities were forgotten
the moment that he began to talk. Some
gentlemen whom I do not recolleet were sit-
ting with him; and when they went away,
I also rose; but he said to me * Nay, don’t
go.””  “8ir,” gaid I, “I am afraid tia I ip-
trude upondyou. It is benevolent to allow
me 1o sit and hear you.” He seemed pleas-
ed with this compliment, which I sincerely
paid him, and answered, * Sir, I am obliged
to any man who visits me.” When I rose
a second time, he again pressed me to stay,
which I did, e told me that he generally
went abroad at four in the afternoon, and
seldom came home till two in the morning.
I took the liberty to ask if he did not think it
wrong to live thus, and not make more use
of his grent talents.  He owned it was n bad
habit. On reviewing, at the distance of many
yenrs, my journal of this period, 1 wonder

how, at my first visit, I ventured to talk to
him 5o freely, and that he bore it with so
much indulgence. Before we parted, he was
50 good s to promise to favour me with his
company one evening at my lodgings ; and,
as I took my leave, shook me cordially by
the hand. Tt is almost needless to add that
I felt no litte elation at having now so hup-
ily established an acquaintance of which
had been so long ambitious.

JOHNSON’S LOVE OF GOOD EATING.

At supper this night he talked of good eat-
ing with uncommon satisfaction. * Some
people,” said he, ** have a foolish way of not
minding, or pretending not to mind, what
they eat.  For my part I mind my belly ver
studiously nnd very carefully ; for 1 look
upon it that he who does not mind his belly
will hardly mind anything else.’ lle now
appeared to me Jean Bull Philosophe, and
he was, for the moment, not only serious but
vehement. Yet I have heard him, upon other
occasions, talk with great contempt of people
who were anxious to gratify their palates ;
and the 206th number of his ** Rambler” is

ly essay against gulosity. His prac-
tice, indeed, I must acknowledge, may be
considered as casting the balance of his dif-
ferent opinions on this subject; for I never
knew any man who relished good eating more
than he did. When at the table he was to-
tally absorbed in the business of the moment:
his looks seemed rivetted to his plate ; nor
would he, unless when in very high company,
say one word, or even pay the least uttention
to what was said by others, till he had satis-
fied his appetite ; ‘which was so fierce, and
indulged with such intenseness, that, while
in the act of eating, the veins of his forehead
swelled, and generally a strong perspiration
was visible. To those whose sensations
were delicate, this could not-but be disgust-
ing ; avd it was doubtless not very suitable
to the character of a philosopher, who should
be distinguished by self-command. But it
must ba owned that Johnson, though he
could be rigidly abstemious, was not a tempe-
rate man either in eating or drinking. He
could refrain, but he could not use moderate-
ly.  He told me, that he had fasted two days
without incovenience, and that he had never
been. hungry but once. They who beheld
with wonder how much he eat upon all oc-
casions, when his dinner was to his taste,
could not easily conceive what he must have
meant by hunger; and not only was he re-
markable for the extraordinary quantity he
ent, but he was, or affected to be, a man of
very nice discernment in the science of cook-
ery. He used to descant critically on the
dishes which had been at table where he had
dined or supped, and to recollect very minute-
ly what he had liked. I remember when he
was in 8cotland, his praising Gordon's pa-
lates (a dish of palates at the Honourable
Alexander Gordon’s with a warmth of ex-
pression which might have done honour to
more important subjects. ** As for Maclau-
rin's imitation of a made dish, it was o wretch-
ed attempt.” He, about the same time, was
so much displensed with the perfor of
a nobleman's French cook that he exclaimed,
with vehemence, * I'd throw such a rascal
into the river;” and he then preceeded to
alarm a lady at whose house he was to sup,
by the following manifesto of his skill : * 1
madam, who live at a variety of good tables,
am a much better judge of cookery than any
person who has a very tolerable cook, but
lives much at honie ; for his palate is gra-
dually adapted to the taste of his cook 3
whereas, madam, iv trying by a wider range,
1 can more exquisitely judge.” When in-
vited to dine even with an intimate friend,
he was not plensed if something better than
a plain dinner was not provided for him. 1
have heard him say on such an occasion,
“ T'his was a good dinner enough, to be sure ;
but it was not a dinner to ask a man to.”
On the other hand, he wus wont to express,
with great glee, his satisfaction when he had
been entertained quite to his mind. One day
when he had dined with his neighbour and
landlord, in Bolt-court, Mr. Allen, the print-
er, whose old housekeeper had studied his
taste in every thing, he pronounced this
eulogy, *Sir, we could not have had a better
dinner, had there been u synod of cooks.”

