Scenes of Horror in Wu-
chang Told by Corres-

HANKOW, China, Oct. 9—Ten
thousand people have died, most of
them from starvation, in the “horror
city of Wuchang since the Cantonese
Red army began its siege at ‘the end
of ‘August. - The figures are those of
Chinese officials, No white man_could
penétrate the ’ “buildings, within
w!nich thousands succumbed in secret
misery.

Five hundred coffins have been ship-
ped to Wuchang to bury those tram-
pled to death or drowned in the fran-
tic effort to board boats to take them
across the Yangtse to Hankow and
safety. An Associated Press corres-
pondent who walked yesterday through
through the streets of Wuchang, found
them deserted excepted for neglected
dead lying in the roadways. The city,
which with Hankow and Hanyang
formed the commercial centre of Mid-
dle China, was desolate. Many of its
fine buildings had been destroyed, by
flames or shell-firee The numerous
mission structures were deserted.
Barred shops and dwellings hid from
view the tragedy of death in the city
of a half-million population wrought
by lIthe besieging Cantonese outside the
walls.

STARVING THE CITY.

Failing in their efforts to carry
Wuchang by direct attack, defeated in
hand-to-hand fighting in the city’s
streets, the Cantonese, at a safe dis-
tance, maintain a war of attrition—
starvation their weapon.

It is rumored that the Cantonese
will grant the proposal of the defenders
to yield the city if permitted to serve
in the army that has shelled and starv-
ed them. The date for surrender is
said to be October 10, a national holi-
day, celebrating the founding of the
chaotic Chinese republic.

This date also is, however, that set
for Cantonese ultimatum for the begin-
ing of a general bombardment of
emaciated beings who crawl about the
foodless city.

120 Miners Trapped In

In the United States
it was first found at Norway, Me,
in 1865.

It was again brought from Furope,
this time to New York, in 1868,
From ‘Quebec and from New York
it gradually spread westward and
southward. It first appeared at Wash-
ington in 1872. In 1874 it appeared
at Charleston, S. C., where it seems
to have been brought on a coasting
vessel.

By 1881 it had covered the eastern
United States as far as Glencoe and
Fremont, Neb.; Salina, Kas, and
Bastrop, Tex. Soon after it was at
home practically everywhere. ;

Does it look murderous? It does
not. Yet, as it spread over the east-
ern United States, our native white,
of much the same appearance but
not destructive to our cabbages, dis-
appeared before it and now is quite
extinct over nearly all its former
eastern range.

ALIFAX, Oct. 8—On his re-

turn to his office, following
an absence of several weeks,
Premier E. N. Rhodes, of Nova
Scotia, gave out the text of a
telegram he addressed today to
the Prime Minister of the Do-
minion, Rt. Hon. W. L. Mac-
kenzie King, protesting against
further delay in the publication
of the report of the Duncan
Commission on Maritime Rights.

The telegram was as follows:
“I observe with apprehension a press

despatch indicating that the report of

Duncan Commission is to be withheld
from publication until Parliament as-
sembles. One highly important consid-
one fully recognized by the commission
eration in the Maritime situation and
itself is-the unsettled state of public
opinion within these provinces concern-
ing their well-being. Having this in
mind, no circumstances would be more
disfurbing here than what I believe to
be the unjustifiable and unnecessary
withholding of this report. The release
of the report cannot alter its terms or
its provisions, neither should it effect
the attitude ultimately to be assumed
by the government and Parliament
of Canada.

RESPONSIBILITY ASSUMED:.

“The government of Nova Scotia, as
did the governments of New Bruns-
wick and Prince Edward Island, as-
sumed frankly the responsibility cast
upon it by your order-in-council® con-
stituting the Duncan Commission and
presented its case before the commis-
sion in good faith and in the hope that
the government and the Parliament of
Canada would deal with the situation
in a broad spirit and with expedition.
It would be most unfortunate should
the public of the Maritime Provinces
and indeed of all Canada receive the
impression that there is any tendency
to temporize with this most important
matter.

It would seem that this is the crux of the dilemma in which you are
impaled. 1f you stay at home and act as your own nursemaid you give
your child the benefit of your personal care and influence, but you doom
it to a strata of life to which you feel that you and your husband do not
belong and you cut it off from social and educational advantages that you
will want it to have later on. If you go back to work you will leave your
child in the hands of hirelings, but you help your husband to get a start
in the world and you give your child comforts and opportunities that it
would not otherwise have.

So it seems to me, under the circumstances, that the lesser evil
will be for you to resume your profession, for the money you make
will be of more advantage to your child than your personal ser-
vices. Especially is this true while it is still small, for it makes
{ittle difference to a baby who takes care of it so long as it is well
taken care of.

And you will be far more likely in this way to obtain a happy home
for vour child to grow up in, because your husband is evidently getting
discouraged and rebellious at the way of life his lrck of mongy forces
upon him, and not many men’s love survives that.

As a well-dressed teacher in a proper home setting you will

be much more attractive tc him than you will be as a shabby

household drudge.

It was moved:by Commissioner R. W.

DARLING REFERS
T0 VIEWS OF DEAN

Says Inge’s Words Deserve
More Heed Than Lady

“As a mat-
ter of fact, there has been no time 'n
the history of Vancouver when there
were so few complaints about morality
conditions as during} the last year ot
two.

The police commission has hardly

had a single deputation before it on{
these questions. !

“There may be more drinking of
beer since the beer parlors were opened
but complaints of conditions such as
described in the report, have not been
made.”

Commissioner Garbutt said, however,
that while it was regrettable that
statements of this sort should be made
reflecting on the city, he was getting
used to attacks being made thousands
of miles away from the scene.

“Such charges are not made here
where the facts speak for themselves,”
he commented.
