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SENATOR DOMVILLE
When the question of confederation

was before the people of St. John, a
young man named James Domville was

a candidate in support of the union. He
was not successful then, but a few years
later he was a member of the House of
Commons, and he died on Saturday last,
a Senator of Canada. Born in Hondurns,
educated in England and on the conti-
nent, he came as a young man to" this |
city and at once became a force in its!
commercial life. A brief story outlining
his career and telling of the many im-
portant interests which engaged his at-
tention, as well as the notable events of
more than half a century in which he
bore a part,‘is given in this issue of the
Times. In the St. John of fifty years
ago he was a Nominent figure, and as
the years passed his activities emhraced
a wider scope, until there - were few men
in the pn‘)vincc more widely known.

For more than twenty years he was
active in the politics of Kings county, |
and never did partisan feeling ‘run higher;
than in those days. The strife hetween
Colonel Domville and Mr. Foster, now
Sir George Foster, invariably aroused the
people to a high pitch of excitement at
election time, and though successful
most of the time, it was ﬂnall;z neces-
sary for Mr. Foster to seek a new con-
stituency.

Senator Domville bad a fine military
record, and men now old remember’ with
pleasure the days spent in camp with
the Kings County Cavalry, known lster
as the 8th Princess Louise Hussars. This
regiment twice volunteered for fore'gn
service during the years of his com-
mand.

The late senator had great faith in the
resources of New Rrunswick, and lost
no opportunity to tell the world about
them. In that respect he rendered the
province most valuable service. His was
a strenuous life, for action was essential
to his lively temperament/! For some
years his health has not been good, but
his keen interest in public affairs con-
tinned to the last. The news of his
death causes sincere sorrow in a very
wide-circle of the friends he had nade!
during a long and busy life.

CHAMPION HILTON BELYEA.
Mr. Hilton Belyea has fully sustained
the confidence of his friends. He is the

champion of Canada at the single sculls,
and has brought back to St. John the
fame of former years. Not only so, but
it is even said that the principles of the
theory and practice of rowing as enunci-
ated and illustrated by the Belyeas of
St. John may revolutionize rowing.
Whether -this last be true or not, it is
enough that the St. John man who sv
bandily won the New England champ-
jonship is now the champion of Canada
at the single sculls.

The account of the races at St. Cath-
erines shows that while Hilton Belyea
was recognized as a formidable oppon-
ent, there was little anticipation of his
brilliant victory. The “fisherman with
his strange rig and peculiar style” was
interesting, but not regarded as a‘,win-|
ner. Any who were mildly amused at|
the outset, however, experienced quite a|
different sensation when the powerful
stroke of the St. John man carried him
_to victory. They got the surprise of
their lives. This victory at St. Cath-
erines means much for St. John. I will
intensify interest in aquatics, which have
been reviving for two years past, and
put St. John prominently on the sport-
ing map of Canada as a city which pro-
duces great oarsmen as well as great
skaters. The city can also produce great
runners and all-round athletes if the
young people will take advantage of the
opportunities now afforded on new play-
grounds to get in form for the compe-
tition. .

(HE LATE COLONEL DOMVILLE.

Hon. James Domville, F.R.C.I,
F.R.G.S., honorary colonel of the
Highth Regiment, Princess Louise Hus-
sars, which he organized, and a member
of the Canadian senate for eighteen
years, was born in Belize, Honduras,
November 29, 1842, the son of the late
Lieut.-General James W. Domville of
the Royal Artillery, and Frances (Usher)
Domville, daughter of the late Hon.
William B. Usher. Senator Domville
was educated in England and on the con-,
tinent, taking a course also at Wool- |
wich, wnth the intention of entering the
Bntxsh army. He changed his mind,
‘hogvever, and came to Canada in 1860,
from Barbadoes, where his father was

* en'wtationed with the Royal Artillery.

dnd not remain here, but returned

866 and started business in St.

. J ds a West Indies merchant.

