Even in these days when metaphysics are
our daily-bréad and we imbibe our ethics
and emotions hot-pressed from hour to
hour, there ate women who prefer to “live”
life instead of thinking ever-mach about t.
To the non-introspective woman, “healthy
and fond of out-door life, gardening must
appeal. It 18 easier to practise than the
higher arts, yet by reason of the strength
and valpe underlying its beautiful forms
it is finely artistic. i

There are several schools of gardening
where women ‘are thoroughly  trained in
practical horticulture—in' fruit and vege-
table growing, the preserving and bottling
of fruits, dairy work, the treatment of in-
sect pests, and the use of fertilizers. There
are other branches of instruction for more
advanced standards in horticulture, botany,
and agricultura} science, which can be ta-
ben in addition: to obligatory subjects. Two
years’ work and stidy are necessary to ob-
tain a diploma, but the successful student
will be competent to undertake the charge
of extensive flower and kitchen gardens,

She can also give the trained and intimate
supervision required. in both market and
artistic gardening, and will possess the in-
itiative and selective sense so desirable in
dealing with the unexpected -and the acci-
dents whicli’ happen in gardéning -as in
the other arts.

The Peripatetic G rdener i

A shorter course of from six to twelve
mpnths can b_e taken, the student “‘special-
izing” or taking a “through” course. The

Of course, there are many posi- |
tions more bighly paid; these are the prizes
of the profession, to be won by special
knowledge and conspicuous success in prac-
tical working. . .

Every town’ ghould have its garden-school
which would afford practical demonstration
in market and home gardening, and wher¢
methods could be seen and results appre-|
ciated. Such schools might well be super-
vised by women, who have, generally speak-
ing, more patience and tact than a man—
qualities indispensable to the teaching of
horticulture.
