the whole province was, from a literary 
point of view, immense : hut it should 
have been resisted. The fact is that 
New Brunswick was settled by 
time people, the loyalists of the Eastern 
States of the Union, and they love ships, 
and the sea, and all that pertains to the 
sea. This is one of the secrets of 
the quick recovery of St. John 
from the great fire. Such a 
catastrophe would have overwhelm- 
ed any other city of the Dominion, but 
this people rose to the emergency with­
out a complaint. Their rents were not 
so much from the land as the sea. The 
strength of St John was not in its shops, 
but in its ships ; and the merchant, who 
for the time was driven into some mined 
archway to conduct bis business, manag­
ed his ships with the same skill and re­
ceived his freights, from Hong Kong,
Shanghai, Valparaiso or Sydney, with 
the same regularity as before. Therefore 
the agricultural resources of New Bruns­
wick have not come so mucli to the front

Returning from this degression into the 
legendary past to the prosaic and exces­
sively recent cantilever bridge which 
spans the river at St. John, it should be 
remarked that it has the distinction of 
being the second bridge which was built 
upon this new principle. The river is 
here at the narrowest point of its whole 
course. The banks are rocky and pre­
cipitous, and the bridge crosses it with a 
main span of 477 feet. Side by side is 
the suspension bridge for carriages and 
foot passengers. The span of this bridge 
is 630 feet. Both bridges are on the same 
level—70 feet above the highest tide. 
This latter bridge was built to connect 
Portland with Carleton. The topo­
graphy of St. John is not at all 
simple. Carleton, on the opposite side 
of the harbor and of tho river which 
flows in at its head, was from the first 
incorporated with the city of St. John; 
but Portland, between the two and con­
terminous with St. John, was separately 
incorporated. Why Portland wedged in 
between the two remained a separate 
corporation for 100 years would be 
tedious and useless to relate. It 
to have originated in the fact that the 
land, now Portland, was in the hands “ 
three large grantees and there was a small 
English settlement there before St John 
and Carleton were granted out in small 
lots to the loyalist refugees.

Book axd Tract Society.—The Baptist 
book and tract society met on Saturday 
when Mr. McDonald, the secretary-treas­
urer, submitted his report, showing that 
the net capital stock was $4,696.43.

er last year. The assets were over $7, 
000 and the liabilities about $1,200: The 
society published the Canadian Baptist 
hymnal, of which some 13,000 copies had 
been printed up to date.

A RELIC OF THE LOYALISTS-

The Woodstock Press contains the fol­
lowing editorial note

We give our readers to-day a ver. 
batim copy of an old document of his­
toric interest. It is the manifest of 
the vessel which brought to the St. John 
a company of settlers from .the, more 
southern settlements. The date 1703 
was one of perhaps more troublous 
times with the Indians on the St. 
John river than in the states which 
these settlers left. It is two years after 
the forts at the mouth of the St. John 
had been razed and forsaken fcy 
the French, who considered the harbor 
too small to be worthy of expensive 
fortifications. Many of the names on 
the list are familiar here, where many of 
the descendants of those early settle 
have spent their lives down to the third 
and fourth generations. Some of the 
names have been slightly changed by 
time. The copy will be perused with 
interest by many. We are indebted to 
W. F. Dibblec, Esq., tor the copy of this 
document.

with regard to the date of this old docu­
ment It is headed, “Return of the fami­
lies etc. embarked on board the Union 
transport, Cousett Wilson, master, begun 
at Huntington Bay, April 11th and Com­
pleted April 16th, 1703.” The date of this 
document ought to be 1783, for the vessel 
in question the Union, Wilson master, is 
one of those which brought the Loyalists 
to St. John. Among the names of the 209 
passengers on board are a number 
of the original grantees of Parrtown 
among whom we may name Fyler Dib- 
blee, Walter Dibblee, John Lyon, James 
Picket and Seth Seely. The document is 
most interesting to those descended from 
the Loyalists, for it shows the former 
place of abode, occupation and number 
in family of each individual. The only 
professional man amoug the Union’s 
passengers was Fyler Dibblee of Stam­
ford, Conn., who a as an attorney at law. 
Most of the others were farmers , and 
nearly all were from Connecticut. Now 
that we have a list of the passengers of 
one of the ships in which the Loyalists 
came to these shores, an effort ought to 
be made to obtain the names of those 
who came in the other vessels of the

iers, are now represented by the bonds 
and stock upon which, according 
Towne, the interest and dividends are 
imperilled by the competition of the 
Canadian Pacific.”

It is three years since the first Canadi­
an vessels were seized in Behring Sea by 
U. S, cruisers and the matter has not yet 
been settled. This may appear to some

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PUT THE HARBOR IN COMMISSION

The facts disclosed in our article of 
yesterday in regard to the condition of 

harbor and the expenditure thatoar
will b« necessary to make it available 
for large ocean steamships excited gen­
eral interest among the readers of Tiif. 
Gazette. They showed that to place St. 
John harbor in a position to do the work 
of the Short Line much money will have 
to be spent in wharves and warehouses 
and elevators, and that even this ex- 

cannot be made withpenditnre
advantage by the city corporation unless 
with the consent and co-operation of tlie 
Dominion government. We have at 
present no corporation wharf connected 
with a railway nor can we obtain such 
connexion unless the Dominion govern­
ment is willing to assist. Our available 
wharf accomodation for steamships at 
wharves owned by the city, is one small 
steamship at the Adams wharf, Carleton, 

small steamship at the south face of
Reed’s Point wharf, one large steamship
at the new pier and one 
ship at. PettingilVs wharf, 
latter is not available without a consider­
able expenditure of money, probably 
something like $20,000. To obtain berths 
for four additional steamships on the 
east side of the harbor a connexion will 
have to be made between Reed’s Point 
wharf and the Intercolonial wharf at a 
cost of $350,000. Reed’s Point wharf re­
quires an expenditure of $50,000 upon it 
so that altogether the necessary harbor 
improvements on the east side will in­
volve an expenditure of $420,000 
by the city corporation, requir­
ing for interest, repairs and renew­
als an annual charge of at least $33,600. 
On the West side of the harbor, the city 
can do absolutely nothing, except to 
connect the Adams wharf with the Car­
leton Branch Railway. The government

the flats to the south of it, and any im­
provements there,must be made by them 
or with their approval. Under the cir­
cumstances the necessity for placing the 
harbor in commission becomes apparent, 
and we trust that the Common Council, 
at the meeting this afternoon, will take
the necessary measures to test public
opinion on this important subject Let 
the voters of St John have an opportu­
