GENERAL DISPATCHES.

News in Brief From Various Parts of the
* Worlkd.

Berliu, Feb.. 23.--The currency com-
miission, appointed by the government to
appease the bimctallists and -agravians;
held~ its - first -sitting - today. Count
Bosadowasky, secretary of the imperial
treasury, in his speech introducing the
proceedings,: said that owing to the re-
cent action of India and the TUnited
States -in currency matiers and the de-
precigtion of ‘silver, " the subjects to
cdome before the comimision were of the
greatest importance io the tommerce and
traide of Germiany and the world at large.
The guestions ito. be considered by the
commiasion /demanded ecarnest and - ex-
haustive examination. The cosmission’s
task would be to ascertain whether or
notthe value of silver could be raised;
if it could be raised, what were the best
means to that end; hew the. silver price
could be kept stable; and what was the
best hesie ofior praidtical 'measures that
wiould tend to solve the problem of a
digtinct agreemenit of shaftes.
