London, Dec. 12.—Proclamations by 
Lord Roberts have been published. 
There are forty-one in all. and have been 
mostly summarized previously in the 
newspapers. The last one, dated No­
vember ISth, says: “As there appears 
ii> be some misunderstanding as regards 

‘ttie burning of farms, the Commander- 
hbOhief wishes the following1 to be the 
lines upon which general officers com­
manding are to ne*: No farm is to be 
Burned except for an act of treachery, 
er when our troops are fired on frotn the 
premises^ or as punishment for the 
breaking of the telegraph or railway, or 
when used as bases of operations for 
raids, and then only -yith the direct con­
sent of the general officer commanding. 
The mere fact that a burgher is absent 
on commando is on no account to be used 
as a reason for burning his house. All 
cattle, wagons and food stuffs are to be 
removed from all farms. If that is 
impossible, they are to be destroyed, 
whether the owner is present or not.”

In tile first place the 
information, as fuanlshed by O’Connor, 
was so meagre that an intelligent deduc­
tion was useless. In the second, the 
fact that O’Connor was unable to tell 
which pocket contained the $34, confirm­
ed their opinion regarding the credence 
that should be attached to the story.

While a number of burglaries have 
been committed in this city during the 
past few weeks, it should be borne in 
mind that complete immunity from these 
must never be expected. At this season 
of the. year, when a large number of 
men of all* classes are continually ar­
riving from the North in the last stages 
of a financial collapse, robberies are 
necessarily bound to occur, Victoria 
has escaped lightly, and proof of this 
statement only requires a comparison , 
with its neighboring municipalities.

He then quoted 
an Ontario bill in regard to Sabbath 
Day Observance, 
forced to close on Saturday evening at 
7 o’clock, and could not again open their 
doors until 6 o’clock on Monday morn­
ing, thus doing away with the saloon 
altogether on Sunday.

■MISERABLE SQUILLACE.* * *

B. Lequlme, wife and family, of Kelow­
na, B. C., arrived In the city the other day 
and registered at the Dominion hotel. Mr. 
Lequlme owns one of the large mill*. In 
tlat town.

"VVhat dé people do here?” I once asked 
at a little town between Rome and Naples, 
afid the man with, whom I talked, shrug­
ging Ms shoulders, answered cnrtly, “C’è 
miseria’ ’—there's notMng but poverty. The 
same réply would be given in towns and 
villages without number through the length 
of Italy. I had seen poverty enough, and 
squalid conditions ct life, but the most 
ugly and repulsive collection of houses I 
ever came upon was the town of Squillace. 
I admit the depressing effect of rain and 
cloud and of hunger worse than unsatis­
fied; these things count emphatically in 
my case; but under no conditions could In­
habited Squillace be other than an offence 
to eye and nostril. The houses are, with 
one or two exceptions, ground-floor hovels, 
scarce a weather-tight dwelling Is discov 
erable; the general Impression ls that of 
dilapidated squalor. Streets, in the ordi­
nary sense of the word, do not exist; Irreg­
ular alleys climb abont the rugged heights, 
often so steep as to be difficult of ascent; 
here and there a few boulders have been 
thrown together to afford a footing, and 
in some places the native rock lies bare, 
tut for the most part one walks on the 
accumulation of filth of agee.—George Gla­
ring in The Fortnightly Review.

Certainly the Indians should be re­

moved. The reserve at present is not only 
a moral and physical plague-spot, but 
it is a bar to the march of civic advance­
ment. For the good of the Indians them­
selves and for the sake of the commun­
ity generally it is time that the passing 
of resolutions in the Legislature and 
other tomfooleries, which may be quite 
effective in gaining votes but do not ad­
vance in the slightest degree the object 
aimed at, should be stopped and a real 
effort made to settle this vexed question. 
If the provincial government which 
in power in 1897 had done its duty the 
Indians would ere this have been placed 
on a reserve which would have been 
perfectly satisfactory to them, without 
cost to British Columbia and with great 
advantage to the city of Victoria. The 
Dominion government seems to have be­
lieved that the Turner administration of 
that day was in earnest in the appeals it 
made to have a change made in the 
reservation, and an agent was sent here 
from Ottawa with instruction to do all 
in his power competent with the conser­
vation of the rights of the Indians them­
selves to satisfy the oft-expressed desires 
of the citizens of Victoria. The result 
is known to ail who followed the nego­
tiations. After several attempts to reach 
en agreement had resulted in failure 
because of the demand of Mr. Turner 
that half of the present Songhees re­
serve after the translation of the In­
dians should revert to the province, Mr. 
McKenna proposed on behalf of the gov­
ernment he represented to provide a new 
location and put the present reserve upon 
the market, the proceeds of the sale of 
the property after the new land had 
been paid for and all exper ses in con­
nection wtfth the removal settled to be 
funded or invested for the benefit of the 
tribe as long as it existed in the person 
of a single representative. The Indians 
consented to abide by this arrangement, 
which is a matter of some importance 
in connection with any proposal for their 
removal, for it is conceded by Mr.

