CONCENTRATOR PLANS.

Proposal Made for Large Works at 
1, Rossland for Le Roi Com­

pany’s Ore.control of affairs. .

Rossland, July 19.—Fred. W. Bradley, 
consulting engineer with John H. Mac­
kenzie, of the Le Roi Company, outlined 
to-day the recommendations by the firm 
of the Le Roi directors. They 
mend the construction of a concentrator 
to handle 250 tons daily, to be built im­
mediately, adjoining the mine head works 
and employing the crusher and sorting 
bolts UoW in head works. Such a mill 
will treat the ore at less than a dollar 
per ton; and is estimated, to cost $100.- 
000. The' plans will allow for the 
doubling of the capacity whenever it is 
deemed desirable to expend the funds 
necessary to bring in additional 
water. The idea is to break 500 tons of 
ore daily in the mine, ship half and con­
centrate the balarice. This entails 
doubling;toe present crew. Mr. Bradley 
says if 1 toe recommendations are ap­
proved in a reasonable period, there is 
no reason why the plant may not be 
started this fall and roofed in before the 
snow becomes too heavy to interfere. It 
would be running eight months after 
construction started.

NEW POWER SCHEME.I
Water of Niagara River to Be Utilized 

in the Work.

BufffiD N. Y., July 19.—A new power 
canal enterprise, involving an expendi­
ture of $10,000,000, was put under way 
yesterday, when the Niagara County Ir­
rigation & Water Supply Company filed 
at the county clerk’s office at Lockport a 
map of toe proposed canal, the route of 
which is from Lasalle, where it takes in 
the water of Niagara river to the Devil's 
Hole below .the Falls, where there is a 
sheer drop of 300 feet. The power house 
will be located at Devil’s Hole. It is 
stated that toe financial end of the enter­
prise .has been arranged through New 
York parties, whose names have not been 
divulged.

The company is operating under a 
charter, procured in 1902. It is stated 
that the plant will produce 150,000 horse­
power.

$50,000.

As a result there h^s been a general fall 
in bath, the wholesale and retail quota­
tions during the past week. Merchants, 
who are in a position to know, affirm 
that raspberries, currants, etc., which 
gave promise of lasting little- over a 
fortnight, will be available in good 
quantities and of excellent quality for a 
much longer period. Samples of apples 
and plums grown by local fruit raisers 
are in the hands of a number of whole­
salers, but they are stiïh very green, and 
will scarcefly be ready for the market In­
side a month.

California fruits appear to be some­
what scarce this season*. This is par­
ticularly so in the case of apricots. Al­
though .the consignments of the latter 
are superior, in quality to those grown 
elsewhere, it is expected that they will 
be superceded in the local market by 
the fruit of Wenatchee, which is being 
received in comparatively large quanti­
ties. Peaches are fairly plentiful. Sev­
eral consignment» have recently been 
received from the Sunny South* and the 
retail .figure has therefore dropped to 
•Ç1.05. a box. Bartlett pears ase also com­
ing in, and wild blackberries, a fruit in 
general demand for preserving purposes, 
are more plentiful than has been the 
case for years. Pickers coming in from 
the country usually bring good quaii- 

, ties, and .the price is flailing.
_One of €he most important changes m 

: local-grown vegetable quotations is the 
>drop in the retail figure of new po- 
rtatoes. They have come down within-a

The plates 
are not badly dented, but the impact was 
sufficient .to bend in several of the steel 
frames in places two or three inches. 
Where the greatest weight of the blow 
fell a hole has been cut in one plate 
nearly a foot long, and hardly "Wide 
enough to shove one’s hand through.

Just what will be done to the ship will 
be determined after the board of survey 
has made its report, but officials of the 
yard are of opinion that the steamer can 
be gotten ready for service within a fort­
night. Apart from the damage mention­
ed, there is not a scratch on the hull.

The foreign mission committee of the 
Presbyterian church, ten years ago, ap­
pointed Mr. Swartout to the Indian mis­
sion work at Alberni as successor to Rev.

Spokane, formed his first syndicates to 
stake the land. He knew the country and 
knew of the coal. He went there first 
for the Spokane Falls Gas Light Com­
pany in 1902, and staked a group which 
he believed were on block 4,593. Later 
when the Canadian Pacific engineers 
made an incomplete survey of the west 
line of the district, he suspected that his 
locations were not on the block, but on 
the C. P. R.’s undisputed ground, so he 
abandoned the' locations.

“In August of 1902, Fred Ritchie, P. 
L. S., and Ross Thompson1, of Rossland,
B. C., went in and staked the Ritchie or 
Rossland
Hackett formed the Spokane group, and 
staked the first of 50 claims, each pre­
sumably a square mile, on what he be­
lieved was block 4,593. The rest were 
staked a year ago. He had a large num­
ber of backers, who were to pay 
from $50 to $150 each to have him stake 
them a claim. The provincial license 
giving them the right to prospect for 
coal for a year then cost $50 each. The 
provincial government at that time re­
fused to issue the licenses, but taking 
a .chance, each -of the locators deposited 
$50 with the government and made ap­
plication. Among the people in the Spo­
kane group were Senator George Turner,
C. C. Dempsie, D. K. McDonald. 
Mayor Patrick Byrne and D. D. Birks.

“So strong was the demand for loca­
tions that a little later Mr. Hackett 
formed the Andereon group to the north 
ofi his first one. The nominal locator 
was Mr. Hackett’s friend, A. L. Ander­
son, of Rossland and Spokane^ and they 
were assisted by Judge J. Z. Moore. 
Among the people staked in the Ander­
son group were Dr. Harvey Smith, Ar­
thur J. Shaw, R. D. Miller, of Spokane, 
Colonel Alden J. Blethen and Joseph 
Blethen, of the Seattle Times, W. E. S. 
Coyne, Misses Elizabeth and Mary Lee 
Moore, Watson C. Squeir, formerly 
United States senator from Washington, 
and James A. Moore, real estate opera­
tor of Seattle. The Andereon group is 
in the north end of the triangle. It has 
been growing, from a group of about 70 

'--.until it now numbers nearly 120 claims.
“All the maps in existence show that 

it would be impossible to crowd 120 
claims, each a mile square, into that 
little space. Mr. Andereon, the lo­
cator, who has been piling up. the loca­
tions, cheerfully defies the maps by say­
ing all of~tbem are wrong and that 
there’s plenty of room for even more 
claims. None of the people he has 
staked can dispute him, for none has 
been on the ground. It is as completely 
an unknown land to them as though it 
was in Patagonia.

“While all this has been going on, trou­
bles have been piling up’for the original 
Spokane or Hackett group. Dr. R. L. 
Thomson, of Spokane, was in that first 
group, but withdrew and joined a Nel­
son, B. C., syndicate, headed by Dr. Le- 
Bau, John Houston, 
others. The Kelson people believed1 they 
had enough political influence with the 
government to invalidate the Hackett lo­
cation on grounds of alleged irregulari­
ties in dates. So they sent a surveyor 
into the field, who jumped many of the 
Hackett claims and staked considerably 
more landscape, until there were 120 
claims in the Nels
