PROF. GRUMBLES COLD.

Politics and Politicians.

It is stated to the ADVANCE on good
authority from Ottawa that “the most
probable ramor” is that there will be &
dissolution before a seasion of parlia-
ment, that nomination will be on 26th
April and polling on 20d May.

A great discovery has been made,
and all the credit therefor is due to
the original, if not logical minds which
coutrol the Telegraph and similar
papers. Itis that when the services
of a preminent public man are sought
by two or more constituencies it is
proof of his decadence in politial pres-
tige. It isa discovery, too, possessing
the element of a remarkable elasticity
in its application, for while it favorably
aftects gentlemen who are so fortunate
as tofollow Hon. Mr. Laurier, and
even Mr. Laurier himself—who is
solicited to be the candidate of several
constituencies—it is made to show that
Hen. Mr. Foster, who has been offered
nomination in beth York and Kings,
and seems - also to be in for the same
treatmeht ip 8t Johv, is no longer
of any use in-political life. There may be
electors in Cangda: whose' tonfidence in
the leaders making this wonderful dis-
covery will be enhanced by it, but it
wil) appear so paradoxical to the every-
day mind as to have a contrary effect,
—and, after  all, people who read the
newspapers have only the everyday,
ordinary and normal mind. We saw
a staunch Liberal, the other day, throw
the Telegraph down with the exclama-
tion of “Rot!” Asked what bad
disgusted him he picked up the paper
and pointed to the elaboration of the
discovery alluded to. ;

Our Ottawa administrators appear
to think that - they may abandon all
precedent in the matter of assembling
parlisment or having the cemmons
disselved, It has been customary for
the twenty-seven years thaf parliament
has existed to have the time of its
being called together for business or a
dissolution smnounced before this date
in February, or an authoritative reason
given to the. people why it was not
done. It is the right of the people,
now, to know why all precedent is
abandoned and a little bhandful who
happen, for the time, to compose the
ministry gv Ottawa presume to suspend
the usual. session ‘without deeming it
worth while to explain to the five
millions whose business and right it is
to know, why they do so. It is under-
stood that some of the gentlemen com-
posing the government have expressed
themselves to the effect that it is none
of the people’s business. No man,
however great a slave he may be to
“the machine” in politics, can accept
such trifling with so important a public
matter with satisfaction or' without
protest. If there is auny good reason
why parliameut should not meet as
usual, or if a dissolutien is thought
necessary,the people should be inforraed
of it. = Pullic confidence is hardly
strengthened in the ministry by its
indecision and “drifting” policy in this
matter.

The experiences in Kings County,
with the new school of politicians who
are endeavoring to utilise the temper-
ance sentiment of the ocountry to
promote their personal designs, will
bardly be thought eacouraging for
them - by practical people, - Hon. Mr.
Foster, who has had a more thorough
experience than any other of our
public men in the working of the pro-
hibition cry as a factor in politics, gave
his old friends sound advice when he
endeavored to convince them of the
tact, based on history, that temperance,
like other reforms, could best be pro-
moted in the legislatures by those
engaged in it working through one or
other of the great political parties. He
showed that such success as had been
attained through legislation' in the
United States, as well as in England,
had been achieved in this way, aud
although he did not, of course, convince
such firebrands as Rev. Mr. Grant and
the few who compose that gentleman’s
personal following, it is guite apparent
that the soundness of his position and
the logic of his argument won the confi-
dence and support of all reasouable
hearers,

Hon. Mr. Pugsley, who was, practi-
cally, the unanimous choice of the Lib-
eral-Conservative convention of Kings
county on Thursday last, seems sure
towin. He has undoubted aptitude
for public lifeand, regardless of his
party sffiliations, is a New Bruns-
wicker who ought to be in the House
of Commons. It was expected, when
the Liberal-Conservatives of Kings
learned that Hon. Mr. Foster could ne
longer stand for election in that
county, that they would look fora
man worthy, in point of ability, to
succeed him, and as Dr. Pugsley
occupies, in that respect, a place in
the front rank in the province and is,
withal, a native of Kings, it was
natural that he should be chosen.
Whether the Tories or Liberals succeed
in the next Dominion election, we
hope to see Dr. Pagsley win, simply
becausc ' he will be a representative
upon whom not only the people of
Kings, but those of the province at
large may rely with contidence  in any
matter affecting their interests, and be
confident also of his ability to equal
the best in dealing with any smergency
that may arise. We need our most
able, practical and experienced men at
Ottawa and Kings county’s prospects
for doing its duty in that regard are
very promisixig.

