MORE CHANGES AMONG THE

DFFICERS OF

Capt. Drake Has Retired
from Battery Command—
Major Robinson Also
Wants fo Resign—Talk
of Promotions

Artillery officers are discussing at
the present time pogsible changes and
promotions, and the situation appears
to he of some interest. Under the new
establishment each of the three bat-
teries of which the regiment is com-
posed muset be under command of a
major, and only three majors may
hold rank. Just now the adjutant,
Beverley R. Armstrong, is a major,
which means that unless three others
hold the same rank one of the batter-
jes will be commanded by a captain,
which is not permissible. Major Arm-
strong, if he is to continue as adju-
tant, will probably have to retain his
rank under such conditions as will per-
mit the appointment of another major
but still leave him in. the senior posi-
tion. But there is the other course,
that he be placed in command of a
battery and a new adjutant of lower
rank avopointed.

Under Col. Baxter the commanding

officers now are Major Robinson and
Major Barker. On Tuesday Captain
Drake, who remained in command of
the West Side battery until he could
qualify for his majority, handed in his
resignation, which . has been accepted
by Col. Baxter. This means one vac—
ancy. Then Major Robinson, who finds
that his time is becoming more and
more occupied by hig business, is anx-
jous to retire and will do so in the
near future- This will create the sec-
ond vacancy, and there will remain in
the regiment two majors, Armstrong
and Barker, only one of whom is in
command of ‘a battery. Thus two bat-
tery commanders must be chosen. The
scnior on the list is Captain W. H.
Harrison, and next to him comes Capt-
S..B. Smith. If one or both should
be appointed, the rank. of major must
accompany such appointment, but it
Major Armstrong is placed in com-
mand of a batttry, Captain Harrison
will alone be made major, while-a new
adjutant must be chosen.

500 HUMAN LIVES

Benefits to Mankind Justify
Animal Experiments

—

Rockefeller Institute Head Thinks Such
Researches Best Means of
Learning Cures.

NEW YORK, June 10. — Dr. Simon
Flexner, head of the Rockefeller Insti-
tute for Sclentific Research and for-
merly connected with the University of
Pennsylvania, has given a remarkable
interview in which he tells of the great
good that has been done the world
through experiments with animals.

Dr. Flexner's statement has been call-
ed forth by the agitation in Philadel-
phia, New York and in New Jersey
against vivisection. He said:

“Look out of that window, and at
about this Lour you will see thousands
of happy little boys and girls leaving
schocl. Are their health snd welfare
not of more importance than the bod-
ies of a few mice and monkeys.

‘Are you married? Yes- Did your
children ever have <ciphtheria before
the discovery of the anti-toxin for
that disease. If they did, you have
known the anguisi of dreacing lest
they should (ie in pain.

**Now, thanks to animal experimen-
tation and that antirtoxin, you no lon-
ger need -0 have the old, dark dread
of diphtheria. For out of every hun-
dred children who are inoculated cn the
first or second day following the ap-
pearance of diphtheria symptcr s, only
two or three per cent. nowi die, instead

of thirty, forty or fifty per cent., as in ,

the past.
40 MONKEYS VS. 500 LIVES.

“During my recent meningitis inves-
tigations I used up thirty or forty mon-
keys. The anti-toxin wkich I discovered
thanks to-my poor little simdans, has,
according to my records, in a few
months already saved between four
and five hundred humen lives — ten or
twelve for every monkey sacrificed.

In fifty years the human Hvesy saved
may be mimbered by the tens of thou-
sands.

“Thanks to this ‘vivisection,’ which is
be much talked about just now, Har-
vey discovered the secrets of the cir-
culation of the blood. Pasteur was en-
abled to combat rablies, Texas fever (2
parasitic cattle disease communicated
by tioks) has been virtually stamped
cut, plsuro~pneumcria in cattle has
been mitigated, anthrax or splenic fev-
er in sheep has been mitigated, and
hog cholera has, in certain sections of
this country, become very rare, and
hopes are with reason being entertain-
ed that tuderculosis may be checked.

COMBATS MANY MALADIES,.

“Among thasffiman maladies - which
‘yivisection’ has helped science to fight
are rabies, cholera, Giphtheria, meningi-
tis, slesping sickness, Malta fever and
bubonic plague.

Nine Persons Were Injured,

Only the slow speed of the car saved
it from going over the steep embank-
ment Mning the road. The explosion
lifted it clear to within a foot of the
curb.

Lapor, arrives. The conference is stip-
ulated to devote considerable time to
a consideration of methods by which
the republic and convention may be
induced to insert an “anti-injunction’”
plank in its platform.

One of the late arrivals is Senator
Cullom,” who will psbably head the
delegates from Illinois. Immediately
after his arrival he came out with a
strong plea for harmony. He declared

JUDGE FIRBES. ON
JOMINIGN PROBLENS

WINNIPEG, June 10.—Judge Forbes
of St. John was lunched by the Cama-
dian Club today, and in his address,
which  he delivered,  he dealt- with
“Problems of the Dominion.” He gave
his opinion that one of the greatest of
these arises out of immigration under
the law which enables foreigners to be
naturalized before they have learned to
appreciate democracy or to place @
proper estimation on the franchise.

In St. John they were infested by
Assyrians. They came to him with
proper naturalization papers made out
by their attorney amd a letter from the
same attorney stating that they were
good citizens. As judge he was com-
pelled to naturalize them. He did not
think it was right. Judge Forbes con-
sidered there should be an educational
test before allowing half freed-Slavs to
vote for or against a Camnadian man
for man. Another thing that should be
guarded was that these foreign people
should not be allowed to settle in colon-
jies. Where that was allowed in the
United States showed that it took three
generationg to make citizens of them.
THe English language should be taught
in'all schools, and was the best medium
for building up a nation.

BAINGS DENTH 10
30,000 CHLDAEN

OTTAWA, June 10.—A number of
valuable papers on subjects relating to
the medical profession were ~iven at
today’s session of the Canadian Medi-
cal Assoclation

Dr. C. J. O. Hastings of Toronto, in
a paper on the improvement of pure
milk, read before the section on public
health, declared that impure milk was
primarily. responsible
15,000 of the 30,000 children who die
annually in Canada. He strongly
urged a more stringent. inspection of
the milk supply in every municipality,
and he emphasized the paramount im-
portance of proper pasteurizing of milk
in all dairles.

At the conclusion of the Japer a com-
mittee was appointed to wait on the
government, with a view to securing
more stringent regulations governing
municipal inspectiok.

MEMBERS OF THE ROYAL
FAMILY SING IN PUBLIC

Princess Christian and her daughter,
Princess Victoria, are both prominent
and regllar members of the Windsor
Glee Society, and have several times
sung in public at its performancee in
‘Windsor. Indeed, the popularization of
glee singing, which has amounted to a
musical revolution in England of late
years, interests the Royal Family im-
mensely. The Queen attended the con-

‘cert gven by the Blackpool Glee and

Madrigal Society at the Queen’s Hall
some little time ago, and one of the
Welsh choirs was epecially command-
ed to sing at Windsor Castle.

WHEN THE KING SANG.

King Edward has only been known
to sing in public once, and that occa-
sion was only semi-public, so to speak,
for it was on the occasion of a “Wine”
at the ’Varsity in his undergraduate
days. He chose the long-forgotten sen-
timental ballad “Ever of Thee,” and it
is recorded that he had a most boister-
ous hearing, which anyone who has
had the experience of such an occa-
sion will well understand. They are
no respecters of perspns at the 'Var-
sity.

The present heir-apparent might
have made quite a name for himself
as a singer of comic songs. Being a
sailor by profession, his taste ran to-
wards the rolli¢king type of ditty, and
during his cadetship he won great
fame among his messmates for his
skill in that direction. When a mere
boy, during his famous trip around the
world on the Bacchante, no concert on
shipboard@ was oconsidered complets
without Prince George's contribution,
and perhaps his most popular song was
that old-time pantomine alr, ‘‘Cham-
pagne Charlle is my name.”

TRADITIONAL LIKING.

His young and promising son, who,
if he is spared, may some day occupy
his grandfather’s throne as the Eighth
Edward, is early following in his fa-
ther’s steps, for he made his first pub-
lc appearance as a vocallet at the age
of thirteen at a conocert at the Naval
College at Osborne.

Whether Prince
George has ever heard it there or not,
it is certain that his father has many
a time, and has passed on the tradi-
tional liking for it to his son.

FINEST ROYAL VOCALIST.

The King's brother, the late Duke
of Saxe-Coburg-Gotha, better known
by his earlier title of Duke of Edin-
burgh, was never known to sing in
public, but he was an extraordinarily
fine executant on the violin, and has
many a time given brilllant displays
of his skill in _publlc. He was probably
the most musical member of the Royal
Family, and he and the late Sir Ar-
thur Sullivan, W. S. Gilbert’s famous
collaborator, were the closest friends
Although the Prince never sang in
public, he has frequently tried Sulli-
van’s music at the composer’s flat in
Victoria street.

Of the Royal Princesses, Queen Maud
of Norway has probably the best voice,
and she takes a great interest in the
folk-songs of her adopted country. The
Princess of Wales often charms her
own family circle by singing to her
own a,ccompa.niment on the pianoforte.
But undoubtedly the daughter of our
own King's sister, Princess Alice, the
beautiful and the amiable consort of
the Czar of Russia, is the finest Roval
vocalist in the world. Were it not that
she is the Empress of Russia she might
have made a world-wide name for her-
solf as a singer, and at least once has
she sung in public on behalf of a Rus-

sian charity.

In the Senate his encmies
found that the bitterest barbs they
could hurl at him rebounded as from
a stone wall. One would think that the
hot Gascon blood that flows in him
would, occasionally in the stress of po-
litics, become roused; but they say he
has never been known to lose his tem-
per. He ig stern and dominating. As
a speaker he has eloquence; but he
strikes one as being rather a well-bred
country gentleman with all the love of
country pursuits, than as the ruler of
a great people.

It was
this failure and the blow it dealt to the
blacksmith at Mezin, waiting and be-
lieving in his son’'s power to come

through with honors, that possibly set- :

lieres' life.

He abjured the rollicking life of Bo-
Lemia. His friends in the Quartier
Latin knew him now as a ‘‘dull fellow,”
who preferred the seclusion of his own
rooms. He eventually passed his ex-
aminations; then, meeting the daught-
er of a provincial lawyer, fell in love

with her and speedily married her. |

From that moment Mme. Fallieres has
been the constant companion of her
husband, a helpmecet through all the
turbulent moments of his political ca-
reer, and he said of her not long since:
«I¢t was she who made me President of
France.”

HIS RISE IN POLITICS.

For long after he had become a fully
fledged barrister he.showed no promise
of ever rising from the obscurity in
wkich the underlyings of the French le-
gal world jostle each other. But when
eventually he was elected mayor of his
native town and then shortly after-
wards chosen as Deputy, he began to
strive in earnest for position.

He had been engaged in politics but
four vears when he was appointed to
a rost by Juies Ferry. Perhaps the
genius of Ferry had an inspiring effect
upon him, for his career from that mo-
ment became brilliant.

From one responsibhle post to anoth-
er in varying Ministries, he passed,
first as Minister of the Interior, then of
Justice, then of Education, till, when
the Presidential reign of IEmile Loubet
came to an end he was prime favorits
as his successor—a greater favorite
than the brilliant, hellicose politician
Paul Dournier. Aund surely Armand
Falleres, who all his life and in his
most succeasful years had beesn accus-
tomied to severe simplicity in his sur-
reundings,must have felt strange when
he was appeinted to the Elysee Pal-
ace, with its countless treasures and
almost overbearing luxury.

A8 A BOOK-LOVER.

When Felix Faure was President, he
raised the dignity of that post to a
state nearly approximating that of
monarchy. He loved ostentation,
whereas Armand Fallieres loathes it.

In the early morning, just when the
stall-keepers are preparing for the
day’'s work, you will usually. find the
President in the Boulevard St. Ger-
maine, with perhaps a couple of secre-
taries beside him, but, beyond that, no
guard whatever. He will buy up sec-
ond-hand hooks with the same eager-
ness as a book-lover makes a purchase
from the stalls 4n Farfingdon street.
The stall-keepers know him weil, and
know, too, that he will bargain for any
particular volume he fancies. Since he
has been at the Elysee, the President

has carried on his hobby of book-col-
lecting more vigorously than before,
and the consequence is that he has two
libraries packed with volumes, many
of them thumbed and ragged volumes
—volumes which, in the days of pomp
that marked the reign of Napoleon IIIL,
would have been thrown on the rub-
bish heap. But to the President these
books are dearer than the Gobelin tap-
estries that adorn the palace wallg.

HIS STRINGENT BCONOMIES.

The pay of a President of France is
not large as the salaries of BEuropean
rulers go, but it is more than ample
for his needs. He receives $120,000 &
year and a large sum for expenses.
This would be insufficient to maintain
the state which surrounded Felix
Faure, but M. Fallieres reduced the
cost of living to about half.

Even the vegetables eaten at the pal-
ace are grown on the President’s coun-
try estates and sent to Parls daily, and
attached to the palace there is a laun-
dry where all the washing is done, the
saving in this direction alone being
worth, it is said, 15,000 francs a year.
And whereas President Faure, being 2
rich man, spent liberally from his
purse for the bprivilege of ruling
France, so Armand Fallieres must be
living well within the income which
his country allows him.

At “dejeuner,” served sharp at noon,
he takes a little from three simple
dishes, no mora elaborate than would
be eaten by those employed on his pri-
vate vineyards at Loupillon. Even the
wine he drinks is of his own growing.

The aftarnoon is invariably glven
over to work, and after dinner he sel-
dom goes out, for every evening he is
in. bed at ten o'clock. He entertaing
pbut little, and a BState banquet, as &
rule, bores him to distraction. He is
not g soclety man, and among the up-
per classes in the Parisilan world one
hears much about the State funections
which were carried out =0 lavishly
during the rule of Felix Faure, and
which Emile Loubet endeavored to
keep up in a smaller degree, having
been for the most part dropped alto-
gether.

Though President Fallleres may be
blunt with that bluntness which Paris
does mot take to easily, and though he
be but a figure-head in politics, yet he
is a man with a big heart.

OVER RAILROAD BILL

New Haven Hust Dispose of
Holding

———

Nine  Separate Amendments Adopted
to Railway Regulation Bill—Senate
Opposes Ghanges

BOSTON, June 10.—By a vote of 138
in the affirmitive to 75 in the negative,
theé Massachusetts House of Represen-
tatives late this afternoon ordered to a
third reading the railroad regulation
Bill after the adoption of nine separate
amehdments, one of which provides
that the New York, New Haven and
Hartford Railroad Company shall dis-
pose of all Boston and Malne atock
held by it before July 1, 1910.

The amendments adopted were op-
posed to the committee on railroads as
hostile to the original draft as passed
by the sendte.

The bill as reported by the commit-
tee and paseed by the senate, provided
in the main that ‘“‘unless otherwise or-
dered by some federal eaurt of com-
petent jurisdiction, the New York, New
Haven and Hartford may continue to
hold until July 1. 1910, the stock of the
Boston and Maine, not exceeding 109,-
948 shares.

The board of rallway commissioners
were given the absolute and sole right
of votigg this stock.

The amendment adopted today takes
away the right of the commission to
vote the stock and provides for its dis—
posal by the New Haven.

Of the several amendments adopted
one offered by Representative Norman
H. White, of Brookline, providing for
the sale of the Boston and Maine stock
was most important. Another offered
by Representative C. H. Brown, of
Medford, embodied the suggestion of
William B. Lawrence, a minority stock
holder of the Boston and Maine, and
limited the rights of stock holders in
any redlroad corporation from voting
more than one-tenth part of the whole
capital stock. ; i |

Chairman Walker, of the committee
on rallroads announced after adjourn-
ment ‘tonight that an endeavor will be
made tomofrow to reconsider the ac-
tion taken today and if possible strike
out the White and Brown amendments.
If this falls it will be returned to the
senate for concurrence in the amend-
ments.

The upper branch passed the bill as
it came from the committee without
change, and senate chairman W. O.

EMPEROR OF GERMANY
AS AN ARGHITECT

Empéror William is the buslest man
in Germany. President Roosevelt re-
setmbles him .much, but the Kaiser is
the ore versatile of the two. If there
is anything going on in the empire that
the Kaiser does not find an opportunity
tc take & haek at, it has escaped the
notice of those who watch him closely.
He revises all public findings, supervis-
es alb arehitecture, lectures everybody
afd {8 a general all-ardund Little
Father in every sense of thé term.

When they want to illustrate his
cedeéless activity as well as his re-
gistless: power they teil the story of
the star above the cross on the spire
of the Emperor Willlam Memorial
Church. This is the tale as it is told:
Qf course, the Kaiser insisted on re-
vising the plans of the chureh. That
is one of his fondest prerogatives—re-
vising everything and especially plans.
The architect brought the plans to him,
and the Kaiser scratched out what he
didn't like and made such additions as

he fancled before he gave them the im-
perial O. K. The church was bullt.
There was to be a big, gilt cross on the
spire, and it appeared in its proper
place. But, much to the general as-
tonishment, when the cross was put up
a large many-pointed gold star was
raised above it, on a heavy rod. The
Berliners could not understand the
star. They inquired. The architect said
the Kaiser had added the star to the
plans.

The plans were examined. Then it
was found that, in revising them, the
Kaiser had let fall a drop of ink from
his pen, which hit the paper just above
the croes. The architect studied a long
time over this blot of ink. His Teutonic
mind grappled with the problem for
weeks. There was no apppcal. There
could be no inquiries. He finally decid-
ed the blot of ink sighified a star above
the cross, and he put the star there,
making it to correspond as nearly as
possible with the outlines of the blot.
The star is still there, -

. A VISIT TO BISMARCK.

When at Kissingen, we were fortun-
ate enough to make the “Iron Chan-
cellor's” acquaintance. We dined with

him at the old schloss where he was |

living, its picturesque red roof mak-
ing a landmark in the flat Bavarian
scenery. We were only a party of elx:
the Prince and Princess, Count Her-
bert Bismarck and his wife (who was
of Bnglish origin):and ourselves.

We dined in a large room which had
a vaulted ceiling, and seemed to be
used as & general living room. At
dinner I sat on one side of the Prince,
and Randolph on the other, the huge
boar hound, our host’s constant com-
panion, lying on the ground between
us. Conversation was animated. Bis-
marck spoke excellent English, but
vegy slowly, and if he could not find

the word he wanted, he would pause |

and thimk until he did. His family
Jooked up to him with awe and admir-
ation, and listened with the greatest
attention to évery word he uttered. The
old Princess, who seemed very feeble,
aid pot take part in the conversation.

After dinner we adjourned to an-
other part of the room, where we sat
round a long table covercd with books
and newspapers. There were a great
many illustrated papers, full of cari-
oatures of Bismarck, which, in ans-
wer to a question, he assured me he
did riot mind in the least. Later. how-
ever, Count Herbert contradicted this,
paying that his father was really very

w5

sensitive and disliked beink carica-
tured.

Speaking of the country and the long
walks he took daily, Bismarck said he
loved nature, but the amount of life he
saw awed him and that it took a great
deal of falth to bhelieve that an “all-
seeing eye” could notice every living
atom when one realized what it meant.
“Have you ever sat o the grass and
examined it closely? There is enough
life in one square yard to appall you,”
he sald.

When we were about to leave his
great dog fixed his flerce eyes on mine
in so persistent & manner that I be-
came alarmed and thought he was go-
ing to spring upon me, but the Prince
reassured me, saying, ‘“He is Tooking
at your eyes, because he has not seen
any like them.” This was sald in a
grave voice and without a smile, leav-
ing it doubtful if he intended to pay
me a compliment.—Mrs. George Corn-
wallis-West, in The Century.

Island _0f Samoan Group Is
Overwhelmed

Thie . Volcano Mu -on Savall Island Again
*in Ergption — Inhabitants Pre-
- paring for Flight;

SAN FRANCISCO, June 10—AccorG-
ing to a report brought to this city by
the steamer Aeon, just reaching here
from Apia, Samoa, the volcano Mu,
which ‘broke out in August, 1905, on
the Island of Savaii, one of the Sa-
moan group, is again in violent erup-
tion and covered a large and fertile
part of the jsland which previously
escaped  with lava. The inhaoitants of
the district which is known as Mataa~
tu heve fled befose the river of molten
rock and took refuge on adjoining is-
lands. For some time af'er the first
great erupti>n three years ago Mu
has flowed slowly . and through sub-
terranean channels to the sea, but one
month ago a fresh outbuist came that
devagtated some of the most produc-
tive land on Savaii. The flow is ap-
proaching the village of Saleaule, and
its inhabitants are preparing to leave.
When the Aeon left Apia nineteen
days ago, the lava flow had covered
more than seven square miles of land
and was spreading fast.

NOVEL AEHIALLGBAFT

St. Louis Inventor Says He Will Sail fo
Chicago in Ten Hours.

ST. LOUIS, June 10—In a dirigible
balloon of his own make, one of the
strangest aerial craft in the country,
John Berry, a .St. Louis inventor, will
sdil from his workshop to Chicago in
less than- ten hours, he declared.

The start will be made early next
week, and one passenger besides the
inventor will ride in the car. The steer-
ing and other -apparatus is below the
balloon. It consists of two pairs of
three-foot -fans on ‘& revolving alumi-
num shaft, gearcd. to the envelope of
the halloon, propelled by a six-horse:
