Hon. Mr. Pugsley—The idea is to 
cover the expenses incurred in 
tion with the duties of this office, and 
I am assured that the agent general 
spends far more than this amount in 
entertaining Canadians, and New 
Brunswickers especially. He also car- 
ties on an extensive correspondence, 
and a great many people come to this 
province through his efforts. It is 
quite fitting to encourage his services 
and thus encourage him in giving his 
attention to his duties.

Mr. Osman—This is a responsible po­
sition and well filled. The small al­
lowance he is granted makes it more 
creditable for the province.

Mr. Hill—Mr. Miller does a great deal 
for the province and the amount paid 
him is not too large.

Mr. Robertson—The agent general of 
Nova Scotia is a permanent official and 
paid a good salary by the government. 
The sum placed for Mr. Miller is hardly 
an adequate remuneration for the ser­
vices he renders.

Mr. Hazen—The grant for conting­
encies Is $1,000 more «than last year, 
and I am satisfied it is too large. There 
has evidently' been great carelessness 
as to postage charges, and the large 
sum expended for coach hire for mem­
bers of the government is entirely un­
justifiable. Another unnecessary ex­
penditure is the extras і voted to the 
officials Of the house who are well paid 
for their services. A considerable sav­
ing could be effected in this depart­
ment, and the government should 
make an attempt to keep tl)e controll­
able expenditure within the estimate.

Hon. Mr. Fug'sley—The government 
is most anxious to keep down expendi­
ture, and every effort is made In this 
direction. The item for postage was 
not entirely controllable by the gov­
ernment, and extensive correspondent 
has to be carried on in the different 
departments, making considerable ex­
penses. I exercise every care in re­
gard to telegraph expenses. All pri­
vate telegrams I pay for privately. 
Whatever is of a public nature I 
charge to the department. Every 
member of the government tries to 
keep the expenses within the limit.

Mr. Clarke—The amount paid tot the 
official report is $1,500. The reports 
furnished in the house are not credit­
able to the gentleman in charge. If 
he did not do better work than this as 
a reporter on a daily paper he could 
not hold a position. The reports are 
not only brief but are also unintelli­
gible. The official reporter does work 
extending over six or seven weeks, for 
which he is paid $1,600, which provides 
for telegraph charges and also the 
publication of the report. I do not ob­
ject to the amount if the report was 
intelligible.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley—I cannot say I 
agree with the hon. gentleman who 
has done injustice to the official re­
porter. He must certainly see 
the work is not the same as the work 
done so ably by my hon. friend on a 
weekly newspaper. He cannot give a 
verbatim report, and is called upon to 
do the work quickly and prepare 
lengthy reports after late sessions. 
These reports are often cut down by 
the editors owing to lack of

work very faithfully, conscientiously, 
and gives as good satisfaction as is 
possible to get from a synoptic report.

In no instance have 
they ever resorted to unfair methods, 
and in this instance the circumstances 
of the case justify them in coming to 
this house for redress. The Frasers 
own large timber limits on Baker 
Brook, on which there is an amount 
of timber variously estimated at from 
65,000,000 to 100,000,000 feet. Apart from 
their holding, there is very little lum­
ber on the brook, and they have under­
taken to purchase the fights of the 
VanBuren Lumber Co. to a mill site 
for the purpose of ecerting a dam and 
mill. The VanBuren Company have no 
limits on the brook, but they have a 
mill on the American side of the St. 
John river, and their object is to pre­
vent any mill being erected on Baker 
Brook, This is the same concern which 
last winter attempted to obtain legis­
lation for the "binding Ledges dam. 
The Fraserp offered to buy the mill 
site from them, but they refused to 
sell it for less than $4,000, which the 
Frasers think an exorbitant price. To 
show the motives which influenced the 
VanBureh Company, I may state that 
after the Frasers had advertised this 
bill and after this house had been in 
session a week, they went to some one 
and for a nominal sum acquired a 
doubtful title to land on the other side 
of the brook, which Is occupied by 
Clair, who holds by possession. If the 
Frasers paid $4,000 for the lot owned 
by the VanBuren Co. they might have 
to pay still more for the lot on the 
other side of the river, for the first lot 
would be taken as a basis of value for 
the other. The VanBuren Company 
pretend that they will build a grist 
mill, but no grist mill would pay, for 
there are two other roller mills within 
three miles, 
do not want the site for a saw mill, 
for they have their own saw mill on 
the other side of the river.

Mr. Osman—The auditor general has 
a schedule which regulates the prices, 
and If they are too high they are cut 
down according to- the scale.

Mr. Morrison—We have no Informa­
tion that there Is a schedule, but sup­
pose there is, that schedule might not 
be right, and we should examine It 
and if excessive we should know it and 
have it changed.

Mr. Osman—"Don’t you think that it 
would be better to bring such a mat­
ter before the house and let us get 
along with the business as rapidly as 
possible?”

Mr. Morrison—"I do not think so at 
all. It is our business to look into this 
matter now. I for one do not feel like 
putting my name to a report saying 
that these accounts are correct, when 
I do not know whether they are or not.
I think we should get at the truth, that 
is what we are here for.”

Mr. Osman—"I quite agree that we 
should get' at the truth, and I would 
suggest that we might call the audi­
tor and attorney general.”

50,000 copies were printed and distrib­
uted.

I regret to say that I do not 
see an increase to the grant fqr the 
University of New Brunswick, which 
has been the same for the past fifty 
years. During the past few years the 
university has been branching out 
along lines much approved of by the 
people. A new engineering depart­
ment is attracting a large number of 
students, and it is found that the 
building is already too small to meet 
the increasing demands. It is a gen­
eral expression of opinion that the 
education, of the engineer ls of a very 
high class character and the gradu­
ates of the department are getting 
positions with high salaries.

i! The “free fooders” of Great Britain 

ought to be satisfied with Mr. Austin 
Chamberlain. The chancellor of the 

exchequer has increased the tax on 
tea from six pence to eight pence per 
pound. As the average import price 
of tea appears to be some ten pence 
per pound thé duty will now be eighty 
per cent. Excluding the high priced 
teas consumed by the wealthy, the 
rate paid on the article in ordinary 
consumption will probably exceed one 
hundred per cent. The British people 
are great tea drinkers. They use on 
the average over six pounds a year 
per head, and the working classes, who 
drink less wine with their meats, prob­
ably take a good deal more than their 
proportion. Thus an artisan family of 
six will buy thirty-six pounds of 
tea yearly, paying eighteen shil­
lings duty at the old rate 
and twenty-four shillings or six 
dollars at the new rate. To the 
mind of a free fooder, who will not 
admit that a tax on tea is a food tax, 
this is all right. But if instead of the 
additional six shillings on the tea of 
the workman’s family Mr. Chamber- 
lain had imposed a duty of one shill­
ing the quarter on the four quarters 
of wheat that the family consumes he 
would have been accused of attacking 
the poor man’s loaf. At this distance 
it would appear to be a matter of no 
great consequence whether the poor 
man paid six shillings a year on his 
tea or on his bread, so long as he paid 
it, while it might be a good deal easier 
for him to pay two dollars on his 
bread than to pay three on his tea.

We have a very choice company of 
delegates, among which there are very 
few juveniles. Many of them have at 
least reached middle life, well read, in­
telligent and noble charactered.

The visit to Constantinople will long 
be remembered. We arrived there in 
the evening, but did not go ashore till 
the next morning, when carriages were 
provided for the whole day. We visit­
ed the T>ld mosque of St. Sophia, a. build­
ing with a history, as other places 
which we visited.

In one of the Sultan’s palaces we 
were treated to light refreshments. The 
“Dalma Baghtcheth1’ is the palace of 
a farmer Sultan, and is incomparably 
beautiful. The Grecian king’s palace 
at Athens is far from being its equal. 
In the royal treasury were ancient re­
lics taken in conquest. Armor, 
swords, and other objects blazing with 
jewels rare and costly. Rugs and gar­
ments embroidered with pearls and 
jewels, such as we read of, but which 
no imagination can picture to the ex­
tent which we saw. The museums con­
tained sculptures, inscriptions, etc. 
Grecian, Assyrian, Egyptian and oth­
er illustrating skilled arts, and strange 
histories of other ages. Among these 
a visitor would like to linger long or 
go often. Our good ship lay at the pier 
and we returned to it for meals. This 
was the first time we hàd put into a 
dock since we left New York.

The treatment accorded us in this 
city was as good as could be given to 
visitors in St. John. The United States 
Consul general had well prepared our 
way, and we had just about the free­
dom of the city. Of course there were 
soldiers, and perhaps detectives, at 
every turn, but all were courteous and 
kind. Our impression in general was 
that there were a fine looking lot of 
men.

Of women, we of course, did not see 
much. Reliable informants told us that 
the veil is gradually disappearing from 
their garb, giving place to the more 
general European dress. The mission­
aries told us that the women crave 
knowledge, and are very bright to take 
advantage of it. Dogs in Constanti­
nople are almost as plenty as mos­
quitoes in New Brunswick. I counted 
a large number lying on the dock in the 
length of our ship. Nobody seemed 
to notice them. They are a distressed 
looking lot, short haired and of a dirty 
yellow color.

Our visit to Robert College was in­
deed a pleasant one. The buildings are 
finely situated on a hill hill overlook­
ing the narrowest part of the Bosphor-» 
us. Its equipment is - very thorough, 
and many of us became deeply inter­
ested in the Christian educative ivork 
which such an institution is doing. In 
our hearts we prayed that the bright 
looking students might become a pow­
er in advancing Christ’s kingdom in 
Turkish lands.

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THE BRITISH INCOME TAX.

One and a half to one and three-quar­
ters per cent, on incomes derived from 
services is thought here to be a rather 
heavy tax. But while property and in­
comes pay municipal taxes in Great 
Britain there is besides a national tax 
on income which makes ours look 
small. It applies not only to personal 
earnings, but to incomes from invest­
ments, and trade, from real estate, 
railways, stock, mines, banks and all 
sorts of personal and real property. This 
national tax on incomes was eleven 
years ago six pence on the pound, or 
two and a half per cent. In 1894 it was 
raised to seven pence, in 1895 to eight 
pence or three and one-third per cent. 
It remained at this figure until 1900, 
when the tax rate was advanced to a 
shilling on the pound or five per cent. 
In 1901 it liras raised to fourteen pence 

and in 1902 to fifteen. In 1903 four 
pence was taken off, 
penny has been added, making the rate 
one shilling or five per cent. Thus the 
man with $1,000 income over exemptions 
will pay into the national exchequer 
$50 a year in addition to his customs 
and excise and other indirect taxes.

!ST. PETERSBURG, April 21,— The 
following telegram has been received 
by the Emperor from General Kuro­
patkin :

“I respectfully report to your 
jesty that two Japanese officers, 
named Stoevo Yukoka, and Giske Oki, 
were arrested near the station of Tur 
Chi Kha. In

Chinese railway. The officers wore 
Mongolian dress to disguise their na­
tionality.

“The officers were condemned to be 
deprived of their civil rights and to 
be executed by hanging.

"I confirmed the sentence, but, in 
view of the officers’ rank, consented 
that they be shot Instead of hanged, 
with the same loss of civil rights.

“I refused their prayer to spare 
their lives find they were executed at 
6 o’clock on the evening of April 21.”

Dur­
ing that trip I received a more fresh 
and vivid sense of the answer to this 
question, that is to say, of the person 
and work and glory of the Lord Jesus 
Christ. With the recollection of that
