In reply fo a question the Dean t** 
plained that the old chime* were made 
by John Warner and Son-* A London, 
00 years ago. An order, Jr said, would 
be given to the same ff»m and would 
take three or four months to complete. 
It was proposed, he added, to have 
eight bells 
add two new bells which would make 
a perfect chime.

To raise funds for the new chimes 
souvenir bells from the old metal 
have been on sale and a considerable 
sum has been received. Mr. Scho­
field said any money collected which 
might not be required for this pur­
pose, in consequence of Mr. Dunn's 
handsome gift, would be transferred 
to the general restoration fupd, and 
every effort made to mak^ up the 
shortage amounting to about $2,300, 
so that the Cathedral might be re­
opened free from debt.

Referring again in conclusion to 
Mr. Dunn's generosity, the Dean said 
the**t>eople of the Church of England 
in New* Brunswick, and especially the 
community in Fredericton, owed a 
deep debt of gratitude to Mr. Dunn 
for this munificent and timely gift.

A parade of striking Canadian North­
ern Railway coal dock laborers was 
held In the late afternoon and at . 
o'clock pickets were placed at the 
Canadian Northern Railway crossing 
near the coal docks. Three pickets 
Interfered with two men attempting 
to go to work. A crowd of several 
hundred quickly gathered aad Chief 
McLennan, Sergt. Burleigh and two 
constables went to the rescue.

The attempt of the officers to ar­
rest one of the pickets was the signal 
for the production of clubs. Blows fell 
fast and the first man taken by the 
officers was rescued by his comrades.

When Chief of Police McLennan was 
laid low by a club a desperate strug­
gle ensued, the police fighting over 
their fallen chief. Some one pulled a 
gun and as If by magic they appeared 
In all hands. The firing was sharp 
and down went the assailant of the 
chief of police with several bullets 
In his body, another foreigner was 
stretched out, hut was borne by his 
comrades to the woods which sur­
rounded the houses of the foreigners. 
Constable Peterson was given a des­
perate beating by a big burly chap 
with a three foot club, but the foreign­
er was in turn knocked down by Con­
stable Tburlow.

The ambulance was suffit tbr and one 
of the badly wounded foreigners sent 
to the hospital under police guard, 
while the wounded police themselves 
took the street car uptown for re­
pairs.

The Port Arthur city council was in 
session and adjourned on hearing of 
the trouble and advised the mayor to 
call out the 96th regiment If the situ­
ation warranted, 
though several hundred foreigners are 
hanging around the scene of the trou­
ble. and it is expected that if any per­
son attempts to go to work rioting 
will break out afresh.

Panama Canal was denied in the sen­
ate today by two advocates of the 
measure to give Americans coastwise 
shipping the preference in canal t*U#. 
Senators Bradley of Kentucky? ftna 
Massy, of Nevada, contended not on­
ly that the United States had the 
right under the treaty to regulate its 
own affairs but that the purchase of 
the canal zone removed the entire 
subject from international control. 
Senator McCumber, of N. D., took an 
opposite view in his speech opening 
the canal debate.

Senator McCumber said that he be­
lieved that the strict terms ef the 
treaty would require equal treatment 
to all other vessels.

“One is impressed in examining 
these different treaties," added Sen­
ator Cummins, "with the hopeless 
confusion into which the diplomacy 
of the time seems to have fallen.”

Senator McCumber declared the 
treaty proposed absolute neutrality 
for the canal, but Senator Cummins 
said it was impossible to conceive that 
the United States should be compelled 
to pass through the canal in time of 
war the battleship of a hostile nation.

Senator Massy declared the Hay- 
Pauncefote Treaty of 1901 could be en­
tirely Ignored by the United States 
so far as the Panama canal was con­
cerned. The operation of that water­
way had become a domestic problem.

The 
Lancaster bill, seeking to impose uni­
form marriage laws on all provinces, 
Is declared ultra vires, and the narrow 
limits within which Dominion legisla­
tors must work, when approaching 
the marriage question, are defined.

Lord Haldane said that in their 
lordships’ opinion there was no rea­
son why what they consider to be a 
natural construction of the words 
“solemnization of marriage," having 
regard to the law existing In Canada 
when the B. N. A. act was passed, 
should not prevail. This conclusion 
disposed of the question. Their lord 

ips avoided answering the questions 
lating to the validity of a marriage

It is 
Intended, also, to multiply the efficiency uf individual sav­
ings by using them co-operatively It is expected to do still 
xnore by enforcing a community spirit, for the administra­
tion of the communal fund is left m the hands of the col 
onists themselves, subject to the veto power of a State 
Board of Commi t.oners to insure against acts of folly 
reserve power which it is hoped the t'ummission will 
pever be obliged to me.

It is expected that every facility which the individual 
cannot readily pr.vide will be supplied co-operatively 
Even such common necessities as teams, wagons and 
horse-drawn implements will be Included. A co-opera­
tive store is" planned, also warehouses fur receiving and 
marketing the community products. There will also be 
provided co-operative creameries, a co-operatively owned 
demonstration farm and a thoroughbred breeding farm 
Not a dollar of public funds nor a dollar of philanthropy 
Is tu be asked lor or used under th s plan.

AN EMPIRE NAVY.

(The Standard, lxmdon, Eng )
The Imperial navy Is coming. At present we have 

the Royal navy, the fleets and squadrons of the King of 
the United Kingdom. The time is not far distant when 
they will be transferred into the navy of the Empire. 
Sentiment is growing in Canada to the height of national 
enthusiasm, and Canadian Ministers are here to consider 
the best means to give effect to it.

As Mr Foster said in his fine speech at the Dominion 
Day banquet: Canada i a little ashamed ro sleep any 
lunger in security behind the floating wall of steel provid 
ed aud paid for by the people of the United Kingdom.”

Canadian spirit resents that position of inferiority, 
but if it be necessary to find some method by which Can­
ada will retain sufficient control, whether the desired 
consummation be reached by giving the Dominion seats 
on the Council of Imperial Defence or by the creation ot 
u Board of Admiralty for the whole Empire, or by other 
means, we shall know in due course, perhaps before the 
eud of the present summer.

The proposal to convert the entente between France 
»nd England into a formal alliance bus been received 
with varied feeling in France. A summary of the .whole 
situation was recently given by M. Jean Herbette in the 
*'8iecle.” He holds that the European situation today 
lends Itself far better than in the past to peaceful rela­
tions between France and Germany. By signing the 
treaty of 1911, the two nations, be points out, settled the 
only question that could give rise to diplomatic contro­
versy, while the keenness of economic competition be 
tween Paris and Berlin Is not great enough to make 
diplomacy Ineffective.
