Ex-Pres. of Peru Hears of the
Downfall of Billinghurst, but
Says He Has No Aspira-
tions for Presidency.

London, Feb. 5—Ex-President Au-
guste B, Leguia of Peru, who was de-
ported from Callao in August last by
President Billinghurst, and who now
is residing in London, received a
number of cgblegrams today from his
brother, Carlos Leguia, a member of
the Peruvian senate, telling of the
overthrow of the Billinghurst admin-
istration.

According to Senator Leguia, the
révolution against the Peruvian gov-
ernment was due-to President’s Bil-
linghurst's decision to dissolve Con-
gress because it had refused to sanc-
tion his budget. The arrest of the
President, Senator Leguia cabled, was
in defense of the Peruvian constitu-
tion and, he added, “as a result of this
glorious action of our army, we are
free of Billinghurst, who now is in the
penitentiary.”

In Toronto, twe of the finest young
men Ontario ever produced, had met
death because they had followed the
fortunes of Wm.

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AN HONEST GOVERNMENT.

A little bit of evidence that the

Borden Government is an honest one
and composed of clean men, was pro-
duced in the House of Commons yes-
terday. It had been found that one
of the Government vessels the “Alert,”
had been used to some extent
for opolitical purposes and the
Government at once suspended the
officer responsible and put the ves-
sel out of commission pending an en-
quiry. From the reports to hand it
appears that whatever advantage
could have accrued from such a use
of a Government steamer was gained
by the Conservative party, but it em-
phatically does not appear that this
fact was allowed to weigh for a min-
ute with the Premier or the members
of his cabinet.
» Contrast this case with the condi-
tions under the Laurier regime.
What would have happened if the
Alert had been used by the Liberal
party under the Liberal government?
There is ample precedent to show
that the event would have been wink-
ed at and passed over. The report
of the Indian Reserve matter in the
‘West, which is already before the
House, and-of the National Transcon-
tinental Railway scandals which will
be presented to Parliament next week
will amply show the sort of govern-
ment from which the people of Canada
were fortunate enough to escape on
September 21st, 1911.

THE PARCEL POST

Hon. L. P. Pelletier, Postmaster
General of Canada will confer a real
and lasting benefit upon the people of
Canada when he puts the parcel post
system into effect, and despatches
from Ottawa convey the information
that development will come in a few
days. The advantages should prove
considerable and one of the first to
strike the imagination is that it
should have some effect upon the cost
of living. Some of the Western news-
papers have already figured it out
that this will be the case and upon
this line the Victoria Colonist pre-
sents a very sensible view of the case
when it says

“There is one feature of the new
parcel post system that should make
a general appeal. Through its oper-
ation it may be possible to appreci-
ably reduce the cost of living. For in-
stance, let us take the case of butter.
The consumer in a city can buy direct
from the producer, his purchase being
gent to him through the mail. Sup-
posing the butter was retailing for
fifty cents a pound, whereas the pro-
ducer was only getting thirty cents,
by buying direct from the latter the
consumer, under the new parcel post
arrangemeént, would be able to have
six pounds sent to him at a cost for
postage of twelve cents. This would
mean that the butter would cost him
thirty-two cents per pound as opposed
to fifty cents if he bought it direct
from the retailer. The figures we
have quoted are only imaginary ones,
but from them it can be seen that
the consumer stands to benefit to a
considerable extent, for it is very cer-
tain that a retailer’s profit on such a
commodity as butter is considerably
more than two cents per pound. We
might apply the same argument to
eggs, vegetables, fruit, and many oth-
er nece and luxuries of life
which can be shipped in small bulk.
The parcel post system, as far as such
commodities are concerned, should
perform a useful object lesson in the
benefits to be derived from the elimin-
ation of the middleman. If properly
utilized, there is no reason why it
should not mean an appreciable re-
ruction in the cost of living as far as
it affects such foodstuffs as can be
carried through the mails under the
new arangement which, it has been
announced, will go into effect during
February. To bring the counsumer
more directly in touch with the pro-
ducer is a sound principle of political
economy which cannot fail to have
beneficial results for the community
at large.”

CANADIAN COMPANIES.

One of the great Canadian activities
of the fiscal year ending last March
was the organization of joint stock
companies, says the Vancouver News-
Advertiser. Charters were granted to
835 new companies and supplementary
charters to 104, most of which increas-
ed their capital. The total number,
939, may be compared with 658 in the
previous year, 544 in 1910-11, and 493
in 1909-10. BEach of these figures wus
a record at the time. The capitaliza-
tion of the new companies which re-
ceived charters last year was $625,-
212,299, which was $178,000,000 more
than the previous year, and more than
double the amount of three years be-
fore. The Secretary of State does not
tell us how much of this stock was
paid up, or how much of the paid up
capital is moisture, The companies
having capital of $10,000,000 and over
include the Canadian Autobus, $10,-
000,000; the Imperial Tobacco, $30,
000,000; Texas Northern Land and
Irrigation, $10,000,000; Canadian Gen-
eral Electric, $12,000,000; St. Law-
rence Sugar Reflneries, $10,000,000;
Brazilian Traction, $120,000,000; Do-
minion Bridge, $10,000,000; Cassidy's
$10,000,000; Atlantic Sugar Refinery,
(St. John), $10,000,000,

HISTORIC DAYS IN CANADA
> R

Letters of marque and reprisal were
granted by England against American
jahips on this date in 1777, and a flour
ishing  privateering industry sprang
up at H‘:nm and other ports of the
Maritime Provinces. Some time be-
fore that privateering had been enter.
ed upon with great vigor and zeal by
the Americans, particularly New
Englanders, and the commerce of
British America suffered much in con-
sequence. Privateering was kept up
during the remainder of the war.
Many of the leaders in the revolu
tionary struggle were interested In
the business, including Robert Morris
and George Washington. The priva.
teering industry was renewed with
even greater zest during the war of
a century ago, when Halifax priva-
teers brought hundreds of prizes into
that port.
On this date in 1859 the Hudson's
Bay Company refused to accept a re-
‘mewal of the lease of the Indian ter-
ritories for a period of two years, but
announced their willingness to renew
the license for twenty-one years. The
British government gave to the North.
west Company, In 1821, a license of
exclusive trade over the Indian terri-
tories, the boundaries of which were
not clearly defined, but were “all such

parts of North America to the north-
ward and to the westward of the
United States, as form no part of His
Majesty’s Provinces in North Ameri-
ca” In 1838 the exclusive right of
trading with the Indians was renewed
to the Hudson’s Bay Company for a
period of twenty-one years, the com-
pany having acquired the rights of
the parties to whom the first grant
had been made. The consideratiou
was an annual rental of five shillings,
the company binding themselves to
insure the due execution of all civil
aud criminal process within the terrl-
tory. This was the period of the
company’s greatest prosperity. As the

He believed that Frenchmen
would be aroused to enthusiasm by
his “patriotism,” but when discovery
came and he was sent to prison for
violating the law which forbids heads
of former ruling dynasties from enter-
ing France, the public only laughed,
and gave him the nickname of “Tin-
can,” after the utensils in which com-
mon soldiers get their rations when
in the field.

The Duke was soon released from
Franck, and fled the country with
howls of derision ringing in his ears.

Last month the suit brought by the
Duchess was withdrawn, as the French
royalists feared the effects of the scan-
dal, and the questions involving pro-
perty rights and alimony were sub-
mitted to arbitrators. Whether the
charge of “wifebeater” is well found-
ed cannot be known, now that the do-
mestic troubles of the pair have been
hushed up, but it has found general
belief in France.

The Duke has offered his military
gervices to Italy, Spain and Russia,
but has always been refused. During
the Boer war he showed his ingarti-
tude by bitterly attacking Queen Vie
toria, although his family had been
given a refuge in England after hav-
ing been forced to flee from France
in 1848, Since then the Duke has nev-
er been welcome in England, and on

Anniversary of Two
Famous Championship
Battles.

Tomorrow will mark the anniver-
sary of two of the greatest battles

for the heavy weight championship
of America. It was on Feb. 7, 1849,

that Tom Hyer defeated Yankee Sul-
livan in the first battle ever held for
the American title, and it was thirty-
three years later, on Feb. 7, 1882, that
John L. Sullivan won the big title by
defeating Paddy Ryan.

America's first championship bout
was held at Roek Point, Md.
Hyer, in taking to the fighting game,
was but following the example of his

the principals in the first ring battle
on this side of the Atlantic, about a
century ago. His opponent, Yankee
Sullivan, was a native of Ireland, and
his real name was Frank Murray.
“Yankee"” had whipped most of the
good men of England and Ireland be-
fore coming to America.
