“It Is well,” continues the Journal, “to consider politcal happenings 
for nine months past and to have regard to the government’s ‘ present 
position In the forufn of publie opinion.

“In July last, Sir Robert Borden announced a political tour of the 
west It wae understood he was to be followed there by Sir Wilfrid Lau­
rier. In fact the two parties were oreparing for an election. War chang­
ed everything. The Government faced with an extraordinary situation, 
dropped Its intention of an election, and the leader of the opposition 
proclaimed a truce. The special session of parliament In August found 
the parties united. Had the spirit of unity continued there would be 
no need new for the Liberal party to fear an election.

“As the war progressed the Government, ae wae inevitable to tome 
little extent, made what are, now seen to have been mistakes. , The 
war Contract grafter, also Inevitable, madq his appearance, 
very first It became apparent that those instances were being seized up­
on by the opposition for the purposes of party gain. The weapons of 
Innuendo* suspicion and carping criticism were industriously directed 
against the Government, the political truce abandoned.

“Ae this year’s session approached, the atmosphere became thick 
with chargee and insinuations of wrong doing, incapacity and graft 
Parliament met In a ruffled mood. There wae an evident desire among 
the beet men of both parties to rescue the country from the unseemli­
ness of petty squabbling In face of a grave crisis, but egged on by a 
party-made press the smaller fry would not be denied. The House had 
not been In session more than a week when Mr. Pugeley, one of Sir Wil- 

- frld Laurler’a chief lieutenants, made a violently partisan speech with 
all kinds of reckless Insinuations against the good faith and capacity 
of the administration. There and then ended every semblance of a 
truce. From that day till this the opposition, in the press, In parliament 
and the country, has labored with every weapon at Ite disposal to con­
vince the country that the Government is corrupt and incapable. It 
offered a direct challenge to the cabinet’s policy In regard to the provi­
sion of war revenue. It characterized war taxes as «graft taxes.’ It’ç 
meet responsible leaders charged crookedness and loot in the conduct 
Of the war. 'it’s most responsible press have left no stone unturned to 
discredit the administration.

“And what has been the result? Hosts of well meaning citizens 
have come to believe that there is something wrong. Every day is pre­
sented the spectacle of some of our people of Integrity and reputation 
denouncing what they sincerely belive to be a carnival of graft. This 
creates a lack of confidence In .the Government, and it Is bound to seri­
ously Interfere with the proper conduct of affairs. Governments, like 
individuals, are but hutnan. No lidlvldual servant of a great corporation 
could be expected to efficiently perform hie duties if one-half the direc­
tors were openly charging him with being a thief. No Government in 
this or any other country can rightly be expected to be oblivious to 
persistent charges of incapacity and graft, especially If Its. conduct has , 
been characterized by a stern resolve to safeguard the national weal. 
Either this Government is honest, or it is not. If it Is dishonest and In- 

- competent, then It has no right to be In office at a time like this. If it is 
honest and capable of fulfilling He task, let there be an end to this com- 
palgn of calumny. If the men and newspapers who are shouting ‘Stop 
thief think they are right, it is their duty to ask that the Government be 
turned out at the earliest possible moment?

“But It le urged that an election at this time will divide the nation 
and Interfere with patriotism and efficiency. These contentions do not 
bear examination. In the first place there could be no greater party 
cleavage than exists at the present time and an election would clear the 
atmosphere and restore confidence. The lack of an election will prob­
ably mean a continuation of the campaign of partisan strife and suspic­
ion that Is going 00 now. And it Is superficial to talk of an election In­
terfering with a proper fulfilment of practical patriotism. The patriot­
ism of the people of Canada, Liberal or Conservative, Catholic or Protes­
tant, French speaking or English speaking Is based a little deeper than 
that Idea supposes. And after all what la there mean and despicable 
about the use of the ballot?

Fredericton, May 4.—The St John 

Valley Railway legislation was Intro­
duced in the House this evening, pas­
sed about midnight and tomorrow the 
Legislatures session will be formally 
prorogued.

The legislature took recess early in 
the afternoon until evening and In 
the meantime a government party cau­
cus was held.

As soon as Speaker Melanson resum­
ed the chair Premier Clarke brought 
down the legislation and as he pointed 
out the security with which the inter­
ests of the province are so carefully 
safeguarded under the provisions of 
the bill, his remarks were frequently 
punctuated by the applause of the gov. 
eminent supporters. There are several 
outstanding features of the legisla­
tion.

One is that absolutely no provision 
is made for increasing the amount of 
aid given the St. John Valley Rail »vay 
project by the province. Another Is 
that if the present company make 
good their present Indebtedness, pay 
various claims and show their ability 
to go on and complete the work, they 
may be given the contract to finish
the railway. If they can’t do this, The fact that the late government 
and do It within reasonable time, pro- sometimes 
vision Is made for the government 
to take over the whole project sud 
either make a new contract with 
another company willing to carry on 
the work or place a commission in 
charge and thus complete the railway.

Above all there stands out the pro­
visions to facilitate and insure pay­
ments at the earliest possible moment 
of all just claims against the railway 
for labor, materials supplied and right 
of way. To meet these payments 
amounts of claims are to be retained 
firm proceeds of guaranteed bonds 
and if the present does not go on with 
the work they remain a claim against 
the road, and In the event of the gov­
ernment taking over the stock of the 
company they will thus assume those 
amounts as well.

The House met at 3 o’clock.

In doing so he said that danger of 
permitting construction of bridges and 
permanent works to be undertaken on 
the authority of a minister alone and 
without authority of the legislature, 
must ibe apparent to all.

He de­
sired to make It clear that he was not 
offering this resolution as a member 
of the opposition but as an independ­
ent member and he had tried to act 
throughout as such. He was not in 
the secret councils of either the gov­
ernment or the opposition if there was 
one, Wt he made this motion solely in 
the best Interests of the province.

He hoped the House would adopt the 
resolution as a means of leading to 
reform an Improvement In the method.

Horn. Mr. TTerke said he did not 
propose to discuss the resolution or 
speech of the honorable member for 
Northumberland at any length because 
he thought members of the House 
were sufficiently familiar with the way 
in which the business of the province 
was conducted to be able to form their 
own conclusions. He was glad to hear 
from the honorable member that he 
did not belong to the Opposition, but 
he was not so glad to hear that he 
was an independent, because he was 
elected to support the present gov­
ernment.

The province had not suffici­
ent revenue to carry om the work any 
other way. Honorable member com­
plained that the legislature's sanction 
should be obtained for practically ev­
ery public work that was to be under­
taken.

Gagetown was already completed and 
under operation, and he was pleased 
to be able to say that the government 
was In receipt of forty per cent, of 
the gross earnings from the first of 
April last.

It was a matter of 
much regret to the government that 
these amounts had not been paid, but 
financial conditions, had made It im­
possible because of the war for the 
company to pay the amounts, and lack 
of legislation had prevented the gov­
ernment from arranging for their pay­
ment. There was also a considerable 
amount of Indebtedness to contractors 
who had built the railway for the 
company, and who bad done the work 
so satisfactory that the line now com­
pleted from Gagetown to Centrevllle 
was one of the best pieces of railway 
In the entire province.

Everybody recognized that the Na­
tional Transcontinental Railway was 
built under very high specifications 
which called for * excessively low 
grades and very small curves, but on 
the Valley Railway there were por­
tions of the line which were equal ot 
the Transcontinental or any other rail­
way that ever was built. The Valley 
Railway had 80 pound steel rails, 
concrete sub-structures 
superstructures for Its bridges, and

throughout. Its grades were such that 
any traffic could be handled at the 
lowest possible cost of operation, 
while its curves were such as Insured 
the road having a very high standard 
of excellence in that regard. It 
should be a matter of much gratifica­
tion to the people of the province that 
for such small expenditure they had 
so fine a railway.

The object of this hill was to put

Sir Almroth Wright has been dis­
cussing the treatment of wounds be­
fore the Royal Society of Medicine In 
London. He said that the ordinary 
man, if asked whether vaccines would 
do any good In connection with 
wounds, would reply that he had not 
got any evidence of it. But vaccines 
did enormous good where there was 
a very well-drained wound. In this 
war they had to deal with a situation 
where they had got millions of 
wounds, where the medical men could 
not follow out the results of their 
treatment, and did not know the treat­
ment which had been followed by the 
men who had the case before them. 
When a situation of that sort arose It 
was Impossible for a man to guide 
himself by experience. Therefore, a 
duty lay upon the entire medical pro­
fession to think out what ought to be 
done in such a situation. Bacteriolo­
gists should put their heads together, 
and If any one of them could find out 
the proper course to pursue with re­
gard to wounds and establish It, we 
should get a system carried out which 
might really be effective.. The man 
who could tell what happened follow­
ing any particular line of treatment 
was he who watched the whole process 
in the laboratory. If the knowledge 
acquired were communicated to the 
governing bodies, then some sort of 
regulations or rules might be Issued 
which would Insure that the best treat­
ment was being employed by all. In 
such circumstances, at whatever stage 
a wounded* man arrived at any hospi­
tal, It would be fairly evident what 
treatment he had had.

The words used In the heading of 

this article express just what the 
women gathered now at The Hague 
International Peace Congress are do­
ing. Their presence there, almost 
within the sound of the destructive 
guns of the world’s opposing forces, 
implies that, in their opinion, the only 
way to end the age long arbitrament 
of arms is to make war upon war and 
to determine that cost whatever it 
may this invincible resolution of 
theirs shall not relax or weaken until 
the gates of the temple of Janus have 
been closed once and for all.

Were we not at the present time so 
fully occupied in waging what is un­
doubtedly the greatest war the world 
has ever known, it might not prove 
either an uninteresting or unprofitable 
study to consider, de novo, the whole 
problem of war im its relation to the 
economy erf human life and the prog­
ress of the world.

Do those of our fellow men and 
women whose intelligence Is not ques­
tioned and whose sincerity it is Im­
possible to doubt, and yet who stand 
forth in every nation as the advocates 
of peace at any price, realize what 
kind of a world this would be were 
their platform suddenly to be adopted 
in every sphere of national and Inter­
national life?

Granted, that suddenly, as It were, 
by some almost miraculous process, 
it were possible for all wars to cease 
and for all armaments to be cast to 
the world's scrap heap and for all In­
struments of offence and defence to be 
swept clean off the face of the earth, 
and the bosom of the sea, what would 
we then have left to us as mortals?

from Sir John French, commander-in- 
chief of the British expeditionary force 
on the continent which reads as fol­
lows:

“The gases

laid In trenches. It has been produced

with a cloud of poisoned air, he has 
repeated it both In offensive and de­
fensive whenever the wind has been 
favorable.

"The effect of this poison is not dis­
abling or painlessly fatal, as has been 
suggested 
victims who do not succumb on the 
field and who can be brought into hos­
pitals suffer acutely and a large pro­
portion of the oases die a painful and 
lingering death."

British May Adopt Similar Expedients
London, May 4.—In the House of 

Commons this afternoon H. J. Ten­
nant, parliamentary secretary of the 
War Office, said that Great Britain 
had under consideration the question 
of "employing similar expedients" 
against the use by German troops on 
the battlefield of asphyxiating gases.

The speaker admitted that as far 
back as April 6, the British "eye-wit- 
ness" had said the Germans were pre­
paring for this method of attack, but 
notwithstanding such rumors, the Bri­
tish authorities found it hard to u» 
lieve that any signatory of The Hague 
Convention could violate Its funda­
mental principles and adopt methods 
which might have such a far-reaching 
effect in modern warfare.

The case against Hop Lee, the Mill 
street Chinese merchant, charged 
with having opium In his possession 
on March 13th, was resumed In the 
police court yesterday morning and 
afternoon with H. O. Mclnerney for 
the prosecution and Daniel Mullln, K. 
C., for the defence. In addition to 
the charge against Hop Le* six other 
Chinese are charged with being in­
mates of the place. It (had been un­
derstood by the Magistrate and Mr. 
Mclnerney that the case against Hop 
Lee and the others were all being 
tried at the one time, but yesterday 
afternoon Mr. Mullln Infortned the 
court he had understood the court was 
dealing with Hop Lee alone. The 
Magistrate stated he thought both 
cases were being tried together. There 
was nothing to do now but to finish 
the case against Hop Lee and then 
the charge against the six others 
could be commenced. It Is expected 
that the Hop Lee case will finish on 
Friday and practically all the-evidence 
so fay given will have to be given all 
over again, and the prospects are 
that before the second case Is finish­
ed there will be many sessions of the 
court.

At the session yesterday morning 
Harry Willie was the first witness 
and testified on the night of March 
13th, when he entered Hop Lee’s 
place on Mill street, he saw Policeman 
Jeffrey there. He asked Jeffrey what 
he was doing there, and Jeffrey told 
him to keep quiet. Jeffrey then point­
ed a revolver at him, caught him by 
the coat and took from him a hand­
kerchief, a fountain pen, three cop­
pers and two keys. Jeffrey then 
pushed witness down on a table and 
took hold of Hop Lee saying "Give 
me five hundred dollars." The pipes 
taken from the place were produced 
and witness said they were pipes used 
for smoking tobacco.

Hum Hong was called and testified 
that when Jeffrey entered the place 
he said "Hello Hop," and then said 
that he wanted five hundred dollars 
or opium. Jeffrey then asked for one 
hundred dollars and followed this up 
by flrtpg a shot at Hum Gow. Hum 
Glng was in bed, and when be went to 
get up Jeffrey pointed the revolver at 
him. Witness corroborated the evi­
dence given by Harry Willie and said 
he had never seen any opium smok­
ing in SL John, but Had seen it smok­
ed in China. Ye Hpoey and Hum 
Gow also gave evidence along the 
same lines as the previous witnesses. 
The court then adjourned until the 
afternoon.

At 2.30 the case was resumed and 
Hum Bo Thomas was sworn in as 
interpreter. Hum Poy was called fay 
the defence and stated that he was a 
Christian, a Baptist, and was baptised 
in China. He had a wife and a three- 
year-old child In China and had been 
In St. John for one year, 
stated he had been troubled with 
asthma for the past nineteen years, 
and hia father died of that trouble. 
For asthma witness said that he used 
drugs that he obtained in China. The 
boxes of pills the police obtained in 
Hop Lee’s place, and which the prose­
cution claim to be opium were produc­
ed. Witness said that the two cans 
were his property. The little Jar he 
brought from China with him, and 
the can, which Detective Killen found 
in a stove, bad been sent from China 
to him. He said the pills were medi­
cine given to him for asthma. He did 
not smoke the pills but swallowed 
them with water. The reason he put 
the can of pills In the stove was be­
cause he was afraid that Jeffrey would 
search him and take them away from 
him. Witness said he never smoked 
opium.

In answer to Mr. Mclnerney witness 
said he bad an attack of astham last 
November for eight or nine days, and 
that he had used fron^ ten to twelve 
pills a day. At this Juncture of the 
case Mr. Mullln offered a question to 
the witness, and Mr. Mclnerney broke 
in with, "Mr. Mullln the witness.

The Island of Heligoland rises out 
of the North Sea like the Rock of Gib­
raltar. and at thé time of the exchange 
by Britain the only anchorage shelter 
was one afforded behind a line of 
reefs on the southern side of the rock. 
The village of Heligoland lies at the 
base of the Island, and to reach the 
village It is necessary to paaa Inside 
the reef line from the west. The least 
water is four fathoms, but off the vil­
lage, close to, there Is an anchorage 
in seven fathoms.

The German authorities completed 
Just before the war began In August 
a breakwater protected harbor Off the 
face of the village. This harbor is 
accessible to vessels drawing eighteen 
feet and offers excellent shelter to tor­
pedo boat destroyers and submarines. 
Any attempt to reach the harbor on 
the part of attacking British subma­
rines necessitates passing inside the 
line of reefs and through the four 
fathom entrance, which is the nar­
rowest part To force an entrance 
here means, furthermore, that the at 
tucking cnit are exposed to the fire 
of strong shore batteries.

The waters in and about Heligoland 
and In Heligoland bight, the letter 
being the stretch between Heligoland 
Island and the mainland, afford good 
depths. A depth of ten fathoms is to 
be had right up to the spot where the 
Wesser Lightship is usually anchored, 
while six fathoms can be taken right 
up to the lighted buoy marking the 
deep water off the mouth of the Elbe. 
7 he ten fathom depth is regarded as 
good manoeuvring depth for a sub­
marine.

The first British attempt in the 
Heligoland bight was on August 18 
last, when just before dawn two Bri­
tish submarines, taking care to keep 
clear of the mine area, crept close up 
to the Island of Heligoland, pretending 
that one of the craft was disabled, 
and the other standing by. The boats 
were observed by the German look­
outs, as was also the British light 
cruiser Fearless, which wae being used
