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Sir Roger Casement Captured

On German Ship Attempting to
_ Land Ams in Ireland

Ex-British Consul Who Tried to Form Alliance Be-

tween Germany and

Anti-English Faction in

lnhnd One of Priwum Captured When

London, April 24, 10.25 p. m.—Sir
Roger Casement has been captured
from a German ship which attempted
to land arms in Ireland and was sunk.
An official announcement was made to-
night as follows:

“During the period between the af-
ternoon of April 20 and the afternoon
of April 21, an attempt to land arms
and ammunition in Ireland was made
by a vessel under the guise of a neu-
tral merchant ship, but which in reali-
ty was a German auxiliary, in con-
junction with a German submarine,

“The auxillary sank and a number of
prisoners were made, amongst whom
were Sir Roger Casement.”

Sir Roger Casement before the out-
break of the European war was in the
British consular service, having held
posts in Portuguese West Africa, the
Congo Free State, Haiti, San Domingo
and Brazil

In November, 1914, it was reported
that Sir Roger, who was the leader of
the Separatist faction in Ireland, had
gone to Berlin and conferred with the
German imperial authorities, his in-
tention, it was, being to open negotia-
tions between the German government
and the anti-English party in Ireland.

Assurances were sald to have been
given to Sir Roger that should the
German troops land in Ireland all na-
tive institutions would be respected
by them.

Sir Roger was created a knight in
1911, He is 52 years old.

It was Sir Roger who in 1912, while
consul general at Rio Janeiro, made a
report on the torturing and killing of
natives of Brazil by employees of the
Britsh company operating the Putu-
mayo rubber fields, As a result of his
report a British royal commission
headed by him investigated the situa-
tion and brought out referms in the
treatment of men employed in the
country.

Little had been heard of Sir Roger
in this country for many months. Last
October a returned Irish prisoner re-
ported that Sir Roger had visited the
prisoners at Iimburg and vainly tried
to induce Irish prisoners to join an
Irish brigade he was said to be raising
in Germany to fight against England.
It was reported a short time ago that
Sir Roger had applied for citizenship
in Bavaria. Later came a report from
a neutral country that he had been
afiested in Germany on an unspecified
charge. ;

The
statement of Saturday sald " hostile
troops had been encountered in some
force near Kondoa on April:17, and
that it became evident a concentration
was being effected in that direction.

Fighting Again in Egypt.

London, April 24 (526 p. m.)--
Fighting has been resumed in Egypt,

the Quatia district. The British re-
pulsed one attack, at Dueidar, but a
small force holding the village of
Quatia was compelled to withdraw
after a sharp fight.

The statement follows:

Vanderventer, after defeating the ene-
my before Kondoa, Irangi, on April 19,
occupied that place. Prisoners were
taken and a considerable number of
casualties® inflicted on the German
forces, which retired in the direction
of the central railway.”

“The general officer commandin
in Egypt reports that on April 2
there was fighting .in the Quatia dis
trict. An aerial reconnaisance indi-
cated that hostile parties of a strength
of 200 to 500 were assembling in the
desert, and were in the neighborhood
of Dneider. A strong attack by about
500 of the enemy was made at 5 a. m,
on the position held at that place.

“The attack was beaten off after
reinforcements had been brought up.

Latest Report ‘ies Ger-
many Would Go to Great
Lengths to Avoid it.

GOVERNMENT BETWEEN
2 EXTREME FACTIONS.

Ambassador Gerard has Long
Conference with Chancellor
and Washington Regards
Sign as Encouraging.

——

‘Washingbon, April 24.—Indications
that powerful Inflyences in German
politics are opposed to any action by
the Berlin government which might
lead to the severance of diplomatic re-
Iations with the United States are un-
derstood to be contained in confiden-
tial despatches received today by the
state department - from Ambassador
Gerard. Soclalists and Labor leaders
are represented as being. particularly
adverse to any such move.

Other despatches from Mr. Gerard
were sald to contalin strong intimations
that the Berlin government would
make concessions to the United States
in reply to the mote demanding the
immediate abamdonment of present
methods of submerine warfare

It is still uncertain, however, wheth.
er the concessioms will be sufficiently
broad in thelr scope to meet the Am-
erican demands.

Officials allowed 4t to become known
that Mr. Gerand’s despatches indicated
that Germany would go to great
lengths to preserve friendly relations
with the United States. Mr. Gerard
is understood to have gained his views
during the conversation with Berlin
officials including Foreizsn Mindster
Von Jagow,.

His despatches &re said to empha-
size the difficulties by which the Ger-
man government is ed in en-
deavoring to find & 10 meet the
demands of the United States without
arousing the element which insists’
upon a relentless submarino warfare
against the shipping of the Entente
Alles,

The state department tonight was
awaiting a despatch from Mr. Gerard
reporting the resulis of & lengthy con-
ference today with Dr. Von Bethmann-
Hollweg, imperial German chancellor.
Presg despatches announcing the con-
ference had taken place were closely
read. Officials express & particular in-
terest in that part of the press re-
ports which indicated that the reply to
the American note would not be made
until after the chancellor has another
opportunity to confer with the Bm-
peror, who is at the front,

The fact that Mr, Gerard’s confer
ence with the chancellor lasteq more
than an hour was regarded as being a
hopeful sign, it being pointed out that
if the German government was dis
posed not to meet the American de-
mands it was improbable there would
have been a discussion of such length.

All of Mr. Gerard's messages re-
ceived eince the present situation
arose are held by administration lead-
ers 10 be of a highly confidential na
ture.

In June, 1910, when you accepted the
call to become the pastor of the Ger
main street Baptist church, you wrota
us expressing a hope that your min-
istry might be marked by the same
fervency and self-sacrificing devotion
that had been characteristic of your
predecessors in the pastorate hero.
The six years of faithful, untiring
work on your part which have just
been terminated by your appointment
as chaplain of the 104th Regiment
have marked a period of progress in
the life of our church that has seldom,
it ever, been equalled.

The consummation of the new insti-
tute will stand as 2 monument to your
memory in the history of our churen.
This commodious and efficient buill-
ing has justified the sacrifice and ex-
pense incurred in its erection, and has
furnished ample accommodation for
the work of the many organizations
of the church. From the outbreak of
the present world war you have shown
a marked interest in the men in khaki
and under your wise counsel and direc.
tion the Germain street Baptist church
has become famed for the service and
entertainment that have been furnisn-
ed to the men quartered in our city.

It is significant that you assumed
pastorate of the church as we entered
the second century of our history.

VERY FINE BILL

Opera House Has High Class
Company in an up to the
Minute Dramatic Offering.

Albert Brown is & good actor.
ig really more than that—he is a high
class. actor with a style of\his own and
a finish to his work rather exceptional
among those who-in later years have
visited these provinces.

They are all good actors, or ac-
tresses, for there are of course females
'as well as hemales among the “White
Feather” company. And altogether
they put on a show whioch stands head
and shoulders above anything seen
here in a month of Sundays.

This is supposed to be a apiel about

ing, but it is a dificult thing to say
very much in particular about that
same performance. Yet, so far as it
is in the ability of the ordinary gink,
here goes.

The White Feather is the story of
the man who stayed at home, who
did not enlist when his friends and
his acquaintances and his sweetheart
thought he ought to be in khaki. The
men who Hevoted his peculiar abili-
ties and all his energy to the secret
service and who by the very nature
of his work was compelled to keep his
position to himself while those whose
opinions he regarded believed him un-
worthy.

And in this
commanding part Mr. Brown, as the
supposed stupld English fop, stood
supreme. It ig a omeman show in
which the other players are to a very
large extent merely units assisting in
the development of an outstanding
characterization. And that character-
jzation was an eye-opener in its
smoothness, versatility and finish,
Nothing remained to be desired in
Mr. Brown’s work in the part of Kit
Bent. He was consistent from start
to finish, and this is mdre ‘than can
be sald of a good many actors. But—
and it is a big “but” too—Mr. Brown's
interpretation of the leading part
would not be half what it is without
the very strong support accorded him.
