(Undated War Summary By The Associated 'Press).

Although the Germans are employing fresh forces of
reserves in their efforts to hold back the Allied troops who
are pressing them from the region of the Somme to the Oise,
the American, British and French armies continue to make
progress.

Monday witnessed gains of ground at various points
along the battle front of high importance for the further pros-
ecution of the endeavors of the Allies to drive out the Ger-
mans from the old Amiens-Montdidier sector.

After an extremely-bitter contest the ' Americans and
British have gained a foothold in the important ‘little town
of Bray-Sur-Somme, on the northern bank of the Somme.
A short distance across the river to the south the British have
taken Proyart and midway of the line have pressed onto the
east of Fouquescourt in a manoeuvre which has resulted in
the further outflanking of Chaulnes from the south and of

Roye from the north. :

French Capture Gury.

On their part the French in the roll-
ing country immediately north of the
Olse River have captured Qury, a posi-
tion of great strategic value lying
southwest of Lassigny, and at several
other points southward to the region
of the Ofse have advanced their lines
further toward Noyon.

In Monday's fighting hundreds of ad-
ditional Germans were made prisoner
end the enemy also lost heavily in men
killed or wounded.

Unofticial reports give the number
of Germans captured during the pres-

TWO SOLDIERS ARE

French-Armenian Kills Sentry
Instantly and Fires on Sec-
ond But Misses Man—L.at-
ter Then Kills Armenian.

Quebec, Aug. 12—Henrl Vidal, a
French-Armenian, recently enrolled in

He was stopped by two sen-
tries who demanded his pass and after
a _little discussion, Vidal drew a re-
volver and shot -one of the sentries,
Dubrodja, killing him instantly. He
then turned his gun on the other man,
but ‘missed, the sentry then firing four
shots into Vidal's body, every one
taking euect. Vidal died about fif-
teen minutes later.

Two Steamers and a Schooner
Sunk Off New England.

Washington, Aug. 12.—The German
submarine operating off the Virginia
coast ‘was attacked by an American
destroyer, which used 17 depth A\mmns
in an effort to get the raider, The
submarine -did not reappear and oil
was noticed on the surface of the sea.

*'In ‘successful fighting today in the neighborhood
of the Roye Road east of Fouquescourt and on the
south bank of the Somme our line has been advanced
in each of these localities, and some prisoners have
been taken.

“South of the Somme our troops captured the
village of Proyart after sharp fighting in which the ene-
my lost heavily in prisoners and men killed. The fight-
ing is continuing in this neighborhood. .

“On the right of the British forces the French have
taken Des Loges. On the remainder of the British front
there is nothing to report.”

Paris, Aug. 12—French troops have captured the
town of Gury, about eight and a half miles south of
Roye, according to the French official communication
issued tonight. Two counter attacks against the posi-
tions held by the French and Americans on the Vesle
river near Fismes have been repulsed.

The text of the communication follows:

“Betwiten the Avre and the Oise our tfoops have
captured the village of Gury. We have madé some

progress to the north of Roye-Sur-Matz and Chevin-

court.

“On the Vesle front we have repulsed two violent
counter-attacks against our positions on the north bank
of the stream in the region of Fismes."”

The French war office in Sunday morning’s state-
ment announced that the French had reached the out-
skirts of Gury. This town is an important paint on the
Lassigny Massif, within two miles of Lassigny itself,
which is the immediate French objective in this sector,
possession of which would be likely to cause a consid-
erable retirement by the Germans both to the east and
the west on this end of the battle line.

ZEPPELIN BROUGHT
DOWN ON EASTERN

German  Airship Destroyed
Off Holland—Six Missing
British Motor Boats--Frank-
fort Bombed.

Londen, Aug. 12—Briish airmen to-
day brought down a German Zeppe-
lin in flames off the English east
coast, according to advices to the
Star, The machine was one of the
largest and newest of this type of
aircraft.

The Zeppelin was observed at sea

at daybreak today. ‘Royal Air Force
machines rose to attack it and were
able to get close to the airship be-
fore they were observed. After a
few minutes fighting the Zeppelin was
effectively hit and fell flaming into
the sea.

London, Aug., 13—British aircraft

In the German drive early in June the
fall of Antoval proved fatal to
French hopes to hold the valley of the
Dise, as well as the forest of  Carls-
pont, on the east bank. If Antoval is
firmly held by the French, the Ger-
men lines along the Oise, it seems,
are in danger and if the KFrench con-
tinue to.gain, the enemy's rgzirement
trom territory held along the eastern
bank of the river may be forced.
Paris reports unofficially that forty
thousand prisoners have been taken
since Thursday morning. This brings
the total number of Germans captured
in Marshal Foch’s two great drives
to seventy-five thousand. The number
of guns so far taken by the Allies in
the two offensives total about one
thousand.
Paris, Aug. 12.—Extremely bitter re-
eistance is being encountered from the
Germans along the line of Chaulnes-
Roye-Noyon.

The coal allotted to Canada has been
reduced a little more than 6.5 per
«ent., which is a small reduction when
compared with 32 per cent. in the Cen-
tral States and 12.18 per cent. in the
jAmerican northwest.

Canada may not get the full quan-
Itity of coal allotted to her; for that
the difficulty of securing ship tonnage
tand shortage in labor may be held re-
isponsible, but at this time it is good
tadvice in St. John as elsewhers to

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FOOD CONSERVATION.

The Canada Food Board officials are
1to be congratulated upon the fearless-
mess and zeal with which they have
meted out punishment to those who
violate the provisions governing the
sale of food stuffs. A Halifax firm,
ilicensed by the Board, has had its l-
cense suspended for thirty days for of-
fering immediate shipment of mill-
feed in car lots, for orders that al-
so included seventyfive barrels of
flour. As a penalty for this violation
of the Board’s regulations the firm is
practically put out of business‘ for
thirty days. Montreal and Toronto
restaurant keepers have also been
penalized for serving beef during pro-
hibited hours while a Montreal baker
has been similarly punished for failure
to use the required proportion of sub-
stitutes in the manufacture of bread.

The activity on the part of Food
Board officials is altogether commend-
able. Regulations ordering food con-
servation are intended for all and must
be so observed. If violation is permits
ted, or if leniency is shown convicted
offenders, the rules cease to be effec-
tive and the resultant discrimination
jbreeds dissatisfaction.

To date no real sacrifice has been
.entailed upon Canadians as the result
of enforced food conservation but the
jresults achieved have been remark-
;able. Canada’s export of beef has in-
ereased by 75,000,000 Ibs. per annum
Jover the figure of pre-war days. Three
|times as great is the increase in ex-
ports of pork, the figures running 225,
000,000 per annum in excess of the
shipments prior to 1914. But the most
striking showing has been made in
\the oase of butter. Before the war
Canada’s imports of butter ran to 7.

That Germany should admit defeat,

the real trend of events on the western
front for until a few days ago German
newspapers were filled with more or
less erratic predictions of victory, gen-
eral declarations that “The Lord has
done great things for us,” and reitera-
tiong of determination to “smash the
enemy's line,” to “break the enemy's
war-will,” and others of similar im-
port.

Up to the present the German auth-
orities have used glittering generalities
and rhetorical periods to hide from
the German people the ugly fact that
the Kaiser's troops are receiving from
the Allies a beating that will shake
German morale to its foundation—and
that beating is but a foretaste of what
is to come. But the camouflage of
words is failing. The people behind
the Rhine must soon hear the message
of the battlefield. Little, tell-tale scraps
of true information filtering through
many channels must convey the infor
mation that the might of Prussianism
is cracking and soon the whole struc-
ture will tumble into oblivion, to sur-
vive only as an odious and odorous
memory.

At the present time the German
authorities are at the half-way house:
they are slipping away from the period
in which they could feed their famish
ed subjects on victories to come and
magnified versions of local successes.
In the future, rapidly drawing near-
er, is the grey day when the truth
must be told, when they must admit
that the army they had lauded to the
world as unbeatable has gone down
before the Allied hosts of liberty. In
the meantime -a favorite device of
these gentry is to blame the Ameri-
cans for the situation on the western
front. The Frankfort Gazette, a semi-
official publication, for instance, re-
grets that “although, in Germany, the
word ‘peace’ drowns all other sounds
—our enemies still nourish the won.
drous self-delusion that with the help
of American gold and men, Germany
can be forced to bow to their terms.”
Despite Germany's protestations there
i{s no peace in sight, continues the
same paper, and this is because “the
United States would not let Germany
win.” After this whimpering, we are
told that the counter-offensive could
never have succeeded without the di-
rect assistance of Amerleca.

Such arguments as these the Ger-
man people are expected to accept as
excuses for the defeat that is already
underway, a defeat that the operations
of each day are making more complete
and more sweeping. The presence of
American soldiers omn the western
front has proved a very powerful fac-
tor in the recent successes—but it
does not explain in toto why the in-
itiative has passed from the German
war lords to Foch and Haig, Petain
and Pershing.

The present German attitude is a
curious mixture of swaggering and
sidestepping—at the best an opera-
tion of much difficulty and which will
require much more level-headedness
and tact than German generals or Ger-
man propagandists have yet shown.
The defeat on the western front is not
the only disaster awaiting German
officialdom. The angered and deluded
people are yet to he heard from.

The
cathedral is particularly rich in sta-
tues, paintings and bronzes.

This damage could be easily
averted by the simple use of Bor-
deaux mixture used freely and fr
quently, which kills the fungus growt
quickly.

Wheat, he understood, was an ex-
cellent crop, 50,000 acres in New
Brunswick being under cultivation for
wheat alone, an increase of 200 per
cent. over last year's acreage. This,
he believed, due to the government's

those farmers who had no means of
procuring the seed.

Asked how crops were in general,
he added, with the exception of the
hay crop they have prospects of being
up to the average, or even better than
last year. Hay was poor, having ob-
tained a short growth and poor bot-
tom, due to tig early frost of the past
autumn injuring the roots.
