For Clean Elections.
J. A. Palmer moved the following re­

solution :
Whereas, the use of money for improper 

purposes in elections has become a crying 
scandal in Canada; therefore

Resolved, that we, the opposition laity of 
Kings county, in convention assembled, do 
hereby, express our strong disapproval of such 
use of money for the purpose of debauching 
the electorate; and further

Resolved, that a committee of five be ap­
pointed from this convention for the purpose 
of meeting a like number from the govern­
ment convention in order that arrangements 
may be made which will insure the running 
of an absolutely clean contest in the present 
campaign.

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Mad wolves are such a menace to thia 
section that many ranchmen have built 
corrals around their homes as a means 
of protection! for their wives and children 
against attack by the animals. When 
afflicted with thc rabies a coyote does not 
hesitate to enter the open door of a house 
or go boldly into a camp where men are 
sleeping and attack whomsoever it hap­
pens to run across. A few days ago a 
party of deer hunters were sitting around 
a camp fire over on the Nueces river. The 
night was dark and the air chilly. The 
men were enjoying the comforts of a camp 
life when they suddenly heard the growl 
of a coyote, and before any one could 
grab up a gun the animal walked into the 
circle of light and passed squarely through 
the flames and coals of the fire. It them 
turned and started toward one of the 
hunters. Before the mad animal could get 
to him the man managed to get hold of 
his gun and killed it.

The coyote when suffering from hydro­
phobia, will attack and bite full grown 
cattle. The bite produces rabies in the 
cattle and the losses of livestock from thia 
cause are considerable. It is very dangere 
ous to enter a pasture where there 
cattle which are suffering from hydropho­
bia. Thc animals charge everything in 
sight.

EXTREMES IN PLANT LIFE

Arctic Liohena Vegetate Below 
Freezing Point--Some Live in 
Heat and Cold.

As we become more acquainted with the 
resources of nature as they are displayed 
in the vegetable kingdom wc cannot fail to 
be deeply impressed with the tar reaching 
extremes that are made to illustrate plant 
life in its multifold growths and. forms, 
says the Philadelphia Record. In the divi­
sion or flowering plants we seq a marvel­
lous variety in rare abundance and char­
acteristics. But it is in the flowerless 
plants where the great extremes are 
found.

As to temperature many of the Arctic 
lichens are said to vegetate below the 
freezing point. In the Algae class the red 
snow, so-called, makes its home in the 
Arctic region, where in large masses to­
gether it is seen reddenipg the snow,some­
times for miles in extent. The wonderful 
family of Diatoms, a widespread variety, 
in some cases have a frigid home, the 
waters and ice of the Antarctic region 
often teeming with them.

When the maximum of temperature is 
approached species of Algae are still found, 
often growing in hot springs where the 
water is at boiling heat. A traveler states 
that on the Island of Amsterdam a spring 
was found the mud of which, far hotter 
than boiling water, gave birth to a species 
of liverwort.

Light may be regarded as an important 
element in vegetable growth. Many of 
the mosses and lichens flourish on rocks 
and old timber fully exposed to the sun. 
On the other hand, there are species cî 
fungi whose homes are in dark caves and 
mines.

Moisture is an important requisite in 
plant life, but, as diverse examples, we 
are aware of the large number of aquatic 
plants, with special mention of the sea­
weed fathoms deep in the ocean, while 
some of the lichens are at home on the 
bare rocks. However, every plant, from 
the highest to the lowest, needs probably 
at some stage of its growth some de* 
gree of moisture, either from the atmos» 
phere or surrounding elements.

In the germination and reproduction of 
plants we find marked illustrations of na­
ture’s extreme methods. The Algae clar* 
furnishes species of but a single cell. Som* 
of the fungi, however, contain millions of 
cells. The cells in a large mushroom, for 
instance, weighing four and a half pounds, 
have been found to number i06,600,000,000,- 
000. So extremely light are these cella 
that in ope species of fungus it takes 
1,624,000,000,000 to weigh 26 
(about one ounce). Each of these cells i£ 
furnished with a coat or cell wall and con­
tains within itself protoplasm water and 
other material.

Montreal, Jan. 29—Brakeman Walter J.

Details of the heroic action which cost 
his life were given today by his fellow 
trainmen called as witnesses at the cor­
oner’s inquest.

The victim left the city as brakeman on 
board the Vaudreuil local at 5 o’clock 
Tuesday afternoon and on that train one 
of the paæengers was Mrs. Legault, who 
descended at Strathmore station, but went 
down the car steps on the wrong side of 
the train, stepping on the adjoining car 
track just as the International Limited 
wae approaching.

Connection there is a great difference in 
its present condition and when it was 
last repaired1 by the commissioners. There 
would naturally be considerable wear and 
tear, but there seems to be more than 
this would account for.

The automatic gates, which regulated 
the flow of water through the sluices, 
were at that time in the centre of the 
bridge, but have been shifted to the out­
side. Why this was done the commis­
sioners do not know, as they were never 
consulted or advised of any change.

The water pipes which supply the city 
with water were on the north side of the 
bridge, resting on spiles driven for the 
purpose, and according ,to plane in the 
water works office. A substantial crib- 
work was built up outside of them to 
keep them independent of the bridge. 
Outside of this again '(since the bridge 
was repaired by the commissioners) a 
solid wharf was built up to the surface 
of the bridge about ten feet wide, to make 
a sidewalk for foot passengers. This must 
have been built by the city and has 
bulged out a long way and is gradually 
bulging out and dropping. Mr. Murdoch 
has assured the commissioners that this 
is not attached to the original bridge, or 
the cribwork protecting' the water pipes. 
If it is, it might make a serious condition 
of things for the city’s water pipes.

Another aspect having a strong bear 
ing on the condition of things is: The 
banks of the creek have greatly washed 
away on the north side in the last two 
or three yeans, particularly in the vicinity 
of the bridge, intimating a greater rush 
of water both ways than previously. 
Whether changing the gates of the sluices 
or building the wharf has contributed 10 
this it is impossible to tell at present. 
However, under any conditions, the com­
missioners cannot feel that they are in 
any way responsible, as they were never 
consulted.

Permit us to say, in conclusion, there 
is no doubt, as soon as the weather is 
suitable, something will have to be done,

. and the commissioners would respectfully 
auggest that in the interim the three 
great interests involved, viz., the city,the 
local government and the Intercolonial 
Railway, be consulted and, if possible, 
agree to join and build a first class, sub­
stantial, up-to-date bridge that would be 
a credit to all concerned.

It is difficult to realize the amount of 
traffic which now passes over this bridge 
and which is continually increasing. Ex­
clusive of railway traffic, every sort and 
description of traffic going out of or com­
ing into the city from the eastward has 
to cross it and, considering that it pro­
tects such great interests as those alluded 
to, it is only just and fair that those 
■whose interests are involved should join 
in making a permanent and satisfactory 
structure.
