Mr. Powell then worked out the figures
submitted by the different witnesses and
in bhis arguments used the mean between
the estimates of the company’s experts
and the independent witnesses which he
bad himself summoned. He took up the
value of the plant and real estate of the
8t. John exchange which he placed by
this' method at $187,638, the amount of
capital on which he figured profits in the
summing up of his argument.

The earnings of the company for St.
John, according to the company’s own
statement, he said, were 8103,010.29,against
which could /be placed the operating ex-
penses, cost of maintenance and general
charges. Mr. Powell figured the total of‘
these charges at $52,884.20, divided as fol-
ows: Operating  expenses, $24,435.55;
cost of maintenance, $16,493.55; general
charges, $11,956.10. Deducting this totaly
from the earnings this would leave a net
profit on the St. John exchange alone of
$50,126.09 with which to meet dividends
and allow for depreciation.

Depreciation.

Mr. Powell then proceeded to speak of
the question of depreciation which he said
was a difficult onel Opposed to the ima-
geries and vagaries of the company's ex-
perts there was the unanswerable logic of
facts that for 22 years the company had
spent less than $30,000 for depreciation of
every kind and before the merger the N.
B. Telephone Co. had paid annual divi-
dends of 8 per cent on all capital charge-
a‘plg to the exchange, earned $172,000 ad-
{ditional which was distributed in stock
dividends and paid all actual depreciation
of every kind.

“Any allowance,” he said, “or estimate
whatever of depreciation of 'the system
| must be the result of an attempt to aver-
{age up the depreciation of the different
compounent parts. Again, people mean dif-
ferent things by the term ‘deprecigtion.’
_J‘hese words have not the same meaning
in everybody’s mouth. As the lives of the
different parts of a telephone system vary
from a few months to an indefinitely long
period the parts of the system calling for
renewal at different times, or after differ-
ent peyiods of existence. If the system is
maintained in a high state of efficiency,
.f«md if all the expenditures to maintain it
. that state of efficiency are chasged to
‘maintenance’ as has virtually been the
case of the 8t. John exchange, then the
charge of maintenance must include a large
percentage of expenditures which many
;t)_eopl’e include under the term ‘deprecia-
ion.

The_ only work of importance caused by
deterioration within the next few years
would be the replacement of a' new switch-
board at the central office, which would
cost about $70,000. Only $40,000 or $50,000
of this could be charged to depreciation,
the rest to capital or plant account.

Thirty years ago in Westphalia, Germany,

: : & sought to do some-
thing for epxleancl, Fand they organized
with Pastor %ﬁ ‘Boaelschwingh in charge
“of the work:He began in a small way and
foun:ded e, colotty at Bethel which was
}atﬂ- opened. for anyone in need. Any-
one who was a failure physically or mor-
ally went to Bethel., Soon he had a col-
ony for the ld_\otlc a home for inebriates,
a house for those who had been financial-
ly dishonest, and an asylum for wealthy
patients who had made shipwreck through
drink and fast living. There is now no
limit to the wide activities of this re-
markable colony of mercy. Almost every-
thing the colony wuses is made or prepar-
ed on the ground. A large business is
carried on by making over cast-off gar-
ments and broken furniture, and selling
them to the poor. Book-binding, book-
printing and book-selling are carried on;
four million bricks a year are made at
Bethel. This colony began with nothing
and tIWO years ago it had property valued
at a million and a half dollars.
- They reclaimed land which was sup-
posed to be about useless. By digging a
little deeper it was redeemed, and they
have more than 500 acres well cultivated
and fruitful. Beginning without money,
using what people call the failures and
wreckages of human life, the pastor has
made of Bethel so phenomenal a success
that thirty-two such colonies are found in
the German empire today. With ma-
terial as unstable as water he has built
a stable and secure social structure.

In this simple way the German tramp
problem is in a fair way of being solved.
A couple of decades ago that country was
overrun with tramps: They. cost the
communities much money and' annoyance.
These colonies gave ‘them a home and set
them to work, and men who knew noth-
ing of the dignity of labor and whose, chief
activities were ‘directed to dodging oppor-
tunities for work enter into toil with
gusto.

THE DAIRY BUSINESS

Some Pointers That Will Help to Make
It Pay.

Dairying is a great business and the man
who is making ‘a success of it is the one
who is striving to keep up with the times.
He is always looking for ways in which to
advance. He .has learned that he must
study the breeds and find which is best
adapted to his farm and the branch of
dairying tha$ is being pursued. He must
know about animal form and its relation
to economical production and the grading
up of a herd by breeding along proper
lines; the kinds of food and how to propor-
tion them o as to get the hest results
both in production of milk and in the pro-
motion of the health of the herd; the prop-
er construction and equipment of his barn;
how to handle the milk so as to get best
results. These are some of the things he
must study continuously, so that he will
be ever improving and keeping up with
the times.. He must produce more and at
less cost. The cows themselves are the
first consideration., They must be of the
breeds that have been bred up for dairy
purposes alone. The dual purpose cow is
only a delusion. She is not a profit-maker,
for a cow is either good for dairy purposes
or for beef; she can’t be profitable for
both. The finest dairy herds today are
composed of Ayrshires, Guernseys, Hol-
steins, Jerseys that have through the
many years past, been hred for milk-pro-
ducing purposes alone. There are plenty
of bulls of these excellent breeds and by a
careful system of breeding any herd should
be graded up to a high standard.

No matter how carefully bred up a herd
is, the best results will not be abtained
unless economical methods of feeding are
used. By economical methods I do not
mean scant feeding, but balancing the
cow’s rations so that they will give best
results. The rations ofgrain, grasses and
roots must be so fed that the cow will get

TWO METHODS OF MILK MAKING

In a test conducted last year the Ohio
Fxperimenta] station endeavored to answer
the question: Can silage be made to take
the place of a considerable portion of the
grain ration usually fed to daily cows?
The results of this experiment, as publish-
ed in bulletin form, are summarized be-
low:

Two rations were fed carrying practical-
ly the same amount of dry matter.
one ration over 50 per cent of this dry
matter was derived from silage and less
than 18 per cent was derived from grain.
In the other ration over 57 per cent of
the dry matter was derived from grain, no
silage being fed.

Ten cows, representing five different
breeds, were fed these rations from two to
four months, five cows taking the test the
full four months.

The cows fed the silage ration produced
96.7 pounds of milk and 5.08 pounds of
butter fat per 100 pounds of dry matter.

On Columbus Day, October 13, 1910, the
New York market was closed. Sheldon’s
place of business was also glosed. A neat
gign on the door sald it was closed for
Columbus Day and that it would open

Assessment.

The report of the assessment of the su-
pernumerary fund for the districts was
read. The amounts were as follows: St.
John, $700; Fredericton, $427; Woodstock,
$256; Chatham, $256; St. Stephen, $305;
Charlottetown, $488; Summerside, $325.
These sums represented an increase of 60
per cent.and a good deal of discussion over
the necessity for this arose. It was point-
ed out that the sole desire of the commit-
tee was to place the fund in a solvent con-
‘dition. The matter, however, was allow-
ed to lie over in favor of proceeding with
the order of the day.

Mt. Allison Forward Movement
Fund

The consideration of the forward move-
ment of Mount Allison was taken up and
Dr. Borden called attention' of the con-
ference to the financial condition of the
ladies’ college. This showed that receipts
of ' $59,489.75 with expenditures of $52,-
445.10, leaving a surplus of $7,044.65. He
pointed out the vital importance of giving
support to the cducational imstitutions. Tt
was necessary to extend in several direc
tions and he said an adequate endowment
fund should be raised. He suggested that
the sentiment of the conference on the
matter should be crystalized in some man-
ner.

Rev. Dr. Campbell, who had been ap-
pointed one of the agents for the for-
ward movment, said that success was built
on character. "The dominant call today
was to think imperially. He was not sure
but that it would be better to think na-
tionally. What (anada needed was citi-
zens who could stand alone, who® could
move forward without being impelled.

The educational institutions of the coun
try did great and necessary work in the
training of citizenship. ‘“Meunt Allison
University takes no secondary place in the
training of the mind. The church found-
ed the institution and upon the church
today comes the obligation to strengthen
the foundations. The government cannot
be expected to make any contributions.
Retreat or compromise cannot be consid-
ered. We must either abdicate the posi-
tion as one of the leading denominations or
subscribe liberally and place Mount Allison
where she ought to be. If self preserva-
tion is the first law of nature,the nation's
self sacrifice is the first law of the king-
dom of Jesus Christ.” He concluded by
making a strong appeal to the members of
the conference in behalf of the forward
movement.
