THE WIMBLEDON MEETING.

There is a marked falling off in the at-
tendance of competitors at the Wimble-
don Camp thns year, although there will
probably be no falling off in the skill of
the marksmen by whom the great prizes
w'll be carried off. There is a very sa-
tisfactory increase in the money value of
the prizes this year over any of the pre-
vious ones.

NORTHUMBERLAND HOUSE LION.

The famous lon which for one hundred
and twenty years has stood on the top of
Northumberland House, at Charingcross,
is no more to be seen in his exalted posi-
tion. Last week'the familiar objéct was
carted through the portals of the princely
edifice; to be reinstated at the Duke of
Northumberland’s residence at Lion
House, where he will become a conspica-
ous object to passengers alongthe Thames.
The lion’s paws were found to be firmly
fastened by lead into an immense stone,
which represents the ¢ Chapeau d'hon-
neur” of the arms of the ducal house. It
was erccted in 1749, when as the inscrip-
tion testifies, that part of Northumber-
land House was begun by Algernon, Duke
of Somerset, and fimshed by his daugh-
ter, Countess of Northumberland.  The
body of the animal is made of lead and
the tail of hollow copper. It measures
along the- curve of the back 11 ft. 6 in.
tail 4 ft. 3 in.; round the mane 7 ft: 9 in.;
top of head to sole of foot5 ft.5 in. ; and
weighs about 14 tons. . When seen quite
close, the casting of the fcatures and
hair appear rough.

SPIRITUALISM AT THE CRYSTAL PALACE.

Carhist Cruelty and Boasting—The
People the Source of Fower.

The Carlists are getting an unenviable
reputation for cruelty to prisoners of
war. ' The accounts of their killing pri-
soners invcold blood are now too well
authenticated tobe doubted—indeed,nei,
ther they nor their apologists deny them.
I am the rightful ruler of this people,
reasons Don Carlos, and those ‘who pre-
fer to govern themselves are traitors
whose lives are forfeited. It is hardly
possible that the Carlist butcheries of
Spaniards will render the nation apxi-
ous to accept the rule of the pretender,
and he is no nearer the goal of his hopes
than he was months ago. Therc is
nothing like boasting, however, and
promising, so he has issued a manifesto
guaranteeing religious toleration, engag-
ing not to disturb the 'sales of church
property at present completed, promis-
ing a representative but not a revolu-
tionary government, undertaking to re-
store the finances ot the country, and
insuring liberty so far as it is consistent
with order. The manifesto concludes
as folows: “If the rebellion continues
we shall stifie it with cannon. Those
who reject our proffers of coneiliation
to-day will be compelled to submit to
the law of the conqueror to-morrow.”
These may be brave words, but deeds
in keeping with them are wanting.
Spain now has all things, so far as it is)
possible for such a country to have them,
that Don Carlos promises. Every des-
pot grafits his subjects s much liberty
as he deems to be consistent with order,
and the Spanish people will not be very
much tempted by that promise. Not
many financiers will be found to put
much confidence in the ability of Don
Carlos to restore the finances to a healthy
«coridition. The only thing he éan do
to aid the finances is to get himself and
his horde out of the country, so that his
ccuntry may be saved the expense of
keeping up an army to prevent him
from outting her throat. *If the re-
The cool-
ess of the fellow is refreshing. He
overruns Spain with a horde of cut-
throats, claims to be the God-sent and
Pope-ordained ruler of the country, be-
caunse one of his ancestors ruled over it:
and talks about the military operations
undertaken by the Government of the
country todrive him outas a *‘rebellion”!
Well, well, we have people, one or two
at least, even in this country, who think
justas Don Carlos does about this matter.
The people of Spain elected a Cortes,
that body chooses rulers, and its choice
is the only legitimate government of the
country. No man inherited the country,
as men inherit estates, and no man has
any claim to & position that is not ac-
corded to him by the majority of thie
representative body of the nation. The
representatives of the people of Eng-|
land, centuries ago, agreed that the
government should be an hereditary
monarchy, and that a certain man and
his heirs should sit on the throne. They
have asserted their right, more than
once, to drive rulers from the throne
who had broken their coronation oaths,
and place the crown on other heads. If
the representatives of the people should

| declare to-morrow that the government

should no longer be monarchical, or that
the dynasty must be changed, the crown
would dissolve the House, a new election
would be held on the issue thus raised,
and, if the new House of Commons
should confirm the vote of its predeces-
sor, the Queen would have to step quiet-
ly down frem her high position and
surrender the authority with which she
was invested when she succeeded to the
throne. Sheand her children would have,
of course, an equitable claim on the pub-
lic treasury for a large sum of money,
becanse their ancestors handed over 2
vast amount of private property to the
nation, but this is all the claim that en-
lightened Englishmen would recognize.
The idea of the Prince of Wales raising
an army and attempting to make him-
self King, after the people had voted
that they would not have him, would be
absolutely absurd, and he would only
provoke ridicule by claiming that the
throne was his by right of inheritance
after the power that created the throne
and placed his family on it had decreed
that the throne should be torm down or
his family excluded. There is no law
that the people cannot repeal, no dy-
nasty that the people cannot banish, no
form of government that the people
cannot change. Happy the country that
recognizes this right and possesses
machinery for its peaceful assertion. In
Spain the people asserted the right by
revolution and have maintained it by
arms.

. Mrs. Tilton’s Statement.
The latest phase of the Tilton-Beecher
scandal is the statement of Mrs. Tilton.
She solemnly denies every statement in

| her husband’s affidavit, and paints him

as a bad, designing man who has sworn
to crush Beecher. The letters from her
that seem to make confession of crimi-
nality with Beecher were written by
Tilton and signed by her when she was
too ill to know what she did, Tilton al-
leging that they were necessary in order
that he might force Bowen to restore
him to the editorship of Zhc Inde-
pendent and Union. She declares her
readiness to swear to all her statements.
She has been too long, she says, & mere
puppet of her husband’s, allowing her
good name to be traduced for the fur-
therance of her husband’s schemes, and
now, having been foully branded by the

| hushand she has loved and obeyed for

long years, she asserts her womanhood,
her motherhood, and tears the mask
from the husband whie has ‘forfeited all
claim to her love and respect. Every-
body who has had anything to say about
the Tilton family has had nothing
but good to say of Mrs. Tilton,
her own husband’s last utterance ouly
excepted, while charges of many kinds
are mingled with the history of Theo-
dore’s prayer-meeting, Sunday-school
and religious-newspaper labors. The
great New York journals, with access
to all the facts ebtainable, and eager
only to anticipate the result of the in-
vestigation, just as ready to publish
Beecher’s condemnation as his justifica-
tion, have abstained, with most sug-
gestive caution, from endorsing or
seeming to cndorse anything that has
hoen stated or sworn to by Theodore
Tilton. They know the man, just as
they know theCount Joannes and George
Francis {Train, and give his story for
what it is worth. It is safe to say that
‘Mr. Beecher will come out of the in-
vestigation exonerated from every

charge, and that Theodore Tilton’s name
will become the synonym of baseness,
folly, or insanity.

The celebrated mill-dam case, which
has occupied the Westmorland Circuit
Court for some days, was brought to a
close last evening and resuited in a ver-
dict for the plaintiff of $3,000, no points
being reserved. W. J. Gilbert, Esq.,
Att’y, and A. L. Palmer, Esq., Q. C.,
counsel for plaintiff, and C. W. Weldon,
Esq., Q, C., counsel for defendant. ~ The
previous trial of this case resulted in a
verdict of $2,030, which was upset.

Mr. Howland at the Institute—Canae=
da First—The New Nationdl Party
—The Maritime National Club En-
dorsed.

A large audience, some six or seven
hundred gentlemen, gathered in the Me-
chanics’ Institute last evening to hear
Mr. Howland’s exposition of the prin-
ciples of the new National party with
which his name is associated. There
pever -was a more respectable and
thoughtful aydience in the hall. Every-
body was struck with the presence of
almost everybody who could be expected
to be interested in the subject to be dis-
cussed, and the absence of mere idlers
and sightseers. Sheriff Harding occupied
the chair, supported by C. H. Fairweath-
er, Esq.

The Chairman, on behalf of the Na-
tional Maritime Club, introduced Mr.
Howland as a distinguished Canadian of
progressive ideas. He spoke of the Mari-
time Club as a body of loyal gentlemen
who sought to educate the people politi-
cally, for the time may come—be it long
distant (cheers)—when we shall have to
take on ourselves the burden of a sepa-
rate nationality. The Club seeks to es-
tablish a party having for its object the
good of the whole country. There would
always be two parties. He did not be-
lieve that when a man went into public
life he became debased, but he deemed a
political career honorable. Years ago
some young men here formed themgelves
into a Reform Club, and the party ip pow-
er tried to turn them into ridicule; byt the
effort did not succeed, for members of
that club rose to the highest places in the
country. This Club also proposes to en-
courage immigration. All must com-
mend thig. Every man must subscribe to
the doctrine that revenue tariffs must be
so adjusted as to promote native indus-
try. The Sheriff went over the otler
planks of the platform that has been put
forthrby the Club and commended them.
Mr. Howland, he said, belonged to a new
party that had a common political inter-
est with this, although both might not
advocate exactly the same measures and
proclaim precisely the same doctrines.
He closed by iutroducing William II
Howland.

Mr. Howland wasreceived with cheers.

He had looked forward with much pleas-

ure to the advocacy, on this occasion, of

Canadianism in Canada. The great mis-

take in the catrying of Confederation

was the failure to have the question sub-
mitted to the people at the polls (cheers).

Then we should have had strict party

lines drawn in each Province. But there

was an amalgamation of party leaders
that destroyed the old organizations.

An effort has been making to restore the

old party lines, but it failed. Men changed

every day. In Nova Scotla the trans-
formations have been miraculous.

(Laughter.) There is np such thing

pow as political principle. The people

in New Brunswick and Prince Edward

Island, he had found, were ready to form

a new political party. As it is now the

men who get the support of certain

organizations — such  as Orangmen,

Catholics, etc.,—get into office,

no matter whether they are Tories or

Liberals. The party leaders had formed

policies and forced them down the throats

of the people. The political history of
the country could be read in the history
of George Brown and Sir John Macdon-
ald for the last twenty years. The people
had not been consulted—the party had
not been consulted, as the ruling party is
in the United States and Eongland. The
party leaders are autocrats. If we are to
permit this to continue we might as well
abolish the absurdity of a Parliament.
We see this autocratic rule in the his-
tory of two treaties, one of which had
been forced on the country and the pros-
pect was that the other would be forced
on it also. We must have a great party,
extending over the whole country, for
breaking down Provincial lines (ap-
plause), putting down sectionalism,
abolishing sectarian prejudices, and mak-
ing Canada really one country, a united
country, instead of being like a bundle of
sticks tied looselytogether. (Cheers.) The
sooner we elect men as Canadians, and
pot as representatives of this or that
religions denomination, the better. (Ap-
plause.) Weare entitled to have the
same national sentiment for our country
as an Englishman or Scotchman has for
his.” He quoted from D’Arcy McGee, the
first man who died for Canadian nation-
! Jlity (cheers), to illustrate what he said.

Look at the
separated state of the Provinces, and
consider if a party that wants to bind
them closer together is not more likely to
oppose and prevent Annexation than the
party that keeps the Provinces as they
are. It was for the interest of office-
holders to keep up the present state of
things. When this movement got fairly
launched there would be only two par-
ties—the National and the unnaturally
Unnational (langhter). As soon as the
platform is fermed, there will be plenty
to leap on it. Here, where there are no
party lines, a rare chance ‘is offered for
the organization of a powerful party
on a new basis. There should be a
‘Maritime union, doing away with these
little Parliaments, asd making these
Lower Provinces more influential. We
should consider that we are Canadians
first, instead of mere New Brunswickers
or Ontarians (applause), and when Can-
adians can do this and stand shoulder to
shoulder the country will take the posi-
tion to which it is entitled. (Cheers.)

Mr. I. Allen Jack, after a brief and
witty speech, moved the following, which
was carried unaunimously :

and others of the gang around him fired
them. Pat Welsh was one of them—yer
honor knows Pat Welsh, for often
enough he’s been here, troubling you.

| They dared me to fight, called me ‘Nuts,’| .

and one of them struek me with a scant-
ling. After I went in the ' Bouse they
kept in front of it till after one o’clock,
abusing me. I hope yer honor will give
them the full benefit of the law.” Mrs.
Hamilton was then heard, but ceuld say
nothing to disprove the charge. Heary
McNamee was called as a witness by the
boys, and swore that he, and not either
of the prisoners, fired the stick. -The
Magistrate concluded the trial by sen-
tencing Hamilton and Gallagher to
twenty days’ hard labor in jail; and they
grinned at each other as though they en-
joyed the joke immensely. “I'll make
you laugh on the other side of your
mouth next time—send you to peniten-
tiary where I ought to send you now,”
said the  Magistrate. As  they
were going out of the door, Mr.
gazing on them with
an air of stern triumph, Hamilton, who
scems to be one of those street arabs
whose teasing propensities are irresisti-
ble, looked up in his enemy's face and
whispered ‘ Nuts.” Mr. Nyhan fairly
danced with wrath, and cried: “Did ye
hear that, men? Did ye hear that, yer
Honor? He calls me Nuts now.” So
Hamilton was brought back and sentenced
to pay a fine of $6 or remain in jail two
months after the expiration of the twenty
days. ¢ Now try it again,” remarked the
magistrate, ¢ and see what I'll give you.”

Joseph Bridge denied the charge of
drunkenness. He was standing on the
corner, talking to a shipmate, when “this
ere fellow” (the officer) arrested him.
Officer Moore swore that the fellow was
knocking about the street, between 11
and 12, and when told to go home about
his business gave some impudence.
