Falsification of Brandy.

(From the Mail, London, Jan. 15th, 1%83.)

A lamentable picture has been
drawn in arecent report of the Ameri-
can Consai at Rochelle of the falsifi-
cation of brandy, which, it appears,
in the last three yeais has undergone
a complete transformation, and is no
longer braundy, the greater portion be-
ing prepared from alcohol of grain,
potatoes, or beet. The most unsatis-
factory circumstance is that even the
merchants who desire to parchaze a
pure Cognac cannot be certain that
they do =0, jor the proprietors of the
vineyards, all of whom are distillers,
have become 8o clever in the manipu-
lation of the alcohols and the accom-
panying drugs that they deliberately
| make a brandy ef any requirved year
or quality. The mention ot the years
1849 or 1876, for instance, in an invoice
or on a label, means simply that the
article is presumed to have the taste
or color of the brandies of those years.
The increasing importation of German
potato and beet alcohols into the
Charente ports is an additional proof
that the less brandy that is consumed
is the better for the healih and iniel-

[lect of the consumer. It is, moreover,
becoming a custom to sell the brandy
in 12-bottle cases, marked with one
two or three stars, according to the
presumed quality, thus avoiding any
compromising mention ol year or

Mitchell has adopted for forcing the
claims of the road upon the attention of
the Government at Ottawa is character-
istic of the energetic and determined
character of the man, aud shows the vast
advantage which a community gains by
being represented in Parliament by men
with ability and strong personal influence
On the 22ad inst., Mr. Mitchell presented
to the Government a petition of the Pre-
sident-of the Company, which holds the
charter. for building the railway, praying
that Dominion assistance should be given
towards building the road. This petiti
Mr. Mitcnell had taken care to reigfores
with the signatures of a very large num
ber of the members of<hoth Houses,
nearly 150 in all, taken indiscriminately
from the Government and Opposition
sides of the House. A fuli list of these
signatures is published in the Union Ad-
vocate of this week. Among the N
Brunswick members whose names ar
tached, we find Messrs. Mitchell, Pickard,
Irvine, Wallace, Gilmour, Burpee, Wel
don, Moffat, Wood and Girouard. Th
absence of Messrs. Foster, King and (
Burpee’s names may possibly be account-
ed for by their anxiety to promot
interests of the Central Railw

The advantages to
be gained from such a road by Frederie-
ton, and York County generally, are so
great and so evident that it is not now
worth while referring to points which
we have often discussed before. Our
people will watch with the utmost anxicty
the progress of the present effort, and
will hope that Mr. Mitcheil's vizorous
and praiseworthy efforts will be crowned
with success. York will forgive him,for
taking the Intercolonial by the Nowth
Shore if he secures for York aud North-
umberland shis much wished for boon ol
railway communication through the
heart of the two counties.

The case is in the hands of
the Dominion police and they, it is
understood, are making an investiga-
tion. It could not be ascertained
what liquid was in the bottle, &
common ale one, but no ordinary
substance weunld have made such =
noise.

Raising Tender Seeds.

As the time for sowing tender seeds
is rapidly approaching, it may be
well ro prepare those who are net
professional gardeners with advice
bow to secure a successful result.
When seeds don’t come up, in nine
| cases out of ten it is the result of
sheer ignorance as (6 their proper
modes of groving and treatment,
whilst it is the common excuse to
throw the bu-den of failure upon the
unfortunate seeds or their vendors.
Amateurs often rely for their summer
floral display upon plants raised from
seed, and perhaps overlook the fact
| that their chances of success li€ in an
{early sowing. It often,”however,
{ happets that this is neglected until
|it is too late, and the flower garden
i suffers in consequence ; and with the
| limited means at coramand, great dif
[ficulty is experienced in getting the
| plants fit to put out urtil the scason
lis far advanced. . Of course, if a pro-

perly heated house or pitis at dis-
| posal, no great difficulty need be ex-
| perienced, but this is so seldom pos-
| sessed by the class of persons re-
ferred to, that the idea may be at
once dismissed, and we prefer to say
| that an ordinary frame, assisted by
[ heating waterial, is the next best
!rlnce. but care should be taken that
| a gentle warmth should be maintain-
| ed for a few weeks until the seedling
p'ants bhave become strong and the
{ sun shines rather more light and heat.
There are very many persons, how-
ever, who will not care to take the
trouble that is involved in the making
of a hot-bed, and, therefore, whilst
it is generally a su-cessful contriv-
apce in the Lands of those who un-
derstand it and don’t mind the cost,
the greater number of amateurs will
be content with the means which a
green-house affords them for seed
raising. In such a place some means
must be adopted in order to raise the
temperature a little, and the simplest
and cheapest pianis to make a frame
on a small scale by means of two
boards of any required length, the
back one being about nine inches and
the front one six inches deep; to
these add two short pieces for ends,
and a miniatare form is found, on
which squares cf glass can be laid,
the edges touching each other. This
small box will get and retain more
warmth thap exists in the open house.
If a more elaborate affair is desired,
a groose cut along on the inner top-
edge of each board will allow the
glass to shide along and prevent it
irom falling or slipping off. In such
a close box as this, all sorts of ten-
der seeds can be raised with consider-
able aid in the striking of cuttings of |
tender plants. The size of the glass
must, of course, be a matter of con-
venience, but panes twelve inches by
sixteen inches would prove exceed-
iagly useful.

Raising Tender

Seeds.

As the lime for sowing tender seeds
is rapidly approaching, it may be
well to prepare those who are net
professional gardeners with advice
bhow to secure a successful result.
When seeds don’t come up, in' nine
cases out of ten it is the result of
sheer ignorance as to their proper
modes of growving and treatment,
whilst it is the common excuse to
throw the bu~den of failure upon the
unfortunate seeds -or their vendors.
Amateurs often rely for their summer
floral display upon plants raised from
seed, and perhaps overlook the fact
that their chances of success lie in an
early sowing. It often, hewever,
happecs that this is neglected until
it is too late, and the flower garden
i suffers in consequence ; and with the
‘ limited meaus at coramand, great dif

ficulty is experienced in getting the
| plants fit to put out until the season
is far advinced. Of course, if a pro-
| perly heated house or pit is at dis-
| posal, no great difficulty need be ex-
| perienced, but, this is so seldom pos-
sessed by the class of persons re-
ferred to, that the idea may be at
once dismissed, and we prefer to say
| that an ordinary frame, assisted by
| heating waterial, is the next best
{rlace, but care should be taken that
| 2 gentle warmth should be maintain-
| ed for a few weeks until the seedling
p'ants have become strong and the
sun shines rather more light and heat.
There are very many persons, how-
ever, who. will not care to take the
trouble that is involved in the making
of a hot-bed, and, therefore, whilst
it is generally a sun-cessful contriv-
acce in the Lands of those who un-
derstand it and don’t mind the cost,
the greater number of amateurs will
be content with the means which a
green-house affords them for seed
raising. In such a place some means
must be adopted in order to raise the
temperature a little, and the simplest
and cheapest plan is to make a frame
on a small scale by means of two
boards of any required length, the
back one being about nine inches and
the froot one six inches deep; to
these add two short pieces for ends,
and a miniatare form is found, on
which squares cf glass can be laid,
the edges touching each other. This
small box will get and retain more
warmth thap exists in the open bhouse.
If a more elaborate affair is desired,
a groove cut along on the inner top-
edge of each board will allow the
glass to slide along and prevent it
irom falling or slipping off. In such
a close box as tbis, all sorts of ten-
der seeds can be raised with consider-
able aid in the striking of cuttings of
tender plants. The size of the glass
must, of course, be a matter of con-
venience, but panes twelve inches by
sixteen inches would prove exceed-
iagly useful.
