STEAMBOAT EXPLOSION AT SAN
FRANCISCO.

Oop Supday morpieg, the 3rd inst., at
about half-past nipe o’clock, the ferry boat
Con'ra Costa, plying between San Franeisco
atd Oakiand, burst her boiler, causing the
death of six per-ons and the mnjury of a large
number of otters. The disaster wzs unques-
tionably the resuit of racing. There are wo
ferry lives in operstion between San Fraucico
and O.kland, and the spanit of opposition and
rivalry ran higb Letween them. On th-
morning in question several hundreds of ihe
eitizens were on bomd, purposing 1o spend
the Sabbath in the coun'ry Each compean)
started their beat from this sid2 at the <ame
mowent, aud the race commenced across the
bay. I should be said that such bad often
ozeurred before, and that at least one half of
the passengers on borrd on this cocasion were
fewales.

Agents
toc have spest several years n  Hussia and
have rported what they believed to be the
idestical process but which though patiently
tried has not yet besn attended with complete
success. The prohable chief difficulty is 10
the iron—some peculiarity, perbaps which
hus not been discovered, and which if keo#h
mght not be overcome. Oae of the " most
successful imitations in this country said 1o be
by whatis termed Wood’s process which
consists chiefly in rollng the commoa cheet
at a certaio temperature, while covered with
lisseed oil. The su face thus prod 15 ex-
tremely fine though the sherts have not  the
plability of the Ressia won. Common—sheet
iron 1s #orth by whclesale about five cents
per pound ; the genuine Russian iron sel's for
aboul scven'een ceats per pound; and the
imitation referred to for about eleven cents.

"The prospect of war in Europe will pro-

bably exercise some influeoce on prices, as it
must icterfere with the exports of Bread-
stufts from the produciog countries of Europe,
besides taking off a poriion of the population
from agricultural pursvits. Here the
pects of the coming barvest will have the
greatest possible effect upon the fisancial
position of all classes, as the country mer-
chants, as well as those of the cities, must
mam's look to it for the discbarge of their
habihities, '
Tho weatber here for the last week bas
been very favorable for farm operations, which
are rapidly progre:sing. The accounts which
con'inve to reach us report the appearsnce of
the crops remarkably promising ; and as it
is probable that preseot wil cause a
con-iderable breadih of lacd to be sown with
Spring W beat, we trust that next Fall Can-
ada may resume ber place as a grain expogt-
ing country.
