GRIEF STRICKEN AT
RILEY'S SENTENGE

Young Wife Overcome When
Justice Kelly Sentences
Husband

ATTORNEY IS SATISFIED

Ed. Meredith Expresses Him-
self as Pleased With the
Verdict of Jury.

“Fifteen years!”

The child-wife of Thomas Riley stum-
bled from the court-recom, her face buried
in her handkerchief, and her frail body
shaking with choked-back sobs, that
burst forth freely as she cried upon her
mother-in-law’s shoulder in the corridor.
But the poignance of the prisoner’'s
mother’'s grief seemed too deep even for
tears. Dry-eyved and white-lipped, she
sought to cemfort the l6-yvear-old girl
who bore her son's name,

“I @idn’t think they would send my
husband to jail,”’-sobbed the little woman.
“Fifteen years! Oh, my God! . . . In
jail!”

The prisonei’s relatives were so hys-
{erical that they could not go to see
him after his return to the cell. There
the man’s calm composure broke for the
first time. 'Throughout the trial he had

| sat coolly and collectedly in the prisoner’s

bex, never a tremor of nervousness be-
traying his vivid realization that he was
on trial for his life. Even when his coun-
sel, Mr. Meredith, graphically pictured to
the jurors the horrors of the condemned
cell, and the final dropping trapdoor, he
made no move. But alone in his cell
this morning, facing the realization that
16 of the best yvears of his life would be
spent in prison, he lost the self-cantrol
that bhad held him up.

“I did not expect the sentence would
be so long,” he declared. “I never
thought they would hang me, but I
hoped that the sentence would be shorter.
However,” and he squared his shoulders,
*“I ean cut nearly four yvears off my term
by good conduct, and I intend to do it.”

FIRES CAUSE 11DEATHS AND
GREAT FINANCIAL LOSSES

Tenement House in New York, Stables, Containing 100
Horses, in Chicago, and a Theatre in Eng-
land Fall Prey to Flames.

[Canadian Press.]

New York, April 17.—A fire that swept
through the five-story apartment house at
741 Eighth avenue early today, claimed
ten victims and resulted in the injury
of five others, one of whom, a woman,
probably will die. Only four of the ten
bodies taken from a theatrical boarding-
house that occupied half of the building
could be identified, the others being char-
red bheyond recognition. The Iidentified
dead are: William Wallace, 46 years old;
Mrs. Nellie Wallace, his wife, 32 years
old; Mrs. Nellle Spercer, 28 vears old, a
cloak mwodel, and Muriel Davis, 3 years
old.

The injured are: Joseph Messer, Mrs.
George C. Davis, Martin Welsh and
Charles Burke. Mrs. Davis sustaimed in-
ternal injuries, and probably will die. The
others are less seriously injured.

The fire started in a pile of waste in
the basement of a five and ten cent store
which occupied the ground floor of the
building. 1} spread rapidly up stairways
and shut oA escape by them. There were
no fire escapes in the front of the build-
Ing, and the large number of dead and
Injured was due to the refusal of the
panic-stricken people to remain in the
front windows, wheére many were rescued
by firemen. All of the dead and injured
were taken {rom the rear rooms and halls
of the rooming house, where they were
caught while attempting to reach the roof
and fire escapes.

A Plucky Rescue.

The fire broke out in the
express company's stables, and 100 horses
were burned to death before the firemen
reached the building.

Fire Theatre.

Great Yarmouth, England, April 17.—
The theatre on the great recreation pier
here was destroyed by a fire today, caus-
ed by the explosion of a bomb left under
a seat by a militant suffragette.

At four o'clock this morning a violent
explosion woke the inhabitants of Great
Yarmouth, and a few moments later the
theatre at he end of the pier burst into
flames. It was recently rebuilt at a cost
of $100,600.

SAYS CATHOLICS ARE LOYAL

Believes That Too Many Sta-
tutes Constitutes a Peril to
Personal Liberty.

Winnipeg, April 17.—Speaking last night
at the All Western Catholic banqguet,
Bishop Fallon, of I.ondon, said in part:

“The Catholic laity as a body have
duties outside their religious duty, impor-
tant duties of citizenship; the Catholic
citizen has obligations that can be fulfilled.
by him, and by him alone.

“It is late in the day for us to be
taught the lesson of loyalty by anyvbody—
(cheers). It is an inopportune moment
when the army of Sir Edward Carson is
drilling to drive the empire to irreraedi-
able ruin. 1 think that is enough for
loyalty. 1In Catholic teaching, the rela-
tive position of the chureh and state is
clear. There is no possible escape from
the position that in a Catholic eddntry
such concord cannot be other than offi-
cial. The highest form that it could reach
would be that in every question where
spiritual interests are concerned the-‘state
would defer. I am not preaching noew; I
am just talking common sense. The
church and state must go together. Fore-
ing men to be good is an interference with
their liberty.

Too Many Statutes.

“There is at the present a grave de-
cline of personal liberty in the mania to
regulate everything by statute. Intem-
perance is a curse. They would there-
fore profit it by law. Making men goed
by legislation is an interference with their
liberty, and dangerous in its uliimate con-
sequences. Catholic laity needs to stand
for the f{reedom of the middle ages, the
freedom of individuals against the tyran-
ny of the majority.

JUDGE INSTRUCTS JURORS TO
HEED NOTHING BUT EVIDENCE

Tells Them That Duty

to Country,” Crown and

Prisoner Demands Passing of Accurate and
Conscientious Judgment.

“Remember that the accused is in-
nocent untfl proven guilty,” said Mr.
Justice Kelly, addressing the jury in
the Riley case yesterday afternoon.
“It often happens that when a Dper-
son is apprehended on a gerious
charge t'he idea is entertained that
the person is guilty. You start with
the hypothesis that the prisoner is
innocent until proven guilty.

“Phen, again, the churge is not a
personal one. It is a matter of the
county on one side and the accused on
the other. The law must be en-
forced. Society must be protected.
T'homas M. Riley stands accused on
the charge of killing George Black-
burn., What is maurder? Broadly, it is
the killing of a human being. Then
there is homicide, which amounts to
murder, and is of two kinds. . It i®
either justifiable or excusable. In
that case homicide does not amount
to murder or manslaughter.

When Killing Is Excusable.

“If you or T accenditally kill a person,
it is homecide, but excusable. It means
that every man 1is entitled to use

means of protecting himself. If yvou
honestly believe vou are about to be
killed, you are allowed to defend your-
self up to a certain point. It is also
justifiable if an officer in the dis-
charging of his duties kills a person
who offers resistance. And it is justi-
fiable if -death is caused in order to
prevent crime. Culpable homicide
consists in killing anyvone by a law-
ful act.

“By virtue

of your office you are
here to hear

the evidence and pass
judgment. You are not concerned
with anything except the evidence.
Nor are vou to be affected by reports
or prejudice. Yours is a stern duty.
You are part of the walls of adminis-
tration in t'he province as 1 am. It

Roasts Crown Prosecutor.

“Here is this unfortunate man, 2,000

Gulity of No Crime.

MONEY BY MAIL.

SHORT time ago the postoffice de-
Apartment issued an order forbidding
th'o transmission of money by unregis-
tered mail, and to secure its enforcement
postmasters were to send all letters that
they thought contained money to the dead
letter office. After a couple .of weeks’
trial the ordér has been ‘rescinded. It
was a foolish order, anyway. The Post-
master-General might have been excused
for not knowing any better, but his sub-
ordinates could have told him that it was
impracticable at best. A postmaster has
always been forbidden to open any let-
ter that passes through his office. The
most he could do was té6 send a sus-
picious letter to the department, but even
then he did it at his own risk In the
event of there being nothing wrong about
it. An order for him to send any letter
he thought contained money to the dead
letter branch would, of course, relieve
him from any penalty in that case. But
on the other hand, it gave him power to
delay any letter he chose, and he could
always plead that he “suspected” it. It

at. Under the orders of the department,
with the best-disposed postmaster, im-
portant letters might be delaved, while
these that should be stopped would pass
unquestioned. It was time that order
was rescinded.

The only reason for it was that the
presence of money in a letter was a
temptation to a clerk. - But an honest
clerk does not succumb to temptation,
and it would be very difficult to prevent
a dishonest one from stealing if he
wanted to do so. Fortunately the great
mass of postoffice officials are honest.
The fact that millions of articles of
mail matter - are every . year passing
through their hands with so little loss is
a proof not only of their ability but their
integrity. So far as that class is con-
cerned the prohibitory order was not
necessary, and was only insulting.

It is doubtless very foolish for a per-
son to send even small _sums of money
through the malil unregistered, especially
when a fee of one or two. cents would
purchase a postal note. But if people
like to run the risk it is better to let
them do so than to prohibit their doing
what they have been accustomed to o
in Canada, and what they do in all other
civilized countries. If the Government
wanted to do something to increuase the
safety of money passing throuzh the
mails it would be better to improve and
cheapen the money order system. Orig-
inally this method. of sending money
was tied up in many bundles of red tape.
The competition of the express compan-
ies compelled some relaxation of the
rules. But there is room for improve-
ment yet. As a class, government of-
ficials do not care to accept suggestions
from the outside, or imitate the prac-
tices of those not in the service. But in
the matter referred to they might copy
some of the methods of successful cor-
porations with benefit to the public, even
though it involved a little sacrifice of
their own self-esteem, or of their time.
If the Government has in the past taken
up the work of transmitting money
through its postal department it should
do it thoroughly and cheaply, and g.ve
the public as good faci'ities as a cor-
poration can give, or even better.

THE RILEY TRIAL.

HE law may say that a man under

the influence of liquor is responsible
for all his acts, but the public will not
take that view of it. And few juries
have ever sald so, and few ever will.
So when Tom Riley was acquitted of
murder last night the jury told the world
that liquor and noet Tom Riley had
killed George Blackburn. Aside from the
liquor phase, it was black. brutal crime.
But his counsel and the court and the
jury stood recorded that liquor was a
co-partner in this crime.

‘While liquor is sold there will be such
And while there are such crimes
the public will blame liquor. Net one
Juryman could be convinced that the
man out of his own nature slew his
brother as Cain slew Abel.

Assessment “Fell Down.”

“Our assessment department fell down
on us last vear,” said the mayor, “and as
a consequence we haven’'t the money for
anything extra. If we get a ten million

This program was duly carned out,
and in answering the toast to the Pope,
His Grace, Archblshop Langevin stated
that he would “render unto Caesar the
things that are Caesar’s, and unto God
the things that are God’s.

Minister of Justice Declines.

Hon. C. J. Doherty, minigter of Jjus-
tice, was to have attended but his mes-
sage of regret stated that “under ordi-
nary circumstances he would have.been
most happy to attend.”

H. W. F. A. Turgeon, attorney-gerieral
of Saskatchewan, was present as was
also Hon. Joseph Bernier, representing
the Manitoba Government. Premier Rob-
lin was invited, but an important en-,
gagement precluded his attendance.

The alleged affront to His Majesty in
placing the royal toast second on the
list was first brought to the mayor’'s
attention by A. J. Taylor, president of
the Sons of England Society in Winni-
peg, and his honor notifled the banquet
committee that he could not officially
attend. Sir Douglas Cameron also noti-
fled the committee to the same effect.
Interviewed; Sir Douglas said: “I am
not going to the banquet. My reason is
obvious. I have neothing to say.”

Hon. Joseph Bernler Satisfied.

Hon. Joseph . Bernier, provincial
secretary, was thereupon announced
as representing the provincial Gov-
ernment and to respond to the
toast to ‘“‘Our Province.” Interviewed
prior to the banquet Mr. Bernier said:
“lI see “no reason why the toast list
should be changed. The Pope has nev-
er asked Catholics to be disloyval to the
King. This agitation about positions of
honor is a poor example of British fair
play.”

Archbishop’'s Address.

His Grace, Archbishop Langevin, pro-
posing the toast to His Holiness Pope
Pius X., said that the papacy was the
most sublime majesty in the world, for
the Pope represented the founder of the
church, the Lord Jesus Christ, and there-
for called Head of Christendom. “We are
not of the generation of man that declares
it has. no other king but Caesar.” said
his grace, ‘‘for we have a king whom we
have the best cause to revere and love,

| for did he not bapish from his oath of

accession the insulting words against our
faith? Therefore as Catholics we give
place to none in our loyalty to King
George V.”

Another speaker, P. J. Healy, who took
the place of Hon. Mr. Doherty, concluded
his remarks- by saying: ‘““As Catholics
throughout the length and breadth of our
fair Dmeoinion, and as Catholics, proud
of our clergy, we yield to none in loyalty
and devotion to our country and to his
gracious majmt\ the King.”
