WILD MORNING -
. ON THE EAST SIDE

Jews Cry, “They’re Cutting
Our Children’s Throats.”

A NAD RUSH TO THE RESCUE

The Mobs Storm the Schools Where
Health -Board Doctors Have Tried
to Make Examinations.

% New York, June 28.—A hatless young
~Jewess, with hair flying In the wind,
“and the ook of a mother tigress In her
, Syes, ran across Broome street toward
,’ubllc school 119, in Cannon street, yes-
terday morning about 10 o'clock, crying
‘‘f#i Yiddish: “The Christs are cutting my
ibaty’'s throat,” and within a few min-
utes the hair-trigger east slde had
~@poken out into panic and riot

“ Before 11 o'clock more than 50,000
“dhildren were pushing and surging
through the narrow streets south of
Houston and east of the Bowery, achool
windows wera being broken by mad-
dened parents; window screens were
being torn, and mounted police, patrol-
men and roundsmen were charging the
mobs in an effort to restore order.

Starting at Broome and <Cannon
streets, the news that Jewish school
children were being butchered flew
fn some mysterious way in all direc-
tions. From the crowded tenements
there tumbled a shrieking crowd of
parents, older brothers and sisters,
their minds filled with the red ink, job
type headlines of massacres; and their
one object to throw protecting arms
around little Sarah or Isidor before the
butchers kililed him.

Each mother told the other as she
ran along, and, of course, each man
ltralght for the public school where
the awful slaughters were taking place.
None stopped to inquire'as to the truth
‘of the rumors, and 8o in a few min-
utes every one of the many public
schools that dot the neighborhood had
before it a howling mob, while the
frightened teachers and doubly scared
‘children listened to the uproar and
wondered what it was all about.

The terror of the mothers was not al-

jayed when they reached the schools
and found gibbering curbstone orators
fn the middle of impassioned speeches
about tno butcheries that were taking
place within the buildings.
“wrhey've killed four now and burled
them in the cellar of the school,” cried
one young mother to the throng in
frunt of school No. 110, and like
gpeeches were made in front of many
other schoo’'s. Then when the mothers
found that they could not storm the
school-rooms and carry off their off-
spring—not, at least, until principals
and teachers—found what it was all
about—the feelings of the east slide can
be imagined.

Who set on foot the rumor that chil-
dren’s throats were being cut could not
e learned. The best explanation of the
uprising is that given by an official of
the board of education, who says that
wheh som2 of the cheap medical prac-
tioners of the district heard that the
board of health physicians were mak-
dng an examination of the school chil-
dren's throats to remove adenoids and
enlarged tonsils where necessary, east
slde doctors of a certain brand sent a
anan or men around to the parents yes-
terday morning warning them that yes-
gerday was to be given over to a gen-
eral throat-cutting in the schools.

Hundreds of women, and a number of
men were hammering on schools doors
and crying to the pollcernan to save
their children from slaughter. One wo-
gnan had raised a ladder to a window,
when she found that the doors had
been locked, and women and men were
tearing the window screens from their
fastenings and throwing them into the
street.

On the edge of the struggling crowd
Otto Gottlizb, a middle-aged man, of
326 Grand street, was urging the storm-
ing party on with loud cries in Ylddish,
telling of the awful things that were
happening to the children within.

“They're cutting their heads off!”
Gottlieb screamed from his perch on
the court steps.

“Stop that damn yelling!"” cried Ser-
geant Post as he made a dive for Gott-
ileb. Post pulled the orator from his
place, and for the next few minutes
there was a lively scrap at the feet of
the maglsirate. Gottlieb was subdued,

»nd pulled from the surging crowd, and
,Aaglstr“u' Breen fined him $1 on the
spot without waiting for further evi-
dence.

By this time 1,000 children within the
gchool began to jump from their seats
and run aimlessly about the roems, as
the windows were shattered. Principal
Stevens ran downstairs to learn the
trouble, and in the meantime the teach-
ers tried to quiet the scholars. But
when efforts were made to keep the
Mttle ones from bolting, pupils bit and
kicked to get toward the long flight of

“Ipo the street dvor.

A few of them stopped instinctively
when the school gong rang out the call
for the fire drill, and it was at this
moment that one of the teachers, little
Miss Juila Hamburger, stepped Into
the breach and saved the day. White-

She began, starting with the chorus of
the school song and tapping time with
a spelling book. Thers was & quaver
of excitement in her voice, but she
kept it up and the children obeyed the
gesture directing them to fall into line.

One by one the plping voices joined
the teacher’s, and then the girl began
to lead her charges toward the street
and down toward the fighting mob,
which, Miss Hamburger said afterward,
looked like “the pictures of the cruci-
fixion.” Policemen and court officers
had driven the crowd to the opposite
slde of Essex street, and then the wide
door opened.

Down the steps marched a very pale
young woman, still beating time with
the spelling book, and behind came the
children singing in mighty chorus:
“Three chears for the red, white and

blue!
Three cheers for the red, white and
blue!

Oh, the Army and Navy forever—
Three cheers for the red, white and

blue!”

And as little Sarah and her tiny bro-
ther were grabbed up by hysterical
mothers and hugged and patted with
all the emotion of the east side, little
Miss Hamburger sought a deserted cor-
ner of the court steps and sat down
for a good, cheerful cry.

ARTILLERY OUT
IN KINGSTON RIOT

Striking Italians Start Fierce
Fight With Police —
Man Injured.

Kingston, June 28. — The outer sta-
tion was ths scene of a strike to-
day. About two hundred Italians are
employed by the Grand Trunk Ralil-

way In repairing the road. This
morning they became dissatisfled
with their remuneration, and refused
to work any longer. They have been
Jlaboring for about $1 50 per day, and
want their wages raised to $2.

The section foreman ordered them
to make up a train and proceed to
near <Collin Bay, where there was
some work to be done. Then the
fun started and the bedlam of voices
and the endless gesticulation was very
exciting. The police were called, but
quietness was effected before their
arrival.

This afternoon Montreal
arrived. The Italians were in full
possession of the railway yards and
were a menace to trafflc. They were
fighting and creating all kinds of dis-
order. The detectives ordered the
strikers off the premises, and when
the latter refused to leave, the city
police were summoned.

Three policemen and two detectives,
however, were no match for twe hun-
dred crazy men, armed with knives
and revolvers. The guardians of the
law had only their clubs.

When Police Sergeant Nesbitt made
a rush to arrest the ringleader of
the strikers, the latter drew their
stabbing instruments, and shooting
weapons, firing the latter in all di-
rections. Sergeant Nesbitt grasped
his man, but was immediately sur-
rounded, and when he emerged his
left arm was useless, having been
ripped from the shoulder several
inches down. He was also stabbed
in the left breast and in the leg.

Chief Detective McRae was also In
the seramble and was suddenly grasp-
ed around the walst and a knife
run into his abdomen on the left side.

The strikers then rushed the police
and detectives off the platform and
the latter had to make thelr escape.
The wounded officers were brought to
the city and their wounds dressed.

Mayor Mowatt called out the Royal
Canadian Horse Artillery and the men
—mounted and armed—soon cowed the
Italtans. Ten were sgecured at the
station and nine at Cataraqul.

The ringleader is thought to be
one Delalla, a viclous-looking fellow.
He bears a bad cut over his left eye.
The contingent was brought in in
hopes of identifying some of the as-
sailants. Sergeant Nesbitt’s wounds
are quite serious.

The Italians did not escape unhurt.
Probably a dozen of them were knock-
ed down by the clubs of the police
and detectives. The latter had “bil-
1tes,”” which knocked down the men
without cutting. The policemen’s
clubs, however, cut the Italians severe-
ly about the head. Detective Har-
nott, & companion of Detective Mc-
Rae, was seen at Dr. Bogart's, where
he was walting to accompany his
wounded chief to the hospital. The
extent of McRae's injuries were not
just known. The knife went in deep-
ly, however.

Detective Harnott sald that unfor-
tunately both he and his chief came
away without revolvers, or they would
have made short work of the ring-
"leader. It was impossible to handle the
Italians, who were fairly well armed
and who were fairly crazy. He escap-
ed with a crack on the back with a
stone.All kinds of missiles were thrown
and the station windows were mostly
broken.

This evening a treacherous Iooking
Italian was caught on the Perth road
and@ brought to the police station.
Police Constables Naylon and Dris-
coll are quite positive he was the mur-
derous assailant who used the knife
on the sergeant and detective,

Washington, June 28.—A conference
was held at the White House this after-
noon in which Attorney-General Moody,
Assistant Attorney-General Purdy,
Messrs. Kellog and Morrison, special

counsel in the case connected with the
investigation of Standard Ofl affairs,
participated with the President.

The anti-trust phase of the gquestion
was under consideration. It was said
that this question was still in the
course of investigation and that no
conclusion has yet been arrived at.

In reference to the other phase of
the question, as to whether there has
been any violation of the inter-state
commerce act by the Standard Oil
Company, the several district attor-
neys summoned here by Mr. Moody
have gone to their respective homes
and will be guided in their actions by
existing ‘conditions. It was said that
the department of justice wants im-
mediate action and they will either
‘call special grand juries or file infor-
mation, which ever course they decide
to be most expeditious.

NEW ELECTRIC ROAD

Proposition for One to Connect St
Marys and London.

St. Marys, June 28.—At the council
meeting recently the proposition for an
electric road from London was before
the members.

Mr. A. E. Welsh, manager of the
North Midland Railway Company, ad-
dressed the council in regard to his
tproposition, which was that the town
guarantee the paymeat of interest on
the bonds amounting to two-thirds of
the cost of the road. Mr. Welsh figured
that the road would cost $760,000, and
he proposed that the town guarantee
interest on bonds amounting to $500,000.

Mr. Welsh pointed out that he was
not asking for a bonus, but merely for
the town’s backing. If the road paid,
the town would not have to put up a
cent.

Mr. Welsh's proposition was referred
to the railway committee.

The defense is prepared to prove
that Thaw had been accustcmed, fon
more than two years to carrying a re=
volver, About four years ago, accord<
ing to evidence in its possession, Thaw
was attacked by thugs while out latq
one night, and since that time had care
ried a weapon.

Thaw's action in telephoning Anthony,
Comstock yesterday aroused much in-
terest. Mr. Comstock, in an interview,
is quoted as saying that he is willing
to appear for the defense if called upon
and give evidence as to White's copg-
duct. :

“About a year and a half ago,” sald
Mr. Comstock, “Thaw came to see me,
and complained about White's actions.

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THE DIPHTHERIA CASE.
The evidence of medical gentlemen

at the police court yesterday merits

more than passing attention.

It is contended that a good deal of
what passes for tonsilitis is mild diph-
theria, or that tonsilitis de-
velops into diphtheria, and that swabs
l‘t;uld be taken in every case of sore
thifoat, as a precautionary measure. In
t case which was the subject of the
2idn in yesterday's police court, pre-
cmtionary steps meant the sending of
l}hild to the diphtheria ward at Vic-
ﬁﬂa Hospital, though in the opinion of
€he attending physician, the ailment
was tonsilitis and quinsy.

The physicians of the city have been
accused of habitually violating the reg-
ulations, which require that all diph-
theria cases be at once reported to the
health officer, but they are often placed
in a difficult position. If a physician is
not absolutely convinced that his
patient is suffering from diphtheria
he hesitates to cause the house to be
placarded, and the inmates exposed to
the publicity and discomfort which en-
sue if he notifies the M. H. O. It
is better for the household that the
patient should be sent to the hospital,
but the diphtheria ward is the only
place for the reception af such cases.
Although tens of thousands of dollars
have been spent in enlarging that in-
stitution, and the annual cost to the
eitizens has enormously increased, it
still lacks an isolauon building. If a
patient sent to the diphtheria ward as
A suspect proves to have tonsilitis or
guinsy, he must be confined for weeks
and exposed to the contagion of diph-
theria. This is a most undesirable

Notable Figure in Chicago’s
Wilder Days Falls Victim
to Cancer-.

Chicago, June 29. — Jere Dunn, ‘“the
¥iller,” a famous character in the wild-
er days of Chicago’s history, is dead.
He died yesterday in Elizabeth, N. J,,
of cancer and a disease of the larynx,
after a long illness, aggravated by
hardships following the earthquake and
fire in San Francisco, through- which
he passed. An operation similar to that
performed here on Sheriff Thomas E.
Barrett proved equally fruitless. Dunn
‘was 67 years old.

To Chicagoans who knew him, and
every old-timer did, the news of his
death will not be unexpected. = For
months the man who made himself
-feared. In the early = days,. existed on

nourishment artificially administered.

Jere Dunn, though neither born nor
reared here, was distinetly a Chicago
type. It was here that he earned the
sobriguet, “Killer”” Dunn, a title which
he always heartily detested.

Dunn came here in the late seventles
and established a roadhouse on Grand
boulevard, which was made the head-
quarters for sporting men. Dunn him-
self had much to do with horses, trot-
ters, pacers and runners. He -had a
penchant for prize fighters; was a
great admirer of Jack Dempsey and
John L. Sullivan, and in his admira-
tion of the twain engendered the bit-
terest sort of hatred for Jimmy Elliott,
then an aspirant for the heavyweight
championship belt, whom he subse-
quently killed.

The killing took place March 3, 1884,
in “Appetite” Bill Langdon’s Tivoll
resort, which was then located on the
present site of the University Club, on
the corner of Calhoun Place and Dear-
born street. Elliott had sent word
through Pat Sheedy that he intended to
kill Dunn on sight. Dunn, on hearing
of this, located Elliott in the Langdon
resort, and walking in on him, asked
Elliott, what he meant. Elliott there-
upon raised a chair, as was subse-
quently proven at the trial, with a
threat to brain Dunn. The chair be-
came entangled in a chandeller over
‘Elliott’s head, and in this position Dunn
shot Elliott.

In the trial which ensued was
listed for the prosecution the then
state attorney, Luther Laflin' Mills, A
tremendous fund was raised for the de-
fense, and, after a four months’ trial,
which cost Cook County nearly $100,-
009, Dunn was acquitted on the ground
of justifiable homieide.

A year after the acquittal of Dunn he
left Chicago and went to New York.
Here he became embroiled in an alter-
cation with a friend of Elliott. This
man, - “Logan No. 2,” had made the
boast that he would do with the slayer
of his friend what the courts in Cook
County had failed to do. Dunn hunted
him up, found him in a Park row pool-
room, introduced himself, and there-
upon shot and killed his man. This
case did not go beyond the coroner's
jury, as it was proven that “Logan No.
2, a bad man himself, had threatened
to kill Dunn,:-

It was said that
the department of justice wants {im-
mediate action and they will either
call special grand juries or file infor-
mation, which ever course they decide
to be most expeditious.

NEW ELECTRIC ROAD

Proposition for One to Connect St
Marys and London.

St. Marys, June 28.—At the council
meeting recently the proposition for an
electric road from London was before
the members.

Mr, A. E. Welsh, manager of the
North Midlend Railway Company, ad-
dressed the council in regard to his

guarantee the payment of interest on
the bonds amounting to two-thirds of
the cost of the road. Mr. Welsh figured
that the road would cost $750,000, and
he proposed that the town guarantee
interest on bonds amounting to $500,000.

"nts The story of their interwoven
gareers reads like a piece of fiction
from the pen of Balzac, epitomizing
the romance and the sensationalism of
&ilded Bohemia.

A Wild Spender.

Thaw, whose baptismal names are
Henry Kendall, has been for years one
of the wildest “spenders” in this nation
of spendthrift millionatires’ sons. His
reputation as a wastrel 1s international;
his dinners to actresses were master-
pieces of extravagance. Though born
of a good family, he has not held a
place in exclusive soclety, but in every
cosmopolitan center of fast living he
has been a lion. He is a typical “good
fellow,” seeking his pleasures, but
harming no one except through his un-
governable recklessness. Harry Thaw
is not bad enough to have enemies, and
his infatuation for the girl whom he
married in the face of his relatives’
united clamor can be set down as one
of the doubtful things to his credit.

The $40,000,000 to which he is one of
the. heirs were accumulated by Willlam
Thaw, of Pittsburg, a deceasad railroad
angd: steamship magnate. Thaw, sen.,
was vice-president and director of the
Pennsylvania Rallrcad and a heavy
owner in the Red Star and American
steamship lines. During his life he was
a patron of art and education, and fel-
lowships in his memory have been es-
tablished in Harvard and Princeton
Universities by his widow, Mrs. C.
Thaw.

13, now 36 years old—when a student in
the Western University of Pennsyl-
¥ania did not appeal to his father, who
willed him only a yearly allowance of

Evelyn Nesbit’'s Career.

So much for the husband. Now for
the woman in the case—Florence
Evelyn Nesbit, 21 years old, perfect in
feature and figure, born with the sweet,
weak, beautiful face that has been the
flame to the human moth evér since
Helen enchanted Paris and destroyed
Troy. Charles Dana Gibson has drawn
her profile on the symboiical sketch
called “The Eternal Question”"—a
strange coincidence, for as an Incarn-
ated interrogation point she presides
over the drama which had such a
bloody ending last night.

Evelyn Nesbit's early home, Ilike
Thaw’'s, was in Pittsburg. She is the
daughter of Winfield Scott Nesbit, a
lawyer who had a small practice and
died leaving the widow with only a
pittance. - At the age of 14 Evelyn be-
gan to work for her living in a photo-
graphic studio in Philadelphia. Her
employer took a picture of her to hang
in an exhibition, and Evelyn woke up
the next morning to find herself a fa-
mous beauty. Artists began to beg her
to pose for them, and within a few
months she was earning a neat income
in New York as a model for such men
as Christy, Gibson, Ervin Wiles and
Wells Champney. She sat only for the
face and bust, however, never for the
“altogether.” Pictures of her were cir-
culated broadcast, but never of a kind
that would cause her relatives to blush.
Evelyn Nesbit was as modest as she
was winsome.

She had admirers by the dozen, of
course, and among her girl friends she
was known as “Flossie the Fuss,” but
none of the scandal of the studios was
associated with her name. In these
model days she met Stanford White, the
wealthy architect and connoisseur of
stage beauties. Just what their rela-
tions were is a mystery, explanation of
which must be left to the events of the
next few days; but, at any rate, White
induced her to go upon the stage, and
persuaded George W. Lederer, then a
New York, now a Chicago, theatrical
manager, to give her a trial.

Her first appearance was as a chorus
and show girl in “Florodaro.” She
scored such an immense hit that she
was given a more important part in
“The Wild Rose.” Among the host of
men who were smitten by her charms
was Harry Thaw. His attentions were
at first received with disfavor, although
he had a cheerful habit of sending to
her home grand planos, pearl necklaces
and boxes of silken hose. These gifts
were returned by her mother, who
chaperoned her devotedly. Harry was
indefatigable, however, follewing her
like a shadow and never giving her a
moment's peace. In those days she
used to refer to him as ‘“that odious
man.”

Little is known of Harry's and
Evelyn’s European exploits. They au-
tomobiled together, but were very dis-
creet, the only adventure being an ar-
rest in Switzerland for fast driving,
when they were booked by the police
as man and wife. It was after they
started on the return trip that the trou-
ble really began.

Thaw went to Pittsburg to confer
with his family. Miss Nesbit followed
him in the spring, and April 4, 1905,
they were married with the consent of
Mother and Brother Thaw. The cere-
mony was very qulet, being performed
by Rev. W. L. McEwan in tha presence
Although the
mother attended the wedding, she took
it so much to heart that she fell ill and
refused to be comforted. After a few
days, however, the parental blessing
was conferred and the honeymoon
proper began. The young couple same
to New York again, opened up a
splendid establishment, and became
permanent fixtures of the gay life of
i this city. Rumors have been spread re-
cently that the Thaw menage was not

i the abode of unbroken peace, but the
| bride and groom paid no attention to

Miss
Nesbit sent back this answer: “My
heart is not for sale.”

SEBASTOPOL FEARS

NEW MASSACRE

Leaflets Inciting to Butchery
Spread Broadcast Would Turn
Troops Against Populace.

London, June 28. — The Times’ corre-
spondent cables from Vienna as fol-
dows: A private letter, dated Sebasto-
pol, June 23, expresses the belief that
Sebastopol is on the eve of disturbances
similar to those at Bialystok. It de-
scribes the steps taken by the authori-
ties to neutralize the revolutionary
nropaganda in the army, and prepare
trustworthy troops and the rabble for
an attack, not exclusively upon Jews,
of whom there are comparatively few
in Sebastopol, but upon other classes
as well, towards whom the authorities
are embittered. Leaflets inciting to
massacre, it is said, are being distrib-
uted among the garrison soldiers. The
letter reproduces a confildential circular
dated May 29, old style, addressed to
the colonels commanding the regi-
ments, by Gen. Neplyuff, commander
of Sebastopol. The particular copy to
which the writer of the letter had ac-
cess is addressed to the colonel of the
Fiftieth Regiment. It commands him
to take the strictest measures to iso-
late his men from the inhabitants of
the city and prevent them from com-
municating with civillans, especially
students. Only civilians bearing per-
mits from the divisional staff ars to be
allowed to pass. Pamphlets and print-
ed matter, such as civilians may bring,
are to be widely disseminated among
the men whom the officers are to in-
struct, in case the men should not un-
derstand, since these writings are pat-
riotic and protect the foundations of
the one and safety of the fatherland.
The circular continues: ‘“They will open
the eyes of the soldlers as to whom
they have to fight against. Moreover,
the higher Government authorities,
from whom they emanate, desire the
dissemination of ths writings. 1 beg
you, therefore, bear this order in mind,
and shortly make me a report upon it.”
Gen. Nepluyeff visits personally the
various regiments, ordering them to
listen only to their officers and give no
heed to the revolutionaries, Jews or stu-
dents. The lowest quarters of the city
and doss houses are flooded with
pamphlets entitled ‘“Jews and the
Duma,” “Throne in Danger,” and
“Down with the Jews.”

Cabling from St. Petersburg, the
Times’ correspondent says: Profound
mystery still surrounds the intentions
of the Emperor regarding the minis-
terial changes, but whatever informa-
tion is forthcoming from Peterhof
raises no hopes favorable to the Duma.
Prince Uruseff, in an interview, reas-
serts that no changes whatever will be
avaliling so long as Trepoff remains at
Peterholf. The texts of the ministerial
agrarian proposals were published to-
day. They are twofold. First, the
certain unspecified proportion of state
land- that is to be sold to the peasants
or other agriculturists or leased to
them for a period not exceeding twelve
years on conditions less onerous than
at present. Secondly, facilities are of-
fered peasants to unify and round off
their holdings. The scheme is admir-
able as far as it goes.

The bourse opened buoyantly on a
rumor that Mouromtseff, president of
the Duma, had been summoned to
Peterhof. This provirg false the mar-
kets fell, fours dropping to 72% and
fives to 86%. The bourse closed weak.
I am Informed on trustworthy author-
ity that in view of the present politi-
cal situation no foreign loan will be
possible until next year. The Govern-
ment, therefore, will have to find the
£7,900,000 required. The minister’'s re-
port on the revenue for the first four
months of the year 1is reproduced by
newspapers, with the laconic headline,
“Official Optimism.”

Proper Place for the Deposit.

“Do you think the savings company
was the proper place for the deposit In
1897, when you could have got 5 per
cent on real estate?”

“Yes. The funds were withdrawn and
invested in fire stock, upon which w3
lost.”

“The deposit was not used as a sub-
stantial benefit to the savings com-
pany?”

“The savings company was, of course,
securing money at 4 per cent.”

“You could have divided the risk,
though and secured the sams terms?”

‘“Yes. But I knew the D. S. and L. {o
be safe. There was always a security
of $2 to $1.”

‘“What does the D. S. and L. stock sell
for?”

“Between. 70 and 80. But I should ex-
plain that it was the redusiin of the
rate of interest to 4 per cent that
keeps the stock from ss!'ing at par.
Money 1s worth more now thar 4 per
cent.”

Was Not a Loan.

“The $75,000 was a losn
company ?”’

“No. It was a deposit. It was just
as safe as though invssced in deben-
tures.”

“No bonus or dividend has been paid
to the shareholders on stock?” -

“No."”

“You could have drawn 4 per cent on
this large deposit from the Haron and
Erie?”

“No. At the time the H. and E. would
pay only 3% on debentures.”

Mr. Tilley asked Mr. Purdom about
a certain call which had been made on
Northern stock by the directors. The
call had not been met, and the direc-
tors pald the call themselves and as-
sumed the stock personally.

A bylaw of the company was read,
which stated that any shareholder who
held stock not fully paid up might pay
up the whole of his stock by agreeing
to pay a premium of 25 per cent. The
object was to create uniformity of in-
terests among the shareholders, as
some of the shareholders who were paid
up were asking what preference was to
be given them, and a dividend was to
be declared the following year.

‘“Could you legally have compelled the
payment of the premium?” Mr. Lang-
muir asked.

“I scarcely think so.”

To Even Things Up.

‘““Have any of the shareholders paid
up under this clause?”

‘“Yes,” Mr. Milne sald. ‘“We have re-
celved about $15,000 or $16,000 of pre-
miums, but nothing has been paid on
capital.”

Directors On the Square.

This concluded Mr. Purdom’s evi-
dence, and Mr. Milne, manager of the
Northern Life, was individually exam-
ined.

“Have any directors of the company
borrowed money directly or indirectly
from the Northern Life?”

“No,” Mr. Milne replied.

‘‘Has any loan ever been made to any
director or officer of the company?"’

‘“No.”

“What was the impairment of your
capital in 18997

‘““About $27,000.”

‘““And in 1900, and to date?”

“In 1901 it was $52,000; 1902, $56,000;
1903, $53,000; 1904, $38,000; 1905, $20,000.”

“By the end of this year you will be
rid of the impairment?”

“Yes. With the premium on stock we
will have a surplus.”

‘‘Have you had any financlal dealings
with any other companies, save the Do-
minion Savings, in which your direc-
tors are interested?”

“Only with the Union Trusts. Mr.
Matthew Wilson i3 connected with that
company. He is one of the directors.”

‘“What was the nature of the invest-
ment?”’ 3

‘““The Union Trusts Company was to
place loans for the Northern Life in the
west.”

Another Point.

Mr. Tiiley then produced an agree-
ment made with John Ferguson, of this
city, whereby he was to pay $10,000 to
the company, and he was to be paid 2
per cent on the future premiums of the
company until the debt was paid.

Mr. Tilley objected to this manner of
doing business, as he claimed that it
was reducing the year’s expenses by
$10,000, whereas the liability incurred
did not appear in the company’s state-
ment of the year when the agreement
was made.

Mr. Milne explained that all the loan
dld was to ease- the impairment of
capital. About $39,000 was owing to
Mr. Ferguson, the payment being
spread over a term of years by reason
of the 2 per cent agreement. The loan
was not made to decelve the depart-
ment at Ottawa, and Mr. Milne did not
think it was out of the way. What
was done was for the benefit of the pol-
icyholders, and there were no other
transactions of the same kind.

“Do you give rebates?” asked Mr. Til-
ley.

‘“Yes, through the agents.”

“Do you pay agents bonuses?’’

“Sometimes, if they do a big busi-
ness.”

“The bonus business {noites the
agents to give bonuses?”

“It probably has this effect.”

“Do you think a law should be passed
agalnst rebates?”’

“Would you exclude those American
companies who come over here and
compel the Canadian companies to give
rebates in order to meet them?”

Mr. Milne would not like to go this
far.

‘“What {s your expense rate for secur-
ing policies?”

“About $1 10. Had we taken into ac-
count the Ferguson moneys it would
probably be $1 23. But even this is

“I am not going to offer any criticism
of your expense rate,” Mr. Tilley said.
“Your business'shows many evidences
of economical management.”

At this point Mr. Tilley also took oc-
casfon to thank the Northern Life for
the very full, clear and explicit returns
of its business made to the commis-
sion.

Under the rules of the company a
policyholder, who allows a policy to
lapse, is not paid a cash surrender, un-
less he applies for it, except on one
automatic policy, which the company
issues.

Asked for suggestions as to the
amending of the law regarding reserve
funds, Mr. Milne declared there is
much room for revision.

“Let me show you the present way
the law deals with us,” he said. “If
we write $1,000,000 this year it will cbst
us $30,00 to get it. Then $4,000 of pol-
icles will mature during the yedr
through deaths, and we are out this
much, too. And on the top of this the
Governument comes along and says we
must make up the sum of $21,000 to the
reserve fund.” 3

At this junoture Mr. Tilley said he
had questioned Mr. Fitzgerald thus far
in order to ascertain if in the opinion
of the commission it was necessary to
examine into the affairs of the order.He
suggested that as the affairs of the
Woodmen are not quite ready for prob-
ing, and as the auditor of the commis-
sion had advised delay, it might be
advisable to postpone the hearing un-
til all the documents and evidence are
ready, when Mr. Fitzgerald could bring
the books to Toronto, say, in two
weeks.

The commissioners accepted the sug-
gestion and the Investigation waa
dropped for the present.

Mr. Kent said that as matters now
are the order has no means of know-
ing where it stands, and it would be in
the interests of all parties to have a
postponement of the investigation.

It was then agreed to resume the in-
quiry on the 16th of July in Toronto.

Afterinoon 8ession.

The commission continued its in-
vestigations of the insurance com-
panies yesterday afternoon, when the
session, after luncheon, was resumed.
The probing into the affairs of the
London Life was carried on by Mr.
Tilley, the Dominion Government
counsel, and by Mr. Geary, counsel for
the Ontario Government, but each
question only served to show that the
company 1is straight in its dealings,
and is on a solid, businesslike basis.

It was shown by Mr. Tilley that the
average cost of securing an industrial
policy was something like two and
one quarter times as much as the
first year’s premium amounts to,
but this is the case with most
such companies. In fact, many
companies pay much more in their
reaching out for new business.

On the whole, the local company
gave the city no room to feel ashamed,
and only compliments for the London
Life’s business methods could be heard.

Good Business Methods.

Manager Richter was in the witness
box for flve hours, and he proved him-
self a good witness, giving his answers
with a frankness which made a good
fmpression on the commission.

At 5 o'cloeck, Mr. Thomas Purdom,
K.C., president of the Northern Life
Insurance Company, was pilaced on
the stand and examined until 6 o’clock.
He gave all the information asked with
the greatest freedom, assisting the
commission in every way possible.

It was evident that the company had
nothing to conceal, and that this in-
stitution, which has many prominent
Londoners at its head, is on a sound
financial basis, is being run by wise
and cautious business methods, and
that its policyholders have the most
ample protection.

At 6 o’clock the court adjourned un-
til 9 o'clock this morning.

Mr. Richter Examined.

When the inquiry was resumed in
the afternoon, Mr. Richter again took
the stand. He told -of the manner in
which extra premiums are charged
policyholders, such as when _an in-
sured man enters a more dangerous
employment.

It was not customary for a reassur-
ing company to change the premium
rate. The reassuring company received
no commission, but the principal com-
pany does. He believes the réassuring
agreement made by the London Life
with the Metropolitan Life, providing
that neither cgmpany shall seek to lure
an agent away from the other, and In

The
agreement also had in mind a better
understanding bstween the life com-
panies, and aimed to prevent agents
breeding trouble by slandering the
other to get business.

Speaking of what is provided for by
the company in fixing the charges for
insurance policles, Mr. Richter said
that his company “loads” about 20 or 30
per cent on whole life policles, and
probably 50 per cent of the net prem-
-ium on industrials.

Until 1897, the premiums wera based
on the H. M. 4 1-2 per cent basis table.
In 1898 and 1899 the rate was 4 per
cent, and in 1900 ft fell to 3 1-2 per

As regards salaries, Mr. Richter said
his company is carried on on reason-
ably conservative lines.

The Surplus.

The company’s surplus is now some
$61,000. If it had to be divided it
would be on the basis of 95 per cent to
the policyholders and 5 per cent to the
shareholders. But he could not see
that it should be set apart now between
the participating and non-participating
policyholders as suggested by Mr. Til-
ley. It is the aim of the company to
establish this fund to- protect its pol-
fcyholders. Sah

The company last year laid aside
$5,000 toward the reserve fund. It will
be necessary, Mr. Richter thought, to
have $35,000 in the fund by 1910, when
the new act comes into force. Last
year the company made $12,000 on {ts
industrial and $11,000 on its whole life
business. .

Some complaints reach the company
in regard to the amount of reserve it
Is necessary to have, through ignor-
ance on the part of the people as to
what the law requires.

Bonuses to Agents.

To Mr. Tilley, Mr. Richter said his
company pays bonuses to agents occa-
sionally. He does not approve of the
practice, but competition is to blame
for it. :

“You seem to have a substantial ex-
pense account?” Mr. Tilley said. “Is
this for the expenses of the industrial
agents?” 2

He has
been president for three years, and
succeeded the late Hon. David Mills,
who was president from the inception
of the company until his death, three
years ago.

Mr. John
lMHne is the manager of the company,
and has held this office since its ins
ception. Until the Northern wag
organized Mr. Purdom had not had any
connection with life insurance com-
panies.

The capital stock of the company was
fixed at $1,000,000, divided into shares:of

subscribed for. No stock has been
sold since the organization. The paid-~
up capital amounts to $213,850. No
stock was sold at a premium.

The cost of organization was between

Mr. Richter, in reply to Mr. Geary,
said that he thought life insurance was
legitimate, whether sold“to protect the
relatives of the insured or sold as an
investment, as on the endowment plan.
He thinks the investment feature is
preferred by the majority of people. He
didn’'t favor an annual distribution of
profits, from the fact that fluctuations in
interest are too violent. But the
divisions might take place once in flve
years. The yearly division would
multiply the work of the offices. At
present the Pprofits are apportioned
sach year, but not divided. If a policy-
holder came into the office of the Lon-
don Life he could find out to a cent
just what share of profits had been ap-
portioned him.
