“I was called at 6 p.m. and asked to stay away from the 

council meeting. I would not do that. I won’t say who called 
me as I promised that I wouldn’t and I never break a promise.”

ALD. LEONARD DOUGLASS.
"I was called up by a member of the executive of the Con­

servative party and directed to stay away. They can’t call 
me up and tell me to do that. The member got quite peeved 
with me when I told him I would not stay away. He said, 
‘Well I’m not going to coax you." I replied, I wasn’t asking 
him to coax me.”

Douglass, Drake and Burdick 
Refused To Be Persuaded and 

Thus Provided Council 
Quorum.

Mayor Wenige, although a member 
of the London & Port Stanley Rail­
way commission, has found out that 
he cannot have access even to the 
minutes of regular sessions of that 
body.

"This is the worst yet." exclaimed 
the mayor, when after being in touch 
with the secretary of the commis­
sion, he was informed that he could 
not give him the minutes without 
the sanction of the manager of the 
road.

The mayor asked for the minutes of 
the last two meetings at a fairly 
early hour this morning, and the an­
swer from the secretary was that 
they would be delivered at his office 
at the city hall.

At 11:30 Mayor Wenige finding that 
the minutes were not yet on hand, 
called the office of the L. & P. S., 
asking if he could not have them 
sent over.

"No, not without the order of the 
manager."

Requires Orders.
Further questioning brought, out 

the fact that nothing was to be given 
to the mayor without orders. There 
is no written instructions posted up 
to that effect, but apparently that is 
the understanding.

"Remember." said the mayor. "I am 
not asking for anything secret. I 
am only asking for something that 
any citizen is entitled to. Surely 
you can furnish that."

But there was no disposition to do 
any furnishing of minutes, and the 
mayor did not get them.

He even drove down to the com­
mission's office at 12:30 to see if they 
would be supplied to him, or if he 
could even have a chance to look at 
them, but noon hour was being ob­
served. and there were no minutes in 
the mayor's head or in the back seat 
as he drove away.

Questions Authority.
"The thing I can't understand is on 

what authority the pay sheets were 
handed to me by Sir Adam. I have 
been at the meetings right along and 
I know for a fact that they have 
voted not to hand these lists over. 
I want to know if there has been a 
meeting held to which I was not in­
vited, or whether Sir Adam simply 
acted over the head of the commis­
sion because he thought it was good 
politics to do so."

Thus a new mark is set up, that a 
member of the L. &. P. S. commis­
sion is not entitled to have a copy 
of the minutes of the regular meet­
ings. which any citizen, should he 
desire to do so. can attend.

Now that Sir Adam Beck has def­
initely entered the field, Mayor Wen­
ige is undecided as to what course 
to pursue.

Early this afternoon he stated 
that he would not keep his support­
ers in suspense as Sir Adam had 
done for a week or more but would 
have a final decision to announce 
within a resonable time. "I may 
know tomorrow," was his brief com­
ment. /

"Water still a little cool for Mr. 
Wenige," commented “President" 
Wilson this afternoon. "Well, we 
are not worrying about him. It 
won't make any difference whether 
he is in or not. Sir Adam will be 
elected in any event."

The ex-mayor states that he may 
yet be impelled to “take the stump" 
for hte party nominee but in the 
meanwhile he is going up-country 
to join in the fight for the Huron 
ridings.

THEY BLOCKED THE TORY GAME.
Astonishment leading to disgust 

and a spirit of supreme indignation 
throughout municipal circles today 
follows the sensational expose of Ald. 
Drake, Douglass and Burdick, of the 
despicable Tory plot to block city 
business in the interests of the party 
candidate—Sir Adam Beck.

What happened last night and yes­
terday is farefaced in its contempt 
for the citizens of London. London 
should know about it—and the Tory 
newspaper covers it up.

Mayor Wenige has demanded the 
L. & P. S. pay lists. Sir Adam Beck 
and the commissioners have refused 
on the grounds that it would be detri­
mental to the people's railway. Two 
meetings of the L. & P. S. board de­
clared this stand.

Yesterday Sir Adam decided to 
take hydro into politics by becoming 
London’sTory candidate. To buy off 
opposition from Mayor Wenige and 
an influential wing of the Conserva­
tive party he suddenly surrendered 
the pay list, without any meeting of 
his hoard.

The lists were to come under dis­
cussion by the council last night. The 
Tory executive feared that publicity 
on the matter might throw a bad 
light on their party candidate. A 
member of the executive according 
telephoned to three aldermen—Doug­
lass, Burdick and Drake—and ordered 
them to stay home so that there 
would be no quorum and therefore no 
business executed.

In other words, the affairs of the 
people of London were shoved con­
temptuously to one. side to make way 
for political trickery and manipula­
tion in the interests of the Tory 
candidate, Sir Adam Beck.

The plot failed, but its failure re­
moves nothing from the guilt of the 
men whose frantic partisanship takes 
precedence over hydro, public rail­
ways, municipal affairs and the busi­
ness of the city of London. And these 
are the men to whom Sir dam Beck. 
Ontario's champion of hydro, has lent 
himself as a party tool.

"Stay away from tonight's meet­
ing" was the frantic call all yester- 
day afternoon and as late as 7 p.m.. 
from those who null the strings at 
Conservative headquarters.

But they reckoned without full 
knowledge of the calibre of at least 
three of the men holding public office 
today.

The time has passed when the boys 
in the back-room at the party strong­
hold can" beckon the finger and they 
come, or drop their hands and they 
go. Not for many a day now has 
politics become involved in municipal 
endeavor to the detriment of the ci- 
tizens, and last night's bold attempt 
by the. Tory chiefs was a throw-back 
of two décades. If there was ever any 
doubt about Sir Adam’s candidature 
bringing hydro into party politics, 
this settles it.

REPAIRING MAIN
ALD. ALBERT JUDD.

Chairman of the finance committee —“I was in Sarnia until 
1 o’clock this morning. If that man Wenige thinks that I am 
going to attend every darn meeting that he calls he is very 
much mistaken.” Alderman Judd was seen on the street at 
6:45 last night coming from the station. The council meeting 
was at 7:30 o’clock. His visit to Sarnia must have been sudden 
and brief.

James Johnston, 19 Chester street, 
is dead and William S. Arbuckle, 5 
Brighton street, liés in a serious con­
dition at his home as a result of be­
ing overcome with gas when he and 
Mr. Johnston were repairing a leak 
in a main of the City Gas Company 
in front of 41 Tecumseh avenue about 
11:30 this morning. Both are em­
ployees of the Gas Company.

Edward R. Emery, a teamster, re­
siding at 16 Briscoe street, was driv­
ing home to lunch, and in passing the 
excavation where the leak was being 
fixed he noticed some tools lying 
on the ground. Looking down into 
the hole he saw at once that the two 
men were unconscious.

Ross Warner, a driver for Jeff 
Lockyer, butcher, of 1221 Wharn- 
cliffe road, who was passing at the 
time, was stopped by Emery and they 
lifted the bodies out of the hole. The 
fire department was then called, and 
in fifteen minutes the pulmotor was 
being worked on Mr. Johnston, who 
appeared to be affected the worse of 
the two.

When taken out, Mr. Arbuckle was 
in a semi-conscious state, but the 
fresh air revived him, and in a few 
minutes he was removed to his home.

Although for an hour and a half 
every effort was made by Dr. J. E. 
McGillicuddy and the firemen to 
resuscitate Mr. Johnston, he never re­
gained consciousness, and was pro­
nounced dead by the physician. He 
was breathing faintly when discov­
ered by Mr. Emery, and at times 
when the pulmotor was at work it 
was thought that he might recover.

A trained nurse living in the neigh­
borhood also aided in the work, but 
after an hour of ceaseless effort it 
was apparent that nothing could be 
done for the unfortunate man.

Coroner Robert Ferguson, who was 
summoned soon after the men were 
found, said that under the circum­
stances there would be no inquest.

"Mr. Arbuckle was in a sitting pos­
ture when I found him," Mr. Emery 
told The Advertiser, "while Mr. John­
ston lay crumpled up. his hat laying 
beside him as if he had knocked it 
off when he toppled over.

A handkerchief belonging to Mr. 
Johnston was also found in the 
sewer.

Mr. Arbuckle when seen at his home 
about 1 o'clock was still in a dazed 
condition, and did not seem to be able 
to remember anything prior to the 
accident. It is thought, however, 
that he will recover.,

In speaking to The Advertiser Mrs. 
Arbuckle said that her husband had 
always been extremely sensitive to 
the smell of gas and she could not 
understand how he was overcome so 
quickly. For this reason she thought 
that the gas must have burst 
through the main very suddenly.

Saskatoon Residents Fear Their 
Homes Will Be Flooded 

Today.

Canadian Press Despatch.
Saskatoon, June 6.—Thousands of 

people thronged the banks of the 
South Saskatchewan River here last 
night, watching the rapid rise of its 
waters. Warnings from Alberta that 
a huge rise was to be expected had 
excited unusual interest. Last even­
ing the water climbed five feet in 
three hours. One section of the south 
bank is already crumbling away 
under the floods, which at midnight 
was within eight feet of the street 
level.

Residents along the south bank of 
the river were busy removing every­
thing possible from the basements of 
their homes, plugging basement sewer 
traps, and generally preparing for the 
overflow of the banks which is ex­
pected to come today.

As a pre­
liminary move, he has been thrown 
out of the fold, and they promise 
him municipal finish next December.

He’s an outcast of the party — a 
person to be avoided by all loyal sup­
porters of Sir Adam and Cameron 
Wilson, the "right bower" in the Tory 
deck.

But he is not atone. Ald. Peter 
Watt's smiling countenance will be 
missing from about the council 
board in 1924. Ald. William Wilson, 
the “left bower" in the pack, has 
spoken, and the reserves across the 
King street bridge must hearken to 
his call. "Commodore" Watt is 
headed toward his doom, assures Ald. 
Wilson, and no doubt Ald. Leonard 
Douglass will be cast into outer

Two Absentees.
Ald. John Greer, one of the ab­

sentees, stated this morning that he 
had also been out of the citty while 
the meeting was in progress. From 
his story he returned to London about 
the same time as Ald. Judd—1 a.m.

He adds that "he doesnt know any­
thing" about the report current at 
the city hall this morning that he 
had “resigned from the chairman­
ship of one of the Conservative sub­
divisions."

Ald. William Arthur Wilson was 
also absent at. last night's session 
although Mayor Wenige declared 
most emphatically that “he was in 
the city" and his worship gave as­
surance that "if someone would call 
his home they would find him there."

Suggests Resignations.
The mayor is particularly aroused 

over the Tory plot to stampede the 
council session and voiced the hearty 
opinion today that "those members 
of the city council who were in the 
city and refrained from attendance 
and were not ill should tender their 
resignations from the council."

His worship flayed the use of such 
tatics as those exposed and de­
nounced all who would allow party 
affiliations to come before their duty 
as elected representatives of the 
people.

"It is the first time that I was 
aware that the Tory executive was 
administering the business of the 
London and Port Stanley Railway 
Commission," he declared, "as now 
seems to be the case. I want to 
know and I will know why the L. 
and P. S. pay lists were available 
last night." x

A Peculiar Move.
His worship senses that there is 

something peculiar about the entire 
manoeuvre, and has demanded copies 
of the last two regular meetings of 
the L. and P. S. Commission.

"By whose order was this list fur­
nished the council yesterday?" he 
asks. "There was no special session 
called to transact this business that 
I am aware of. If there was I was 
not in attendance. And if there have 
been any secret sessions I want to 
know about it.

Challenges Tories.
Ald. Leonard Douglass, chairman

The examinations for the license of 
the College of Physicians and Sur­
geons of Ontario are being conducted 
this week at London.

Wellington. N. Z., June 6.—Pre­

mier W. F. Massey, speaking at 
Christchurch, declared himself a 
sympathizer with free trade, but the 
present policy by which foreign 
goods were dumped in the countries 
of the British Empire was neither 
sensible nor fair trade.

British Newspaper States Plan On Foot To Bring In a Large- 

Number of Aliens.
56

Associated Press Despatch.
London. June 6.—The Daily Ex­

press gives prominence to a state­
ment that Canada “may fill her 
vacant lands with Austrians, al­
though this plan of dumping half a 
million aliens into the Dominion has 
not reached its final stage, owing 
to financial difficulties."

The Canadian authorities in Lon­
don do not appear at all perturbed 
at the prospect. The Express says, 
and it adds that the immigration de­
partment in London the last few 
days has been in correspondence with 
Sohr, a former Austrian consul, who 
is responsible for the scheme. Sohr

has been in negotiation for some time 
with the Canadian Pacific Railway 
Company, since the restrictions on 
enemy emigrants have been removed, 
The Express continues, and he in­
tends to go to Canada to present his 
scheme to the authorities there.

The immigration department in 
London informs the Canadian Press 
that too much importance should not 
be attached to the article in The Ex­
press. Any emigrants that Sohr may 
offer will be dealt with individually, 
under the ordinary regulations, the 
department states; but the Domin­
ion will certainly not accept more 
than she requires.

Mrs. Emma Tustin and her daugh­
ter Rosy are both at St. Joseph's 
Hospital seriously ill as a result of 
having eaten canned meats.

The family supper last night in­
cluded canned tongue and corned 
beef, and George Tustin, humane in­
spector, says that both his wife and 
daughter ate some of the meat. This 
morning Mrs. Tustin was seriously 
ill. and he phoned Dr. Schram of Tal­
bot street. Rosy, the daughter, had 
gone to her work at the London Hosi­
ery Mills, but on arriving there felt 
weak and ill. She returned to her 
home and was almost overcome with 
pain before reaching there.

Dr. Schram arrived to attend Mrs. 
Tustin just as Rosy got home, and on 
hearing of the canned meat, Doctor 
Schram rushed them both to St. Jos­
eph's, where he applied the stomach 
pump. As a result of this timely 
measure the daughter is somewhat 
relieved, but Mrs. Tustin is seriously 
ill, and grave fears are held by Mr. 
Tustin for her recovery.

Will investigate.
In speaking of the accident. Tustin 

says that the matter will be most 
thoroughly gone into, as it is a crime 
that the public should run any risk 
at all in eating the canned goods, for 
which they pay enough to insure 
them getting only the very best.

When asked for the name of the 
retailer who had sold him the food 
and the brand of the goods in ques­
tion, Tustin said: "It is a serious 
charge to lay, and I don’t feel at 
liberty to give the name of my 
butcher or the brand of the meat 
until Dr. Schram has had an oppor- 
‘unity of making a careful examina­
tion of the food and saying definitely 
whether it is ptomaine poisoning."

The authorities at St. Joseph's said 
that it is not positively established 
that the case is one of ptomaine pois­
oning, but the symptoms gave every 
indication of it. They quoted Dr. 
Schram's opinion, which pointed to 
the likelihood of its being ptomaine 
poisoning.

Pieced On Platters.
Questioned further about the use 

of the meat, Mr. Tustin said that the 
contents of the cans was placed on 
platters as soon as the cans were 
opened, and said that if the doctor 
decides that the illness of his wife 
and daughter is due to ptomaine 
poisoning the impurity existed before 
the cans were opened.

Mr. Tustin described the suffering 
of the two women as excruciating, 
and is naturally greatly upset by the 
occurrence. He is almost beside him­
self with anxiety and terribly wor­
ried as to the possible outcome of the 
affliction which has struck such a 
blow at his family.

The remainder of the meat which 
it is alleged has caused this illness 
is in Dr. Schram’s possession, and is 
being analyzed for traces of ptomaine 
or other poisonous virous which could 
be accredited with the condition of 
Mrs. and Miss Tustin.

Middlesex County Council last 
night by a two-thirds vote decided 
not to appoint a high constable at 
present, defeating a motion that the 
first clause of the report of a special 
committee be adopted.

The clause provided for the ap­
pointment of Detective-Sergeant 
Harry Down at a salary of $2.700 a 
year as high constable. All the coun­
cillors were of the opinion that De­
tective-Sergeant Down was one of 

I the best men available, but they 
feared the expense of the police sys­
tem proposed by the special commit­
tee would be too high. Some of the 

, councillors thought $2,700 was rather 
a large salary. Some mentioned 

$2.000 as a more suitable figure.
The special committee in its re­

port had recommended that Detec- 
tive-Sergeant Down be appointed 
high constable at a salary of $2,700 
a year. It also recommended that the 
high constable, the crown-attorney 
and a representative committee try 
to work out a suitable police system; 
that the high constable be provided 
w th a suitable car for his work, and 
that Judge Macbeth be asked to re­
quest the resignations of the members 
of the present constabulary, and that 
he dismiss those who did not resign.

As the first clause had been thrown 
out, the entire report was auto­
matically shelved, and the special 
committee discharged.

It was decided to form a new com­
mittee to work out another scheme. 
Several councillors named declined, 
stating the duties such a committee 
was required to perform were not 
exactly to their liking.

Finally the following committee 
was appointed: Councillors Thomas 
Elliott. Sutherland. Coleman. Young. 
B. Pike, and the warden, I. M. Ross.

To Probe System.
This committee has been instructed 

to investigate the question of county 
constabulary further and report at 
the Thursday evening session of the 
council.

Crown Attorney J. C. Elliott, K.C., 
at the request of the council, spoke 
on the need of a good police system 
in Middlesex county. He explained 
that, a salaried force, headed by a 
high constable, would be of great ad­
vantage, and promised there was 
enough work for several men to do. 
if reports which he had received 
about county crime were in­
vestigated.

As county solicitor, however, he 
would not dictate to the council, he 
said.

He pointed out to the council that 
by law each county must appoint a 
high constable annually. If there 
were a vacancy the sheriff could be 
employed until it was filled.

The attorney-general. Mr. Elliott 
stated, believed the police plan the 
council was considering at present 
to be a good one. To get good men. 
he added, adequate salaries had to be

Too Big a Job for Hon. Peter Smith.
Selling bonds and watching that some of the brokers 

do not run off with his scalp is evidently too great a 
job for Hon. Peter Smith, provincial treasurer.

It is a fact that the city of London inside of the 
last few months has sold bonds at a better figure than 
was obtained by the province of Ontario at about the 
same time.

Selling bonds and keeping on,top of the money 
market is a specialized position, and it is perhaps one 
of the weaknesses of our present electoral system that 
we change the provincial treasurer with each succeeding 

government. He should be the best man procurable 
because he can save his salary a dozen times over, even 
it that salary is a large one.

Hon. Peter Smith has probably given the best ser­
vice of which he was capable. It has not been urged 
that lie has been dishonest, or that he has raided the 
treasury for party advantage.

The fault with Hon. Peter Smith has been that he 
has had to deal with men who knew a. great deal more 
about finances than he did. They knew what the frac­
tion of one per cent meant when millions are being 

traded in. Here is one case in point:
In ‘December, 1920. Hon. Peter Smith intended 

borrowing $16,000.000. He did not ask tenders, as every 
municipality does in order to get in a number of com­
petitive bids. A syndicate of brokers undertook to sell 

the bonds. The price was $92.34, meaning that the 
province lost $7.66 on every $100. But* the loan was 
. over-subscribed, so Hon. Peter Smith borrowed the 
whole $16.000,000 at that very high price, meaning that 
the province paid $1,225,600. It the provincial treasurer 
did not realize the value of a government of Ontario 

bond, the investors did, because inside of two months 
a security that the province had parted with at $92.34 
was selling on the market at $100.

A good many people may imagine this does not 
t affect them—selling bonds is something of an unknown 
a quantity in the maze of finance.

The money wasted in a poor bargain is your money 
—the loss will have to be made up out of your pocket. 
Your property is the security on which the provincial 
or any other government sells its bonds.

Ontario wants the best provincial treasurer it can 
get. It wants a better one than Hon. Peter Smith.

WHAT SCIENCE NOW DOES FOR 
RELIEF OF "PSORIASIS."

By ROYAL S. COPELAND, M.D.,
United. States Senator from New York. 
Former Commissioner of Health, New

York City.
In the course of a year very many 

persons write to me for advice about 
skin troubles. One particular ailment 
is the topic of many letters. This is 
the disease called 
“psoriasis."

There are sev- ; 
eral diseases of 
the skin charac­
terized by redness 
of the surface and 
more or less ex­
tensive scaling. 
The chief of these 
is the one under 
discussion. In this 
trouble there are 
round, well-defin­
ed patches of red­
ness. covered with 
scales, silvery in 
appearance.

In the beginning there may be very 
small spots, covered with scales. At 
first the spots may not be larger 
than the head of a pin. They grow 
larger, and several spots may form 
into a big spot.

The affected spots are raised a 
little above the natural level of the 

skin. The scales can be scraped off 
easily. When cleared the surface may 
show a few bleeding points.

It is not uncommon to find the 
knees and elbows affected. Some­
times the scalp is the seat of trouble. 
The palms of the hands and the soles 
of the feet are rarely attacked. Oc­
casionally the finger nails are includ­
ed in the invasion. Indeed, any part 
of the body may be diseased, although 
psoriasis rarely appears on the face.

There is little itching, as a rule, 
and the affected parts are dry. The 
disease has been described as looking 
as if mortar had splashed the surface 
and dried there. Sometimes a patch 
of "psoriasis" will heal in the centre, 
leaving a ring of diseased skin. No 
scars are left after the sore spots 
have healed.

The cause of psoriasis is one of 
the mysteries of medicine. Heredity 
appears to be a factor.

Focal infection may be responsible 
for the trouble. On this account the 
condition of the teeth, gums, tonsils 
and nasal sinuses is important. Like­
wise the kidneys and bowels must be 
considered as possible seats of the

Lady Poynter, Who Came To Toronto a Year and a Half Ago, 

Has Visited Many Lands. KIPPER SMACKSL A gentle, dark-haired woman, with 
& manner quick and eager, as simple 
and self-conscious as a child 
—this is Lady Hugh Poynter, wife of Sir Hugh Poynter, who with the 
Heath of his brother, Sir Ambrose 
Poynter, succeeded to the baronetcy 
recently.
|Lady Poynter, who has been seri- 
ously ill for some time, insisted upon 
coming downstairs this morning, 
when The Advertiser called at her 
home in Toronto, in spite of the 
protests of the trained nurse who is 
in attendance.

“The death of Sir Ambrose was 
[unexpected," she said. "We had been 
receiving letters. Then came the 
telegram, saying simply: "Ambrose 
is dead.' We have received no other 
word."

A year and a half ago Sir Hugh 
and Lady Poynter came to Toronto. 
During the summer they are occupy­
ing Professor Currelly’s home in 
Wychwood Park.

As Lady Poynter talked she walk­
ed about the high, oak-paneled room, 
pointing out the interesting objects 
d’art with which the room was filled. 
She Is as eager in her enthusiasm as 
a young girl.

“Don’t talk about me," she said, 
smiling, "talk about this lovely house. 
Do you know that from this window 
I have been watching three scarlet 
tanagers for almost a week?"

She is completely unconventional, 
but it is an unconvenality that 
is entirely unstudied. She has lived 
her life in many countries, and has 
had a wide variety of experience. 
She has learned, she declared, that

As a very small child she used to 
contribute poetry to "St. Nicholas," 
the well-known children's magazine 
In England. She has written a great 
deal since then, and has published 
two books, "Around the Shores of 
Asia" and "When Turkey was 
Turkey," both drawn from her ex­
periences during her life in Constan­
tinople. where she lived from 1897 
until the outbreak of the war.

WALL-PAPER PANELS.
There is a new development in the 

treatment of wall-paper nowadays 
The wall-paper manufacturers have 
seen a great light, and are not mere­
ly advertising extensively, but are 
sending out new ideas regarding the 
placing of paper on the walls of our 
homes.

Personally I have never been very 
fond of wall-paper. Its obtrusive all- 
over patterns make confusing back­
grounds for pictures, especially when 
the figures are large and scroll-like, 
with convolutions which the eye tries 
to follow unconsciously. Bedroom 
papers, with up-and-down stripes 
and little bunches of flowers, are so 
innocuous that they take the char­
acter out of any room with a definite 
decorative scheme. The simpler and 
less conspicuous the wall, the better 
will the pictures, sconces, and pieces 
of furniture stand out from it; and 
if the wall is to be without any pat­
tern at all. to my mind a stippled 
paint or a rough-finished plaster in a 
putty-color, gray or cream, is much 
more attractive.

But now that the decorators and 
wall-paper people have conceived the 
plan of setting the patterned paper 
into panels on the walls, I feel dif­
ferently. Not all rooms look well with 
a large number of pictures on the 
walls. A bedroom, for example, is 
much more restful with simple walls 
containing few, if any, pictures. A 
dining-room is, I think, better for 
having only a few wall ornaments, 
such as large brass or silver placques, 
candelabra, and similar articles, ra­
ther than pictures. Yet in these 
rooms there are large expanses or 
wall which cannot be filled with 
sconces, placques, and mirrors, and 
which must not be allowed to look 
bare and empty.

For all such rooms, I think the new 
arrangement of wall-paper set. in 
panels is a charming solution.

This is clearly enough a special case 
where more capital is needed in the 
conduct of the business.

This action furnished the provo­
cation for further attacks upon other 
oils like General Asphalt. Mexican 
Seaboard and Texas Pacific Coal and 
Oil. The last named sold at the low­
est yet touched since it was admitted 
to the trading list three years ago. 
It, was a matter of note that the 
weakness in these particular oils 
did not extend to the entire group, 
but on the contrary that stocks like 
Marland, Cosden and Producers and 
Refiners were distinctly better.

New York Central was the leader 
of the rails, the Street feeling quite 
confident of an increased dividend 
at the coming meeting. The spec­
tacle of this stock above par again 
failed, however, to arouse much in­
terest in other rail stocks. Special 
weakness continued in International 
Harvester, but without influencing 
the rest of the market. The more 
active stocks, like Baldwin Locomo­
tive and Studebaker, American Can 
and Steel Common were off a half 
point in the early dealings, but on 
this decline they appeared to have

Then 
the market began to sag, as a result 
of lack of support.

Wheat. however, took an upward 
swing when the July delivery of corn 
gave signs of perhaps equalling the 
season's top price record. A reaction 
which took place in the corn market 
in the final trading, though, led to a 
setback also for wheat.

Buoyancy in the corn market resulted 
from continued scarcity of available 
supplies and from good shipping de­
mand here. There was persistent buy­
ing on the part of commission houses 
until July showed an ascent of 7c 
since last week. Then profit taking set 
In, and it was said country selling to 
arrive had enlarged. Oats followed 
corn.

Every now and then, in the classified section, we find a 

message running like this:

1824 • JOHN 1923

OBINSON “Will the party who called at 1142 Main street Monday 
morning in a flivver, please call again or ‘phone?’

A Want advertiser who should have obtained the name 
and address of a prospective buyer—or seller—has neglected 
to do so. Later, he wants urgently to get in touch with a 
person whose name and address he does not know. He uses 
the classified section.

Very often, he finds the brief Want Ad successful. How­
ever, that doesn't change the rule, which should be:

3 RINGSe 
HUGE STEEL ARENA
- ELEVATED STAGES

Always obtain the names and addresses of inquirers. 
Jot them down.And don‘t trust to memory.

Names of inquirers should be obtained for at least one 
reason, often for more than one. First of all, that may 
happen which usually has happened preceding such an adver­
tisement as here quoted. A visitor called, looked at the article 
offered for sale, and then discussed the price. Advertiser and 
buyer didn't agree on price, and the latter departed. Later, 
however, no inquirers made better offers. The seller came to 
the likely correct conclusion that the price he had asked was 
too high. He wanted to get in touch with the inquirer whose 
offer he was now ready to accept. And he didn't know his 
name!

Names should be obtained and kept, in specific situations, 
for other reasons. A market gardener on a car line has 
asparagus, peas, strawberries, etc., to sell in season. He has the 
same produce each year. He keeps the names of inquirers 
and customers, and each year, in addition to his classified 
advertising, calls these excellent prospects on the 'phone.

found it satisfactory. Many other good 
golfers use this stance.

Francis Ouimet differs from most of 
konwn players: he draws the right 

foot back an inch or two from the line 
just as 1 draw the left back. This is 
what we might term the closed stance 
from want of a better word. Nearly 
all good players use this stance when 
they wish to hook the ball as it is eas­
ier to send the clubhead into the ball 
from this position.

In all three stances the width be­
tween the feet is just the same.
f one made a chart of the feet and 
the position of the club on the ground, 
it would show that the ball is in prac­
tically the same position in relation to 
the toes. The ball and the two feet 
would form almost a triangle. At least, 
the distance from each toe to the ball 
would be the same.

When Ouimet takes his stance the ball 
appears to be teed almost opposite the 
right heel, while in my own case the 
ball is about opposite the left heel. With 
Duncan and Evans the ball is about 
in the center.

No golfer ever made any success out 
of the game by playing on his toes. 
W hen a player is off form one of the 
most common faults is for him to rise 
on his toes. I have seen photographs 
of players at the finish of the swing 
standing on both toes. This is wrong. 
The correct way is to stand with the 
weight well distributed on the ball of 
the foot and the heel. The left heel 
rises a little at the top of the swing to 
accommodate the pivot while the right 
foot is resting on the toe at the finish 
and the left foot is flat on the ground. 
If you will observe the photographs of 
well-known players at the finish of the 
swing you will see that this is true.

When taking the stance, the ball 
should be teed at a position a club 
length away from the left knee. Take 
the stance and stand erect with the 
hands down. This will give one an idea 
where to tee the ball. Some golfers 
lean over quite a bit while others stand 
straighter. The explanation of that be­
longs to a discussion of the upright 
and the flat swing.

THE STANCE.
Not long ago I made the assertion 

that foot work in golf constituted a 
very large percentage of the game. 
Without a comfortable and solid stance 
it would be difficult to accomplish much 
in the way of hitting the ball properly.

The stance is important in every 
shot that we make and consequently 
it varies according to what is required, 
just as the stance of the boxer varies 
according to the blow he is going to 
strike or to the defence of his oppo­
nent’s blows.

I would suggest that every golfer 
learn to play golf by standing with the 
feet fairly well apart for the drive. Just 
how far apart his heels should be de­
pends on the length of his legs so I 
will not specify any distance. If the 
feet are well apart there is less chance 
of swaying and the temptation to hit 
too soon—that is, to get the body into 
the shot before the hands have brought 
the club head to its proper place—are 
minimized.

Everyone should know by a little 
practice when the stance feels com­
fortable. Most golfers are inclined, 
however, to put the feet a trifle too 
close together. I would suggest that a 
sure cure for slicing would be to spread 
the feet more than usual, as we all 
know slicing is caused by pulling the 
hands in instead of letting them go 
out after the ball.

There are three distinct types of 
stances. If golfers are interested in 
my own stance I will explain it in de­
tail.

I stand with my feet pretty well 
apart and with the left drawn back 
about three inches from the line of 
flight. This is what is known as the 
open stance and is used by a great 
many well-known players. Hutchison, 
Vardon, Barnes, Mitchell, Sarazen and 
others stand this way but all of us dif­
fer a little in the distance the left foot 
is placed from the line of flight.

Duncan and Chick Evans stand with 
their feet on a line in what we call 
the square stance. Duncan is empha­
tic in saying that this is the best and 
only way to hit a golf ball. Evans has
