fThe church was Crowded to the 
doors last night to hear the pastor, 
of the William St. Baptists speak on.

Widow." The character selected was 
Buth, and from the text Rev. Mr. 
Hoyt preached a strong and forceful 
sermon.

The preacher first referred to the 
character of the Book of Ruth, and 
said it was like an oasis in the desert, 
or a fragrant rose in the midst of 
many thorns.

Rev. Mr. Hoyt then drew a graphic 
picture of Elimelech and Naomi leav­
ing Bethlehem with their two sons 
on account of famine and going 
down and settling in Moab, of the 
marriage of their two sons to two 
beautiful Moabitish maidens, and of 
the sickness which soon overtook 
both father and sons, which resulted 
ed in death. It was contrary to the 
law of God for the Jews to live 
among or to marry a heathen people, 
and here the preacher drew atten-/ 
lion to the foot that anyone who vi­
olates the laws of God will surely 
be punished for so doing. Taking up, 
the thread of the discourse again 
Mr. Hoyt forcibly described the group 
of three widows—one old, with grey 
locks and wrinkled faoe, and the 
younger two, strong and vigorous. 
One of them ,Orphah, was persuaded 
to return to her own people, but 
Ruth said, entreat me not to leave 
thee, or to return from following af­
ter thee, etc. Ruth is seen first in 
her strong attachment to her moth­
er-in-law, to her mother-in-law's 
people, and to her mother-in-law's 
God. "Thy people shall be my peo­
ple, and thy God, my God.”

EX-SHERIFF SMART DEAD.

Prominent Brookville Manufacturer and 
Citizen Passes Away.

Varieties of Frost.
There are two very distinct varieties 

of frost, a "black” frost and a “white” 
frost. A white frost is indicative of the 
probability of rain, but two white 
frosts seen on consecutive mornings 
and, still more, three white frosts so 
seen, are certain forerunners of rain 
within a few hours. On the other hand, 
a black frost, especially if it comes on 
gradually during two or three days, 
indicates cold and dry weather. If dur­
ing frosty weather mist disperses and 
small detached cirro-cumulus clouds 
appear in the upper air, a thaw may 
be expected. Cirro-cumulus is the 
scientific name for those clouds which 
are familiar to everybody under the 
name of "mackerel sky.” Some other 
signs of an impending break-up of 
frost are the following: —A watery 
sun at sunrise; the sun setting in 
bluish clouds and casting reflected I 
rays into them; the stars looking dull, | 
and the larger ones only visible; the] 
moons horns looking blunted.

"Let us be benevolent to those who 

do not enjoy so high a distinction as 
ourselves of being born north of the 
Tweed," said the Lieutenant-Governor 
in setting the toast-making responses a- 
rolling at the 69th St. Andrews* So­
ciety dinner at Toronto on Nov. 30. 
1905. "We seek to rekindle to-night that 
spirit of love to our country, which, 
however deep, can never encroach in 
any way upon our love for the country 
of our adoption. Scotchmen deserve 
well of the whole Canadian common­
wealth. We have done our share in 
building up this vast Dominion. Let 
me give you Lord Rosebery’s words 
that man is the best Imperialist who 
loves his native province most.’”

"We are assembled in spirit with all 
true Scotsmen throughout and beyond 
the Empire this night,” said Prof Kil­
patrick to the toast “The Day and All 
Who Honor It." "The achievements of 
brither Scots must come to our 
thoughts. In all fields of activity the 
name of Scotland is writ large. The 
Scotsmen are noted empire-builders. All 
over this Canada are traces of their 
work. No greater idealists live. They 
have continued across the water their 
ideals of home life, and have presented 
to the Empire an ideal of purity, of 
the social bond and of brotherhood. 
They have also contributed an ideal of 
character—a distinctiveness which the 
Empire would do ill without. A vigor 
of mind, steadfastness of purpose, ten­
acity of resolution, a devotion to 
causes lost and won—these were im­
mutable traits of the Scotch character.

"Another element which formed the 
ideal of every Scot’s aspirations was 
righteousness. Foremost among his 
political ideals was the demand for 
freedom, the sacred right of resistance 
against oppression and political losses.

Wolves Plentiful and Fierce.
The Jackson hunting party returned 

on Thursday night from the head of 
Stony Lake, where they were located 
during the hunting season, says The 
Campbellford Despatch of the 7th Dec.

Mr. Jackson states that the wolves 
In that section have this season played 
havoc with the deer, and, in fact, have 
become so numerous as to be a menace 
to human life. On Sunday last a man, 
driving in from Havelock, was sur­
rounded by a pack of ferocious howling 
monsters, and was forced to get out of 
his buggy and seize his horse, which 
had become affrighted, by the head. 
The pack approached rapidly, and had 
it not been for the timely arrival of 
a number of men from a lumber camp 
in the vicinity an attack, he believed, 
was certain. Thomas Hull, who re­
sides at the head of the lake, has been 
a severe sufferer from the ravages of 
the wolves, ten of his flock of sheep 
having been killed a short time ago, 
together with a heifer. The destruc­
tion of deer by the same cause is re­
garded as most disastrous by the re­
turned nimrods. A hound which was 
in pursuit of a deer upon a runway 
was attacked and torn to pieces by the 
ferocious brutes.

Kingston

ROYAL HOUSEHOLD Kingston, Jan. 29.—Donald McIn­
tyre's meeting Saturday night was a 
great gathering, with nb interrupters 
and no unpleasantness at all. The 
presence of three members of the Gov­
ernment was an attraction, and great 
respect and attention was shown to 
the Ministers. Premier Whitney came 
out broadfooted on several matters of 
policy, and Mr. Foy launched a sen­
sation as to the methods in the Crown 
Lands Department of the old adminis­
tration.

Premier Whitney's critics agree with 
his admirers that his speech before 
the big gathering was one of brilliance

Cut Price Graniteware Sale office the revenues of the asylums,
prisons, etc., had increased by about
$150,000. There arose the question of 
the pool room at Toronto Junction. The 
Government had turned its attention 
also to the Temiskaming and Northern 
Ontario Railway and had at once 
changed the commissioners; under 
whose authority the road was being 
constructed.

The record made by the new com­
missioners had been remarkable. The 
administration of the Crown Lands De- 
partment showed a similar gain in rev­
enue to that of the others mentioned. 
Another feature of the Government 
management of the Temiskaming and 
Northern Ontario Railway had been 
that outside of the members of the 
Legislature, no passes had been issued. 
Great stress had been placed by the 
Conservative party when in opposition 
upon the reprehensible practice of dis­
posing of immense areas of pulpwood 
lands by secret bargains. The Govern- 
men had taken steps to cancel all these 
agreements, the provisions of which 
had not been carried out. A measure 
of success had attended the Govern­
ment’s administration of the Depart­
ment of Agriculture. At present there 
are nearly 200 more students at the 
Guelph Agricultural College than there 
had been during the previous year.

While, on this subject, said Mr. 
Whitney, he desired to mention the 
case of Dr. Mills, who had been for so 
many years the head of the Guelph 
Agricultural College, who had gone to 
Europe on at least one occasion in the 
Interests of the college, and had paid 
his own expenses, but, on his leaving 
the service of the province to take up 
his position as a member of the Dom­
inion Railway Commission, no gratuity 
or allowance had been made to him, 
nor even any compensation. Mr. Whit­
ney spoke for a couple of hours. He 
would riot do away with manhood fran­
chise; no thought of it. He had not 
adopted the spoils system. Many 
charges against the old Government 
were proven before the Conservative 
Government came into power. Docu­
mentary evidence had been removed. 
He said Mr. Pense was not even en­
dorsed by his party.

Mr. Whitney drew attention to one 
instance of iniquity which had been 
carried so far that it was impossible to 
right the wrong which had been done. 
The Ontario Government had granted 
to the Grand Trunk Pacific a subsidy 
of $2,000 a mile in cash and 6,000 acres 
of land per mile, including the miner- 
als, simply for their connecting line be­
tween Port Arthur and the main line 
of the G. T. P., a distance of 200 miles. 
The company would have had to built i 
the line anyway, and Mr. Whitney did : 
hot believe they had ever asked for 
what they received.

"A public official who performs his 
duty and does not interfere in election 
matters will be supported and backed 
up by the Government,” said Mr. 
Whitney, referring to the “spoils sys- 
tem." One department in Ottawa had 
in eight months dismissed more em­
ployes than all those dismissed for good 
reason by the Ontario Government.

when he stepped forward. Mr. Me- 
Intyre said the mistake made in King­
ston last January must be righted. He 
sailed into the secret ballot situation, 
and was cheered for the announcement 
that a man could vote for who he lik­
ed now without fear, as the numbered 
ballot was a tiling of the past. He re­
pudiated the vindictiveness charged to 
him through Mr. Pense’s paper.

Mr. Foy’s Speech.
Hon. J. J. Foy compared the actions 

of the present Government, which Mr. 
McIntyre represents, and the old one, 
which had been so signally defeated a 
year ago.

There have been things done in the 
Parliament buildings that the people of 
this province ought to know, and in the 
course of time they will know,” said 
Hon: Mr. Foy as he got the audience 
interested to the hear a pin drop point.

"Things that will make Mr. Pense 
and the reform press sorry," he contin­
ued and he related that only very re­
cently and accidentally the facts came 
out. Way back in 1898 an order-in- 
council was passed granting Angus Mc­
Leod and J. J. McNeil of Muskoka the 
right to cut the timber on some burnt 
areas in Northern Ontario. The order- 
in-council embodies the advertisement 
describing the timber limit, and was 
passed May 9, 1898. In the advertise­
ment the offering is the pine timber 
which is estimated at 5,750,000 feet, 
board measurement, situate on the 
north and west of the east branch of 
the Spanish River. McLeod & McNeil 
tendered and were granted the ‘privi­
lege on the consideration of them pay­
ing $20,150 as a bonus, in addition to 
the regular ground dues of $1.25 per 
1,000 feet, board measure. They gave 
a bond of $10,000 to guarantee the per­
formance of their part of the contract, 
and the timber was to be removed 
promptly. Hon. J. M. Gibson was com­
missioner of Crown Lands when this 
was done, and a short time afterwards 
McLeod & McNeil got an extension 
whereby a small portion of the land 
on the other side of the river was in­
cluded as some of the burnt timber 
there, and it was thought by Mr. Gib­
son that the tenderers were entitled to 
it.

That did not end it though, and it 
looks as if the transaction included * 
about anything thé tenderers liked to 
take, for they gained possession of an 
area of twelve miles by eighteen miles, 
on the east and south side of the river, 
for nothing. All records of the way in 
which this came about have disappear- 
ed, as far as the Government is con­
cerned. There are no documents to 
ehow how it was consummated. The 
original grant of 5,750,000 feet had been 
thus increased to 120,060,000 feet, all 
there is in the Department to show 
anything about it is a copy of a map 
given by Hon. Mr. Davis to the com­
pany, on which the extension is mark- 
ed.
