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BILL.

An Act to Incorporate The Quebec Music Ball
Association.

W HEREAS Archibald Campbell, Esquire, the Hon. Preamble.
Louis Panet, and William Rhodes, Edward Gingras,

Francois Réal Angers, Charles Alleyn, Simon Peters,
Charles Baillargé, Edward Burroughs, Esquires, and

5 others, by their humble Petition have represented that
they have cecome subscribers to, and have associated
themselves for the purpose of building and maintaining
in the City of Quebec a public building for the purpose
of encouraging the fine Arts, and such like purposes, to

10 be called " The Quebec Mlusic Hall;" and -they, the said
subscribers, are apprehensive that the said objects cannot
at all, or but imperfectly be obtained, unless they are in-
corporated and subjected to such rules as the nature of
the undertaking may require, and therefore have prayed

15 that for promoting.the object of such association they
the said subscribers and their assigns may be incorpora-
ted: Be it therefore enacted, &c., &c.,

That the said several persons herein above named, sub- certan
scribers to the said undertaking, their several and respect- in artea.

20 ive successors, heirs, executors, curators, administrators
and assigns, shall be, and are hereby ordained, constituted
and declared to.be one·body corporate and politic, by
the name of " Tite Quebec Music Hall I1ssociation," and corporato
by that name, they. and their sùccessors shall and may p",°*&

25 have for ever hereafter perpetual succession, and
shall and may by th.e same name. be capable in law to
sue, be sued, implead and be impleaded, answer and
be answered unto, defend and be defended, in all Courts
and places whatsoever, ànd of what nature and kind

30 soever, and. that they and their successors may have a
common seal, and may change and alter the sane at their
pleasure, and also thatthey and their successors by the
name of the Quebec Music Hall A1ssociation, shall be in
law.. capable of purchasing, holding and conveying åny

35 estate, real. or. personal, for the:use of the said Corpora-
tion: Provided such. real and personal estate any one Pross.
time held by the said Quebec MusicHall .1ssociation shali
not exceed the value of eight thousand pounds currency.

be raised by the several persons hereii before named, and
such other person or persons as.shall or may- at any



time become subscriber or subscribers to the said Quebec
. Music Hall Issociation, shall be divided and distinguished

into one thousand and six hundred equal parts or shares
at a price not exceedingfive pounds currency per share,

Tobe personai and that tbey shall be deemed personal estate, and shall 5
propery. be transferable as such ; and that the said one thousand

and six hundred shares be and are hereby vested in the
said several subscribers, and their several respective
heirs, executors, curators, administrators and assigns, to
their, and every of their several respective proper use 10
and behoof, proportionally to the sum they and each of

Shareholders them shall severally subscribe and pay thereunto ; and all
*a °v and every persons and their several and respective suc-

shares or cessors, executors, curators, administrators and assigns,
profim who shall severally subscribe and pay the sum of five 15

pounds curreney or more, towards carrying on and con-
pleting the said Quebec Music Hall, shail be members
of the said association, and as such entitled to and
receive, after the said building is completed, the entire
and nett distribution of the profits and advantages that 20

- shall and may arise and accrue by virtue of the sum and
sums of'money to be raised, recovered or received by
the authority of this Act, in proportion to the number of
shares so held ; and every person or persons having such
property of one or rmáSre shares in the said undertaking, 25
and so in proportion as aforesaid, shall bear and pay an
adequate and proportional surn of money towards carry-
ing on the said undertaking, in the manner by this Act
directed and appointed.

Scale or votes. III. And be it enacted, That upon every or any subject, 30
proposition or question which shall arise, be discussed,
or be put, relating to the affairs of the said Corporation,
each member holding. five shares or urider, shall have
one voice or vote for and in respect of each share which
he shall hold or possess in the said undertaking; each 35
member holding not less than six shares, nor more than
eight shares, shall have six votes; each member holding
not less than nine shares, nor more than twelve, shall
have eight votes; each member holding not less than
thirteen shares, nor more than nineteen, shall have ten 40
votes, and each member holding twenty shares or up-
wards, shall have twelve votes, which vote or votes may
be given by any such member or members as aforesaid,

pe,. either in person or by his, her, or their proxy or proxies,
appointed by writing or writings, under bis, her, or their 45
hand or hands, and such vote by such proxy, shall be
as effectual to all intents and purposes, as if the principal

Majority to or principals had voted in person; and whatsoever ques-
decide. tion, election of officers or other matter or thing shall be

proposed, discussed or considered in any publie meeting, 50
to be held in pursuance of this Act, the same shall be
finally determined by the majority of. votes and proxies
then present, and the chairman at every such meeting, in

case of a division of equal numbers, shall have the cast- castingvote.
ing vote, although he shall have voted before: Provided Proviso,
always, that no person shall vote as proxy, unless he be
a proprietor, and that a part or parts of a share or shares

5 shall not entitle any person to vote in person or by proxy.

IV. And be it enacted, That the said Corporation may Corporation

from time to time lawfully borrow either in this Province £40°0°
or elsewhere, such sum or sums of money, not exceeding
at any one time the sum of four thousand pounds currency,

10 as they may find expedient, and at such rate of interest
not exceeding six per cent per annum as they may think
proper ; and may give their bonds, obligations or othér ana gio
securiities for the sums so borrowed, and may hypothe- hypohecs, &ae.

cale or pledge the lands, revenues and other property of
15 the said Corporation for the due payment of the said

sums, and the interest thereon.

V. And be it enacted, That no Shareholder or sub- Liabilityof

scriber in- the said Corporation shall be in any manner shareholders.

whatsoever liable for or charged with the payment of any
20 dçbt or demand due by the said Corporation beyond the

extent of his, her or their share in the Capital of the
said Corporation not paid up.

VI. And be it enacted, That this Act shall corme into Subscriptioa
full force and effect immediately after the passing of the °

25 same, and that it. shall be competent for the subscribers
above named, or three of them, to open a book or
books of subscription, and as soon as one hundred metingor
shares shall have been subscribed in such books, to cal a Stockholders.

public generat meeting of such subscribers, at the time
30 and at the place they shall deem fit inthe City of Quebec

by public notice, to be published at least eight days
before such meeting in some newspapers in the City of
Quebec, twice in an English newspaper, and twice in a
French newspaper: and a like general meeting, to be

35 called by the Secretary of the said Corporation, after
due notice as aforesaid, shall be held on the first londay
of May in every year afterwards, at the hour of one
o'clock in the afternoon, or on any subsequent days fol-
lowing, which shall be duly indicated in such notice.

40 VII. And be it enacted, That at the first general committee of

meeting of the said proprietors hereinbefore directed to management

be held, the proprietors then assembled together. with
such proxies as shall then be produced, or the. major part
of such proprietors or proxies, shall choose seven per-

45 sons, for the time being proprietors of at least
shares in such undertaking, of .whom four shal form a
quorum which persons so chosen shall be a Committee
to manage, direct and carry on the affairs and business

Accounta. soever relating to or concerning the same: And the said
Committee for the time being shall on the first Monday 20
of May in every year, ai the meeting of the members of
the said " Quebec lusic Hall J1ssociation," produce and
give a full, just and true account in writing of ail their
transactions, receipts and payments respectively, so that
the true state of the said " Quebec Music Hall '/ssocia- 25

Dd la. lion" and ils affairs may manifestly appear; and shall
also make and declare a dividend of the clear profit and
income, ll contingent costs and charges heing first de-
ducted, among ail the proprietors aforesaid.

Meisor IX. And be it enacted, That the said Committee 30
commiuem of proprietors shall be afterwards chosen at the ge-

neral meetings of proprietors to be holden annually as
aforesaid; and shall meet as often and at such place in
the city of Quebec to be by tbem appointed, as occasion.

Frovissa may require; Provided always, that no member of the 35

bv the Committee of Management to be appointed under
the provisions of this Act, which calls shall be made hy an Notire

5 advertisement to be Ihree times inserted in a newspaper thereuf

published in the City of Quebec in the English language,
and three times in a newspaper likewise published in the
said City of Quebec in the French language, vhich adver-
tisement shall specify the time and place and the person

10 to whom such calls respectively shall be paid ; Provided Prviso.
that no call shall be made payable until fifteer days after
the date upon which the first advertisement shail have
been made and. published ; and provided further, that no
call to be so made, shall at any time exceed twenly-five

15 per cent. of the amount subscribed or twenty-five shillings
cirrency, per each share, and that an interval of three
months shall elapse between each such call to be so made
as aloresaid ; and provided als'o, that in default. of pay- Proviso.
ment of the amount of any call to be made under the

20 provisions of this Act, defaulting shareholders and sub-
scribers of stock in the said undertaking, shall forfeit and
pay a sum of fve shillings per sbare upon every such
default, which forfeitures shall form part of the common
fond of the undertaking, and such defaulters further shall

25 be bound and obliged to pay legal interest upon the
amount due from the day upon which such amount. so
became due.

XI. And be it enacted, That any subscriber ofshares, Sub.criber. t

or stockhoider in the said undertaking, shall be held and "f"n
30 bound, and they are hereby required to pay the sums of canid fr.

money subscribed for by them, as the same shall be called
in under the provisions of the next preceding section;
and in case any person or persons neglect or refuse to
pay the same at the time and in the manner provided for

35 by the said next preceding section, it shail and may be
lawful for the said Corporation to sue for and recover
the same, together with the forfeiture incurred by such
default, neglect or refusai, and interest upon the amount
due, and costs, in any Court of Law having competent

40 jurisdiction.

XII. And be it enacted, That the said Committee or Commiuee to
quorum of such Committee as aforesaid, being assembled a by-Ia.
at such places and times as shall be so fixed as atoresaid,
shall have full power and authority to make, ordain and

45 constitute such and so many by-laws, rules and orders,
not repugnant to the statutes, -customs or laws of the
Province, or th e express regulations of this Act, as by
the said Comnitteeor such guorum as aforesaid, shall be
judged expedient and necessaty,as weil forthe direction,

50 conduct and government of the said Corporation, as of
the property, real and personal; moveable and immove-.
able by them heild, and thè same to revoke, alter and

amend, as in their opinion will most effectually promote
the purposes of this Act; and for enforcing the execution
of the by-laws, rules and orders, the said Committee or

Mayi"pose such.quorum ther eof as aforesaid, are hereby further em-
powered to impose and lay any fine, not to exceedfire 5
pounds currency, for the breach of aiy by-laws or orders,
upon any person or persons, being members of the said
Corporation, who shall be guilhy of any breach Of any
such by-laws, rules and orders as by the said Committee
or the majority of them, or of the quorum thereof, shall 10

rroviso. be judged fit and reasonable: Provided alvays, never-
theless, that no such by-laws, rules or orders, shall have any
force or effect, until the same shall have been sanctioned
and confirmed by some general meeting of the said pro.
prietors, held in the manner therein directed, and shall 15
thereafter have been published in the Quebec Gazette.

Shares may XIII. And be it enacted, That it shall and may be law-
e "'A"'* ful for each and every of the members, for the tiine being,

of the said Corporation, bis and ber executors, admini-
strators and assigns, to give, seli, alien, assign, devise or 20
dispose of his, ber or jheir respective share or shares and
interest, to any person or persons, being subjects of Her
Majesty ; and the said person or persons and their re-
spective assigns shall be members of the said Corpora-
tion, and shall be entitled to all and every the same rights 25
and privileggs, and to the profits and advantages there-
frou arising, and in the said Corporation, as the members
inghis Act named are entitled to by virtue of this Act;

Frori.o. Provided always, that a part of a share or shares, shall
not entitle the proprietor or owner thereof to any privi- 30
lege whatsoever.

Tramrers te XIV. And be it enacted, That any purchaser or pur-
e4pcfte, &e. chasers, shail for bis, ber or their security, as well as that

of 'the said Corporation, have a duplicate or duplicates of
the déd or act of transfer made unto him, ber or them, 35
and executed by both parties, one whereof so executed
shall be delivered to the said Committee or to'the Secre-
tary for the time being, to be fyled and kept of record
for the use of the said Corporation, and upon the fyling
thereof an entry thereof shall be forthwith made in the 40
book or books to be kept by the Secretary for that pur-
pose, for which no more than two shillings and six pence
currency shall be paid ; and until such duplicaté of such
deed or act of transfer shall be so delivered unto the said
Committee or Secretary of the said Corporation, and 45
fyled and entered as above directed, such purchaser or
purchasers shall not be held to be a proprietor or proprie-,
tors of such share or shares, and shall have no part of
the profit of the said undertaking, paid unto him, ber or
them, nor any vote as members of the said Corporation. 50

Public Act XV. And' be it .eiacted, That this Act shall be a
public Act.
