CHANGES OF ROUTE

V-riéurLinn Are Jult.i;ﬁinning Tu
Announce What Use They Will
Make of Canal—Imiossible To Es-

timate Income Yet.

Washington, June 26—Now that the
Panama (Canal, in a small way, is be-
ginning to pay for itself, some measure
of attention is beginning to centre up-
on the practical effect of the¢ Tolls Ex-
emption Repeal Bill. The first report
of earnings from tolls has been receiv-
ed at the Tsthmian Capal ‘Office in
Washington, and was briefly n(l\w-rrgtl
to in dispatches the otheér day.