SPECIMENS OF JOMNSON'S CONVERSATION,

On Wednesday, July 20, Dr. Johnson, Mr. Demp-
ster, and my uncle, Dr. Boswell, who happened to
be now in London, supped with me ut these cham-
bers.  JonNsoN.—* Pity is not natural to man,
Children are always eruel, Savages are always cruel.
Pity is acquired and improved by the cultivation of
reason,  We may have uneasy sensations from seeing
a creature in distress, without pity ; for we have not
pity unlese we wish to relieve them. When I am o
my way to dine with a friend, and finding it late have
bid the coachman make haste, if I happen to attend
when he whips his horscs, I may feel unplessantly that
the animals are put to pain, but 1 do not wish him to
desist : no, sir, I wish him to drive on,”

Rousseau’s treatise on the inequality of mankind
was at this time a fashionable topic. It gave rise to
an observation by Mr. 1) that the ad T
of fortune and rank were nothing to a wise man, who
ought to value only merit. JounsoN.—~*“If man
were u savage, living in the woods by himself, this
might be true; but in civilized society weall depend
upon each other, and our happiness is very much ow-
ing to the good opinion of mankind, Now, sir, in
eivilized society external advantages muke us more
respected. A man with a good coat uponhis back
meets with a better reception thun he who has s bad
one. 8ir, you may analyze this,and say what is there
init? But that will avail you nothing, for it is a
part of a general system. Pound St. Paul's Church
into atoms, and consider any single atom ; it is, to be
sure, good for nothing ; but put all these atoms to-
gether, and you have St. Paul’s Church. So it js
with human felicity, which is made up of many in.
gredients, each of which may be shown to be very
insiguificant.  In civilized society, personal merit will
not setve you so much as money will.  Sir, you may
muke the experiment.  Go into the street, and give

No one, beholding this enormous country,
stretching from ocean to ocean, watered with ten
thousand glorious rivers, combining every variety of
climate and soil, therefore every variety of produce
and population, possessing within itself every resource
that other nations are forced either to buy abroad, or
to create substitutes for at home ; no one, seeing the
internal wealth of America, the abundant fertil ty of
the earth’s surface, the riches heaped below it, the

ney, to be sure, of itself is of no use; for its only use
is to part with it. Rousseau, und li those who deal
in paradoxes, are led away by a childish desire of no-
velty, When I wasa boy, I used always to choose
the wrong side of u debate, 1 most i i

paralleled facilities for the intercourse of men and
the interehange of their poesessions throughout its
vast extent, can for an instant indulge the thought
that such a country was ever destined to be ar: appen-
dage to any other in the world, or that any chain of

things, that is to say, most new things could be said
upon it.  Sir, there is nothing for which you may not
muster up more plausible arguments than those which
are urged against wealth und other external advan-
tages. Why, now, there is stealing ; why should it
be thought a crime? When we consider by what
unjust methods property has been often acquired, and
that what was unjustly got it must be unjust to keep,
Wwhere is the harm in one man’s taking the property
of another from him ? Besides, sir, when wé consi-
der the bad use that many people make of their pro-
perty, and how much better use the thief may make
of it, it may be def ded as a very allowable practice.
Yet, sir, the experience of mankind has discovered
stealing to be so very bad a thing, that they make no
seruple to hang a man for it.  When T was running
about this town a very paor fellow, I was a greater
arguer for the advantages of poverty; but I was, at
the same time, very sorry to be poor.  Sir, all the
arguments which are brought to represent poverty as
no evil, show it to be evidently a great evil. {'ou
never find people labouring to convince you that you
may live very happily upon a plentiful fortune. ~ So
you hear people talking how miserable a king must
be; and yet they all wish to be in his place.” It
was suggested, that kings must be unhappy, because
they are deprived of the greatest of all satisfactions,
easy und unreserved society. Josnson.—* That is
an ill-founded notion. Being a king does not exclude
& nrn from such society, Great kings have always
been social. The king of Prussia, the only great
king at present, s very social.  Charles the Second,
the lnst king of England who was a man of parts, was
social ; and our Henrys and Edwards were all social.’”

Mr. Dempster having endeavotred to prove, that
intrinsic merit ought to make the only distinction
amongst mankind, JounsoNn,—* ‘Why, sir, mankind
have found that this cannot be. How shall we deter-
mine the proportion of intrinsic merit ? Were that
to be the only distinction amongst mankind, we should
soon quarrel about the degrees of it. Were all dis-
tinctions abolished, the strongest would net long ne-
quiesve, but would endeavour to obtain a superiority
by their bodily strength. - But, sir, as surbordination
is very necessary for society, and contentions for su.
periority very dangerous, mankind, that is to say all
civilized nations, have settled it upon a plain, invaria-
ble principle, A man is born to Eemdilary rank ; or
his being appointed to certain offices gives him a cer-
tainrank. Subordination tendsgreatly to human happi.
ness, - Were we ull upon an equality, we should have
no other enjoyment than mere animal pleasure,” 1
said, 1 consider distinction of rank to be of so much
importance in civilized society, that, if I were asked
on the same day to dine with the first duke in Eng-
land, and with the first man in Britain for genius, 1
should hesitate which to prefer. JonnsoN.—-% To
be sure, sir, if you were to dine only once, and it were
never to be known where you dined, you would
choose rather to dine with the first man for genius
but to gain most respect, you should dine with the
first duke in England.  For nine people in ten that
you meet with would have a higher opinion of you
for having dined with a duke : and the great genius
himself would receive you better, becuuse you had
been with the great duke.”

Curtovs Catcurarion.~There is but little en-
courugement for uuthors in the following statement,
lutely made by some ingenious and puins-taking
Frenchman, We do not vouch for its accuracy, not
being udvised of the data upon which it is founded,
but if it be true, it ought to furnish a panacea for the
cacoethes scribendi. The work from which we trans-
lute, suys, that in Great Britain one thonsand books
are published per annum, on six hundred of which
there is u commerciul loss, on two hundred no gain,
on one hundred a trifling gain, and only on one hun-
dred any considerable profit. Seven hundred are
forgotten within the year, another hundred in two
years, and one hundred and fifty of the remainder in
three years ; that only fifty survive seven years, and
of these scarcely ten are thought of, or known, after
the lapse of twenty years, That of the fifty thousand
books published in the seventeenth century, not fifty
aré now in circulation : and of the eighty thousand
published in the eighteenth century, not more than
threo hundred are considered worth reprinting for o
second edition, and not more than five hundred are
sought after now.  Since the first writings, fourteen
hundred years before Christ, that is, in thirty-two
centuries, only about five hundred works of writers
of all nations have sustained themselves against the
devouring influence of time, Pleasant tidings these,
for such as huve hope of fame in the ranks of author-
ship ! —

1 Grear Fire AND Loss or Lives.—On Wednesday
morning at helf-past two o'clock, the most calamitous
fire which has visited this city since our residence in
it, broke out in the five story building No. 115 Fulton-
street, and extended its ravages until it had consumed
the entire block bounded by Fulton, Nassau, Ann,
and William streets, except the North Dutch Church
on one side of the block, and the Dutch Consistory
Rooms, and the houses occupied by the collegiate mi-
nisters of the Dutch Church on the other. Nor did
it stop here. Crossing Ann-street, it entered the
block bounded by Ann, Nassau, Beekman, and Wil-
liam streets, and destroyed nearly one half of the
buildings embraced in it, beginning with the Catholic
Church in Anm-strect, and sweeping away every
building between that and the corner of Nassau, and
thence to the large brick dwelling on the corner of
Beekman and Nassau, which put a stop to its progress
in this direction. The American Bible Society house,
and all the houses on the west side of Nassau, between
it and Aun-strect, were partially injured, as were
several houses on the souﬁ‘: side of Fulton, opposite
those in which the fire commenced.
There is no part of the city in which so many arti-
sans were employed, in the same space as that which
has been destroyed by this fire. It is computed, that
at least one thousand pereons, chiefly printers, stereo-
typers, bookbinders, folders,and others connected more
or less remotely with the business of publication are
for the moment deprived of their usual employment.
But the most melancholy part of the story is that
which relates to the loss of life. T'wo printers who
lodged in the fifth story of the building in which the
fire commenced, (David Carlisle, and Daniel D.
Wyeth,) finding it impossible to escape, perished in
the flames, end Mr. Joseph Blanchard, a master
bookbinder, in attempting to escape by leaping from
the third or fourth story of the same building,
was so dreadfully injured that he survived but a few
minutes. It is said, also, that a colored man, name
unknown, was buried under the walls.
The following particulars respecting the loss of pro-
perty are from the Journal of Commerce.

For
this reason, as well as because they were crowded
with the manufacturing establishments, and otherwise
deemed extra-hazardous, the Insurance Offices were
jealous of them, and refused to underwrite, except at
very high rates,
The Bitle Society’s House (No. 115 Nassau) took
fire. but was extinguished without damage.
The whole amount of insurance is near $2350,000,
and the total amount of loss not very far from
$750,000.

_Rior axp Broovsuto 1y Bavrisone.—The Bal-
timore papers give us the particulars of dreadful riots
in that city, which continued through several nights
in succession, and arrived at their climax on Sunday
last, when the city was abandoned to the infuriated
populace, who tore down the houses of obnoxious citi-
zens, burat their furniture in the street, opened the
jails, and acted their will and pleasure in every res-
pect, without let or hindrance from either civil or
military authorities. On the night previous, (Satur-
day night,) several of the mob (some accounts say
seven or eight, and some more) had been killed and
wounded by many «hot fired upon them by a compan
of voluntcers, acting under the order of the civil
authorities.

Tlhe excitement grew out of the failure of the Bank
of Maryland. This bank, it will be recollected, broke
during the panic of last vear, and caused great distress
among all classes of citizens in Baltimore, and a bitter
feeling towards the directors, some of whom continued
to live in splendid style, and were easily made objects
of hatred to the populace. The affairs of the bank,
it seeme, had not been finally settled, but fundstoa
considerable amount were in the hands of trustees ap-
pointed by the directors. The creditors of the bank
were desirous that these funds should be paid over
immediately to trustees appointed by themselves, and
had made application to the Chancellor for an order
to that effect. The chancellor had appointed Tues-
day of last week for the hearing of the motion in favor
of this summary order, and had made considerable
progress, when he was suddenly taken ill, in conse-
quence of which it became necessary to postpone the
hearing till Lis health should be restored. The mob
became impatient at the law's delay, and made sundry
demonstrations of violence on Thursday and Friday
eveninzs.  On the last mentioned day there was a
public meeting of citizens, who passed resolutions re-
commending the delivery of the books and papers of
the bank to the creditors, without waiting for the or-
der of the chancellor ; and accordingly two of the
trustecs, Messrs. Jobn B. Morris and T. Ellicott,
published cards in the papers of Saturday evening, de-
clariug their entire readiness to resign their trust as
s00n us thev could be discharged from their respounsi-
bilities.  The counsel for the creditors also published,
at the same time, an appeal, deprecating violence, and
assuring the creditors that full justice would be done
them.  All, however, did not avail to check the ri-

This
mode of warfare continued until about ten o'clock,
when fearing that the guard would be evercome, they
were ied with kets and ition he
heart sickens at the scene that ensued. Discharges
from the muskets became frequent,—sometimes over
the heads of the crowd, and cecasionally amongst it.
'I.‘ho muske!s were loaded with small shot, with the
view of avoiding the infliction of mortal wounds.

Whilst this scene was passing in front of North
Calvert street, a body of the assailants passed around
in North Charles street, attacked the rnouw of Mr.
(_ilann. destroyed the windows, doors, §c. and demo-
Il,}md 8nd threw the furniture into the streets; but no
disporition was manifested to injure the property of
others. The contest at Calvert-st. and other points
was renewed at intervals during the night.

His dwelling was entered
and cleared, and the furniture and other contents
piled up in the street and burnt.

From J. B. Morris's house, they proceeded to that
of the Mayor of the city, Jesse Hunt, Esq., broke it
open, took out the furniture and burnt it before the
door. They also destroyed the furniture of Evan T.
Ellicott, and much injured his dwelling in Pratt-st.—
They were directors of the Bank of Maryland.

Thpy also attacked Capt. Willey's hardware store
in Franklin-street, and commenced destroying its
contents, but desisted at the urgent solicitations of
Mr. Lynch, who assured them that he, and not Mr.

A requisition was addressed by the civil authori-
ties to (General Smith, stating their inability to pre-
serve the public peace, and asking him for military
aid, An order accordingly wasissued by Gen. Smith,
Commander of the Third Division of Maryland Mili-
tia, calling out the Division for the service aforesaid,
and arms were furnished to them.

Corps of citizens, well armed, then occupied different
points of the city, and order was soon completely re-
stored.— U. States Troops subsequently arrived.

The answer
will depend upon the meaning attached: to the term
power. That the physical force of the country, if
it could be employed like mechanica! force, is suffici
to suppress riots, no one can doubt. But this physi-
cal force is under the control of as many wills as there
are individuals : and the aggregate of these wills con-
stitutes public sentiment. Now if public sentiment
rules in one direction, and the magistrates in another,
it is obvious that the power on which we relied for
the suppression of riots, is a broken recd. Magistrates
in this country have no authority but what they de-
rive from public sentiment, cxpressed through the
representatives of the people in the form of laws ; and
if this fails. what have they left? Laws, unsustained
by public sentiment, are a dead letter, or will soon
become so. Laws for the suppression of mobs will
be u dead letter, if the people are at heart in favor of
mobs. On this point we are afraid there is not a
healthy tone of publie sentiment, either in this city,
or in the country at large. Mcn may be opposed to
mobs in general, but disposed to tolerate them in
sowe particular instance.~—~This will not do; for it
admits the principle that mobs are well enough, if
only the men or things to be mobbed are sufficiently
odious. Give to the moboeracy so much, and they
will take the rest without asking. They will assume
to judge, ns well as to execute.

As the full particulars of the cause end effects of these
riots will be found in our extracts, with some sensiblo
remarks of the New-York Journal of Commerce on
the late spirit of mobocracy which has broken out in
various parts of the United States, it is unnecessary
for us to give more particulars in this place. The
last Halifax Novascotian, in noticing the subject,
says :—* We now scarcely open an American paper.

He is the first European who has visited
Great Fish River, and examined its course to the Po-
lar Seas. Its very existence was doubted by many geo-
graphers. Itis said to be large but of dangerous navi-
gauon-—grem,ly impeded by ice, and having little but
mounds of sand along its banks. Capt. B. received
the intelligence of the safe return of Capt. Ross, on
the 25th of April, 1834, at his winter quarters, at the
enastern extremity of the Great Slave lLake, being ex-
actly one year after he had left Lachine.

That in the opinion of your petitioners the prac-
tice of selling Crown Lands at an arbitrary price, 18
consequence of the probable quantity of Timber that
may be growing on such lands, will not ouly retard
the settlement of the country but is also injurious to
the Revenues of the Crown, because such land v..vill
only be purchased for the purpose of speculation,
without the remotest intention of improvement but
solely on the well founded expectation that the ton-
nage to be obtained for the Timber will much more
than repay the cost of purchase. -

Your petitioners conceive that for the foregoing as
well as other reasons, the extensive sales of Timber
Lands which have of Jate been the subject of negocia-
tion in the Crown Lands Office, will, if carried into
effect, Le fraught with most injurious consequences
not only to the trade of the said Counties, but also to
the Revenues of the Crown and to the general inter-
ests of the Province considered as a British Colony 5
for your petitioners beg leave to express their doubt