Eventually he took over the business of

the late William H. Scovil and operated

the Coldbrook nail factory and Moose-

path Rolling Mills. He carried on a

large business for years in nails and
rolled iron, ships knees, etc.

About 1870 he took the late James
Scovil, son of W. H. Scovil into partner-
ship under the name of James Domville
& Co., and continued until the great
fire of 1877. In 1872 Colonel Domvyille
organized the Maritime Bank of St. John
and was its president for several years.
He also started the Maritime Ware-
housing & Dock Company. In 1897 he
built and sailed the steamer James
Domville, the first British'steamer that
flew the British flag 'on the Yukon. He

was e«interested in property development
in the Yukon country and in later years
fnvested in the Albert shale fields. He
retired  from active business several
years ago.

His Military Careet.

Colone: Domville joined the old New
Brunswick militia soon after he arrived
here from the West Indies, and was on
duty at the border at the time of the
Fenian Raid. He did not continue in
the mnlltm after Confederation, but in

te seventies he Jomed the Kings
\!mty Cavalry as major and later suc-
ceeded to the command as lieutenant-
colonel. He re-erganized the regiment as
the Eighth Princess Louise Hussars, a
detachment of which did escort' duty to

when they visited this city. He brought
the Hussars up to date and maintained
a splendid regiment, which was re-
cruited from Kings, Westmorland and
Kent counties largely. He continued in
command for many years, being com-
mander of that unit longer than any
other officer. In those days it was cus-
tomary for the reglment to hold the
annual musters at various places, such
as Sussex, Apohaqui, Shediac, Moncton,
Hampton and St. Stephen. Through
these musters and his military activity
Colonel Domville became well known
throughout the province and  his name

{ was practically a household word in

many localities. He commanded the
Hussars for twenty years.

The regiment volunteeréd for service
in the Soudan in 1884 and again in
1896 and received the thanks of the
British government and Lord Wolseley.

Colonel Domville was one of the officers .

who accompanied the Rt. Hon. Sir Wwil-
frid Laurier, premler of Canada, to Eng-

land on the accasion of the jubliee

celebration of the late Queen Victoria,
at which he received a medal. The regi-
ment was presented with a silver

trumpet by General Herbert for effi-
ciency, the only trumpet given to a!

cavalry regiment in Canada. He was
decorated for his long service in the
militia. He was also awarded a Fenian
L Raid medal. After his retirement from
the militia he was elected honorary
eolonel for life.

When a_ resident of St. John Colonel

omville sat as alderman and was a
¢hairman of a delegation from the St.
John Board of Trade to Ottawa in 1871.
He founded the free public library, and
later was president of the Kings county
board of trade. He was elected to the
house of commons from Kings county
in the Conservative interest in 1873. He
became a, Conservative in 1882,

was defeated in the géneral elections of
that year by George Eulas Foster, now
Sir George Foster. The election was
declared void by the courts, and from
this time for years he and Mr. Foster
were the political gladiators of Kings
county.

In the by-electnon of 1882 Colonel
Domville was again defeated by Mr.
Foster, and in a by-election in 1385,
made necessary by the latter acceptmg
office in .the cabinet, the colonel again
lost. Colonel Demville was defeated by
Hon. Mr, Foster in the general elect-
ions of 1887 and 1891, but was success-
ful in the general election of 1896, the
minister being obliged to seek election
in York county. He was defeated for
re-election at the general elections .of
1900 by George W. Fowler, of Sussex,
now a senator.

It was often the boast of the Senator
that although often defeated himself
he was able by persistence to drive-his
‘doughty opponent out of Kings county.

Colonel Domville was for four years
chairman of the select standing commit-
tec of the house of commons on bank-
ing and commerce.

On April 20, 1903, Colonel Domville
was summoned to the senate, and in

Among his early experiences in poli-

ting liberally and placing a memorial

WINS NATIONAL -

CHAMPIONSHIP

Three Lengths Over Gilmore
and Six Over Dibblee.

The St. John Oarsman Gave
Them a ‘Surprise at St
Catherines— Experts Inter-

ested in Hilton’s Style and

Rigging.

(Canadian Press Despatch.)

St. Catherines, Ont., July 30—The big-
gest surprise that ever occurred at a
Royal Canadian Henley| happened here
this afternoon when Hilton Belyea, the
St. John sculler, won the Canadian senior
singles, and Bob Dibble, the title holder,
went down to defeat and finished third.
W. F. G. Gilmore, of Bachelor Boat
Club, of Philadelphia, was second, 2
length and a half open water behind Bel-
yea, and Dibble was four lengths in the
rear of Gilmore; Stacey. of Brockville,
was fourth, three lengths benind Dibble,
and Johnry and Wesley Durnan were
equal distances behind. Belyea’s ' vic-
toryv had the grandstand gasping with
surprise. Very few of the spectators

would wager Belyea against Johnny
Durnan, and odds against him were all

awry.

The field broke from the gun fairly
.even with Stacey leading at the half
mile, Belyea second and Dibble third.
Belyea watched his men and went into
the lead at the three quarters. Gilmore
sprinted and went into the second place,
and Stacey dropped behind Dibble. . Half
a mile from home Dibble seemed to go
completely to pieces stroke steered off
his course into the flags while Belyea
sticking them in, in easy fashion. He
continued his lead, although Gilmore
hung doggedly on and refused to quit.
Belyea seemed to be hardly fatigued,
while Dibble looked to be in bad shape
as. he reached for the water to wet his
head.” Belyea’s brother, two days ago
here, bet about $1,500, which was snap-
ped up by Don supporters.

An Easy, Swinging Stroke.

Belyea rows an easy swinging stroke,
not much swing, but he gets a lot of
weight on the pars. His boat was home
made, although it looks first class and he
was attired in an ordinary light blue
bathing suit, with the St. John crest.
He wore a blue cap with a peak on it
at least a foot long. He weighs 165
pounds. (F. T. Belyea, a brother of Hil-
ton’s, told the Telegraph last night that
Hilton’s weight was 149 pounds. Two
years ago he weighed 218 pounds) It
was a tremendous upset. Dibble un-
doubtedly is not in proper shape. He
looked particularly wan and worn out,
after the race and on the verge of col-
lapse. It is only a month ago he under-
went an operation.

The time of the race is fairly fast, so
that Belyea’s victory was clean-cut, and
great credit is due him.

Betting Against Belyea.

The questions of style in rowing and
art of rigging which were raised as a
result of the participation of the St
John representative in the Canadian
Henley are of such moment to St. John
and to the rowing world in general that
their origin and development deserve
more than brief reference. For several
days preceding the races coaches and
other followers of the game had in-
dulged 'in comment adverse to Hilton’s
style, rig and boat. General betting at
two to one against him and offers of
two to one that he would not finish sec-
ond indicated that his chance of win-
ning was not considered bright. On Fri-
day night some of the coaches indulged
in humorous repartee with Harry Bel-
yea about St. John oarsmen and “kid-
ded” him about the “home-made boat

!

and the paddles.” The talk continued!
until an early hour in the morning and
before it was concluded the men who
had started in a joking way were lean-
ing towards Harry,. carefully following
bhis arguments, weighing the points he
scored repeatedly and in general con-
ducting themselves in the manner of
scholars in the presence of a teacher. In
the vernacular, Harry “put it g}l ‘over
themn.” Hilton was the centrs of inter-
est on Saturday night at the hotel. He
was surrounded by perhaps 100 oars-
men, including coaches. Harry was ab-
sent and in his place Hilton gave in-
struction and explanation of the St. John
rowing system. The discussion took
place on the hotel verandah and con- |
tinued until 3 a. m. Sunday. Part of
the talk was carried on during a terrific
electrical storm but the oarsmen paid
no attention either to the lightning or
the torrential rain.

The Technical Points.

Technically the points raised had to!
do with the location of the “pin” in the
rowlock, the length of slide, the design
of oar blades and handles, width of boat,
height of rigging, spread of rower’s
knees and position of body, and espec-
ially the question of pull and recovery.
Harvey Pulford, former champion stroke
and now coach at Ottawa, said Satur-
day night that “the Belyeas have revo-
lutionized the theory of rowing in this
country in reference to oars, rigging and |
motion of the oarsman. Hilton Belyea
is a rower rather than a sculler. He
showed during his race,” concluded Pul-
ford, “rare generalship, exceptional cool-
ness and high courage. He is«a remark-
able oarsman.”

Joe Wright, Toronto, coach of the
University, of Pennsylvania and of a
Toronto club, said that “youth was not
served today, but that Belyea triumphed |
by his skill and courage, coupled with
remarkable coolness.” .

Jim Rice, coach of Columbia Univer-
sity, observed: “Belyea is a great oars-
man and a splendid sculler.”

General Efficiency.

Coach Duffield, Detroit, expressed the
opinion that Hilton’s victory was due
to superb physical condition and to the
efficiency of the rigging of his shell. Mr.
Duffield also said: “There is much for all
of us to study from the showing of the
St. John champion 'and from the theory
and practice of rowing as laid down by
Harry Belyea. The points enunciated
by the latter will be investigated and
tested. The Belyeas may have solved
the problem of how to get the ,maxi-
mum of efficiency from an individual by
their method of locating the point of
centre of the arc through which the oar
sweeps. On the other hand,” he con-
cluded, “Hilton’s victory may be due
solely to his wonderful skill and superb
physical condition.” '

The quarter mile dash and the one
and five-sixteenths mile events were
scheduled for 2.30 and 4.80 respectively,
and were raced approximately as
scheduled. Hilton, who had never be-
fore engaged in a sprint in sculling, en-
tered the dash to test the inettle of his
opponents and also to show that he did
not desire to take any unfair advantage
by holding back for the big event of the
Henley. His work in the quarter mile
was excellent and his showing made
certain his victory in the distance trial.

The information contained in the fol- |
lowing article was given to The Tele-
graph last night by a member of Hil-
ton Belyea’s family, West St, John: \

Hilton A. Belyea, the idol of St. John, |
champion single scull oarsman of New
England siates. who on Saturday also.!
became the champion of Canada, win-
ning the senior single scull race at the
Canadian Henley, St.
tario, is of Loyalist descent,
great-grandfather Belyea being one
the Loyalist founders of this city and
his ancestors have long been noted as
sturdy oarsmen. His great-uncle,
Belyea, who also would be the gra
father of Robert Belyea, intermedi
New England champion, in the year
1837 rowed in the first Pace ever held
in St. John harbor, this being a four- |
oared race against the Indiantown crew, |
and was won by Belyea’s crew. This |
family of Belyeas consisted of seven:
brothers, George, William, John, Samuel, |
Byard, Charles and James, all power- |
fully built men who did alj their row-
ing in heavy built boats, the usual course
being from the North wharf down the |
harbor around Partridge Island and
back to starting point. ;

James Belyea, grandfather of Hilton, |
was never beaten in a race, he being a|
powerful oarsman, and for years demon-
strated his wonderful ability and prow-
ess with the oar by meeting all-comers
and pulling more with one arm than his |
opponent could with two. His son,
James W. Belyea, Hilton’s father, was
for years coxswain of the government |
boat Water Lily.

During his stay in |
this position their racing gig never was |
defeated. He rowed:

FIRE

WILL REGULATE
LIQUOR TRAFFIC IN
“EATHERLAND"

Great Increase in Wine and
Spirit Consumption Since
War—Crime Wave Charg-
ed to Drink Craze.

Berlin, July 21.—(A. P, by Mail)—
Consumption of wines and liquors has
been increasing so rapidly in Germany
since the war that the Reichstag has
directed the drafting of a law, to be in-
troduced at the September session, to
regulate the traffic. The law also will
check a growing increase in the num-

ber of saloons which, in Berlin particu- .
larly, has been so rapid that even the '

moderates say the health and morals of
the people are endangered.

The crime wave which has been
sweeping the country for many months,
filling the jails of every city and se-
verely taxing the resources of the police,
is attributed by many to the “drink-

| eraze” land especially to the more gen-

eral use, among the poorer Germans, of
cheap cognacs, green whiskies, gin and
other “hard liquors.” The Germans, in
fact, are gradually losing their old repu-
tation as beer drinkers, although an
abundance of beer is obtainable.

Practically all the safes and wine-
rooms of Berlin are installing “‘Ameri-
can bars,” and even the high-priced
cabarets, where once only best wines
were served at tables for which a charge
was made, now have long mahogany
bars, against which the customer may
lean, with his feet on a brass foot rail
and drink as long as he has the price of
a drink or.the bartender will trust him.

There is- no charge for a place at the
bar, but to sit at the tables it is com-
pulsory to ‘drink champagne, or some
other wine of similar price, with pro-
portionate profit to the proprietor.

The consumption of champagne has
outstripped "all previous records during
the past twelve months, mounting to
more than 12,000,000 bottles. The prin-
cipal rendezvous of the heavy and
habitual champagne drinker is the
“night saloon,” which does not o
until late afternoon or early evening, ﬁxt
continues serving its customers until
early morning, although the official
closing hour is 11.30 at night.

Publication of the statistics of cham-
pagne consumption recently brought a
prompt demand from radical socialists
and labor organizations for more rigor-
ous control of this traffic which, it was
alleged, represented the “privileges” se-
cured by the profiteers and the moneyed
foreigners who frequent the capital.
There is also a widespread demand for
enforcement of the closing law.

KILLED IN MOTT
SIREET FIGHT

“Billy the Machine” is Rid-
dled With Bullets

Old Scores With Notorious
Stick-up Man Settled and
Death is the Price—A Bit
of New York’s Underlife.

Men with bank rolls and notorious
names, “living themselves on the outer
fringes of the law, and hence driven
largely to self-protection against their
foes, breathed easier last night after a
pair of anonymous marksmen had
settled a collection of old scores with
Bill Speruti and left his lifeless bedy,
riddled with pistol bullets, in the hall-
way of his home at 70 Mott street.

Detectives of the Italian Squad, view-
ing the form in the dingy doorway, its
head lolling back on the first step of
the tenement stairs, said they would do
their daaity and try to get the getters of
Billy, but they would weep no tears at
his taking.

And in dives where furtive-faced men
discussed in whispers one of the most
picturesque gun battles .of recent Ital-
jan quarter history, the moral was
drawn that the “stick-up’ man who
gets too bold in preying upon his own
kind in the end will ‘get his” at the
hands of men just as cunnimg and just
as courageous as himself.

The only regret over the incident that
enlivened the stiffing, crowded street
for a few lurid minutes seemed to be
that two unoffending women who came
into the line of fire dropped, each with
a hullet in her leg, while a man, who
insisted he had nothing to do with the
affray, but., was held as a material
witness, was wounded badly.

Spetdut, sometimes known as “Billy,
the Machine,” because he was a motor
car desperado and liked to boast of his
automobiles, sauntered out of his home
last night, picked a careful way through
the press humanity sweltering in the
oppressive air and just had steered a
diagonal course off the sidewalk when
he saw that two men who had been
lounging in doorways across the way
were conxerging upon him, each with
his right hand concealed.

Billy tried to regain his own door,
but as he turned a raking cross-fire
spatered all about his. Screaming wo-
men and frantic children, shoved into a
scramble by frightened men as they
dodged for shelter, hindered Billy’s
movements and it was a second or two |
before he could unlimber. Then his
own pistol came into action. f

A bullet drilled through his trunk as
he reached the hallway. His weapon
answered until all its chambers were
empty, but his aim was wild, and with
a desperate lunge for the shelter of the
hallway, he flung the pistol into the
street just as a missile pierced his head
and finished him.