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LORD ROBERTS ON THE EMPIRE.

The speech made by the late com- 
mander-in-chief on the eve of his de­
parture from South Africa places the 
chief military figure of the present day in 
the British Empire in a new light before 
the world.

expected. It has been no uncommon 
thing to read opinions of men in all parts 
of the world that it the British had 
dealt sternly with the Boers on other 
occasions when they would have been 
perfectly justified in doing so the present 
war would have been avoided, many 
useful lives spared, ,and much misery apd 
suffering averted. Lord Roberts takes 
a different view. He says even as 
it is everything is for the best 
His only son has gone prematurely to his 
grave, but the old man bows his head 
and makes no complaint, for he died like 
a soldier for the cause of the Empire 
which it was the will of God should be 
consolidated and united by reasoh of the 
stiffness of the necks of the Boers and 
the apparent derire of all the world to 
witness its humiliation.

an Infirmary as a suitable way of com­
memorating the brave deeds of our coun­
trymen in Sonth Africa, beg to report that 
we have placed ourselves in communication 
with certain benevolent gentlemen who a»# 
endeavoring to provide the funds for a» 
institution of this kind, as one of the ne­
cessary adjuncts to the city’s charities, 
and find that to meet present wants $10,009 
would be required, viz., $4,000 for the 
land, and $6,000 for the building and furni­
ture. Their definition of this proposal I# 
that It is to be “a hospital or place where 
the infirm or sick are lodged and nursed 
gratuitously, and where out patients af# 
treated,” and their suggestions for main­
taining the same are: First, grants from 
the provincial government, and per capita 
payments, as at present to the Jubilee hos­
pital; second, grants from the civic auth­
orities, or per capita payments; third, pub­
lic subscriptions, donations, entertain­
ments, etc.

After an, hour and a half’s considera­
tion the city council again gave up in 
despair the problem of the Graigflower 
road. Section one, which has caused so 
«inch discussion, was passed, though 
after it was done none of the aldermen 
seemed to be particularly enamored of 
it, as it had undergone considerable 
amendment.

Upon the minutes being approved, the 
council was apprized by F. Elworthy, 
secretary of the Local Good Roads As­
sociation, of the appointment of the 
members to the executive, and were in­
vited to attend the meetings. Received 
end filed.

Rev. Canon Beanlands wrote informing 
the council of an Injury sustained by 
Mr. Godding through a defective side­
walk on Rupert street, resulting in his 
health being impaired. He asked the 
council to consider his case.

• It was referred to the city solicitor and 
finance committee for report.

Herbert Cuthbert wrote telling the 
council the result of the deliberations of 
the committee appointed to inquire into 
the plans for the reclamation of the 
James Bay flats. The committee had 
failed to report, owing to the number of 
•other matters engaging public attention. 
Now, however, that the question had 
J>een reopened he forwarded a resolution 
carried at a meeting ofx the committee 
endorsing his plan, and stating that they 
believed the land would produce la revenue 
of $200,000.

The Mayor said that as far as the re­
port was concerned the committee 
mentioned had been appointed by a pub­
lic meeting to look into Mr. Cuthbert’s., 
scheme and report to a public meeting.

The case of the steamer Alpha, which 
returned to port on Friday last in. a leak­
ing condition, is one of the most remark­
able which local shipping men have ex­
perienced. The repairs to the vessel 
have been effected and the steamer is 
again ready to proceed to sea as soon as 
a complement ot engineers have been 
found. Yet, the exact cause of the leak 
in the ship has never- been ascertained.
It is true that the steamer took in water 
somewhat alarmingly at sea and also 
that thfe pumps did not work. But it is 
also true, according to Oapt. H. F. York, 
the vessel’s commander, that the steamer 
has now a certificate of seaworthiness.

The captain, in an interview, said this 
afternoon: “Chief Engineer Gordon has 
not been aboard since Saturday, and we 
have no knowledge as to his where­
abouts. He has left the vessel without 
giving any explanation for doing so. As 
for Second Engineer Shires, he de­
serted while the vessel was lying in the 
Royal Roads on her way to sea. Since 
we arrived on Friday repairs have been 
effected in every part of the ship where 
necessary, and the pumps overhauled 
and nnt in proper order.