It isstated that a delegation of
Liberals from the united counties of
Queens and Sunbury recently waited
upon Hon. A. G. Blair, Atiwrney
General and leader of the local govern-
ment, and requested him to allow

himself to be put in nomination as the

Dominion candidate of their party for
that constituency in the next election,
and that be not only declined but
intimated that it was not hjs intention
tobe a Dominion candidate for any
constituency..

Mr. Blair’s retiremert from his
present important position would be
a matter of general regret, for he is
admittedly an able leader and the
people naturally have confidence in the
government of which - he.is the head.
There is, however, an ever-increasing
recognition amongst the people of the
necessity of having their ablest and
most-experienced public men at Ottawa,
and this feeling is predominent in the
Maritime Provinces especially. The
decision at which Mr. Blair is reported
to have come and declared to hisQueens-
Sunbury friends is, therefore, not with-
out its elements of disappointment, for
regardless of his party preferences, New
Brunswickers, generally, feel that the
House of Commons at Ottawa is where
he ought to be, and that his presence
there could not but be beneficial - to
them. :

It is generally admitted that the Mapi-

ba school question will be an important
factor in the coming Dominion: slections,
ulthough it is not clear why - it should'be

It seems so clear that the minority in

The
hesitation was neither fair to the Mani-
toba appellants, ner calculated to inspire
confidence in the courage of the Federal
Ministry. At all events, the question
comes up again and must be dealt with.
Unfertunately, it is revived just at a
périod that renders it a very awkward
element in a campaign, io which beth
parties appear to be afraid of squarely
addressing themselves to the issue in-
volved. Plain, honest folk can see no
good reason why premier Bowell and
opposition leader Laurier should not
meet and decide upon a coursé by which
the matter might be amicably arranged.

'| The first step would be to induce the

Manitoba legislature to restore to the
minority their cenetitusional rights, of
which they have been deprived, and,
failing that, to pass remedial legislation.
This course appears to be obligatory upon
the Government of the Dominion,
whether it be a Conservative or Liberal
one. There does not, therefore, seem to
be any honest reason why the Masniteba
School question should embarrass either
of the two great partiesin the coming
election.

Rev. De. Carman, long before the late
Sir John Thompeon’s death, made several
savage dnslanghts opon him, and it was
with some surprise that people to whom
the relationships between thc great
Methodist Bishop and the ex-Methodist
premiér were known, learned of the
presence of the former at the state
obsequies at Halifax early in January.
It was, however, explained that the
belligerent divine had been ‘‘shamed”
into joining with other lsaders all over
the country in the last tribute of respect
to tha great statesman's memory, bat,
at the same time, feared that he would,
at the first opportunity, restore his normal
politico-religious balange and make him-
self square with his well-known prejudices.
The public bhad not loug to  wait, for
about a fortnight since the learned doctor
came out with a twu column letter in the
Montreal Witness, taking for his texta
nawspaper paragraph which stated that a
requiem mass, had been celebrated in aa
Ottaws Roman Catholic church for the
repose of the soul of the late SirJohn
Thompeon, and intimiting that it was a
public, or state function, and the cost of
the decerations was about $1,000. Dr,
Carman premized by saying, in effect,
that nobody grambled over the pageant
at Halifax and the people were willing
to pay for it, but it was just like the
church of Rome, when poor humanity
was in tears caused by some greas afflic-
tion, to take a mean advantage of its
being off guard for the purpote of
advancing its insidieus designs. This he
claimed had been done, and the fact was
proved by the paragraph referred to,
which showed that & raid was being made
on the Dominion treasury for ‘money to
pay for masses, and  that thereby the
peopls of Canada were made to contribate
out of the publie revenue for religious
rites in which the majority of them had
no faith whatever. Those who kunow
the rev. Doctor’s style will readily under-
stand how much he would say in a two
column letter on such a subject to
prejudice his readers against the govern-
ment thas had sinned in' thus surrénder-
ing to the great Reman Molooh, and
everybody who understool the situation
realised that he had got a little more than
square with his more liberal-minded
associates who had urged him to go to
Halifax so miuch against his will. :

Premier Bowell, however, who is,
likewise, of the Methodist persuasion,
has rather given the gquietys §o De. Car-
man’s manifesto by writing him thus ,—

“I notice that you hava written another
letter, condemning in your usual trenchant
style, the government for having done
cartain things which you regard as wrong,
that is, paying for masses for the repose of
the soul of the late premier. I have spoken
to Hou. Messrs, Haggart and Curran, two
of the committee of three in charge of the
funeral arrangements, and they say most
positively that no such expense was
incurred or authorized, nor isit intended
to pay for such services. I should have
been pleased had you written me frankly
on this subject, so that you might have
saved yourself from meting out condemna-
tion where there was no guilt. The gov-
er t did a iderable amount for
the funeral at Halifax, and elsewhere, but
after what England had done it was thought
this was the least that Canada could do to
honor the late premier.”

Speaking of the matter to a newspaper
correspondent Sir Mackenzie said :
“How the story gained currency I cannot
say, but I presume that it originated
from the fact that a number of masses
were celebrated in acgordance with the
forms of the Roman Catholic faith, to
whish po Protestants could object, as
with Catholics ik is gimply & matter of
doctrine.”

RELIEF EFFECTS FROM PHOTOGRAPHS—THE
FIVE BOOKS OF HISTORY —INFLUENCE
OF TRANSPIRATION IN SHAPING LEAVES—
SEASICKNESS DUE TO LIGHT—FLOWER
SEX DETERMINED BY NUTRITION—THE
PASSING OF THE AUROCH--MOTION OF
MOLECULES MADE VISIBLE.

Two new methods of obtaining the
stereoscopic effect have proven successful.
in ordivary stereoscope, two photographs,
taken from alightly ditferent standpoints,
are viewed together through two lensee,
which combine the pictures into a single
image giving the impression of
solidity or relief. For the same purpose
Duros da Hauron, .a Frenchman, has de-
vised what he calls the anagloph. The
two potographs are similarly elightly dif-
ferent, but, instead of being mounted side |
ty side, they are printed one over the
other, one in red and the other .in blue:
The resultis a confused blar, whioli on
being viewed through a pair of spectactes
containing a blucand a red glass, be-
comes a perfect picture in black, every
featare of which stands out in bold relief.

The . second process is the somewhat
different one of Anderston, of London,
#ho employs polarized light inswad of
colors. This light passes throngh certain
crystals emly when they are turned at
a certain angle, and when two crystals
turned at differert angles are used as
spectaclvs, the twe pictures, each thrown
on a screen by the kind of light that will
pass through only one of the crystals, are
seen as a single one in solid relief.

The phenomena of history, says Mr. J.
W. Powell in Science, are studied from
five great classes of records, which may be
called the Stene Book, the Ruin Beok,
the Tomb Book, the Folk Book, the
Scriptuie Book. From these sources are
derived the materials to be used iu dis-

That tho separate sexes of flowers is a
meare question of nutrition, as first
suggested by an American botanist some
twenty years ago, is now the acepted
dectrine of botanists, according to The
Independent. It appears that whether a
flower is finally male or female depends
on the amonat of nutrition available, or
the young germ is capable of assimilating,
at orabout, the period of fecundation.
Fomale flowers form only when the
highest nutritive powers exist, male
flowers, only when the nutritive con-
ditions are the least favorable. A young
fertilized germ may, therefore, become
male or female, according to circumstan-
ces. Even so highly differentiated a
male product as the ament, or catkin, is
fouud to have female organs among the
males when the nutritive conditions are
favorable; and it has been receritly noted
in America that flowers of both sexes
have been found in catkins of a poplar,
while an English observer records the
sam3 occurrence in the catkins of a
common hazsl. Similar phenomena are
well known in Indian corn, where grain
is not nncommon among the male flowers
forming the “‘tassel.”

In Caesar’s time, the auroch, or
European bison, existed in great numbers
throughous Central Europe, but in 1872
the species had been reduced to a herd
of 528, confined to one forest under
Russian protection. Dr. Radde, a late
traveller on the' easterr shore of the
Black Sea, estinuiates that this herd has
now dwindled te 50 or 60, and foresees
thac theanimal, thelargest of existing
European quadrupeds, will become ex-
tinct within fifty years. All attempts at
dowmestication have resulted in failure,

The modern conception of the universe
itself is pased on the molecule.

Orrawa, Oat., Feb, 11, 1895.—fad news
not been received this afternoom ' of the
safety of the Gascogne, the swift steamer
Newfield, of the Dominion coast service,
would now be plying her way out of the
Strait of Canso, eastward bound for Sable
Island, in search of the French limer.

The suggestion of a search expedition
came from the New York Herald,gad Hon.
Joha Costigan, Canadisa Minister of Marine,
was not slow to ses the importance of having
it institated withont delay.

Me. Costigan well knows the dangers that
lark  in the shoals which for many miles
surround  Sable [eland, so dangerously
situated im the track of west bound vessels,
maxing the northern passage from European
ports, He was one of a party which visited
the Atlantic ‘‘graveyard” several years ago,
and luo, although he has only recently
assurped the administration of the Marine
Department, . he was well qualified to ap-
preciate the perils of the situstion in which
the Gascogne’'s passengers woald be placed
were the ship unfortunate enough to have
drifted withm the belt of sands aboat the
jaland.

When I showed him to-day the Herald’s
despatch, suggesting the probability of the
Gascogne being in that region, and that the
Newtield be sent to search for her, Mr.
Costigan said :— .

“The Newfield will be leaving Halifax
about the 15th for Sable Island with supplies
and with some racruits for the staff, but if
the Gascogne is among the sands then our
boat would arrive almost too late to sssist
io r g the p gers and crew, al-
though she would still be in tims enough
to bring the survivors back.

““1f we despatch her now, as the Herald
suggests, even if the Gascogue should not
be found—asI must say I hope she won’t,
knowing the place as I do—the information
will at least allay the feeling of anxiety that
seems to prevail.

*Then there is, of course, the possibility
that the ship having become disabled, has
fallen in with the gulf stream and so been
carried into that dangerous region.

“‘There-has been.established the nucleus
of aasystem of communication by carrier
pigeons “etween- Halifax and the ‘island,
but I havé very little faith in its practica-
bility. Bjrds would scarcely be freed in
such weather as we have had lately, and,
besides, the flocks of sea gulls that infest
the ocean between the island and the main
land are s barrier to successful flights. At
sny rate, the agent informs me that no
birds have arrived atthe lofts in Halifax
for a long time.

“If #were a case of acargo vessel I
should hesitate to send agovernmens vessel
to investigate, as we have a life saving
station there, but there are lives at stake
in the Gascogne's case, and thonsands of
anxious persons on both sides of the Atlantic
are in a state of painful suspense as regards
her fate.”

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ITS IIOPE IN CANADA,

NEWFOUNDLAND’S MISERY ONLY RE-
LIEVED BY THIS PROSPECT.

The Rule of the Merchants, Growing Out

of Fishermen—Polities Aggravated the
Situation—Many Pepple Starving.

(SPECIAL ST. JOHN'S, N.F., LETTER. Cor.)
—Newfoundland to-day is a country with-
out banks, without currency, without cre-
dit. Its commerce and trade are shatter-
ed.. Its population is reduced to hopeless
misery.

"I‘he country was devastated by a finan-
cial cyclone in December, and the mischief
then done cannot be repaired for the next
ten years. Words fail to do justice to the
npp:}lhng conditions of stagnation and
destitution shat exist and every day the
colony settles deeper in the quagmire of
commercial and national disaster.

Not often does one man’s death bring
about such fearful consequences as the
pauperization—for that is what it virtu-
ally meanus—of a whole country. Yet the
immedinte visible cause of ~Newfound-

merchant, Mr. Hall, who acted as finan-
izl agent for most of the fish exporting

houses in Newfountiland. ‘They shipped

4 cargoes of fish and drew exchanges on his

firn—Prowse, Hall & Mdrris—to cover the
proceeds of sales. When he died the trus-
tees of the estate decided to accept no more
exchange until his affairs were arranged
aud they familiarized themselves with the
' Newfoundland branch of the business,
which Mr. Hall had control of.

When, therefore, they refused the ex-
changes, the holders demanded payment
of the banks here which indorsed the
paper, and these and their customers not
liaving the funds to meet the demand had
to close their doors, which, in many cases,
will never reopen. But the real operating
eauczes were far more serious, complex and
far reaching:

Newfoundland is England’s oldest col-
ony. The extensive and valuable fisheries
of the island attracted the hardy, daring
mariners of Western Europe. in the six-
‘reeuth century and down .to recent years.
When England annexed Newfoundland in
1684 she found her mastery aisputed by
rivals. Franceand England struggled for
control for many years, for both recogniz-
ed in the cod-fishery an unequalled nursery
for their seamen. England succeeded, but
* lost Ly diplomacy what she gained by the
sword.” :

The Treaty of Utrecht in 1713 gave
French fishermen a concurrent right to
catch and dry fish along 1,500 miles of the
west and northeast coasts of this island,
and thisis the keystone of Newfoundland'’s
present decadence. France was also given
possession of the smallislands of St. Pierre
and Miquelon, south of St. John’s, and
made them the base of a commercial war
on England and her uniortunate coiony.

The phrase ‘‘concurrent right” in the
treaty is the kernel of the whole difficulty.
The French contend it gives them a prior
right and obliges the Britisher to refrain
from interfering with them.

This contention is repudiated by Eng-
land; but the French contention never-
taeless works to the disadvantage of the
Newfoundland fisherman. Should the lat-
ter be meeting with success in the fishery
in a certain harbor and a Frenchman
enters and desires the place, he simply
takes it. ’ : ;

Newfoundland being small and having
only 200,000 inhabitants, is powerless to
resist such outrages, and, though frequent
attempts have been made to settle the
rnostion, they have been invariably frus-’
trated, ¥

sue . only hope of the colony which is
worth considering is joining the Canadian
Cottfederation, and accessions to the num-
ber who so believe are added to the ranks
of those workiig that way every ddy.” The
condition of the country is very serious.
The French bountysystem and the damage
it occasioned abroad sowed the seeds that
tructified in our recent financial collapse.

The cod-fishery in this country is con-
trolled by a dozen or fifteen merchants,
who practically own and manipulate it.

The system under which it is pursued is
a relic of ancient times, as in this ‘and
other respects Newfoundland is a hundred
yeurs behind the age. It is known ag’the
supply or “truck’ system. The merchant
feeds and clothes the fisherman and his
{amily and takes the fruits of his labor in
return.

This pernicious system is ingrained into
the business of the whole country and its
overthrow now has paralyzed every branch
of trade.

It had its origin a couple of centuries
ago, when vessels sailed out here'from
Eungland every spring, fished all summer
and returned in the fall. It was a penal
offence for a shipmaster to leave a man
behind on the island when returning,

In those days the first captain entering
a harbor was admiral for the season, the
second vice-admiral, and the third, rear-

admiral. They administered justice in
summary fashion—always to their own ad-
vantage. A favorite pastime was to burn
d wn the house of an unfortunate settler
wh had evaded the above-mentioned in-
famous enactment,

‘the merchant provided the .fishermen
with everything esséntial to the prosecu-
tion of the fishery, and when the season
ended the fisherman placed his catch in
the hands of the merchant, who, after re-
couping himself for his advances, with a
very liberal allowance for the risk, paid
the fisherman the remainder, or more fre-
'quently carried it on his books for' “‘safe-
keeping” for the fisherman, and traded on

interest.

This practice, with but slight changes,
obtains all over Newfoundland to this
‘day. The fisherman, a hardy, brave, in-
dustrious fellow, resolves on acquiring. a
competence for himself and family. He
comes to St. John's, arranges with a mer-
chant, and obtains an outfivin the spring.
Not unfrequently he builds his own fishing

vessel, for he can cut the wood, build the
craft, launch and rig *her, then sail her
himself with a sufficient crew and use her
in his enterprise.
‘ His outfit obtained, he endeavors to
secure § full cargo of fish, which is ‘‘put
off’’ at the merchant’s whart in St. John’s,
and, the prices having been previonsly
settled by the mercantile body here, he is
paid at the ruling rate and his account
squared. But he is usually in the mer-
chant’s debt, and that 'cute person gener-
ally contrives to keep him there.

The condition of the fisherman is little
better than one of servitude. He is under
the merchant’s control, and is compelled
to obey his merest whim. :

French bounty-fed competition forced
down the price of fish abroad, and render-
ed the industry unproductive. This neo-
essitated reduced prices for the product
here, but when the merchants came to re-
duce they found it not so easy.

Politicians, ta gain popular favor, de-
claimed against a reduction, declaring the
merchants were robbing the flshermen of
their just due and amassing fortunes for
themselyes. Merchants were painted as
robbers, extortioners; glowing speeches
were made of their conspiracies against
the people, and soon “Down with the Mer-
chants” became a powerful political battle
cry. But the merchants controlled the
banks and. used their opportunities to
carry on their own business, obtaining as-
tonishing overdrafts.

When the condition of the two banks:
was investigated an exposure of rottenness
and mismanagement was made that has
rarely, if ever, been equalled. The over-

rafts in each bank amounted to about

,000,000, and of this the directors in each
gase pverdrew more than half.

Politics also helped to bring about the
downfall and aceentuate the bitterness of
the present sitnation. The merchants
formed a political part v,and were at times
successful in obtaining control.

Of work there is none, and no prospects
of any. It is the hopelessness of future
employment that makes the situation so
distressing. Fully a third of the popula-
tion of St. John's must be pinched with
hunger.

In the outposts, or fishing settlements,
the conditions are similar,

Confederation appears the most prob-
able and fitting conclusion to a hopeless,
enervating struggle. Newfoundland is
the only DBritish dependency in North
America not-included in the Canadian
Federation, and it has Leen the dream of
every Canadian Premier to *“round off the
Dominion™ by the admission of Newfound-
land, thus forming a United Canada from
the Atlantic to the Pacific. It seems as if
Newfoundland will accept confederation
as the only remedy for a desperate dis-
ease.

groyv insane or die before three years are
over. At least no prisoner thus sentenced
to death and whose ‘seutence has been
commuted has so far escaped the fate. The
triple murderer belongs to one of the best
families in Belgium. Her father was a
general in the army and her husband.isa
civil engineer. She wus accused of "the
murder of her sister, Mlle. Leonie Ablay;
her uncle M. Jacques Van Den Kerchove,
and her brother, M. Alfred Ablay, whom
‘she poisoned—her brother and sister in
order to secure the heavy insurance she
had vlaced on their lives, and her urcle
for the purpose of preventing him making
a will that would have debarred her from
inheriting the whole of his roperty.

The principal evidence nst her was
secured by an eXamiuation of the body of
the brother, which was disinterred at the
instance of the insurance company. From
the first and throughout her. trial the ac.

For three years previous to that
time he was captain of one of the com-

Capt. vor- Goessel’s family consists of
his wife and three children—a girl, seven-
teen years old, and two sons, one twelve,
the other three ‘years old.

The Captain was forty-four years old,
fine-looking and stood 6 feet 2 inches i
his stocking feet.

Niagara Falls 32,000 Years Old. Sk
For more than 100 years the scientists of

the old and new world have been figuring
out the age of the great falls: Elliout in
1790 fixed the age at 55,000 years; Lyell in
1840 claimed the falls could not be over
85,000 years; Woodward in 1886 even re-
duced the figure to 12,000 years, and still
more reeently Gilbert, after learned argu-
ments about the matter, estimated their
age at sixty-seven centuries. Now Pro-
fessor Spencer comes forward and says
that all calculations so far had heen based
upon the retrogressive movement of the
soil through the action of the water.
While this yecession is nearly regular, he
alds a new element of valuation—that is,
the different phases of the formation of
the river itself and its greater or lesser
force of erosion exerted both on river and
bands. Spencer argues that the river has
existed for about 82,000 years, During 1,000
years or more it had drained the Krie basin
without having formed a osseade. The
waters of Lake Ontario getsing lower and
lower, the falls regnlted, but were farmed
slowly and gredwally- until they reached
their present beight., The Nisgara Falls
as we know them, or nearly so, will last at
least 5,000 years longer.—La Nature.

Banishing the Pig From the Parjern,

It is gratifying to learn from the report
of the congested districts board for Ireland
that the efforts to banish the pig from the
parlor are calculated ta bemefit boththe
pig and his master, Having noted that
the board have affared in the Kiltimagh
district inducements to small occupiers to
provide out-buildings for cattle, as under
the present system cattle and pigs spend
the night and part of the day in the san:
